FIELD CROPS IN 1914

——

Ottawa, January 13, 1915." The Census
and Statistics Office has issued to-day its

crops in 1914. The report states that, in
marked contrast to 1913, the season prov-
ed particularly unfavourable to the growth
of grain. Persistent drought throughout
the greater part of the Northwest provin-
ces resulted in a yield pér acre ‘of the
chief cereals lower than in any ‘season
since 1910 and lower than the ‘average of
the six years ended 1913. In Ontario and
Quebec, though the grain crops sifffered
from a dry season, the conditions'were not
so unfavourable, whilst in the Maritime
provinces a favourable season resulted in
good returns.

YIELD OF GRAIN CROPS.
For*the whole of Canada the area esti-
mated to be sown to field crops was 35;-
102,175 acres, as compared with 35,375,430
acres in 1813; but owing ‘to the drought
the total productive area in 1914 was re-
duced to 33,440,075 acres. Upon this
area the total production’of grain crops
in bushels was as follows: wheat 161,280,
000 as 'against 231,717,000 in 1913, oats}|
313,068,000 against 404,669,000, barléy 36,-
201,000 against 48,319,000, rye 2,016,800
against -2,3000,000, peas 3,362,500 against
3,951,800, beans. .797,5000 against 793,300,
buckwheat 8,626,000 against - 8,372,000,
rhixed grains 16,382,500 against 15,792,000,
flax 7,175,200 agajnst 17,539,000 and corn
for husking 13,924,000 against 16,768,(!!)
bushels.

ANNE WHITNEY

NE of New England’s most remark-

O able women has passed away in the

. death of Miss Anne Whitney, poet
and sculptor, at the age-of 9.

Her life began in the days. when there

was strong prejydice even against literary
of artistic work on the part of women.
Seme of her ~experiences would seem al-
most incredible to the present generation.
Whien it was decided to erect inBoston a
statue to Charles Sumner, the committee

offered a prize for the best model. -All

the designs were submitted anonymously.
One was chosen as decidedly’ the best.
But when the envelope containing. the
name of the artist was opened, anid it was
founid to be Anne Whitney, a murmur of
dismay went around the commiittee. . The
majority resolved that it would never do
tahaye the statue made by a woman.
They awarded Miss* Whitney the prize,
- . but gave the contract for making ‘the
T gBi¥he to one of the other sculptdrs, 'Whose
model they had adjudged inferior before
tHey knew that hers was the work ofa
weman. The late' Charles W. Slack was
ofi the committee. He strongly opposed
this injustice, and made the facts public.
They aroused indignation, and Miss Whit-
ney’s statue of Sumner was erected by
public subscription. It stands in Cam-
bridge, at Harvard Square; and its majesty
and Beauty speak for themselves.

Ofher important statues by her are the
Leif Ericsson in Commonwealth Avenue,
the Harriet Martineau at Wellesley Col-
lege (destroyed in the late fire), and the
Samuel Adams in Dock Square. - This last
is a replica’ of the -one in the Capitol at
Washington. An English art critic visit-
ing Boston solne years ago was told by a
friend that Miss Whitney’s works had
great merit. - The Englishman scoffed at
the idea that'a woman could be an able
sculptor, afid made light of American
sculpture in general. *“Ihave seen the
statues in your Capitol at Washington, o5
he said, “and the only really fine one
among themis Samuel ‘Adams. " n-
deed. ” said his friend. “ Well, the Sam-
uel Adams is the work of Miss Whitney.”

Her success was the more remarkable
inasmuch as she did not take up sculpture
till she was thirty-eight- In her youth
she followed poetry. * A slender volume of
her poems, published in 1859, contains
work so firie that some of ‘her friénds, in-
cluding the present writer, have always
regretted that she abandoned poetry for
sculpture. _Her poems were a great com-
fort to Lucy Stone, in the hard early days
of her lonely-lecturing for woman’s rights,
especially one poem telling of the long
waiting which is often necessary before
great th‘i(ggs come to-pass,—as the aloe
* waits #n hundred years for its flowef. b 2

If the aloe wait an hundred years,—
And God’s times are so long indeed,
For simple things, as flower and weed,
That gather only the light and gldom =~

She suffered a severe bereavement in

But “if Tarmers had parts of plants of
wormseed mustard, false flax, shepher’s
purse, mayweed, etd, fily ground and
mixed with their porridge, -they would
better appreciate ‘why' dairy cows “or
horses toss weedy hay out of their man-
ges. ) Somé iriconsiderate ' farmers chop
weedy hay in a cutting box thus prevent-
ing their stack from picking it over and
avoiding the weeds. They do not seem
to realize that many such weeds are un-
Wholesorde or éven poisonous, and that
when forced to eat thém animals. fail to
make gains, or yield a small quantityz of
badly-flavored.-milk and become generally
dnthrifty. If forced to eat such feed they
will consume only sufficient for their ex-
istence. The most'économical gains are
obtained from feeds which are not only
highly nutritious from a chemical- stand-
point but are also relished by the stock.
