Boothbay, Me., depends on the fact that 
lobsters brought from Nova Scotia, whiçh 
develop seed after being impounded are 
utilized, when otherwise the seed would 
be destroyed. That is hardly to the mark.
In Charlotte county lobsters are impound­
ed in several places. If these lobsters 
develop seeds, the Dominion Department 
of Fisheries purchases them, and liberates 
them. The Maine hatchery buys many 
seed lobsters that we caught on the Maine 
coast. My contention is that a hatchery 
would give better results than is secured 
by natural "propagation, as is the case 
with artificial culture of salmon. When a 
seed lobster is liberated, it may be caught 
in a day or two, and the fisherman may 
destroy the seed in order to sell the lob­
ster on the market. ”

Major-General G. R. Roberts.
Major-General George Ricketts Roberts, 

half-brother of Lord Roberts, died at 
Wudnee, Richmond, Surrey, early on Tues­
day morning, March 23.

He was born in Meerut in 1827, and 
entered the Army in 1844. He served 
with the 41st Bengal Native Infantry at 
Moodkee, Ferozeshah, and Aliwal with 
the reserve of the Sutlej Army, and at the 
battle of Sobraon, 1845 46 ; was with the 
force that took possession of the Jullun- 
dhur Doab in 1846, and with that which 
marched the same year to coerce Sheik 
Imuum-u-Deen of Cashmere.

He acted as interpreter and quarter­
master to the regiment when sent from 
Delhi to Mooltan across the desert in 
1.849, and also in the operations against 
Ameer Ali Murad of Sind, in 1852. He 
was appointed to the Commissariat De- \ 
partment in the latter year, and in 1858 
Was in charge of Sir Edward Lugard’s > 
force at Benares, receiving mention in 
dispatches. Subsequently he served with 
Sir Hope Grant’s force in Oudh, and was \ 
present at the taking of Judgespore*.and j 
other operations. He retired from the 
Army in 1880.
