DENMARK GIVES WOMEN THE 
VOTE

Copenhagen, June 4.—The new con­
stitution of Denmark, which goes into 
effect to-morrow, grants equal suffrage to 
men and women, and ends the protracted 
controversy for reform. The previous 
constitution, adopted in 1866, after the 
disastrous war with Germany and Aus­
tria, was framed by the reactionaries who 
had come into power. This objectionable 
constitution superseded that of 1849, 
which was framed as a liberal foundation 
of government when Denmark passed 
from a despotism to popular rule.

The Danes are thanking the European 
war outbreak for their present good for­
tune. The giant conflict raging near at 
hand caused a cessation of the internal 
dissentions, but it was seen by the states­
men of the day that nothing short of a 
compromise could effect the solidarity of 
Denmark. It had been feared that a con - 
stitutional reform would disrupt the 
country, so bitter were the factions for

-----Two hundred and ninety-seven
Germans, prisoners of war, most of them 
members of the crew of the converted 
cruiser Kaiser Wilhelm Der Grosse, sunk 
off the west coast of Africa on Aug. 20 by 
H. M. S. Highflyer, arrived at Halifax, N. 
S., on June 5, on the steamer Halifax from 
Jamaica. They were taken to the con­
centration camp at Amherst, N. S.

-----The Minister of Finance, Ottawa,
received on June 4, through the Governor 
General, a cheque for $100,000 from Hunt- 
ley R. Drummond of Montreal to be used 
for the purpose of providing abput 
hundred and twenty-five maxim guns, it 
being understood that these are to be in 
addition to those to be provided 
Militia Department for the use 
Canadian Expeditionary Force.

-----At Owen Sound, Ont., on June 3,
after an exciting chase, lasting all day, 
and an exchange of shots, the police, aided 
by a posse, rounded up a pair of the most 
dangefous criminals who have been in 
Owen Sound in years. Robert J. Bell is 
now in jail with a bullet hole in one hand, 
while John Williams, who is uninjured, is 
also in custody. They are charged with 
committing a series of burglaries.

-----The London Daily Telegraph’s Rome
correspondent says Pope Benedict is pre­
paring a White Book, in Which he will 
show the steps he took in support of peace.

The pope has donated 5,000 francs ($1 
000) for the purchase of twenty-five camp 
altars for use at the front In all, 39,000 
francs ($7,800) have been collected to 
meet the religious requirements of the 
army in the field.

-----Premier Asquith brought to a con­
clusion cm June 4, a personal visit to the 
British front most of which he visited by 
motor car.

During a tour of four days the Premier 
investigated all phases of the army in the 
field, hospitals, baths, flying corps, etc. 
On a certain hill he viewed the trenches 
and saw shells bursting. Everywhere the 
British troops received him with enthus­
iasm.

----- Stretcher-bearer Reginald Harry
Drake, of No. 3 Company, 14th Battalion, 
will receive the Distingaished Conduct 
Medal from the hands of King George. 
Stretcher-bearer Drake is the first Can­
adian soldier to receive such high distinc­
tion in the present war. He is not yet 26 
'years of age.

Stretcher-bearer Drake won his medal 
through an attempt to save a comrade, 
Private George P. Stoady, from death, 
under a heavy fire. Private Stoady died 
from wounds.

-----English insurance companies have
already paid claims amounting to $500,- 
000 in connexion with the loss of life by 
the sinking pf the Lusitaniç. This repre­
sents the sum payable on about 350 lives, 
and many more claims are expected to be 
filed. The American claims will probably 
reach thrice this amount, according to the 
estimates, as some of the American pass­
engers were heavily insured. No English 
company has so far confirmed the report 
that Alfred G Wynne Vanderbilt carried 
heavy insurance on Ms life,

——The British Government’s case 
against the Ttmes and Major E, H, Rich­
ardson, on the charge of revealing in­
formation useful to enemies of Great 
Britain, was dismissed in London on June 
5 by Sir David Burnett, in the police court 
The defence contended that the informa­
tion in question contained in a letter 
written by Major Richardson and publish­
ed in the Times was perfectly well known 
to Germany. It was to the effect that the 
last of the French reserves were in the 
field, and that raw young recruits had 
been called up.

Zeppelin raids on England were a con­

spicuous feature of the week, east coast 
towns, and London itself, having been 
visited by the dreaded air craft For 
reasons whieiT the authorieties consider 
sufficient, the results of these raids, even 
their exact locality, have not been made 
public. Lives have been lost and con­
siderable property damaged. As an offset 
to these raids it is to be recorded that a 
British aeroplane, operated by a young 
Canadian sub-lieutenant of the Royal 
Navy, R. W. Wameford, assisted by a 
French aeroplane, destroyed a Zeppelin, 
which exploded and fell on an orphanage 
near Ghent The crew of the Zeppelin 

killed ; but it is sad to record that 
some of the inmates of the orphanage, 
children and the Sisters in charge, also 
lost their lives in the fire that resulted 
from the burning Zeppelin falling on tHe 
building. This is one of the saddest in­
cidents of the war; but the orphanage 
was not the object of the attack.

Another feature of the week has been 
the arrest and tr^d of GehtAn spies in 

* England, $nd.~a éecm4eacencn of anti-Ger­
man riots. Spies have also been unearth­
ed even in the trenches in France, and in 
a monastery in Italy. The complete and 
widely ramified system of espionage 
organized by the Germans is gradually 
being revealed ; but it will be a long time 
before it can be destroyed or successfully 
counteracted.

The question of the supply of munitions 
qf war has been receiving in an unusual 
(jegree the attention of the British public 
and Parliament ; and under the energetic 
leadership of Lloyd George, the cabinet 
minister specially appointed to'take charge 
of this branch of the public service, it is 
expected that henceforward a supply will 
be forthcoming proportionate to the 
demand.

; The reply of the German Government 
td the American note on the Lusitania 
murder was received at Washington, but 
if was evasive and wholly unsatisfactory 
to the American Government, which is 
preparing to send a second note to the 
German Government The second note 
had not been sent up to Monday, June 7, 
but it was expected to be dispatched in 
the immediate future. The new note was 
expected ta be brief and pointed, and to 
demand of Germany a plain statement as 
to whether or not that country would cargo, 
conform to recognized international laws 
concerning the navigation of the high 
seas in time of war.
