CH’INTANK’OU
e

N those three syllables is enshrined an
old-world story known to every boat-
man and farmer along the Han River in
China, and quoted by scholars throughout
the length and breadth of the land. Out
- of this story, too, three phrases have be-
come fixed in the Chinese of literature
and correspondence, expressing sympath-
etic intimacy beyond that of ordinary

friendship.

The words are literally : * self-knower”
(the one who truly knows us),” “ heart-
knower,” and “music-interpreter”—that s,
one whose heart is so attuned to our own,
that he can read our thoughts as we ex-
temporise on the silken-stringed harpsi-
chord. And the name Ch’'intank’ou just
means “Creek of the Broken Lute.”

The story has been told in a book long
since out of print. It may be roughly
sketched again here :

Some hundreds of years B. C., in the
days of the Rival States of China, an am-
bassador from a distant Court, native of
the realm which is now Hupeh, came on a
journey home to visit once more the an-
cestral graves ot his family. And, lone-
some with the thought of how few near
his old home were now more than mere
acquaintances, he took boat for the return
journey. 1—} violent storm an.the Han (or
perhaps on the flood-waters to the south
of the Han, some miles from its present
course) forced him to take shelter at the
foot of a well-wooded hill, where his boat
was accordingly moored for the night.

But with the shades of evening, the
storm su(ldtenly cleared, and the full mid-
autumn moon shone forth. He had his
harpsichord carried out on deck, lit the
incense to consecrate the music, and pour-
ed forth his emotions in skilled improvi-
zation, When, all at once, one of the
silken strings snapped. This snapping of
the string was regarded literally (those
who extemporise may know it to be meta-
phorically) due to the presence of an
"unauthorized listener.”

A POORLY-CLAD WOOD-CUTTER

The statesman bade his servants search
the bank ; and at length they discovered
a poorly-clad young wood-cutter, leaning
over his faggots. They began to drive
him away; but he urged his right to listen.

Trying too hard to fit him-
self, by strenuous study, for his exalted
brotherhood, Tsz-ch’i had sickened and
died. At which news, the grief of Peh-ya
was extreme,

THE HORSE SADDLE HiLL

Supporting the old man, Peh-ya walked
to his-young brother’s grave, yonder on
the south slope of the Horse Saddle Hill
(where if is still kept in repair, after all
these centuries). A small crowd of
country yokels followed them. Little
knew they of the harpsichord’s message ;
And when Peh-ya began to play before
the grave, and to sing a dirge, they laugh-
ed him to scorn. Butit was to the soul
of his brother he sang. The dirge ended
with the words :

But he came

"I sing thee my last song, my last.
The harpsichord’s music is past. ”

Then, lifting it on high, he cried : “This
is my best offering, my brother beloved,”
and broke it in pieces there. And he him-
self became son to the aged couple, whose
declining years he loaded with every com-
fort.

Such, in brief, is the storp of old-world
pathos. And as one of the chief musi-
cians of England once said to the writer .
“What a lovable trait in the Chinese
nation, to . have cherished such a tale of
refined human feeling!”— Rev. W. A.
Carnaby, in the North China Daily News.

Montreal, Sept. 23—Fire which started
at an early hour this morning, in the
Princess Theatre, St. Catherine street, did
damage estimated at $60,000, and kept the
central divisions of the city’s fire fighting
forces working for several hours, before
it was brought under control.

The blaze was discovered by the night
watchman in the upper gallery near the

Mr. Comstock con-
tracted a cold while on his vacation ten
days ago, and later it developed into
pneumonia.

Mr. Comstock was noted for many years
for his crusades against immorality. In
1873 the New York Society for the Sup-
pression of Vice was formed by a group
of prominent New York men, and Mr.
Comstock was made its special agent.
Thousands of arrests and convictions re-
sulted through the Society’s efforts.

——St. John, Sept. 22.—A thrilling tale
of shipwreck and rescue on the shoals of
Bermuda, is told by survivors of the
steamer Pollokshields, who arrived in St.
John vesterday on the mail steamer Chau-
diere.

Members of the company of the ill-fated
Pollokshields told of the passing of their
craft on the ‘treacherous reefs of Elba
Beach, Bermuda, on Sept. 7, and of the
loss of their gallant skipper, Capt, Booth;
in the giant combers that swept the
steamer.

The storm which drove their vessel to
her doom was the most violent and pro-
longed succession of gales recorded in
Bermuda waters in the last fifteen years.

——Ottawa, Sept. 23.—Contributions to
the Canadian Patriotic Fund are wanted
from the civil servants. Sir Herbert B.
Ames, M. P., and secretary of the com-
mission which administers the fund, has
applied to the Government for a day’s pay
each month from every civil servant in
the country.

PROGRESS OF THE WAR
R
[September 21 to September 27]
lfROM the point-of-view of the sup-
porters of the Quadruple Entente
the results of the past week’s hostilities
have been most satisfactory, and one of
the most important successes of the war
for the Allies was effected.

The chief interest of the week was
shifted from the eastern to the western
theatre of the war. In the West contin-
uous cannonading on both sides took
place practically throughout the whole
line, from the Vosges to the sea; but on
Saturday, September 25, the Allies made
a charge in force on the German first line
of trenches at a number of points, parti-
cularly in the district of Artois between
Arras and LaBassée, and in the Cham;
pagne district, west of the Argonne forest,
about Perthes, Beausejour and Suppes.
The Allies succeeded in taking the outer
trenches of the enemy, and in advancing
at some points as much as three miles,
for a distance of over thirty miles in all;
and were able, for the most part, to hold
the ground taken. They inflicted enor-
mous losses on the enemy, and captured
over 20,000 prisoners, besides many guns
and enormous quantities of munitions of
all kinds. The great honors of the day
seem to have fallen to the French, who
accounted for the larger number of prison-
ers captured, though the British troops,
operating to the south of LaBassée, made
satisfactory gains and accounted for a
large quota of prisoners. The published
details of the drive are as yet necessarily
scant, but when they are forthcoming they
will provide a glorious chapter in the
annals of the war. The Canadians do not
appear to have participated in the drive,
as they are mostly to the north of LaBas-
sée, it is believed.

In the East the Russians have more
than held theirown, and it would seem
that they have thecked the German ad-
vance at every.point. The troops retiring
from Vilna, concerning whom so much
anxiety was felt, were all withdrawn in
safety to the main army, fighting success-
ful rear-guard actions all the way. Thus
another piece of German strategy has
been frustrated. Riga, it now seems, is
no longer in danger, the Russian defence
being adequate. In the south-east, in
Galicia and in Russian territory to the
north of it, the Russians continued on the
offensive and recovered much ground and
took some thousands of prisoners, mostly
Austrians. The situation has thus, once
more, become more hopeful for the Rus-
sians, who appear now to have adequate
supplies of munitions. |

On the Serbian frontier, especially on
the River Sav, the Austrians have renew-
ed their activities against the Serbians,
but with little or no success.

Comparative quiet prevailed on the
Gallipoli Peninsula; but in the Dardan-

Tk - Asiatic--shore
were successfully bombarded by a French
battleship.

No news was forthcomihg of any im-
portant gains on either side, in the hostili-
ties on the Austro.ltalian frontier, though
fighting seems to have been continuous
during the week.

The German submarines were very
active throughout the week, and succeed-
ed in torpedoing and sinking a number of
vessels, some of them of considerable
size. Little or no loss of life was recorded.

As an offset to this submarine activity,
the Belgian coast town of Zeebrugge was
bombarded by a British fleet, and it is
believed enormous damage was inflicted.
As this portis a base for German sub-
marines, the importance of its bombard-
ment is apparent,

No further developments have been re-
corded in the diplomatic controversy be-
tween America and Germany, but Ameri-
cans have been demanding the recall of
the German b dor at Washington
Austria has definitely recalled her ambas-
sador, Dr. Dumba, so that incident is
ended. .

The Balkan situation at the beginning
of the week seemed to threaten serious
consequences. The mobilization of the
Bulgarian army, followed by that of the
Grecian ‘army, seemed to point to a rup-
ture between the two States. At the close
of the week, however, Bulgaria seems to
have satisfied the Quadruple- Entente

ly provoke a war with Greece.
Bulgaria will continue to receive the care-
ful attention of all the belligerents.

The week under review brings but little
hope of any early termination of the war,
but raises the hope of the ultimate suc-
cess of the Allies who are fighting the
battles of freedom. One fact is preemin-
ent in connexion with the hostilities,
namely, that the superiority in heavy
guns, on which the Germans have hither-
to prided themselves, must now be con-
ceded to the French; and it is possible
that it will also appear that English guns
are at least equal to any of the German.
In the art and practice of war, by which
Germany expected to dominate the world,
the Hun is meeting more than his match.
The Germans sought to live by the sword,
and it is now certain that in them shall
be verified the scripture adage, and by the
sword shall they perish.

INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT

————

R. H. P. Timmerman, Industrial Com-

missioner of the C. P. R, was in
Town for a few hou:s one day last week,
and honored the BEACON by paying us a
visit. We were greatly pleased to hear
from Mr. Timmerman of the activities of
the C. P. R. in promoting the industries of
Canada, and especially the chief industry,
agriculture. We sincerely hope he will
be instrumental in securing the co-oper-
ation of the great transportation company
in developing much-needed industries in
St. Andrews. There is only one drawback
to such development, namely the absence
of a general water supply. So far asit is
apparent to the casual observer, the C. P.
R. is doing little or nothiag to assist in
the installation of waterworks for the
whole Town, and it would be a satisfac-
tion to know that they are not actually
obstructing it. It ought to be as appar-
ent to the managers of the C. P. R. as it is
to every resident and property-holder of
the Town that St. Andrews is admirably
situated in every respect to become a
Garden City where small industries could
be carried on under ideal conditions.
Such a development of the Town would
make it still more attractive to summer
visitors; and it would bring such an in-
crease of population and such a large
measure of prosperity to the permanent
residents as can only be realized by those
who have seen what has been accomplished
in other places which do not possess one-
half the advantages of St. Andrews. It is
absolutely certain that St. Andrews can
never be more of a place than it is at
present until waterworks are installed;
but when they are installed, then the
hopes of sanguine townspeople will be
realized, and those property owners who
are looking forward to obtain the un-
earned increment on their vacant lots
will reap a benefit far beyond their pres-
ent expectations. The townspeople and
the C. P. R. must co-operate, and at once,
in establishing the waterworks, the neces-
sity for which, alone, is impending the
progress of the Town and keeping the
population stagnant if it is not actually
causing it to diminish.

CONTRIBUTIONS OF MACHINE
GUNS
e

T was announced in Ottawa on Sept
24, that the contributions made by the
public for machine guns for the Canadian
torces are being used to provide additional
guns over and above the regular number
provided by the Government. The Gov-
ernment provides four machine guns for
each battalion, which is considered the
necessary number. With the public con-
tributions that have been made so liberal-
ly, an additional four guns are being ob-
tained for each battalion. This will
materially_ increase the fighting strength
of the Canadian troops. This announce-
ment will set at rest the wholly unfounded
rumor that the Government was using
the voluntary contributions to pay for the
machine guns which form part of the

regular equipment of each Battalion.

THE RECENT STORM
———

STORM of great violence began
L A early on Sunday afternoon, the wind
blowing from the south and south-east,
accompanied by a heavy rain which lasted
well on into the evening. The wind at-
tained great velocity, over 40 miles an
hour, with frequent hurricane squalls. It
veered on Monday morning to the north-
west, and continued all day with even
greater violence than on Sunday, but
moderated somewhat in the night, Tues-
day was also very windy, with occasional
showers, and it continued to blow hard
on Wednesday. We have thus had over
a week of violent winds, for the “Line”
gales began on Wednesday of last week,
true to time.
The storm on Sunday and Monday did
great damage, especially to the fisheries,
all along the coast of Charlotte and St.
John Counties, and in other parts of the
Bay of Fundy. Full particulars of the
losses sustained are not to hand at the
time of writing, but they must have been
very great, aggregating many thousands
of dollars,

Dear Sir :—On the most earnest appeal
of Sir Herbert B. Ames, Honorary Secre-
tarv of the Canadian Patriotic Fund, for
additional funds to assist the dependents
of the soldiers who have enlisted to fight
for us and the Empire, an organization
has been formed in St. Stephen to make a
thorough canvass of the towns of St. Ste-
phen and Milltown, and the adjoining
parishes of Dufferin, St.James and St.
David. This is only possible by the more
active men taking it in hand and keeping
at it. Our general plan is to select some
men in each district who have enough
patriotism and in‘erest in our country,
who will do the work and do it well. We
plan to hold meetings in the several
Polling Divisions, at which speakers will
address the people on patriotic lines, and
at which a simple form of organization
will be started, —this to consist of a
Chairman, a Secretary-Treasurer, and an
active Committee to solicit subscriptions
to be sent to E. W. Ward, Agent, Bank of
British North America, St. Stephen. It
would be better if all contributions were
sent to Mr. Ward, as then our County
would get credit for the full amount sent,
which it has not in the past. However,
if sent direct to Ottawa from the several
districts, it is desirable that notice be sent
to Mr. Ward, so he can report full amount
collected.

Considering how little we knew of what
demands would be made, or how long the
war was likely to last, the subscriptions
for the first year by many were very
liberal, while some, not fully recognizing
the conditions or demands, did not
respond as liberally as was hoped. Now
that we all must have a full realization of
our place in the war, and that as our
men continue to go to the front, the
claims of men going to fight our battles
are increasing month by month, we hope
that the response to this urgent call from
the Central Committee will receive the
support of every citizen, according to his
ability. This call should especially ap-
peal to rhen who have neither enlisted
themselves nor sent sons to assist the
Empire in its need.

In order toget the best results, we have
thought it best that the Committees, with
the officers in the several Districts, should

War—say, from 1866 onwards. This is
the history of such institutions as Hamp-
ton and Tuskegee, Calhoun and the Penn
School of Laura M. Towne, and of the
thirteen negro universities which came—
one might almost say “sprang "—into
existence in Washington, in Tennessee, in
Georgia, North Carolina, South Carolina,
Arkansas, Mississippi, and Louisiana be-
tween 1862 and 1869; and later of the
almost innumerable teaching institutions
and training schools of the ’seventies,
’eighties, and ’nineties. Perhaps Dr.
Woodson will give us a second volume on
this later phase—a phase which has en-
tirely revolutionized the position of the
colored man and woman in North Amer-
jca. Meantime his work on the begin-
nings of this far-reaching movement
should be read by all: by the statesman
because of its lessons for present-day
Imperialism, by the fanatic both for and
against the negro, and by those who have
no views and merely ask for a book which
is stimulating, and which stirs the emo-
tions as do romances of history like
Motley’s " Rise of the Dutch Republic.”
Dr. Woodson closes his book by a biblio-
graphy of thirty-five pages which gives
the critical reader chapter and- verse for
his statements and his wonderful array of
facts and incidents. Perhaps his study of
the question reaches its highest point of

On land and sea, dear children, close to
the fields of Troy, we are now fighting
battles compared to which the Homeric
struggle was but child’s play. Arm in
arm with our valiant Allies, the English,
we are striking the last blow at agonizing
Islamism. ' You know the British soldier.
Every day you meet him—big, blond, and
vigorous, passing through our streets with
lively gait and sportsman’s step ("2 vive
allure, d’un pas sportif ” ).  You eagerly
seek the chance of exchanging a work
with him.
