He was
about ten years of age, wore the dress of
a beggar, and looked half-starved. The
gentleman ‘questioned him on the Greek
text and found heé understood it. There-
upon he asked the boy to his house,

He had run away from a place in the
County Clare, where his father kept a
seminary, and Had begged his way- to

first of the Trish sentimenulists Lady
Morgan, makes several references to him
in the first volume of her memoirs. Ac-
cording to Lady Morgan, Dermody was
not in the bookstall by chance when Dr.
Houlton found him. He was acting as
librarian ‘for a cobbler who had bought
the refuse of the scattered libraries of
monastic times. She imagines the boy
tramping from his home town to Dublins
and she gives a sketch of him which is
likely to be accurate enough—" A small
satchel tied over his shoulder containing
a few tattered books, sibylline leaves from

B Ho’mer\ and Horace, a few dirty MS.
papers'in the breast of his ragged jacket,
an ink-horn dangling from his button-hole
and a pen stuck in the cord of his hat,
which had long ‘since parted with the
greater portion of its brim.” The MS.
papers ~contained verses original and
translated. The gentleman who visited
the cobbler’s bookstall had discovered
some-one more Interesting than a boy
scholar—he had discovered a boy poet.

But his father was a drunkard and it
seemed that the boy’s own character was
already spoiled. Dr. Houlton ceased to
receive him into his house; Dermody fell
into destitution again. He now quartered
himself on the family of a scene-painter
and began to appear in the painting room
of Dublin’s Theatre Royal. He was re-
discovered. When some of the staff went
in search of the writer of " certain verses,

_ they were astonished to find a person
“infantine in appearance with a meagre,
half-starved but ‘intelligent countenance,
a coat much toolarge for him, and his
shoulders and arms seen naked through

~ it; without waistcoat, shirt or_stockings,
with a pair of breeches ‘made for a full
grown person, soiled and ragged, reaching
to his ankles, his uncovered toes thrust
thmugliapaxrofol slippers.”  The
manager of the Theatre Royal was enough
of an 7 to perceive the possi-
bilities of thisundersigned costume. This
gentleman was Mr. Robert Owenson, the
father of the future Lady Morgan. He
decided to keep the poet in his rags. He

“got him to write some verses on the Uni-
versity, and then brought him “through
rain and hail 7 to Trinity College, holding
the poem in one hand and the Roy with

*‘the other.” He left him outside the Senior
Fellows’ room, so that an entrance might
“be arranged that should excite “ astonish-
ment and sympathy.” - Mr. Owenson kept
Dermody in his primftive costume until
he had introduced him to every exalted
personagein Dublin. Then he got him a
new suit' and adopted him into his own
family.

Derniody’s biographer is effusive about
Mr. Owenson—" a gentleman,” as he says,

.* conspicuous for ' his domestic attach-
ments and distinguished by his humanity.”
One"might suspect that the biographer
had a satirical intention in" relating the
devices Mr: Owenson: used for the pnr-

** pose of exciting " astonishment and sym-
pathy.”  But the biographer was really a
humorless man; he can be placed by this
remark about the poet: . “He sought the
conversation of the ignorant and fled
from the admonishment of the wise and
prudent.” Lady ‘Morgan gloses that part
of the story in these Words: “ The pext
day Dermody came to our house to make
it his future home, and from that time
forth he was treated as a child of the fam-
ily. Well dressed, well-cared for, his im-

His bed was
placed opposite a door that admitted the
wind and rain through the crevices. He
kept a copy of ** Hudibrass " or the table
beside him. Taking up this volume, he
said to one of tie last of his visitors,
“You see ] am merry to the last.” He
died in the year 1802.

As an inscription for the book of verse
he published in 1800 he put these lines:

For there is hidden in a Poet’s name

A spell that can command the wing of
fame,

And maugre all Oblivion’s hated birth

Begin their immortalite on earth

When ‘he that 'gainst a name wrth hate
combines,

May raise the tombs in vain to reach our
our lines.

But the remembrance that he thought
was their due has not. kept with his
poems. The truth is that Dermody re-
mained the infant prodigy; his verses
have facility and, except in three
or four instances, no personality. He has
written three .petitions or epistles in
Hudibrastic verse that are energetic and
amusing. The best of these is “Tom
Dermody’s Petition to- Apollo.” It is
hard to believe it was written by a boy of
fourteen :

Like sad Dariiis, bruised and beaten,

'Mong those by whom his goods were
eaten;

Like Belsarius (poor fellow !)

Drest up in rags, black, blue and yellow ;

Like grave Cervantes in a jail ;

OLD TIME FISHERMEN
—

l‘HE following interesting letter from

the pen of Mr. C. F. Batson, of
Stevenson, B. C,, in a recent issué of the
New Yorx Fishing Gazette, and gives in-
teresting details regarding old-time fisher-
men and the beginnings of branches of
the fishing industry. - Mr. Batson wiftes:

“Your special Boston edition at hand,
and I find it very interesting—the cut of
the old T-wharf, with the brick block and
the names of the men doing business
there when I first landed in Boston in
1876—one of them, Sumner ‘W, Griffin.
Mr. Griffin was born on Grand Manan
Island. He and his brother carried on
business at Eastport, Maine, for a-number
of years under the name of Griffin Bros.

They were the first to pack sardinesin |,

America. In the early seventies they, in
company with a Mr Sellman of New
York, did quite a business in sardines.
They packed a good mapy Russian sar-
dines. After a time Messrs. Wolff &
Reesing joined, aud the sardine packing
business has extendes -all over 'the Maine
Coast, -and quite & business is done in
packing sardines in ~New Brunswick,
Canada.

“In your issue of April 24 you mention
Japanese coming to Portland, Maine, to
st\xdy the fish busdiness. You also
mention a Mr. Treat going to Japan to
teach the Japanese the curing and canning
of fish. The Japanese for years have
been studying the fish business in Canada
and the United States. . I have met those
who have been through most of the fish-
curing and canning plants of Canada; the
United States and Newfoundland. . They
have the real sardine in Japan, and I
think export a lot to the United States,
Burpee & Tetson, who manufacture can-
ning machinery, with plants at Belling-
ton, Wash., and Vancouver, B. €, have
had salesmen travelling in Japan selling
their machines for the past 20 years. At
Anacortes, on Puget Sound, Japanese are
employed at the codfish business, drying
and smoking boneless cod. All codfish
for boneless comes from the Behring Sea
Nearly 4,000,000 came from there .last
season by the Pacific fleet of salt cod
bankers, and a larger fleet will bring more
this season.

“ We have six kinds of cod. . Most of
those used for the markets are ling cod.
Quite a’ lot of black cod ' (skill) are
brought in by the halibut steamers. The
Japanese are great canners of crabmeat
and they ship a iot of it to America.
Their stores carry large quantities of
canned fish and many kinds of shell fish,
nicely canned and labeled. The Mr. Treat
you speak of was W. S. Treat, who owned
Treat’s Island (formerly - called Allen’s
Island), near Eastport, Maine. In the
early sixties he, with a Mr. John Mit-
chell, was the first to put up canned lob-
sters. Mr. Mitchell afterwards moved to
Grand Manan Island and carried on the
lobster canning business theére for many
years. Mr: Treat did quite a business
making pumice (tertilizer) from herring.
He had two weirs that would catch so
many herring it wo be hard to esfi-
mate the quantity they contained. You
could not miss the amount taken out
after all'his boats and scows had been
filled.

“Mr. Treat also started in.a big way
at catching shad in the Delaware. He
had large nets and boats built and fitted
the schooner S, E. Nightingale (which I
think is alive yet), and sailed away, but [
believe it proved a losing venture. In
about 1868 the Japanese Government ap-
plied to the United States for a man who

understood curing and canning fish. Mr.

Or our Fish Day might
be a repition of those Fares of mare mod-
erni epochs. The part of the trade in this
festival would be to make a greatdemons-
tration by the Fishermen, an exposition
of the riches of our prolific waters, degor-
ated with bunting, mottoes, mscriptiohs'

even; illuminating _signs should: be, dis-

place.

There should be everywhere an atmos-
phere of bustle and ‘activity, so that
hesitation to participate for the goodin-
fluence in this festiyal ‘woéuld be impos-
sible. In the public demonstration new
adherents to the cause would join by
myriads, But to make the Fish Daya
success and to implant the idea securely
in the hearts and minds of our péople, it
is necessary to give it wide publicity.
From the Arctic Sea to the Great Lakes,
from the Atlantic to the Pacific, the press
of our country, should proclaim the ad-
vantages and the merits of fish as a food.
Every member of our Associatian should
do his share of advertising in this con-
nexion. It is also the duty of each one of
the Executive not to share efforts, but to
co-operate fully with the press, and give
all attention to the movement. |

eral Governments, our Transportation
and Public Utilities Commission, should
throw all their influence to bear upon a
subject which is interesting and concerns
every citizen of Canada. After all the
Fish Day will be a stimulant and & means
to develop one of the country’s best as-
sets. Itisalso a patriotic effort in every
sense of the word.

Qur fish industry is not less precious,
less valuable than our mines, our forests,
or our agricultural lands, and a really
good deal less has been done to develop
the fish industry.

For mgjy reasons our fish industry
should receive more encouragement, as it
is a better asset for oyr conntry than any
of our other industries. All that is ne-
cessary is to exploit the fish—nature
constantly replenishes the losses without
any cost or effort to the exploiter.

In the case of our mines, after the ore
is taken out, nothing of value. is left. It
takes one hundred years to replace theq
growth of a forest that has been cut, and
if farming could be done without tilling
the soil, planting the seed and fertilizing,
it would then be on the same footing as
our fisheries.

And as regards food products, crops
will fail, disease will spread and annihi-

our fisheries, and the .more we develop
them the more valuable they will become.
So a Fish Day every year |is imperative.
We must at all costs get the public inter-
ested in the development of our fisheries.

Let everyone be ready, then, for the
next 29th February, the first, Fish Day to
celebrated in this country.—J. A. PAUL-

Some timie ago one of our large whole-
salers had a barrel of mackerel condemned
by one of these officials, and knowing
that the fish were absolutely fresh,
the wholesaler went to the trouble of
personally - examining the goods. He
found them untainted in any way, and
took the matter up with the Department
who employed the Inspector, Therlatter,
in his defence against convincing eviderce,
stated “that he had a cold and couldn’t
smell very well, but he thought the fish
were bad!” The goods were released
and sold at the best market price.

The fish trade suffers a great deal
through olfactory deficiencies in both in-
spéctors and _customers. Fresh fish are
