Meanwhile, however, Baghdad's streets,
on a sunlit day, furnished a striking sight
The buildings, constructed of bricks and
tiles of a golden-red tint, offered a rich
background- for the gorgeous purples,
greens, and browns in the raiment of the
two million and more who lived and
moved and had their Oriental being there.
Of sucha truly magnificent riot of color
and weaith the ‘essentially Arab city of to-
day, reduced mainly to the east bank,
gives a sadly faded impression. There are
only 150,000 cheaply, even slovenly, garb-
‘ed souls theremow. I there be left one
tattered remnant of the old and the
picturesque, it lies in the pilgrims of var-
ied ‘natignalities—Turks, Jews, Persians,
Armenians, Hindus, Syrians, Kurds, and
Arabs - who from time to time wend their
way with reverential mien to the old
tombs and q of the S i and
Shiahs.

To’ the enthusiast of ryins, Baghdad
offers much of interest. The modern
custom house was erepter! aver the re-
mains of the famous college founded by
the Kalif Mustansir. in_the middle  thir-
teenth centuro, The arsenal was once a
Kalif’s palace, from whose gatéway the
disguised - Haroun himself was wont ‘to
snlly ‘forth ainong his peopje to learn _that
"'which might lead to a kind and humane
act. By way of contrast to the benign
figure of Haroun, one may picture the
fierce-eyed, black-hearted old Saracen,

| wicked scimitar at side, forming his

treacherous plans for the extermination
of the Persian Barmecide famijly in the
banquet hall of the self-same palace. A
softer memory, howeyer, ljes in the story,
apocryphal though it may he, that jn one
of the upper rooms Scheherazade spun to

A little farther on is the oldest mosque
in the city, so gld that great pents mow
gape in dome 3nd walls.

Within the structure
the Turkish Solyman the Magnificent, in
the ‘early sixteenth- centyry had himself
made Kalif, thus for the time being ending
the existence of Baghdad as capital of
Istam. The old mosque is impressive
enough. Centuries ago it contributed
architectural beauty and religious strength
to the Mohammedan faith, and harbored
royalty within its portals. Now, in its
decrepitude, it can do no more than
furnish a home for numberless pigeons.

In the campaign in Asia Minor and
Persia the Russians continued to make
satisfactory progress. They were on the
offensive for the most part, but where the
Turks were the attacking party the Rus-
sians claimed to have defeated them in
every instance and to have inflicted heavy
losses. Baiburt and Erzingan do not
appear yet to have been taken by the
Russians, but it seems altogether likely
that these strongholds will ultimately
suffer the same fate as did Trebizond and
Erzrum. In Persia the Russians made a
further advance and captured the strong-
hold of Kasr-i-Shirin,which is close to the
border of Turkey in Asia and about 110
miles from Baghdad. In the cdpture of
this stronghold the victors secured much
booty and many prisoners.
Of the Mesopotamian campaign the
news received related to the arrival at
Baghdad, as prisoners of war, of General
Townshend and his unwounded troops,
and to the sick and wounded having been
allowed to be cared for by the British re-
lieving force on the Tigris bélow Kut-el-
Amara.

The Italo-Austrian campaign was mark-
ed with great activity at many points, but
especially in the Trentino and in the
vicinity of Goritzia. Several Italian towns,
including Ravenna, were raided by Aus-
trian air craft during the week ; and some
naval encounters took place in the Adri-
atic. But the net result of the week’s
hostilities showed no great advantage
either to Italy or to Austria.

Of submarine activities and other naval
events during the week, all that was re-
ported in the daily papers will'be found in
* News of the Sea.” The torpedoing of
the Cymric was the outstanding feature.

Of the political and diplomatic affairs
arising out of the war, the receipt at
‘Washington of the long-waited note from
Berlin was the most”conspicuous event.

 The’ note ‘is'construed’by ' ¢he” American
Government to mean that Germany con-
sents to modify her submarine policy in
accordance with the expressed wishes of
the American Government; and in this
sense it was accepted by the American
Government in‘a very brief and pointed
note. The sinking of the Cymyric followed
the German note and its acceptance by
Ameaica, and the vessel was torpedoed
without warning. In Great Britain the
Irish rebellion and the punishment of the
rebels has been the outstanding feature
of the week, ten of the leaders of the re-
béllion having been convicted and shot.
Lord Wimborne, the Viceroy of Ireland,
has resigned, as was expected he would
do. His sticcessor and the new Secretary
for Ireland have not yet been announced.
All the difficulties and disagreements
among the British Cabinet seem to have
been composed;.for the present at least.

THIS book deals with the joys of a

country life and makes a strong plea
for more natural methods of education
than those employed in our modern
schools.

The author does not talk idly on a sub-
ject of which he has not fully informed
himeelf, on the contrary he tells of his
own actual experience. He has gathered
about him in a quiet little country town
on the shores of Lake Erie a happy band
of children, his own amongst them, and
these children are being taught by him to
follow their own individual thoughts, to
seek after and develop that which is with-
in themselves. A parent’s most natural
ipstinct is the shielding and protecting of
his children from the circumstances which
have made his life unnecessarily hard,
and it is this instinct that has urged Mr.
Comfort to give his home thrust to our
modern methods of teaching. Competi-
tion and class instruction, as they :now

Our obligations already press hard
on us and will press harder still and hard-
er, especially whilst national and personal
economy remain largely matters of aphor-
ism and exhortation; but we need not
despair.” We learn how William of Orange

BRITISH PRESTIGE

el e

N a long, intemperate and ill-balanced
arraignment of the British for their con-
" duct of the war, the New York Tribune
makes the old mistake of adopting the
purely military point of view. Such
childish exaggerations as " Dublin in ash-
es,” or speaking of statesmen like Sir Ed-
ward Grey, or David Lloyd-George as
“clinging to their salaries,” are too puerile
for comment.

But the Tribune’s military expert fails
to sée upop what British prestige is based
It has never been affected by ‘a defeat in
the field, and this is pecularly true in re-
gard to the alien races the British govern.

More than one British expeditionary
force has been destroyed in Afghanistan.
But ultimately Roberts marched to Can-
dahar. To say nothing of Majuba Hill,
the Boers repeatedly defeated the British
under humiliating conditions. But the
British flag is flying at Pretoria, and the
Boers are fighting “under it in the fiéld.
The Zulus wiped out the Twenty-fourth
Regiment at Isandula. But the_British
govern Zululand, with a handful of white
policemen.

The New Zealanders were not subdued
in the field but by the magnificent diplo-
macy of the late 'Sir George Grey. The
Egyntians saw Gordon sacrificed and
Hicks Pasha’s army wiped out. But they
fought shoulder to shoulder with the
British in Kitchener’s march to Khartum.
India has seen the British defeated. But
these defeats have not affected the prest-
ige of the British Raj.

Whyisit? It is that the Empire is in-
exhaustible. Ultimately, British bayonets
have preceded the most justand equitable
colonial administration the world has ever
seen. Macaulay pointed out that Warren
Hastings endangered British-rule in India,
not by any military reverses, but by de-
parture from that uprightness in govern-
ment which is the real basis of British
prestige. ‘The British, in fact, win few
battles. But they lose no wars; and“no
nation understands better how to consoli-
date the fruits of victory.

| question is apt to distort the mental focus.
The Tribune’s star writer upon the war
would do well to mingle his undoubtedly
wide knowledge of military history with a
)iukhlmo( t!n other. kind; for it is
“history of this Iind which has built up
" British prestige among the Mohammedan
races and all other governed aliens, on a
basis which the surrender of General
Townshend’s army cannot affect in ‘the
slightest degree.—Wall Street Journal.

THE FALLACY OF FIGURES
R

NHE statistics of the cost of war, both
in lives and in treasure, appear colos-
sal, but these appeal to us because they
affect us, and we study them in conse-
quence. - When, . however, we compare
them with the statistics of the course of
the world, they sink into comparative in-
significance, and the universal power of
* recuperation is. generally overlooked.
Further, if parallel figures were given of
the increaseof wealth, population, and
production, we should regard the numbers
‘which are being given daily in the press
with far more composure than is at pres-
entthe case. We are staggered at the
extent of our casualties, but we mustre-
nber that two or three casualties often
‘to the same individual in the

various points.

We grieve again at the numbers of our
worthiest who are slain; but the hard life
and discipline have so improved all true
men engaged that the collective goodness
of the survivors when peace comes, could
it be assessed, would doubtless prove
equal to the collective goodness of the
whole of our men engaged from the be-
ginning of the War. The man power des-
troyed is admittedly enormous, but open-
air life at camp and at the Front will so
improve the physique of those who come
out alive that their collective expectancy
of life will be equat to that of the whole
number in August 1914.

On the other hand ; we must recognize
that Germany and Austria when beaten
down will struggle up all the harder, as
weeds and grass do when only cut and
not extirpated from places where they are
not wanted. We must not belittle their
recuperative abilities, even when bank-
rupt. Let us rather notice how the
Southern States of America are now only
half a century after the repudiation of
their national bonds.

Thus, on the one hand, we should be
careful as to undue optimism about our
enemies’ overthrow, but not fall into the
equally serious error of unduly inflating
our own national misfortunes, however
seriously we may suffer by the loss of in-
dividual lives or of wealth. The times
call for a careful study of our position,
and of the comparative statistics of our
present, past, and potential wealth in men
and means.-Thomas E. Sedgwick, in April
United Empire.
