CHANGED WATERS

Tug THAMES As IT Is Now

\l R. Bridges begins one of his lyrics
A with the lines :—

Clear and gentle stream
Known and loved so long.

They are simple enough, but they convey
to the appreciative mind the perennial
charm of the Thames and the permanent
affection of not a few generations of Eng-
lishmen. But though the Poet Laureate
is sensitive to the minuter beauties of the
river—the " scented flag and golden fleur-
de-lis"—he has never attempted to ex-
press its larger appeal, its reflections of
the centuries, its re-creation of past
scenes, its union with much of the personal
life of England.

The narrow arches of the ancient bridge
which crosses the stream at Abingdon
bring to mind more than ‘one medieval
scene —the act of its construction in the
15th century, the monastic and social
activity which long continued around it.
Henley Bridge recalls not less another
distant_but more recent time, and the
carved heads of Thame and Isis upon
either side recall not only the sculptor,
the agreeable and cultivated Mrs. Damer,
but the pleasant company of wits and
politicians —of course, Horace Walpole
was one of them—who met at General
Conway’s home at - Park-place. These
shadowy figures are but a few of those

‘whom the Thames brings to ind, “and

but two of the epochs which seem to be
marked along its course. Gray, lingering
by.its “silver-winding way ” among the
Eton meadows and beneath the heights of
Windsor, received and expressed these
larger impressions; and so one perceives
how from its source to the sea it is a re-
flector of many phases of national life, of
its moods and its meanings. To-day it
responds sensitively and sympathetically
to the abnormal conditions of the country.
The college barges in their varied colours
lay as always in the Summer Term by the
Christ Church meadows, a familiar sight,
but strangely silent and unanimated,
lapped by a deserted stream, a reflection
of the change, the unexampled break, in
the life of Oxford and in that of the youth
of England, reminding poignantly of its
tragic losses.

“Young Lycidas is dead, dead ere his
prime,” but bravely in the service of his
country. Fortunate in his opportunity, a
youthful and not inglorious patriot. The
impression emanating in those familiar
and changed waters continues in the
reaches by Iffley, where a punt or two
move slowly, propelled by girls, and on
the blue and red cushions khaki-clad
figures with white bandages recline, they
plucking the long grasses on the bank
which bend to the light western air. The
sight epitomizes deep changes; a whole
series of emotions, feelings and endeav-
ours is envisaged by this gliding craft and
its freight.

The close association of the Thames
with some distinctive phases of English
life did not begin in any real measure
until after the middle of the 19th century.
Fashionable people, it is true, throughout
the previous century thronged the river
from Richmond to Isleworth, but they
used it not as a form of pleasure, but as a
highway. “ We saw her ” (a daughter of
the fifth Earl of Catlisle), says George
Selwyn in 1790, in omne ofhisgoeliping
letters, which often contained suggestive
little pictures of the social life of his day,
“yesterday in the afternoon en passant,
that is, in her boat, which was full of the
company she had had to dinner.” When
Shelley in the summer of 1817 passed
some happy months at Marlow, spending
days under the drooping branches among
the green backwaters below Hurley Lock,
he was not typical of his time. Though
little affected by the atmosphere of the
Thames, as we now understand it, some
summer scenes were impressed on his
mind and are perceptible enough—pro-
bably reproduced unconsciously—among
the gorgeous imaginings of “The Revolt
of Islam.” More especially it is the con-
nexion with many joyous and vigorous
incidents of modern English life—Henley,
the Regatta, and the week which preceded
it, the meetings half athletic and half of
pleasure here and there on the river, the
long summer days and the cool evenings
of pleasant toil by the Quarry Woods and
on the broad reach at Moulsford, which
has tended to make the Thames a faithful
reflection of some later national moods.
So it became alike the thread round which,
in these latter years, has grown much
open-hearted comradeship, as well as the
kindly fosterer of closer and not less
happy intimacies to which the rushy
islands are sacred. Even the parties of
roysterous beanfeasters, detestable enough
to the lover of quiet and seclusion, added
a featuré of rough democratic enjoyment,
suggestive in its way, redolent of a peage-

1

ful and perhaps too prosperous popular
life.

These now have ceased, apd so the
river unconsciously responds to and
marks the overwhelming change which
has come about in national life. The
reaches now so select, the absence -of
young and vigorous forms, emphasize
acutely losses, hergism, patriotism, a-
chievement. If the angler is in effect the
contemplative being that he has been re-
presented how many subjects for his
thoughts must arise as he sits, rod.in
hand, in his punt moored amid stream,
undisturbed by the splash of oarsmen!
It may be ‘that he will attempt to live
again in the past, but he is more likely,
perhaps touched by a personal loss, to be
deeply conscious of the fidelity of the
river to its people. Calmly it glides by
immemorial churches, ancient bridges,

and in its very repose is strengthful in the
crisis of our generation.— The Times, Lon-
don.

GERMAN MAN-TRAPS

e

* Clever,” said the observant chaplain,
“ is no word for the Boche when it comes
to un-knightly tricks. We're for ever
checkmating some new dodge, and plumb-
ing new depths of hook-or-crook warfare.”
Of course, all scruples are condemned by
Clausewitz, the true Prussian “god” of
war. Wir haben kein Mitleid! is the U-
boat commander’s reply to every protest
from his victim—" We can have no pity!”
Hence the hideous passior for man-traps
which marks the trail of the German in
all fields from Luneville to East African
wilds. At Luneville our fellows found 50
gallons of rum in arailway truck, and
were taught a terrible lesson in in absti-
after tasting this loot. For the stuff had
been deliberately poisoned !
African jungle tracks were laid with
traps of really diabolic ingenuity. Hollow
logs, each containing a hive of wild bees
half stupefied by smoke, were hidden in
the long grass and linked with trip-wires.
An incautious touch, and white flags ap-
peared in near-by trees, giving sharp-
shooters in wait the exact range.
At the same time the hives were auto-
matically uncovered, and the bees loosed
in blind clouds of fury upon everything
that lived and moved. Among the British
troops caught in this amazing trap was a
company of the Loyal North Lancashires,
who, at a moment’s notice, had both bees
and bullets to contend with. Machine-
guns, too, were trained upon the trap, and
our unfortunate men had a terrible time,
being horribly stung in face and hands, as
well as temporarily blinded. One man
dropped his weapon fairly maddened with
stings, of which over a hundred were later
on extracted by the medical officer.
It was the same in South-West Africa,
which has now ceased to exist as a Ger-
man colony. Botha himself was all but
blown up by peculiar land mines, which
killed one of his staff. Another of our
officers, Colonel F. Brennan, of the South
African Irish, found ten mines laid across
a roadway only eight feet wide. A little
iron pin came just to the surface. And
this passed down through a pipe, to rest
at last upon a glass tube full of sulphuric
acid.
Slight pressure broke this tube and ful-
minated a mass of blasting gelatine, of
which there was enough in each charge
to kill every living soul within a zone of a
hundred yards. “ We had men blown to
fragments on that road,” Colonel Brennan
mourns. “ Others were blinded or de-
formed. One wheel of my own car just
grazed a detonating-pin. An eighth of an
inch to the left, and no funeral would
have been necessary for me or my com-
panion.”
On the Russian front these *tread-
mines” have been used with serious effect
in the forests of the Middle Dvina. And
in the western trenches * hate-squads ”
are continually at work devising traps for
the incautious. * What about Ireland ? .
suddenly appears upon a board * across
the way.” A daredevil in our lines will
lead out a patrol after dark to capture
that taunt—a vastly more perilous feat
than appears at first glance.
For at a touch of bomb-attachment
shows itself with murderous crash. "Ora|
flare sails up into night skies, and a
machine-gun opens upon exposed men
with cruel effect before they can take
cover. Even in Gallipoli our troops en-
countered these German tricks. The
Turks laid * wolf pits” with ultra-Prussian
craft, and the same contagion of Kultur
spread to the Senussi of the Libyan desert.
In early days of the war our enemy ex<
cavated the French and -Flemish roads to

Quite apart from. mining the bridges, five
hiindred open bartels were buried in the
highway between Berchem Sainte Agathe
and the Grand Bigard. The surface
was made to appear quite normal, with
branches and earth. Then a few decoy
Uhlans or dragoons would canter along a
safe line of road. Better imagined than
described was the plight of pursuing caval-
ry advancing in pursuit at the charge.
Steel effigies of dead Germans have been
found to contain living marksmen from
the Jiger regiments; and the British sol-
dier who collects trophies in the field must
now beware of  ghastly surprises. At
Hooge, for example, an unfortunate Irish-
man stooped to pick up a glittering helmet
—and was blown to pieces by the bomb
hidden beneath it | - Dummy figures, Ger-
man flags, boxes of cigars, and. bottles of
wine—all these and similar flotsam of the
tide of war are now. strongly suspect, so
that our men are extremely careful as
they sweep over the stricken field where
the Germans have given ground.

" “Dennoch” was the characteristic watch-
word which the Kaiser wrote in the War
Album of the Vienna City Council. It
means “anyhow,”  and is undoubtedly the
keynote of Prussian method in war. Con-
sider Colonel Francke, of Swakopmund,
who poisoned all the wells with arsenical
sheep-dip in flagrant yiolation of the very
C. of civilized war.

! outrage. Other water supplies were
“thoroughly infected with disease” by
Kultur’s officer in charge notably at
Pforte and Ghabib. It wasdittle less than
miraculous that not one of our men was
poisoned, although “more arsenic was
used in the wells than would be required
to dip all the sheep in the Union.”

“ We anticipated a war of men,” says
M. Albert Thomas, the French Minister
of Munitions, “and we are reduced to
fighting flames, fumes, and explosives.”
Personal valor is indeed of small account
in this mechanical war. Of course, when
it comes to hand-grips in the trench the
German goes to the wall. Butasa deviser
of man-traps Fritz is distinctly to be fear-
ed ; his electric wires, his fearsome frous-
de-loup, or staked pits full of water and
cunningly concealed. . .

He taught the Austrians all they know
" avalanche-warfare,” . How byshelling

masses of ice and earth—whole forests in
fact, that slide down and overwhelm the
Italians upon lower levels. These falls
choke the Alpine tracks and obliterate
railroads. Then when the Germans
evacuate a position it is safe to assume it
fairly bristles with hidden death. Even
the ancient steel-jawed man-trap was
found in use in Serbia, where Mackensen’s
men laid these cruel engines in dense
woodland paths to seize the unsuspecting.
* Do you call it playing the game?” one
of our staff asked a captured German offi-
cer.

* Certainly’” was the reply—"if the
game is to win the war.” And he hinted
at man-traps vastly more terrible when at
length “ our back is to the wall, and the
fight of despair succeeds our great bid for
world-power.”—The Weekly Scotsmen.

As directed by you a few days
ago, I have looked into the matter of the,
right and power of the Town to provide &'
water service for public and private usein
the Town, and to borrow money and issue
of debentures therefor in order to provide
the necessary funds.
While the Town has authority under
certain provisions of the Towns Incorpor-
ation Act in the case of the expropriation
of an existing water plant to borrow
money for payment of the same, and issue
debentures therefor, ] cannot find any-
where authority to borrow money and
issue debentures to provide funds for the
installation of a new water system. The
power to borrow and issue debentures in
such cases is evidently limited to the rais-
ing of money to pay for an existing plant
taken by expropriation, or by purchase at
a fixed valuation or at an agreed price.
By several special acts the Town has ob-
tained authority to borrow money and
jssue debentures for various purposes;
the installation of a lighting system, the
aiding of industries, to provide wharf and
port facilities, etc.; but I cannot find any
special or general act enabling the Town
to provide money for meeting the expen-
diture involved in installing a new system
of water works. The Council has power
to assess for any reasonable expenditure
to that end in any current year, but it
cannot incur by borrowing money on de-
bentures or otherwise a debt to be paid by
future taxation.
A special act of the Legislature giving
appropriate powers is in my opinion neces-
sary before a general town water system
can be provided, and the money required
therefor be borrowed and debentures
legally issued on the credit of the Town.

healing of illness in answer to prayer.

—=sLiondon,- July 18.—~The appeal--of
Sir Roger Casement against his sentence
of execution for high treason for his
activities in the Dublin revolt was dis-
missed to-day by the Court of Criminal
Appeal.

A further appeal to the House of Lords
is possible only if the attorney-general
gives a certificate that the decision of the
court of criminal appeal involves a- point
of law so exceptionally important that it
is desirable in the public interest that a
still higher court should deal with it.
This has been done only twice since the
court of criminal appeal was established
eight years ago.

—Rome, July 14.—The Berlin Bank-
ers’ Association, according to the Stefani
news agency, has circularized all banks in
Germany, instructing them that hence-
forth, by request ‘of the Imperial Foreign
Office, Italians are to be treated as sub-
jects of a belligerent state, in other words
that payments to Italians in Germany are
to be stopped.

During the week the Belgians penetrated
the Karagwe district to Lake Victoria
Nyanza, on the south shore of which a
British force captured a German strong-
hold, Mwanza, the Germans escaping
southward into Smith Sound, the British
being in pursuit in patrol motor-boats.

No active hostilities appear to have
been in progress in the Balkans, where
the situation was pretty much as in the
week preceding.

In the Italian Campaign the Austrians
seem to have lost ground at several
points, the Italians making corresponding
advances.

The result of submarine activities, dis-
asters from mines, and naval operations,
will be found in " News of the Sea.”

During the week there was much talk
of peace, but there was no evidence that
the belligerents on either side have any
intentions of entering into negotiations
for peace until the “stern arbitrament of
war” has been pushed much further.
Germany and her allies are not yet beaten
and their resources are not yet exhausted;
but each day increases the relative su”
periority of the Entente Allies in men and
material, and there can no longer be any
doubt, if there ever was a doubt, that the
Central Powers must be the first to cry
“ Hold ! Enough!”

EDUCATION IN ST. ANDREWS
BN

N a recent issue we made some com-
ments on the evident lack of interest
in the matter of education in St. Andrews,
and especially in regard to the small per-
centage of pupils remaining at school to
complete the course. We placed the
blame for this condition primarily on the

P of the children; but we also stat-
_ed our belief that the School Trustees dis-
played alack of interest, and should share
in the adverse criticism. We made no
direct reference to the present staff of
teachers, who, so far as we can learn or
are able to judge, are all proficient and
devoted to their work. But the question
of teachers cannot be overlooked, for in
St. Andrews as in every other part of the
civilized world, the reputation of a teacher
has much to do in attracting pupils, and
upon his knowledge: and method of im-
parting it his reputation necessarily rests.
There is another consideration, too, under
the present system of co-education in the
Province, the question of the sex of the
teachers in the higher grades. The Chair-
man of the St. Andrews School Trustees,
in the Report from which we quoted
. previously, says :—* Miss Giberson, as
Principal of the Charlotte County Gram-
mar School, during her first year did ex-
cellent work, and the experiment of put-
ting a lady in charge of that Department
has in no measure been disappointing.”
We are quite willing to concede that Miss
Giberson did excellent work in her first
year, which ended June 30, 1915, and that
she continued her good work in the second
year, which ended June 30, last past ; but
we are not in accord with the Chairman
when he says that the experiment “ has
in no e been disappointing.” One
immediate result gf the experiment was
to eliminate all boys from the graduating
class of 1915 and to reduce the number of
girls in that class to five; and in the year

We shall again leave the subject for the
moment, but shall revert to it again and
yet again, for we regard it as of more im-
portance to the tuture weltare and pro-
ygress of St. Andrews than any other mat-
Lee, not even excepting waterworks.

AND UNDESIRABLE

———

'l‘HE people of this vicinity have felt

much satisfaction that the famous

Booth Fisheries Company have taken
charge of the Chamcook Canning Plant,
and sincerely hope that this concern will,
under the new management, prove to be
the success and profitable enterprise the
original promoters anticipated but failed
to realize.

Another industry of quite a different
sort is in full swing at Chamcook, and
this is regarded with feelings of disgust
by all respectaple people in the neighbour-
hood. Its business is not that of the cur-
ing and canning of food fishes, but of
debauching the human species ; and, judg-
ing by unmistakable evidence, it is meet-
ing with great success.

There is a dormant industry in the
Parish of St. Andrews which all reputable
residents desire to see revived, and that
is the proper administration of justice
and enforcement of the laws, accompan-
jed by adequate police supervision.

but if the said dormant industry continues
longer in its state of trance it is absolute-
ly certain that Judge Lynch will establish
his Court in our midst, the shrift of the
Chamcook transgressors will be much ab-
breviated, and condign punishment will
be meted out to the miscreants.

This is not a parable, but a serious
warning to scoundrels who defy the law
and corrupt the morals of weak people
for the sake of gain.

WHEAT ACREAGE IN CANADA
O ——

Ottawa, July 17—A bulletin igsued by
the census and statistics office makes
finally the area sown to wheat in Canada
at 11,517, 600 acres, which is 1,368,800
acres, or 1.13 per cent below the high re-
cord of last year, when 12,986,4()") acres
were harvested ; but 1,223,700 acres, or
11.9 per cent, above the harvested area of
19“& which was 10,293,900 acres. The
acreage estimated as sown to other crops
are as follows:

Oats, 10,644,000, as against 11,365,000
last year; barley. 1,397,900, as against
1,509,350 ; rye, 159,685, as against 112,300
peas, 101,420, as against 196,210 ; mixed
grains, 410,770, as against 466,800; hay
and clover, 7,974,000, as against 7,875,000 ;
alfalfa, 89,900, as against 92,630. Of late
sown crops the acreages are as follow :

BERRY PICKERS CAUSE FIRES
O S

Many causes are responsible for Can-
ada’s heavy forest fire losses. Some of
the erstwhile greatest offenders have come
to realize the destruction which their
negligence was causing and have adopted
systematic measures to overcome the loss.

Several causes of torest fires have not,
however, received sufficient attention.
Dr. C. D. Howe, in Forest Protection in
Canada, 1913-1914, states that in the
settled areas, one of the chief classes of
persons responsible for fires are berry-
pickers. Smouldering camp fires, or
sparks caused by smoking, * fall into dry
grass or brush. starting small fires ; fanned
by a high wind the fires rapidly become
uncontrollable, spreading from the berry
patches to the larger timber. 7 :

With the berry season at hand, it should
surely be necessary only to draw the at-
tention of berry-pickers to the destruction
which their carlessness or indifference is
causing to secure an immediate recuction
in the number of forest fires for which they
are directly or indirectly responsible.

Another special claim that he made
upon the affection of his fellow members
was his re-discovery for their benefit of
the game of chess. It was he who found
in a cupboard the old House of Commons
box and board, and installed them in the
smoking room, wheré they soon became
