RECRUITING IN NEW BRUNSWICK
g
Richibucto, N. B., Sept. 9th.
To the Editor of the BEACON":

Sir,—Recently our special recruiting
officer forwarded you for publication a
concise report ot the recruiting organiza-
tion of this province; as it exists to-day..
This report gives the names and positions
of each person officially interested in the
great work of obtaining men for the ser-
vice of the king in this great world
struggle. Some of these men devpte their
entire time to the business of recruiting,
while others give as much time as they
can afford from their private business to
the work. ’

As in many cases there seems to be
/doubt in the minds of certain “individuals
liberty of setting out below a gliotation
from the ” Pay and Allowance Regulations
of Canada,” governing rates of pay yeceiv-
ed by all ranks. This is submitted with a
view to making public the rates of pay re-
ceived by each member of the overseas
expeditionary forces, so that intending re-
cryits and others interested might have
brought to their notice the rates of pay as
they exist at the present time, and-jn ad-
dition with a view of dispelling nasty
rumors that are going the rounds as to the
private fortunes that are being made by
certain members of our recruiting staff—

\ R. X. QUINTUS MINIMUS, having
5 [ completed his great ladder, two
hundred feet long, on which he proposed
to climb to the top of one of the columns
in the Temple of Rome, hoisted the ladder
mto place and started to climb.

That was the reason he was climbing the
column in the Temple of Rome; for the
new Emperor, Mr. Caligula, had caused
hiz new laws to be placed at the top of
this column, where they would be in
plain sight of all the people. Regrettably,
however, he had not caused them to be
printed in characters large enough so that
they could be read at a distance of more
than a few inches.

So Mr. X. QuintustMinimus climbed to
tead them.

By the time he had climbed a hundred
teet—half the length of his ladder—he
was slightly fatigued, for he was well past
niddle age, and he had lost the strength
and vigor that he had possessed years be-
lore, when, as a boy, he had been employ-
¢d on a sandal-polishing stand on the
\ppran Way.

A less conscientious individual than
Mr. Minimus would have abandoned the
climb when his knees threatened to
iesign, his brain reeled, and his hands
uivered each time he reached upward to
urdsp the next rung.

If you
necd exercise grow a tree in yonr back
vard or join the Rome Athletic Club.”

Mr. X. Quintus Minimus could read no
further. His brain reeled. He lost his
balance and fell headlong toward tbe
marble floor, 200 feet below.

As he fell, thoughts raced through his
brain at a speed that surprised him. He
had never known he could think so fast.

His first sensation was of terror com-
mingled with sea-sickness, Then he
thought how much better it would be
(from his standpoint) to be dashed to
death on the floor of the Temple than to
put on a vaudeville sketch with a couple
of lions for the amusement of the Em-
peror aud his week-end guests,

Mr. Minimus’s terror left him, He was
almost happy, for he felt certain of death.

ness, sufféred no ill-effects from his fall.

The Nightly Roman’ Candle contained,
that evening, the announcement of the
Saturday matinée at the Coliseum. Mr.
X. Quintus Mini ’'s name headed the
Cast of Characters.—New York Evening

BIOLOGICAL WORK
IN BAY OF- FUNDY
e

The power cruiser Prince, of the Bio-
logical station at St. Andrews, in com-
mand of Captain Elmer Rigby, arrived at
Yarmouth on last Sunday with a disting-
uished party on board :~-Professor Prince,
dominion commissioner -of ‘fisheries ; Dr.
A. G.'Huntsman, curator of the biological
station, St. Andrews; Bruce Wilson, of
Toronto University, and Arthur Calder,
of St. Andrews.

Their special purpose is to investigate
the distribution of shrimp and other

small marine life, and they are also trying/

to ascertain what fish spawn,. if .any,
reaches maturity -in the watevsi'iihere.
For the purpose of carrying ‘on these in-
vestigations, they are carrying all kinds
of nets and trawls, from those made of
the finest of silk, which are intended to
stop even the minutest of living organ-
isms in the waters, to the coarse and
heavy appliances used by commercial
fiishermen. They have the otter trawls,
young fish trawls, plankton nets, (plank-
ton being the name by which all the
numerous varieties of small fish life is
known), besides self-closing nets, measur-
ing and sounding instruments. They have
been engaged in searching the- depths of
the Bay of Fundy, not far off the Yar-
mouth coast, in 111 fathoms of water,
and their specimen bottles are full of
many interesting specimens of small life.

For some
months past he has devoted practically
his entire time to the business of recruit-
ing, giving up absolutely his law business,
until he has now practically no business
left. Yet there are those who will accuse
him of receiving so much per head for
every recruit obtained in New Brunswick,

(b) Lieut.-Colenel Guthrie receives the
pay of his rank, in common with other
lieutenant-colonels throughout the service
(as below). He returned to Canada from
the front-on Septemper 25 last, with sick
leave expiring on December 27, 1915.
While he was still on crutches he was ask-
ed by the militia headquarters at Ottawa
to do certain recruiting work and was ap-
pointed special recruiting officer for the
maritime provinces. Upon the expiration
of his sick leave, he was ordered before
another medical board, who gave him an
extension of six months, so that his sick
leave expired on June 27 last.

While still on crutches and afterwards
with a cane, he toured every county in
the maritime provinces, speaking at ie-
cruiting meetings, organizing county com-
mittees and putting in operation provincial
organizations, His scheme for provincial
organization, as he completed it in the
province of New Brunswick, has been
taken up and accepted by the militia head-
quarters at Ottawa and is being put in
force throughout Canada.

His registration sheme, which as a mem-
ber of the legislature he had put through
the local legislature last winter, has now
been accepted by the militia headquarters
at Ottawa as a dominion-wide idea and -is
being put in operation.

On May 25 he was authorized to raise
another battalion and has since been O. C.
236th—the organization of which'is going
forward and in connexion with which
there is a large amount of work. On June
25th he was appointed O. C. troops New
Brunswick, a position with work sufficient
to keep anyone busy. He is accusad -of
obtaining three salaries, one for each pos-
ition he holds. He is doing the work for
one salary, as set out below. He is also
accused of receiving so much per head for
every man enlisted in the maritime pro-
vinces. This also is without foundation.
Instead of working all' these months, he
might have been taking it éasy until June
27, as instructed and advised to do by his
physician, as well as by the medical board.

(c)Some people are disturbed because
Capt. Geo. P. Ryder does not himself go
to the front. On the day war was declar-
ed, Capt. Ryder presented himself to a
medical examiner and was turned down.
He gave up his business and has since
been devoting his whole time to recruiting
work. He has four sons in khaki, two of
whom have been seriously wounded.

(d) Sergt. Major H. T. Brewer, deputy
recruiting officer for York, was refused
by a medical examiner as being physically
unfiit, because of operations performed
upon him sometime since. He has five

1sons:in khaki, two_of whom have been

wounded.

(e) Fault is found sometimes with the
attitude of certain recruiting clerks, and
young civilians do not like the idea of be-
ing accosted by them with the query “Why
don’t youenlist ?” These men are all re-
turned wounded soldiers, who, not being
able to go back again to the front because
of their wounds, are trying to help their
comrades in the firing line by sending on
a few more good Canadians to fight.

Thesé rumors naturally get on the
nerves of the men carrying on recruiting
work and are very discouraging to them.

It is for this reason then, Mr. Editor,
that [ wish you.to publish this letter, so
that the public generally may k.noy the
frcts and the truth, which will perhaps
cause many stay-at-homes, busybodjes and
slanderers to let up on the men who are
doing their best.

“NEW BRUNSWICK’S BUSINESS PLAN
! OF LAND CLASSIFICATION
il
The ‘wisdom of . elassifying the lands
| of a Province and utilizing them accord-
ing to the plan'of Nature would seem
seif-evident. Only in very recent times,
however, has-the matter received serious
attention, and even now the idea has not
been adopted as an invariable policy. The
hpsesaginmnkruidammbe seen on
every hand, playing false to the public
good; and burdening the state with pitiful
and costly problems in present and future.
New Brunswick, however, has made an
excellent start at surveying the provincial
domain, and learning the soil possibilities
of section by section, as well as compiling
a record of the timber resources. The
Government of New Brunswick recently

servation, for several weeks field work, in
order to advise the government as to
methods of procedure in,land classifica-
tion. Following is an interview with Mr.
Nunnick, given to the Foresiry Journal:
"QUALITY OF SoILS

" We visited only a small area in the
short time at our disposal.. The foresters
In connexion with' the Forest Survey,
however, will continue to do what they
can in connexion with land classification.
In order to make a thorough classification
of soils, a soil man should accompany
each party to see for himself the types
and quality of soil and laboratory tests
should be made of samples of the various
types. Of course, much can be done by
the foresters who obtained some informa-
tion trom us, as they accompanied us on
our trips. We made out a circular of in-
struction to be given each party regatding
the classifying of soils, tdking of samples,
etc. We began our work at Weaver’s, a
small station on the I. C. R, not far from
Doaktown, and found here a véry poor
agricultural soil, some of the settlers hav-
ing been on this land from &wenty-five to
thirty years and only having small clear-
ancés made in that length of time. These
men work in the woods in the winter
time and part of the summer and simpl
use the land to grow a few potatoes ani
feed for their team and the few cows
which they keep. Thesé men stated that
the land produces poorly and that the
production has decreased since they first
began cropping it. The method of farm-
ing conducted by these men—that is,
with so little live stock—is not conducive
to permanent soil fertility. Much of the
soil we visited on our various trips is
hungry, and if used for agriculture, would
need to be fed right from the®start,-that
is, clover crops ploughed down or farm-
yard manure should be applied. We
found also that where farming is being
done and has been carried on for many
years that the crops best suited to the
land are not being grown. Much of the
soil needs liming, and just here I would
like to suggest the advisability of illustra-
tion work of this kind being carried on in
the new districts as well as in the old.
In the older districts illustrations in con-
nexion with soil renovation should be
conducted, while in the mew districts,
tests should be made to ascertain what
the land is best suited for and-what crops’
it will grow most profitably.

WouLD BAR SETTLEMENT

" Some of the land we visited is ab-
solutely unfit for agricultural purposes
and should never be opened for settle-
ment. Asan example of this, the land
behind the row of lots granted on the
Miramichi river, south of Doaktown as
far back as Cains river, is a light sand.
The duff or leaf mould is thin, being in
most instances only two or three inches
in thickness underlaid by several inches
of white or grey sand underneath, which
is brown sand which runs down consider-
ably below plough depth. This is suited
for forest growth only and should never
be broken up for any other c¢rop. In
other sections, we found a fairly good
agricultural soil, and in some sections, a
very good agricultural soil. In-the Pleas-
ant Ridge settl t, north of Boi vn,
we found a fair agricultural soil. It needs
good management, however, and intelli-
gent treatment. South of Boisetown
again, after leaving the granted land and
on back to Cains river, we found the grey
and brown sand again constituting a soil
unsuitable for agriculture. On one hike
out from camp No. 1, which was situated
on Halesbrook, we went in a south and
southwesterly direction for a distance of
six or seven miles and found good agricul-
tural soil. I am merely citing these as
examples to.show you that in some places|
there exists soil unsuitable for agriculture,
and in other places, land whi¢ti'could well
be used for farming purposes. We also
found another condition - which it might
be well to mention—that is, of small,
isolatedvlleys which might contain fair
or very good soil, but the restricted areas
and the difficulty. encountered in reaching
these small areas makes the wisdom of
opening them very doubtful, indeed.
Agaih, we found some areas where there
has been fire.and where the soil is only
fair and where no profit. can come from
the forests for many years. The opening
of these areas for agricultural’ purposes
is debatable, as the land sometimes is of
an indifferent quality and it would de-
pend, I imagine, on how urgent is the
need for farm land.

NEEDED EVERYWHERE

"I am convinced that the need for land
classification ahead of settlement is very
great and that it would be greatly in the
interests of the settlers if such could be
carried on everywhere in .Canada where
land is being opened for settlement. '

In some places we also found the soil
so filled with rocks and boulder stones
that a man and his children would  be
gray-haired before they could all be
cleaned out in order that the land might
be easily tilled. In fact, I heard one man
make the statement that he had so many
stones on his farm that he found it nec-
essary to rent land from a neighbour on
which to pile them. There are many
problems that the settlers have to con-
tend with which an outsider can scarcely
fully appreciate, but you_cannot empha-
size too strongly the advisability of an
examination of the land before it is
Wi d open for il After hav-
ing spent some weeks on'this work, I am
more firmly convinced of this than ever.

. FIRE DAMAGE

“ I might just remark in passing that
on one large burned-over ared' adjoining
Cains river, about thirteen miles south of |
Doaktown, the duff had practically been
all burned off and the white or gray sand
was showing over the whole area. The
second growth of pine (red, white and
Jack piné) was making a very. good
growth, But it stands to reason that where
some of the duff is left or has not been
burned off, it would very much assist in
holding moisture during the dry season
of the year, which would assist matetially
in the qmore rapid growth of the young
trees. Wherever I had the opportunity
to talk with settlers who were clearing
! land, T stfongly advised them to do their
| burning carefully andto burn as little of

duff as possible, because when break#]

ing, the mixing of the duff or leaf mould
with the umnder-8vil adds humus, which is
necessary to .make " a soil productive.- If
the bumin‘f can be doge.in the spring
, while the duff is wet and the sldsh dry’
encugh-to burn, it would seem the wiser
IQIZZHMWJM Aum)x,lt.

New Glasgow, Sept. 7.—The keel
has been laid for the 2,000 tons steel
steamship which the Nova Scotia Steel
and Coal Company is building /at New
Glasgow. All the steel for theé steamer
has been fabricated and the riveters are
at work fitting the bottom. Whether the
steamer will be ready for launching this
year is problematical, but she will certain-
ly be afloat and ready for sea by April-
The steamer is to be fitted with turbine
engines. This will be the first steel steam-
er to be built in Nova Scotia.

London, Sept. 8.— The Official
Gazelte to-day printed an amendment to
the order-in-council governing the restrict-
ions imposed upon aliens by which, after
October 1, the written sanction and ap-
proval of the Board of Trade must be ob-
tained for the admission to the United
Kingdom of any alien who works in any
other capacity than munitions work.

A rigid application of this order, some
officials say, apparently would exclude
from the United Kingdom foreign actors,
singers, musicians and all others who do
nqt.eome to work in munitions factories.

——Pretoria, South Africa, Sept. 9.—
Gen. Louis Botha, Premier of the South
African Union, announced to-day that an
arrangement had been made to send
10,000 natives to France for dock labor.
The natives will be recruited voluntarily,
and will be organized into five battalions
of 2,000 men each, under military dis-
cipline with trusted officers. Each batta-
lion will have a:chaplain and its own
medical officers, while a fully equipped
hospital will be provided for the contin-
gent.,

Gen. Botha said the scheme was the
result of a request made by the natives to
be allowed to assist in Europe, as they
had done in German West Africa and
German East Africa.

——Capetown, Sept. 9.—Details of an
attempt to foment another rebellion
against the British in South Africa were
disclosed at the trial yesterday at Bloem-
fontein of two Nationalists, Van der
Merwe and Schonken, on a charge of high

ason. The men are alleged to have
;pl}roached a number of prominent Boers,
iricluding Gen. De Wet, to whom they
said that large stores of rifles were avail-
able and that certain Boer generals were
willing to lead a revolt.

Gen. De Wet, who informed the Gov-
ernment of the movement, testified that
he warned the men against attempting
another uprising. The hearing was ad-
jourped.

Gen. De Wet, commander-in-chief of
the Orange Free State forces in the Boer
war, headed a rebellion against the Brit-
ish early in the present war. He was
captured, convicted of high treason, and
sentenced to six years’ imprisonment and
a fine of $10,000, but was released from
prison on December 21, 1915,

——Seattle, Wash., Sept. 11.— The
‘steamship Northwestern arrived from
Nome; Alaska, to-day, with seven mem-
bers of the Vilhjamur Stefansson Cana-
dian Arctic Expedition that left Victoria,
B. C, in the whaler Karluk, June 17, 1913.
The men are Dr. Rudolph M. Anderson,
of Des Moines, Ia., second to Stefansson
in command of the expedition; Joha J.
O’Neill, geologist, of Port Colborne,
Ontario; John R. Cox, topographer, Ot-
tawa, Ontario; Diamond Jenness, an-
thropologist, Wellington, N. Z. Fritz
Johansen, naturalist, Copen hagen ; George
H. Wilkins, photographer, London, and
Kenneth G. Chapman, topographer, New
York. Anderson and his party will go
direct to Ottawa, to report to the Cana-
dian Government on their achievements.
Anderson and his accompanying scien-
tists escaped the misfortunes that were
encountered by the branch of the expedi-
tion that went from Nome on the Kariuk,
which was. wrecked in the Arctic .ice the
first winter out, Thirteen members of
the Stefansson expedition, including five
scientists, perished in the North.

PROGRESS OF THE WAR

‘N the Western front, in the week
( “under review, thg British and French
made substantial gains on the Somme, the
miost important for the British being the
village of Ginchy which was taken after
séme of the fiercest possible fighting, and
held in spite of most determined counter
attacks. The French made correspond-
ingly important gains on the south of the
Somme. In the Verdun sector the French
were mostly on the offensive and scored
some important victories to the east of
Fleury. The fighting at other points of
the Western front resulted in no change
in positions.

The Eastern campaign was prosecuted
with great vigor the whole week. 1n the
Riga sector the Russians advanced a small
detachment across the Dvina and held the
position in spite of the efforts of the Teu-
tons to dislodge them. Halicz, in Galicia,
was fiercely bombarded by the Russians,
though it was not completely occupied by
them at the week’s close. The Russians
made further important gains in the Car-
pathians; and the Rumanians continued
their advance in Transylvania, the Aus-
trians being unable to hold them in check.
They also took the important Hungarian
town of Orsova, on the Danube, which
will now enable them to prevent enemy
traffic on the river. The cooperation of
Russians and Rumanians in eastern Hun-
gary was proving emniinently successful
and giving the Teutons cause for serious
alarm. German troops were said to be
coming to the assistance of the Austro-
Hungarians.

The Caucasian campaign seems to have
been very act#ve during the week, and the
Russians were able to repel all Turkish
attacks, which were made in great force
west of Erzinjan and in the region of
Ognott. In Persia, also, the Russians won
important victories over the Turks.

R
Concerning Prayer: its Nature, its Diffi-

culties, and its Value. By various Authors.

London : Macmillan and Co. 7s. 6d. net.

\ 7 ILLIAM JAMES in a famous pas-
‘/ sage of his Psychology says that in
these days of scientific  enlightenment
many reasons are given why we should
not pray, “but in all this very little is
said of why we do pray, which is simply
that we cannot help praying.” These
words will constantly recur to the reader
of the latest book upon prayer. It is by
many authors, all of “Some distinction.
We find essays by “ a lady (the author of
Pro Christo et Ecclesia), three laymen, two
parish clergymen, two clerical dons—all
Anglicans—a Wesleyan theological tutor,
a Congregational minister, and an Ameri-
can Professor belonging to the Society of
Friends.,” The result is a rather difficult
book requiring close attention. The
reader feels at the end that he has had a
long tussle with irresistible logic-—and
has not won. He will feel almost as
though he had been trying to prove the
existence of God by argumentation. All
this does not mean that the essays are
not interesting. Those who make the
strong mental effort required to get
through five hundred pages of close theo-
logical reasoning will not be without con-
siderable mental and spiritual profit. All
the most obvious doubts and difficulties,
which must occur to the religious man.
who considers the subject of prayer at all,
are enumerated in the introduction. The
heart of the reader sinks as he reads the
list :—

“Can we believe in Providence at all;
or in what spirit can we pray to the
Creator of a world so full of misery?

~Has Prayer any meaning in a Universe

governed by universal law? If God wills
our good and knows our needs, why tell
Him of them in prayer? What practical
results ought we to expect from prayer ?
What ought we to think of God’s relation
to human sin and to the Power of Evil in
the world ? The Mystics—have they any-
thing to teach us?”

When men reason about prayer and
the problem of suffering they must open
their minds and show something of their
experience, and in this revelation of ex-
perience lies the power of their words.
Almost all the writers agree that sin and
suffering have, at least so far as the in-
dividual is concerned, no direct connexion.
The best suffer most, that is the common
experience. All the same, it remains
true that the best natures gain by it,
though no one could desire those terrible
gains for themselves or others. Here is a
very fine description of an ideal character
tempered, as an ideal character must be,
by suffering. The picture is, we think,
true to life:—

* There remains the man who, inspired
by a great purpose or ideal, accepts the
changes and chances of life, in small
things, fike the old Viking ‘with a frolic
welcome,’ like obstacles in a steeplechase,
or bruises in the football field; in larger
things, with cheerfulness and courage, as
wounds received in battle; and in great
sorrows,  with the acceptance wherein is
peace. He is at the Gate of Heaven. He
has tasted the life of God. For if Christ
is, as St. Paul puts it, ‘the portrait of the
invisible God,’ His Life, Death, Resurrec-
tion, Ascension, and Return to save and
bless, are a picture to us, under conditions
of time and space and in terms under-
standable to human intelligence, of some-
thing which is Eternal in the Life of God.
And that something includes sorrow felt
to the uttermost.”

Mr. Streeter has drawn a fine and sol-
dierly portrait, on which many to-day
who have no heart to reason may look
and be comforted. In his essay, “ God
and the World’s Pain,” he does not fall
into the heresy of Goethe, and say that
“ Christianity is the worship of sorrow ”:
but he does dwell, as all candid writers
must, upon this side of Christianity, and
he insists that in the doctrine of the In-
carnation lies the best justification of the
ways of God to men, and urges the
modern preacher boldly to maintain the
co-suffering of Creator and creature.
This, he evidently thinks, is, in spite of all
difficulties, the keystone of Christianity.

The question of prayer for material
benefit is more or less juggled with
throughout most of this volume. For in-
stance, the essay on faith-healing is quite
inconclusive. Mr. Bevan alone meets it
quite fairly, or should we say squarely ?
His conclusion is a very simple and manly
one. He believes in prayer for non-
spiritual as well as spiritual benefits :—

“It is no derogation from the divinity
of God to think of Him as interested in
my affairs, but it would be a derogation
to suppose that any least detail was over-
looked in
“That Master’s art, who in Himself so

loves it
That never doth His eye depart there-
from. " ,

These words are in_absolute accordance

““with the words of Christ, which are in

accordance with the almost universal in-
stinct of man, an instinct which his
reason is powerless to justify.

The most arresting of the essays is, we
think, the one by the writer of Pro Christo
et Ecclesia. 1t is original in its orthodoxy;
our authoress finds explanation and hope
in-the thought of original sin. To-day
such a retirement upon an old position
sounds almost ludicrous, but she makes
out an excellent case. We do not, of
course, mean that she harks back to
Adam and Eve, but she regards each
human soul as “deeply involved in the
world’s sin,” and she denies that all men
know right from wrong by a divinely im-
parted instinct. She even quotes, and
appears to agree with,-Henry Sidgwick,
who said that *if all men did what they
thought right without further enlighten-
ment, the world would be a worse place.”
The Quaker ‘notion of the essential in-
corruptibility of conscience is, to her
mind, false and dangerous. Her view of
moral responsibility is far from a simple
one, and could never find favour with
simple people. That is, however a quite
insufficient argument . against its truth.
‘The best men have always, she believes,
felt the guilt of the world upon them, and
haveimplored forgiveness for their ignor-
dnces, and even for their best ideals,
knowing thém to fall short of - perfection,
as well as for their sins. It is right, she

seems to him his duty, but he is not free
of sin unless at the same time he is striv-
ing with an open mind to take a new and
better view of his duty. This for a vast
number of men is a sheer impossibility.
She stops at no obstacle, but is logical in
her conclusion. Many a man has im-
proved his character by an act of kindness

persecutor who refrgined from cruelty
because his heart misgave him violated
his conscience to the salvation of hissoul.
All the ends of her argument hang loose,
because if conscience is a found-out auth-
ority, what authority still holds? Never-'
theless, she does describe and justify the
instinct at the bottom of the Calvinistic
notion of sin in a manner to compel at-
tention.

Mr. Streeter’s * Worship ” also will, we
are sure, be widely read. Young people
in all classes are now. wearied by public
worship. .Why? Mr. Streeter discusses
the question with sympathy. He would
like to see some changes in the Prayer
Book, which has come to be regarded as
monotonous. He would like some free-
dom for extemporary prayer and some
intervals of silence. It is interesting to
read suchcriticism. We are sick of hear-
ing that “brightness” will attract to
church men and women who-are kept
away by the weight of a troubled spirit.
No church will ever be able to rival a
place of amusemeat. in _ * brightness.”
Public worship should be designed to as-
suage the spiritual hunger of the world,
otherwise it becomes nothing more than
an edifying performance.

Professor Rufus Jones’s article on
“ Mysticism ” is, considering the subject,
quite extraordinarily lucid. Any one who
desires to know what the Society of
Friends stands for, and is willing to re-
gard it as something else than a spiritual
haven for conscientious objectors, should
read it. With the Mystics of all ages, he
may imagine for a moment that he is
able to “ cut all cables and swing clear
out to sea.” Very few people will ever be
Mystics, yet.

*“ No man, scientist or layman, knows
where the curve is to be drawn about the
personal ‘self” No man can say with
authority that the circulation of Divine
currents into the soul’s inward life is im-
possible. On the contrary, Energy does
come in. In our highest moments we
find ourselves in contact with wider spirit-
ual Life than belongs to our normal ‘ me.” ”

The flock of men and women who, to
quote Bunyan, are " asking their way to
Mount Zion with their faces thitherward”
are many. The guides will always be
few. They belong to all Churches; they
all know the way, but none of them can
draw a map and point to the road.—The
Spectator.

PRECEPT AND PRACTICE
.

MONG the many inconsistencies
L\ which folly produces, or infirmity
suffers, in the human mind, there has often
been observed a manifest and striking con-
trariety between the life of an author and
his writings ; and Milton, in a letter to a
learned stranger, by whom he had béén
visited, with great reason congratulates
himself upon the consciousness of being
found equal to his own character, and hav-
ing preserved, in a private and familiar
interview, that reputation which his works
had procured him.

Those whom the appearance of virtue,
or the evidence of genius, has tempted to
a nearer knowledge of the writer in whose
performances these may be found, have
indeed had frequent reason to repent their
curiosity : the bubble that sparkled before
them has become common water at the
touch; the phantom of perfection has
vanished when they wished to press it to
their bosom. They have lost the pleasure
of imagining how far humanity may be
exalted, and, perhaps, felt themselves less
inclined to toil up the steeps of virtue,
when they observe those who seem best
able to point the way, loitering below, as
either afraid of the labour, or doubtful of
the reward.

It has long been the custom of the
oriental monarchs to hide themselves in
gardens and palaces, to avoid the conver-
sation of mankind, and to be known to
th: ir subjects only by their edicts. The
same policy is no less necessary to him
that writes, than to him that governs; for
men would not more patiently submit to
be taught than commanded, by one known
to have the same follies and weaknesses
with themselves. A sudden intruder into
the closet of an author would perhaps feel
equal indignation with the officer, who
having long solicifed admission into the
presence of Sardanapalus, saw him not
consulting upon laws, inquiring into
grievances, or modelling armies, but em-
ployed in feminine amusements, and
directing the ladies in their work.

It is not difficult to conceive, however,
that for many reasons a man writes much
better than helives. For without entering
into refined speculations, it may be shown
much easier to design than to perform.
A man proposes his schemes of life in a
state of abstraction and disengagement,
exempt from the enticements of hope, the
solicitations of affection, the importunities
of appetite, or the depressions of fear, and
is in-the same state with him that teaches
upon land the art of navigation, to whom
the sea is always smooth, and the wind
always prosperous.

The mathematicans are well acquainted
with the difference between pure science,
which has to do only with ideas, and the
application of its laws to the use of life,
in whigh they are constroined to submit
to the imperfection of matter and the
influence of -accidents. Thus, in moral
discussions. it is to be remembered, that
many impediments obstruct our practice,
which very easily give way to theory.
The speculatist is only in danger of er-
roneous reasoning ; but the man involved
in life has his own passions and those ot
others to encounter, and is embarrassed
with a thousand inconveniences which
confound him with variety of impulse, and
either perplex or obstruct his way. Heis
forced to act without deliberation, and
obliged to choose before he can examine ;
he is surprised by sudden -alterations of
the state of things, and changes his meas-
ures according to superficial appearances;
he is led by others, either because he is
indolent or because he is timorous; he is
sometimes afraid to know_what-is right,
and sometimes finds friends or enemies
diligent to deceive him. 2

We-are, therefore, not to wonder that
most fail, amidst tumult, and snares, and
danger, in the observance of those pre-
cepts, which they lay down in solitude,
safety, and tranquillity, with a mind un-

see more than we can attain ; the exactest
vigilance and caution can never maintain
a single day of unmingled innocence, much
less can the utmost efforts of incorporated
mind reach the summits of speculative
virtue.

1t is, however, necessary for.the {dea of
perfection to be proposed, that we may
have some object to which our endeavours
are to be directed; and he that is the
most deficieat in the duties of life, makes
some atonement for his faults, if he warns
others against his own failings, and hin-
ders, by the salubrity of his admonitions,
the contagion of his example.—From
“The Rambler,” by Dr. Samuel Johnson.

farmers. The samples for general distri-
bution will consist of spring wheat (about
51bs.), white oats (about 4 Ibs.), barley
(about 5 Ibs.), and field peas (about 5 1bs.).
These will be sent out from Ottawa. A
distribution of potatoes in samples of
about 3lbs. will be carried on from several
of the experimental farms, the Central
Farm at Ottawa supplying only the pro-
vinces of Ontario and Quebec. All Sam-
ples will be sent free by mail.

Only one sample of grain and one of
potatoes can be sent to each farm. As
the supply of seed is limited, farmers are
advised to apply early. Requests received
after the end of December will probably
be too late.

Anyone desiring a sample should write
(post free) to the Dominion Cerealist, Ex-
perimental Farm, Ottawa, for an applica-
tion blank.
