THE EXODUS OF THE LOYALISTS

FROM PENOBSCOT AND THE
LOYALIST SETTLEMENTS
. AT PASSAMAQUODDY

( Continued)

The decline of Pennfield helped  to
populate the smaller harbor® farther east,
although some of these had béen settled
shortly after the War by loyalists. ‘'who
may have come either from St. John or
directly from the States. Lepreau was
first occupied in I1784; Mace'’s Bay- was
settled later by the exodus from - Penn-
field; Seeley’s Cove had its origin in 1784
or 1785 as a small loyalist co}ony formed
by Justus Seeley; Dipper Harbor and
Chance Harbor both began as fishing vil-
Jages founded by loyalists in 1784, and
Musquash was established a year earlier
by people of the same class. The expan-
sion of the descendents of these groups
has supplied settlers to other places along
the coast. -

Another settlement worthy of mention
was that of the Cape Ann Association in
what is now the Parish of St. David. This
parish lies northwest of the Bay of Passa-
maquoddy, and includes the headwaters
of Dennis Stream and the "Digdeguash
River, which are not navigable. The
association numbered two hundred and
twenty members, and received a grant of
nearly 23,000 acres on October 1, 1784.
Many of the grantees appear to have
come from Gloucester, Massachusetts,
and vicinity. Several, "however, were
from New Boston in New . Hampshire.
Francis Norwood, the leader of the as-
sociation, was one of the latter. Twenty-
six of those who had grants at St. And-
rews drew lands also in St. David} while
several others, whose names appear in
the Penobscot Association grant, are listed
among the grantees of .the Cape Ann
Association. Among - the -latter were
Moses Gerrish, John Gillis, and William
Monroe. These facts indicate that nearly

*one seventh; if not more, of the Cape Ann
company were loyalists. ~ Since, however,
most of them did not belong to this class,
the association was assigned * back lands,”
that is, lands back from navigable waters.
evidently on the principle that loyalists
and disbanded troops were entitled to the
best locations. It is probable that the St.
Andrews and Penobscot grantees drew
“ back lands ” either for their children,
which they had a right to do, or as a
matter of speculation. However, the set-
tlement in St. David did not fulfil its
promise, although the soil there was of
excellent quality. In }788, there were
nearly one hundred and fifty absentees,
and two years later, all but forty-six lots
had beeit escheated. By 1803, the settlers
numbered two hundred _and eighty-six,
and were reported to be the most inde-
pendent farmers of any in the County of

the island retarded its devel(;pment: at
any rate, its population was but one hun-
dred and twenty-one in 1803. Neverthe-
less, the number of inhabitants was

sufficiently large to help establish the|

controversy with the United States that

followed years after. The retention of
the island 'was regarded of great import-
ance by England on account of its being
the key to the entrance of the Bay of
Fundy. Together with other islands in
Passamaquoddy Bay, Grand Manan -was
declared part of New Brunswick in 1817,
For years, Gerrish was the most promin«
ent resident on the island, and served as
collector of customs and ‘justice of the
peace. While he and his associates failed
to secure the fifty families required” by
the license of occupation to obtain a
grant of the entire island, the Council- of
New Brunswick ordered grants to the
settlers of their respective possessions
and allotments, together with a glebe and
a lot for public uses, and these grants
were duly passed, November 1, 1810.

North of Grand Manan, the Island of
Canfipobelio was partly settled by loyalists,
a few of whom remained but a short time.
At the opening of the Revolution, John
Hanson, a native of Marblehead, Massa-
chusetts, came to the island in a whale-
boat, only to pass on to Minister’s Island,
weere he settled. Captain Christopher
Hatch, a grantee of Parr Town on the
River St. John, went into the mercantile
business at Campobello. Later, he sold
out to Lieutenant Thomas Henderson,
who became the customs officer of ithe
island.- Another grantee of Parr Town,
who settled temporarily on Campobello,
was Nathan Frink, a native of Pomfret,
Connecticut, and a captain in the King's
Loyal American Dragoons, a corps raised
and commanded by Benedict Arnold. . It
is recorded by a historian of the island
that many of the early inhabitants, who
lived along what is called the North Road,
were tories from New York; some of them
being of Scotch origin. Later on, this
loyalist. element appears to have been
considerably increased by the accession
of numerous families from the mainland
who, dissatisfied with their locations,
either sold or abandoned their grants
there. In 1803, the population of Campo-
bello, including both loyalists and other
sertlers, numbered nearly two hundred
and fifty persons.

North of Campobello, Deer Island had
occupants who, as previously noted, went
to considerable trouble to take the oath
of allegiance to the King at the time of
the American attack upon Penobscot,
The earliest refugees to join these settlers
probably fled from Colonel Allan’s rule at
Machias. Among these, it would appear,
was Josiah Heney, a native of Portland,
Maine, who was aided in making his
escape from Machias in 1777 by James
Brown of Passamaquoddy. Later, Heney
sought the protection of the post at Pen-
obscot, and came thence to Deer Island,
where he built a house opposite Pleasant

- or St. Croix River, on both sides of which

hundred and thirty-three were men, three
hundred and four women, and six hun-
dred and fifty children. As we have al-
| ready seen at some length, most of these
were loyalists, and although the men had
pursued the most diverse occupations in
their former homes, farming engaged the
great majority of them at Passamaquoddy.

ly chosen their location on account of the
valuable timber and the water power to
be had there. At the mouth of Dennis
Stream they had built a-sawmill. Thus
began the lumber trade of the St. Croix,
which may have supplied building mater-
ial to loyalists who settled on the river.
However, there were ‘abundant supplies
emptying into Passamaquoddy Bay, ang [PaFtient was.. &
there were ample water powers and ex-
cellent harbors at hand. The newcomers,
appreciating these advantages, established
important villages at St. Stephen, Mill-
town, St. Andrews, St.. Patrick, and St.
George, and erected sawmills at numerous
points of vantage. Sailing vessels were
needed for the lumber trade, and so ship-
building became an important industry in
several of the parishes that were settled
by the loyalists. By 1803, the “Passama-
quoddy District had no less than twenty-
one sawmills, which together cut 7,700,000
feet of boards, and it also had a fleet of
fifty-nine sail, besides numerous smaller
craft. Of the sailingvessels, St. Andrews
Parish alone had built forty-two since
1785. The principal markets for the lum-
ber exporte'd from Passamaquoddy were
Nova Scotia and the British West Indies,
in both of which regions thousands of
loyalist refugees were settling during this
period. It need scarcely be added that
fishing was an important occupation of
many of the settlers on the shores and
islands of Passamaquoddy Bay. The
quantity of fish taken in 1803 amounted
to 9,900 quintals and 3,000 barrels, besides
about 5,000 boxes of herring.

Meanwhile, the loyalists and their
fellow-colonists were multiplying in num-
bers despite the removal of-many from
Passamaquoddy to other places in New
Brunswick or to the States, By 1803, the
population of Charlotte County had reach-
ed 2,622 persons, or nearly eight hundred
and fifty more than that of the year 1784.
With the growth in numbers, desirable
lots that had been abandoned by the first
grantees were taken up and occupied by
young men coming into maturity who
wished farms o their own, and, fellowing
this, new settlements ‘were made on the
uplands back of the older settlements.
In this way, an expansion seems to have
taken place up the St. Croix, Digdeguash,
and Magaguadavic. )

The coming of the loyalists had led to
the creation of Charlotte County, together
with the seven other counties of New
Brunswick, early in 1786. At the same
time, Charlotte County had been sub-
divided into seven towns or parishes,
namely, St. Stephen, St. David, St. And-
rews, St. Patrick, St. George, Pennfield,
and the West Isles. The act establishing
these divisions had also declared that St.
Andrews should be thereafter the seat of
the County of Charlotte. But before the
passage of this measure by the first
Assembly of the province, and even before
New Brunswick had been made a separate
province, Governor Parr had created a
court for the District of Passamaquoddy
(early in 1784) by appointing John Curry,
Philip Bailey, Robert Pagan, and Willjam
Gallop to be justices of the peace therein.

FTHE week under review was marked
r by™Breat activity onnearly all fronts:
the fortunes of war fluctuating from one
side to the other, the net result apparent-
ly being to the advantage of ngither.

In the Western campaign-the French
and British made further advances on the

. Somme front. Ing*hg;Mrdup segtor the

% ¥French held all th&"ground takerf in the
preceding week, apgt-mede further gains
in the direction of Fort Vanx. There was
considerable activity in Flanders, where
the Belgians and British made some slight
gains of trenches. At other points, not-
ably near Rheims, artillery duels were i.n
progress, but without marked advantage
to either side.

In the Eastern campaign the Russians
made some gains in Volhynia west of
Lutsk ; but in Galicia, in the Carpathians,
and in the Transylvanian Alps, the Rus-
sians and Rumanians barely held their
own. -

There was some activity in the Cauca-
sian campaign and in Persia, where the
Russians are said to have gained some
minor successes.

An unconfirmed report from Constanti-
nople claimed a victory for the Turks
over the British near Kut-el-Amara, in
Mesopotamia. )

The week was without any news of the
Egyptian campaign; and the only report
of the campaign in East Africa was of a
victory for the Portuguese over the Ger-
mans at Newala, north of the Rovuma
River, which town was taken by the
Portuguese, who secured considerable
booty of guns, munitions, and military

" stores.

In the Balkan campaign the Entente
Allies made considerable progress at
several points in Macedonia and Serbia;
but in the Rumanian province of Dobrudja
the Russians and Rumanians were unable
to oppose successfully the advance of
the enemy forces under Von Mackensen.
The situation in Greece was one- of
uncertainty and muth anxiety. There
were conflicts between the'Royalist troops
and those of the Nationalist party whose
headquarters are at Salonika. Greece
seemed on verge of a civil war, which, if
it occurs, will greatly complicate matters.

The Italian campaign made some pro-
gress, and that'favorable to the Italians,
in spite of -adverse weather conditions.

In “ News of the Sea” will be found an
account of a naval engagement in the
English Channel, in which British and
German small vessels were engaged, and
each sMe sustained losses. Under the

same headimg will be found the week’s
report of the Vessels.destroyed by mines
and German submarines,the list of vessels
thus lost being nearly as long as that of
the week preceding. The torpedoing of
the Marina, and the resultant loss of the
lives of Americans among the passengers
and crew, is likely to lead to comptcations
between America and Germany—after
the Presidential election is over.

INTERVIEW WITH THE HON. J. D.
HAZEN, K. C.; MINISTER OF
MARINE-AND FISHERIES AND
) NAVAL “SERVICE

“YANADIANS havewon, undying fame
AR T batflefieldgof Flanders and
Franeeg Anequal opportunity for distinc-
tion upppseads Row offered. A Canadian
Naval . Ovegseas ' Division which will be
attached t¢” the Grand Fleet is being
organizedaid five thousand men are being
called fo¥s, THe new force will be as dis-
tinctly Canatiian as are the four divisions
now ﬁghﬁ@frh the Somme. - There will
be Canadian rate of pay, Canadian separ-
ation allowance and assistance from the
Canadian® Patriotic Fund. The sailors
from the Dominion will wear. a special
Canadian badge no matter where or in
what unit of the navy theéy are serving.
“The organization and mairtenance of the
division is under.the direction of Hon.]J.
D. Hazen, minister of naval service, who
is taking an enthusiastic personal interest
in the matter and is making a special plea
for récruits tor this service.

“ When war first broke out,” explained
Mr. Hazen, " The Canadian Government
asked the British authorities how we could
best help, and suggested raising recruits
for the navy as well as a land force. At
that time all naval reserves had been call-
ed out and the Admiralty had a surplus of
men. We were informed that they need-
ed no men for the navy and we could best
serve the interests of the empire by rais-
ing land forces. All our efforts were
accordingly so directed.

“Since then the naval building pro-
gramme has been greatly accelerated.
The many new ships which have been put
in service have had to be manned and
there has been an increasing call for
sailors. In addition when conscription
came into force in the United Kingdom
recruiting for the navy stopped. New
channels to supply the necessary men had
to be found. To-day the Imperial Navy,
which ha$ swept the seas, bottled up the
German fleet in the” Kiel Canal and has
guarded the whole of the Empire requires
men. The navy at all costs must be
maintained at full fighting strength.

“As soon as Canada was made aware of
the change in the situation in regard to
the navy we offered to form an overseas
division of the Royal Naval Camadian
Volunteer Reserve and lend them to the
Admiralty for service in the Imperial
Navy. The Admiralty were pleased to
accept the offer and asked if possible that
five thousand men be sent of which two
thousand wquld be required by the end of
the present year. ’

“Every recruit Canada gives to this
force will mean the saving of one soldier
for the British Army for if the necessary
men are not secured conscripts at present
serving in the army will have to be trans-
ferred to the navy.”

Explaining the arrangements for pay
Mr. Hazen said: “ The pay of men in
the Imperial Navy is very much less than
that in force in the Canadian Navy, and
consequently the Dominion Government
decided that in order to put the Overseas
Division of the Royal Naval Canadian
Volunteer Reserve on the same footing as
the Canadian Expeditionary Force, they
would give them similar pay. However,
it was pointed out that it was not desirable
on a man-of-war to have men serving on
board side by side receiving different
scales of pay. The men of this Overseas
Division will only themselves receive the
same pay as their shipmates in the Royal
Navy; the balance of their pay will be
retained in Canada until their return, al-
though a portion of this balance will, if so
desired, be forwarded monthly to the
wives or dependents of the men, the re-
mainder accumulating until their return.

* All recruits as soon as enrolled will be
given \thﬁ'r:tf_ uniforms and sent to either
| gne of the Naval Depots in England for
training. They will be sent overseasas
ordinary seamen, and those who wish to
serve in the stoking ratings will be entitled
$0 voluntéer-for such service,>: THe ques-

‘ings will be left irr the Hands of the Lords
Commissioners of the gAdmiralty and
should they desire to make promotions in
this overdéas division, the ‘Canadian Gov-
ernment will increase the men’s full Can-
adian pay to the equivalent rate of pay in
the Canadian Expeditionary Force for the
relative rank. .

* The Dominion has been divided into
six areas for recruiting purposes, each
area being in charge of a Naval Recruiting
Officer who, by permission of the Depart-
ment of Militia and Defense,will be allow-
ed to utilize the militia recruiting machin-
ery, and it is hoped that by this means the
whole of the Dominion will be reached.”

Now, thy time has come, and it is meet

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eighteenth century. An edition of 1840,
150 years old, disposed of 100,000 copies
in ten years. Noah -Webster's ™An
American Selection of Lessons,” calfed
the first American school reader by John
J. Mahoney in the Educational Review, was
in use at the beginning of the present
century after a career of 120 years. Web-
ster’s more famous Speller was selling as
late as 1890 at thewrate of 1,200,000 copies
ayear. Presumably, it has been the very
lack of pedagogical suitability- which has
guaranteed such a long life to those text-
books which survived the ails of infancy ;
quite the same case as with men and
women in the unsanitary and serumless
days of long ago. Webster's Speller,
which was also a reader, made its appeal
to a juvenile audience Wwith' such bite' of
valuable and interesting knowledge as
these :

The chewing of tobacco is a useless
custom.

Large, bushy whiskers require a good
deal of nursing and training.

Fiction is a creature of the imagination.

A textbook for beginners of wide popu-
larity in the first quarters of the nine-
teenth century, thus took time by the
forelock :

Art thou a husband? Treat thy wife
with tenderness; reprove her faults with

_gentleness.

Art thou a wife? Respect thy husband;
oppose him not unreasonably; study to
make him respectable;; hide his faults.

Well perhaps not So different from our
own sex-hygiené in the schools to the
educational critic of the future. But -to
the present-day student of Method in the
school-room, of the physiology of the
reading-eye and the Apperception Mass

there is perpetual wonder at a generation
which set before primary school children
the following soft morsel from the ™ New
Primer” (Newark, 1832) :

The Tiger is remarkable for his strength
and the beauty of his skin ; he is a treach-
erous and ferocious animal, and very
difficult to tame.

As for phonetics, it was all very simple.
To master the pronounciation of the letter
* b” the fortunate possessor of Leavitt's
“Easy Lessons in Reading™ (1823) only
had to run through the following sentence :

The baboon babbled and blubbered,
babbled in ribboms, gabbled in gibberish,
played hob-nob with a robin, brow-beat
the tabby, made a hubbub for the rabble.
bribed a nabob, and barbarously bam-
boozled a booby.

It is plain why the survivers of Leavitt’s
“Easy Lessons ” were strong enough to
fight four years of the Civil War and tame
the prairies and mountains of the West.

The school readers of the first part ol
the nineteenth century began to break
away from the condensed gloom and
theology of the earlier text-books, but
how slow to let go was the moralistic
strain in first reading lessons for the
young, the adventure of Little Charles,
from the “ Fourth Class Book ” (Bursfield,
Mass., 1827) will indicate :

LITTLE CHARLES
Well, Charles is highly pleased to-day,
1 gave him leave to go and play
Upon-the grgen, with bat and ball :
And when hé heard his playmates call,
Away he sprung across the plain,
To join the little merry train,
But here he comes—why, what means this?
1 wonder what has gone amiss,
Why, Charles, how came you back so soon?
I gave you leave to stay till noon.
1 know it, sir, and I intended
To play till every game was ended ;
But to say truth, I could not bear
To hear those little fellows swear
They cursed so bold and fearlessly
That the cold chills ran over me—
For I was seized with awful dread
That some of them would drop down dead
And so I curned and came away
For, Pa, | was afraid to stay !
—From ** Books and Reading” in the New

to Be Discarded

thirsting for news, ' who lackest the
patience to bind up thy wounds, ardl who
“hath no Jove for thee'in his heart.
“““Companion of my early manhood, my

“anxiety and my help on days of press and

stress; my co-laborer when the devil was
to pay and there was a vast emptiness in
the till, my strength and my support in
times of election, in winter’s cold and
summer’s heat; my defender against the
assaults of mine enemies; my good and
faithful ally—how I recall the days and
nights that we struggled together, the
ambitions that thou helpedst me to
realize, the times that I circled thy vener-
able frame with ‘ blanket” and * tape,”
the hours of agony that we oft times
endured together when weariness over-
came thee and it became necessary to
pour oil upon thy wounds, and administer
“first aid " with wrench and hammer to
thy aching members, the moments when
i “fed” thee and coaxed thee into action,
the “forms " that were “locked up” and
laid to rest on thy broad “ bed,” the million
messages of hope, of good cheer, and
sometimes of sorrow that thou sentest
forth to a waiting world.

Many a kind word thou hast uttered in

that I who knew. thee so well should sing!
thy parting praise, smooth thy dying pillow
and place a flower or two upon thy grave.

oo It is fitting that the foregoing
apostrophe to an ancient press which ap-
peared last week in our esteemed up-river
contemporary, should also appear in the
BeAcON and be printed on the press re-
ferred to in terms of such eloguence as
could not have been surpassed by that of
the great moralist, philanthropist, and
public benefactor, Pecksniff, whose acts
and utterances are so faithfully recorded
in that historical work, Martin Chuzzlewit.
The first paragraph of the eulogy, we
regret to have to say,isa deliberate per-
version of the truth. It was the former
owner of the old press who treated it so
badly, as everyone connected with the
BEACON office knows. Whatever excell-
ence. he possessed as a journalist and
compositor, he was certainly no mechanic;
and when on Apr.il 9, 1914, he abandoned
the old press he now eulogizes, he left it
in such a dilapidated condition that it
took a long time and considerable outlay
of money to restore it to its proper form.
That it i$ now in good condition is evident
to every reader of the BEACON who can
judge of its appearance for himself.
The last paragraph of the cloquent idyll
is based on a misconception. The old
press is not yet destined for the knacker’s
yard. In the course of its removal to its
present temporary quarters opportunity
was taken further to improve it. The
BEACON will be printed from it till our
new press is completely installed, which
will take a little time yet, as some parts
have to be sent from New York. The
present proprietor bopes to find other
uses for the old press, but it is (00 slow
for the production of a large edition of a
weekly newspaper, especially under pres-
ent conditions of increased cost of labor.
The remainder of the panegyric it hard-
ly becomes us to criticize. Under the
guize of a tribute to his old press “A”
says one or two nasty words about his
successor and many words in eulogy of
himself. We fancy all editors of country
newspapers have more or less the same
experience. and all are certainly slaves of
the community in which they live. But
they do not, asa rule, blow their own
horns; and if praise is due them they
leave it to others to trumpet it abroad.
However, de gustibus non es! disputandum,
if other people think it in good taste to
herald in print their own achievements,
let them do so. Such people are quite
unlikely ever to be tried, convicted, and
executed for their modesty.— Fg BEACON.

CANADIAN CROPS
e ®

Ottawa, October 14, 1916. In a bulletin
issued to-day the Census and Statistics
Office publishes the second or provisional
annual estimate of the yield of the princi-
pal grain crops of Canada in 1916, a state-
ment of the quality of these crops at the
time of harvesting and the condition of
root crops on September 30.

YIELD OF PRINCIPAL (GRAIN CROPS

In general the reports of correspondents
on September 30 confirm those of a month
ago, but the average yields per acre ar
for most crops somewhat less. The
reports also indicate that the areas
estimated to be unproductive of grain are
if nything larger than those already de-
ducted; but pending further inquiries no
change has been made in the harvested
areas as reported last month. The
results now provisionally estimated are a
total yield of wheat of 159,123,000 bushels
from a harverted area of 10,085,300 acres,
a yield per acre of 15.78 bushels as
compared with 29 bushels last year and
15.67 bushels in 1914. The total yield of
oats is now placed at 338,469,000 bushels
from 9,795,000 acres, a yield per acre of
34 55 bushels, as against 45.76 bushels last
year and 3112 bushels in 1914. The
yield of barley is 32,299,000 bushels from
1,328,800 acres, or 24,31 bushels per ecre
and of rye 2,058,500 bushels from 101,420
acres of 20,30 bushels per acre. For the
three prairie provinces .the estimated
yield of wi¥at is 138,542,000 buchels, of

bushels, of barley 22,962,000 bushels and
of flaxseed 7,707,000 bushels. The yields
of remaining crops are reported for the
first time this year as follows: peas 2,166,
000 bushels from 150,280 acres, beans
514,400 bushels from 32,500 acres, buck-
wheat 6,720,000 bushels from 341,500
acres, flaxseed 7,759,500 bushels from 710,
000 acres, mixed grains 10,333,000 bushels
from 397,770 acres and corn for husking
6,271,000 bushels from 173,000 acres.
For peas, beans, buckwheat, mixed grains
and corn for” husking these acreages
represent the acres actually harvested
after deduction from the areas sowr in
Ontario and Quebec of proportions
estimated to have been entirely unprodnc-
tive through drought.

REPORTEDN TERMS OF SETTLEMENT
BETWEEN C. P. R. AND MEN J

Winnipeg, Oct. 26—Following are terms
of settlement of the difficulty between the
C.P.R. trainmen and the C.P R. Com-
pany, over which a strike was threatened,
given out unofficially:
1—A reduction of main line " passenger
mileage from 5,600 to 5,000 miles.
9—With the exception of fifteen min-
utes, the company will-pay for all pre-
aratory time spent in the yards before
the trains begin to move. The conces-
sion of fifteen minutes by the men isa
comprormige, as they formierly stood out
for payment, for ‘the whole of the time
spent in preparing for the journey.
3—The.company will pay for a mini-
mum mileage per month of 2,800 miles
covered by traiffimen. Men asked that
the minimum be 2,400 miles, and com-
promised at-2,800.
4—Yardmen re granted a general in-
crease in pay two cents per hour
5—A crew in charge of a freight train
which arrives at its objective terminal
and is held out of the yard by being kept
standing on the main line whilst entrance
to the yard is blocked by the switching
operations of the yard crew, regardless of
the fact that the trip from the initial ter-
minal has been made in less than the
allotted number of hours constituting a
day’s work, bs paid over-time while so
detained.
6—All unassigned short runs of less
than 100 miles shall be allowed as 100
miles with certain reservations respect-
ing the British Columbia division.

7—Adoption of standard minimum day
in all freight service and in all unassigned
passenger and mixed train service, regard-
less of number of miles to be run.
8—Payment for all switching, overtime
and detention in excess of the guaranteed
monthy wages without regard to the time
actually engaged in work or the nature
of the regular service.

9—Allowance to baggagemen for the
handling of government mail.

10—That all men engaged 8 pilots or
engine herders be given yard foremen’s

pay.
