In the Mesopotamian campaign the
British made further progress early in the
week in their investment of Kut-el-Amara,
but towards the week’s close their pro-
gress was temporarily checked and they
had to withdraw slightly from some of
their positions northeast of the Town.

During the week a report was received
that the British had captured the entire
garrison which the Turks had re-estab-
lished at Bir-el-Hassana, and that a
similar garrison at Nakhl had fled, leav-
ing prisoners in the hands of the British.
These two places are in the Sinai Penin-
sula about midway between the Suez
Canal and the Turco-Egyptian boundary
The presence of Turkish forces, however
small, on Egyptian soil and in such
proximity to the Suez Canal illustrates
the great vigilance necessary on the part
of Britain to keep open the waterway
connecting the East with the West.

No news was received of the campaign
in East Africa beyond the bare mention
that it was drawing to a close.

The German submarine campaign was
prosecuted vigorously during the week,
and the merchant vessels destroyed are
mentioned in " News of the Sea” compil-
ed from the daily press dispatches. The
list is a long one, but there was a diminu-
tion as compared with the number of
vessels sunk in the week preceding.
Some lives were lost, among them those
of Americans; but the cjrcumstances
apparently, did not constitute the overt
act that is awajted before America
declares war.

To-day is Polling Day for the Provincial
General Election, aud to-night the result
will be known.

WATER POWERS OF MANITOBA,
SASKATCHEWAN AND ALBERTA

e

“Water Powers of Manitoba, Saskatche-
wan and Alberta”, a well-bound and
attractively illustrated volume just issued
by the Commission of Conservation, forms
a valuable contribution to the authentic
literature respecting the natural resources
of Western Canada. - This report, by Leo
G. Denis aund J. B. Challies, comprises
the results of special surveys by the
Commission of Conservation and a compil-
ation of records fromother reliable sources.
As a compendi of all available data
on the subject, it is particularly valuable
for reference purposes.

While the Prairie Provinces, as a whole
are not lavishly endowed with water-
powers, the report demonstrates that the
utitity of their rivers for power develop-
ment can be vastly enhanced through
proper storage of flood waters. At
 present, in the absence of conservation
dams, and of adequate natural.regulation,
the great volume of flow is lost during
high water seasons. Methods of develop-
ment to ensure the maximum utilizatioh
are now being carefully worked out on
the Winnipeg, Bow and other large rivers.
The more northerly regions possess
numerous sites of great potential value
for pulp, electro-chemical and other
special industries. -

“The report just issued is the second in
the series on water-powers in Canada to
be published by the Commission of
Conservation. The third volume, “Water
Powers of British Columbia”, which is
now in press, will complete the Commis-
sion’s general inventory of this item of
the Dominion’s natural wealth.

WHAT MAN IN MASSACHUSETTS
"WORKS THE LONGEST HOURS '
FOR A DAY'S PAY?
Y - ———
Marjorie Meader Uudertakes To Find
Out %7
When the first sleepy, farmer from the
outlying market gardening districts draws
into Faneuil Hall market between 1 and 2
o'clock in the morning and settles him-|.
self on the seat of his truck for a brief
morning nap he is quite likely to be dis-
turbed by an energetic person in a léng
white market-man’s frock whom he will
find poking into the contents of his load
of vegetables.
He is encountering Charles Maxwell,
one of the best known marketmen of the
district, who asserts that all claimants for
distinction in the length of working hours
class will have to withdraw their paltry
eight and ten.hours’ claims before the
amazing duration of his day’s work.
Six months in the year Mr. Maxwell
leaves his home in Medford at 1 o'clock
in the morning and arrives at the market
between half past 1 and 2. During the
summer months, when the market opens
at 5 in the morning, the excitement and
bustle, of the day's work is well under
way by 3. The farmers begin to swarm
into the market between 12 and 1
o'clock, and some of them arrive even the
night betore to get favorable positions.
‘L he earliest bird obtains the most profit-
able bargains, the marketmen believe.
That 18 why Mr, Maxwell dons his long

rounds with & generous pocketful ‘ot
matches. Usually the farmer is waiting
tor his coming, but if he is enjoying a
short morning siesta Mr, Maxwell lights
one of his matches and peers about, likea
moglern Diogt under the blanket that
covers the contents of the wagon.

He has no need to look for an honest
man, however. After 25 years in the
market the trickster would have to be
extremely clever who could fool him as
to the value of a box of leituce or a
basket of tomatoes. He possesses a verit-
able genius for sighting bargains at long
range and by daylight he has usually
obtained a long list of shrewdly calculated
purchases which are already on the way
to the salesrooms of the produce firm for
which he works.

By 5 or 6 o’clock the rush of the day’s
business is on. Wholesale fruit and
produce dealers from the outlying cities
and from all over New Eugland begin to
gather for the day’s buying and the fruit
brokers start-on their rounds,

Mr. Maxwell does a lightning change
transformation from buyer to salesman
and starts disposing of the bargains which
he picked -up in the early hours before
daylight. From 6 in the morning until 5
at night he rushes about from the sales-
room to the shipping room selling goods,
issuing orders for their shipment and
starting them off toward their destination.

From April until September, this is his
regular schedule from Monday morning
until Saturday night. And right here Mr.
Maxwell enters his one protest against
the order of things.

“]t's perfectly all right working long
hours. I like it and I like getting up
early for six days in the week, but Sun-
day morning I would like to sleep late
like tne rest of the civilized world. Can't
I1doit? I should say not.

“ As soon as the clock strikes 1 I wake
up and from then until 6 I fidget around
and try to sleep. Sometimes I get short
naps, but by 6 I give up the attempt and
getup. There is notning to do but wait
until the rest of the world wakes up from
its legitimate Sunday morning snooze
some time around 10 o'clock. I'd give
anything to be able to do it, too.”

From September- until April the mar-
ketman’s hours are-a little less exacting’
He relapses into the ranks of the
sluggards and contents himself with a
mere 14-hour day’s work, getting up at
3:30 in the morning and finishing the day
at 5:30.

Mr. Maxwell isn’'t at all the thin,
emaciated, hollow-eyed individual one
would expect to find as the result of
nearly 20 years of this strenuous exist-
ence. In fact, he is one of the best
arguments for the “early to rise ¥ pro-
gram that could possibly be advanced.

Itis a strange thing that no positive
word exists for the very positive virtue of
unsuspiciousness.

In Heaven, or
in any place where every one was good,
unalloyed unsuspicuousness would -be a
lovely characteristic : but in this world it
seems to require a little of the capacity
for wrath to keep it from cloying.* Ap
unsuspicious man who cannot get sangry
is apt to be a fool. .

NOTES ON MARITIME PROVINCES
FISHERIES
i

The new lobster fishing season has been
in progress since the 15th of November in
Charlotte and St. John counties, N. B, and
since the 15th of December in that part of
Nova Scotia from Yarmouth county to
Halifax Harbor ; but the reports and re-
turns of the fishery officers for December
show that rough weather (too heavy gales
especially), wrecked about 75% of the
gear of the lobster fishermen and resulted
in an unprecedently small catch of lob-
sters. In addition to the wreckage of traps
there were 2 boats damaged-and 10 boats
sunk or destroyed in Queens county, N.S,
several'motor-boats-lost and others dam-
aged in Yarmouth county, N. S.; 4 motor
boats lost, and 2 boats and a schooner
damaged in Digby county, N.S.; and 9
motor boats damaged, 1 vessel lost and 2
others damaged in Charlotte County, N.
B. Also there were 7 small boats lost,
and 30 nets and some gear destroyed in
the Aspy Bay district of Victoria county,
N.S. Two Guysborough county fisher-
men were drowned.

As a consequence of the small catch,
the price of live lobsters in the United
States markets soared tp $50, and in some
instances to $65, per crate of 140 pounds.

The total pack of lobsters to the end of
Decemberwas 1,192 cases, while 3436 cwts.
were shipped in shell. During the corres-
ponding period in the preceding year the
pack was 4,006 cases, while 16,174 cwts.
were shipped in shell.

The.following table shows the quantity
in cwts. of fresh lobsters, together, with
their value, landed from the opening of
the season to the end of December in each
of the years from 1912 to 1916, inclusive.
