FORTUNES FOR FISHERMEN

——

New York, June 1.—How eight Dutch
fishermen, who had been satisfied to aver-
age about $1.50 each day from their
laborious struggle with the sea were
suddenly lifted into wealth beyond their
power of imagination, was told by two
sailors from the Kongsli, who have just
reached New York.

The Kongsli was a Belgian relief steam-
ship loaded with grain, and was torpedoed
at night by a Hun submarine near the
Holland coast. The crew abandoned the
ship and reached port in the lifeboats, to
be astonished later when their ship was
towed into a Dutch port and placed in
drydock. The fishermen found the ship
in a sinking condition, with a great hole
in her side eight feet long. With bags
of grain the breach was closed sufficiently
to permit making port with the damaged
steamship, and the Admiralty Court
awarded salvage of $2,000,000 to the eight
fishermen, whose golden haul has thus
made them wealthy over night.

BREEDERS' DIRECTORY FOR SHEEP
AND SWINE
-

The past year has seen a marked in-
crease in the demand for sheep and swine,
both pure bred and commercial, among
the farmers for breeding purposes. This
demand is, of course, due in part to the

"greatly increased price of lamb, mutton

and wool, and in pork and its products.
Further, farmers in the Maritime
Provinces are realizing that there are
considerable areas of waste land that
could be utilized very profitably through
sheep.

As this demand has grown very rapidly
much difficulty has been expeienced by
intending purchasers in their efforts to
locate breeders of sheep and swine from
whom reasonable numbers of breeding
animals could be obtained. Already
numerous inquiries are being made by
men who are desirous of purchasing, as
to where animals can be located and pur-
chased for fall delivery.

In this connexion, so far as sheep are
concerned, breeders would be well advis-
ed to retain their best ewe lambs for sale
for breeding purposes,since all indications
point to a continued demand for breeding
females, and the conserving of ewe lambs
is the only ultimate source for, supplying
that demand and permanently increasing
our sheep population.

With this in view—and in order to
facilitate and direct breeders, G. Erle
O’Brien, Representative for Sheep and
Swine Husbandry in the Maritime
Provinces, under the direction of the
Live Stock Branch, Dominion Department
of Agriculture, has prepared a bréeders’
directory for pure bred and conimercial
sheep and for pure bred and comiercial
swine in each of the Maritime Provinces,
Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, and Prince
Edward Island. This directory contains
the name of the breeder, his address, the
breed of sheep offered for sale, and the
number of animals for sale annually. .

——London, May 31—Further losses of
Norwegian ships are reported in a Central
News dispatch from Christiania. It
quotes the Norwegian Foreign Ministar
to the effect that German submarines
have sunk the sailing vessel Asters (1,531
tons gross), and the steamships Glyn
(probably the Glyg, 358 tons), and the
Fridtjof Nansen.

The crew
has been landed with the exception of
John Ray, third mate, who was drowned
when the small boats were being launch-
ed. The boat was attacked without
warning.

A statement issued by the British
Admiralty says that the Dirigo was at-
tacked bv gunfire by a German subma-
rine, which gave no warning.

The vessel was subsequently sunk by
bombs after it has been ransacked by the
crew of the submarine. The sinking
occurred on May 31, and the crew was
landed at Plymouth.

The Dirigo was attacked at seven
o’clock in the morning. The weather
was fine, although hazy. The men were
rescued beforeY o'clock and are being
cared for by the American consul at
Plymouth.

The Dirigo was a four-masted sailing
ship of 3,005 tons, owned by A. Sewell &
Co., of Maine. She sailed from New
York on May 3rd for Havre in comand of
Capt. J. A. Urquhart, and'carried a crew
of 31 men.

—Amsterdam, May 30, —AccSrding
to the Maasbode, the Dutch steamer
Pomona, bound from Copenhagen to

‘| Amsferdam, has been taken into Swime-

munde. The Pomona is a small vessel of
786 tons in Amsterdam.

—London, June |.—The American
schooner Frances M. was attacked by
gunfire on the morning of May 15, accord-
ing to a report from Cadiz, given out to-
day by the Admiralty. All the members
of the crew are at Cadiz.

The schooner Frances M. 1,129 tons and
204 feet long, owned by Charles Vinott,
and registered at Bath, Me,, sailed from
New York on April 7 for a European port.
She carried a crew of nine men, under
Capt. Charles Penniwell, of Bath, Me.

—London, June 1.—The Admiralty
reports that the American sailing vessel
Barbara was attacked by gunfire of a
German submarine at seven o'clock on
the morning of May 24. All the members
of the crew were landed at Gibraltar.

The schooner Barbara, owned by the
Foreign and Domestic Trading Co., of
Boston, was last reported as sailing on
March 20 from Port Arthur, Texas, for
Spezie, Italy, with a cargo of case oil.
She was 185 feet long, of 838 tons gross
and carried a crew of 11 men in command
of Capt. F. E. Laury.

_ —Halifax, N. S., June 1.—The steam-
er Tremorvah has been sunk in the Medi-
terranean affer a two hours’ fight with an
Austrian submarine, according to word
received here.

The captain, chief, and two gunners
were taken prisoners on board the sub-
marine and the remainder of the crew
set adrift. The Tremorvah was the first
Belgian relief steamer to reach Rotterdam
from overseas with a full cargo of food
and clothing for the stricken Belgians, a
gift from the people of Nova Scotia.

—Rome, Friday, June 1,—The French
submarine Circe has torpedoed and sunk
a large enemy submarine as it was com-
ing out from Cattaro, escorted by a tor-
pedo boat. Although attacked by air:
planes, the Circe returned undamaged to
its base.

—London, June 2—The Daily Mail
says that two British airmen have been
landed by a destroyer on the east coast,
after being rescued from their wrecked
machine. They had been clinging to the
wreck for five days and five nights with a
piece of chocolate as the only food.

——London, June 4—According to in-
formation r%ceived by the Norwegian
legation here forty-nine Norwegian steam-
ships with a gross tonnage of 75,397, were
supk in May. Twenty-five lives were
lost. '

——Paris, June +—Announcement was
made to-day that the French steamer
Yarra, 4,163 tons gross, was torpedoed
and sunk in the Mediterranean on May
29. Of the 690 persons on board 36 are
missing, including eight Arabian firemen.

“ Arrivals numbered 2,693 and sailings
2,642.

“ British merchant ships sunk by mine
or submarine of over 1,600 tons, including
one previously sunk, 15; under 1,600 tons,
three” British fishing vessels, five.

“ British merchant ships unsucccssfully
attacked including four previously, seven-
teen.”

The above report, compared with that
of the preyious week, shows a decrease
of three vessels of 1,600 and over sunk,
but an increase $ two in the category of
less thon 1,600 tons. The previous week'’s
report announced the sinking of eighteen
vessels of 1,600 tons and over and of one
vessel of less than 1,600 tons. This week
shows the smallest steamer loss since the
week of March 7-14.

The new report shows an increase of
three in the number of fishing vessels
sunk—five as against two the previous
week.

——Toronto, June 2.—The organization
of resources committee of Ontario has
adopted a recommendation of the sub-
committee to institute an immediate
campaign to increace the use of fish as a
food, and thus relieve other foodstuffs for
the Canadian soldiers overseas, the
Mother Land and Allies. Another
matter dealt with was the appointment of
a number of field secretaries to assist in
the organization of the province.

——Ottawa, June 5.—The effect of Sir
Robert Borden’s announcement of the
need of men to fill the gaps in the Can-
adian ranks overseas, is strikingly illus-
trated in the recruiting figures for the
last half of May.

In that period a total of 4,054 men en-
rolled themselves for overseas service, as
against 2,466 for the preceding fifteen
days. At this rate of recruiting the fifty
thqusand men required under the
Premier’s proposals would be obtained in
six months.

| The Provincial Legislature at Frederic-

ge—
[May 31 to June 6]
N the week under review the war
entered the thirty-fifth month of its
course, and the end is not yet in sight.
Hostilities were actively maintained on
most fronts, but the news supplied was
very meagre.

In the Western campaign their seems
to have been more or less activity
throughout the whole front, but resulting
in no important change of positions. At
the week’s close heavy fighting was in
progress south and west of Lens, and
north of Armentiéres; in facta very ex-
tensive forward movement on the part of
the Entente Allies seemed_to be in con-
templation at a number of favorable
points between Arras and the coast.

The Russians reported some activity
during the week, both in Europe and in
Asia, but only minor successes were claim-
ed, principally in Armenia and on the
Persian frontier.

The week was without news of the
campaigns in Mesopotamia, Palestine,
Egypt, and East Africa; and while activity
was reported in the Balkan campaign on
the Macedonian front, no changes of -any
magnitude appear to have been effected.

In the Austro-Italian campaign the
Italians seem to have met with a check,
though probably less serious than the
Austrian dispatches assert. There was
admittedly a slight retirement of the
Italians on the Carso front. The defence
of Trieste by the Austrians seems to be
most determined.

The week witnessed another air raid on
the east coast of England by German air-
planes, the result being twelve persons
killed and thirty-six injured by bombs.
The airplanes numbered sixteen, and six
or eight of them appear to have been
destroyed by British aviators.

Only minor naval events were reported
during the week, and there seemed to be
a further slight diminution of the disas-
ters from German submarines. Under
“News of the Sea” will be found such
details of the disasters as have been
printed in the daily press in the course of
the week.

ST. ANDREWS STREETS

. (Continued.) .

I AST week we referred to the streets
1 4 of St, Andrews and the work done
thereon. ~In continuation we would point
out that the prime essential for maintain-
ing good roads is perfect drainage; and
this‘is especially the case where earth or
gravel iss used for road metal, At one
time, when intelligent supervision of the
streets was the rule and not the exception,
this fact was fully realized. The surface
of the streets was prepared with the cor-
rect curvature to permit of the easy and
complete (but not too rapid) removal of
rain water into properly constructed gut-
ters, which carried it to the underground
drains. Alas, these gutters have not only
been utterly neglected, but in many places
they have been obstructed, filled in, or
obliterated entirely, generally for the pur-
pose of affording more easy access for
vehicles to stable or garage. No Town
official has supervised these obstructions
to the gutters, no authority for the ob-
structions has ever been -granted ; every
real estate owner has come to regard the
portion of the sidewalk and street on
which his property fronts as his own to do
with as he chooses. As, for years, the
Town authorities have had no definite
plan of road construction or maintenance,
each real estate owner has been his own
engineer, and has either altogether neg-
lected the roadway and footpath in front
of his premises, or has altered them to
suit his own convenience. The result is
wonderful to contemplate jn this age of
scientific town-planning, and all of our
readers who are specially interested in the
subject can see it for themselves.

In a good many parts of the Town pro-
perty owners keep the turf at the side of
the roadway well trimmed with lawn
mowers; in most places, however, the
grass and weeds are allowed to grow, and
if cut at all are cut with a scythe only
once in a season. The close-cropped turf
looks pretty, the unmown grass and weeds

Jsuggest an utterly neglested. community.
1f there were the Hecessary public spirit
and cooperation among the townspeople
the turf at the roadsides would be made
continuous and kept well-trimmed and in
perfect alignment. But this is not the
case, and the only obvious alternative is
to have all the turf removed by the road
machine, the whole roadway from gutter
to gutter to be kept free of grass and
weeds. This will ‘conduce to effective
drainage of the roadway, which is now
impossible ~ through' * the obstructions
caused by grass and weeds.

But the removal of the turf only will
not be sufficient,—all the obstructions to
the gutters must be removed before
adequate drainage can be secured. Per-
haps the compulsory removal of drain-
pipes and other crude devices used by
individuals to comstruct culverts over
gutters would cause more heart-burnings
and arouse more animosity than anything
else that could be suggested, especially if
the persons who have made the obstruc-
tions had to pay for the cost of their
removal ; and probably the most angry
people would be those called upon to pay
the cost of Testoring gutters which they
had simply filled in without any pretence
of culverting. A little commonsense
should allay any feeling of irritation.

Louis Tellier, of Quebec, to be special
Commissioners to review the case. In
the meantime Mr. Rogers ceases to act
as Minister of Public Works, and probably
will take no active part in the proceedings
of the House of Commons till his case is
definitely settled. The #tuation at
Ottawa is creating profound interest.

We print on page 4 of this issue the
Hansard report of the address in English
delivered by Rt. Hon. Arthur J. Balfour,
0. M., British Secretary of State for
Foreign Affairs, delivered in the Commons
Chamber, Ottawa, on Monday afternoon;
May 28, before the members of both
Houses of Parliament and a large audi-
ence in the galleries.

VALUE OF MANURE FROM
TWENTY-FOUR STEERS

g
Experimental Farms Note

The manure from - twenty-four steers
averaging in weight close to 1000 pounds
each and running loose in two box stalls
at the Experimental Station, Kentville,
N. S., covering a period of 120 days, or
four months, weighed 112 tons, 640
pounds. The average for each day was
1872 pounds or 78 pounds per steer.
Straw bedding amounting to 10 pounds
per steer per day was used and all liquids
as wejl as the solids were saved.

Chemists tell us that this fresh manure
from fairly wellfed steers contains in
each ton 7§ peunds nitrogen, 3% pounds
of phosphoric acid and 9 pounds of pot-
ash. When buying commercial fertilizer
we pay 25 cents per pound for nitrogen,
and 3 to 7 cents for phosphoric acid.
Potash cannot be bought at any price,
but in'order to get at a fair valuation for
the manure we should allow at least 5
‘cents per pound, the price of potash be-
fore the war,

Aton of the above manure at these
prices would, therefore, have a value of
$2.63.

At the valuation of $2.63 per ton, 112
tons, 640 pounds would be worth. $295.40,
or $12.31 per steer, a little over $3.00 per
steer per month. Considering that potash
will each year become a greater factor in

| PROFITABLE BEEF PRODUCTION

Experimental Farm, Nappan, N. S.

The results obtained at the Experimen-
tal Farm, Nappan, in feeding good butcher
_steers, heavy fed, versus good stockers,
" heavy fed, were as follows:—
| Eight steers were selected and divided
into two lots of four each, the four being
in such a condition as would class them
as good butchers, the other four as good
stockers. All steers had the same treat
ment, that is, dehorned and fed a prepara-
tory ration until they became accustomed
to their feed and surroundings.

The four good butchers, or Lot 1, heavy
fed, weighed at the beginning of the
period 4478 pounds, at finish 5355 pounds,
an increase of 877 pounds in 93 days.

The good stockers weighed 4573 pounds
at the beginning and at the finish 5295
pounds, an increase of 722 pounds in the
same period.

The original purchase price was, un-
fortunately, the same in both cases as
the steers were purchased together under
ordinary buying conditions, or the good
stockers would have been purchased at a
cheaper price. The price was 6.22 cents
per pound, live weight, and the selling
price was 8.1 cents in both cases, as they
were all sold together.

The gross profit for the good butchers
was $153.88, for the good stockers $139.81.
The total cost of feed for lot 1, good but-
chers, for 93 days, $99.16 and the same
cost for lot 2, good stockers, length of
period and feed being the same, having a
net profit per steer of $13.68 for lot 1 and
$10.98 for lot 2, a difference of $2.70 in
favour of the good butchers.

The average profit per steer for three
years for good butchers, heavy fed, was
$18.38 ; for good stockers, heavy fed, $16.-
06, a difference of $2.32 in favor of good
butchers, heavy fed.

The average cost for three years to
produce 1 pound of gain in good butchers,
heavy fed, was 10.33 cents; for good
stockers, heavy fed, 11.08 cents, a differ-
ence of 0.75 or § cent per pound in favor
of the former. The ration fed to both
lots 1 and 2 was at the beginning of the
period 60 pounds roots, 6 pounds meal, 1
pound molasses. At the finish 40 pounds
roots, 165 pounds meal and 2 pounds
molasses.

The meal mixture was made up as fol-
lows,—200 pounds ground oats and barley,

But if he’d | (equal parts by weight), 200 bran, 50 oil

cake, 50 cotton seed. The cost of same
was $1.50 per hundredweight. Roots
were valued at $2.00 per ton, hay at $8.00
per ton, molasses 20 cents per gallon.
The above results would indicate that
with selling prices the same, the greater
profit would be realized from feeding
good butchers, but the prices under ordi-
nary conditions at purchasing and selling
time would show a greater difference than
the above, which would undoubtedly
bring the good stockers up a little. In
any case the better finish will give the
good butchers a still greater advantage at
selling time, so that we must conclude
that they are the more profitable, more
especially for a short feeding period.

WHAT IS A TON?
g

The word “ton” conveys no definite
meaning unless a qualifying adjective is
used. " Gross ton” or “long ton ” means
twenty hundredweight of 112 lb., that is,
2240 1b.; “net ton ” or “short ton” signi-
fies twenty hundredweight of 100 Ib., that
is, 2000 1b; “ metric ton” implies 1000
kilogrammes, and is the equivalent of
22046 English pounds. “Ton” also
signifies 40 cubic feet, and is used in that
sense in reckoning freight on cargo which
is lighter, bulk for bulk, than water.
“Ton” and “tonnage” as applied to
vessels signify either the displacement or
the deadweight carrying capacity. ,

In Great Britain and the Colonies
generally the ton is equivalent to 2240 1b.,
but in Canada, as in the United States
the ton is usually equivalent to 2000 lb.
Certain commodities, however, in both
countries are sold by the “long ton”
among them being coal. A coal merchant
in Canada buying coal from a colliery
either in Canada or the United States
should receive 2240 lb. for every ton
specified in the invoice. In retailing the
coal the merchant usually gives only
2000 lb. to the nominal ton. He thus
buys by the long ton and sells by the
short ton, the difference enabling him to
recoup himself for handling the coal and

for delivering it to his customers.

CHINESE PROVINCES IN REVOLT
———

Peking, June 1.— The provinces of
Anhui, Chihli, Hupeh, Chekiang, Fokien,
and Honan have proclaimed their inde-
pendence and threatened to send a joint
expeditien to Peking to force the dissolu-
tion of Parliament and the reinstatement
of Tuan Chi-jui as Premier. Tang Hau-
lung, Speaker of the Assembly, has re-
signed and gone to Tientsin to join the
Military Governors.

The attitude of Chang Hsun, the com-
mander of the Government troops at Nan
king, and Fen Kwo-chang, the Vice-Presi-
dent, is undefined, but it is believed that
both are inclined to support the militarists.
The President has issued a long statement
defending his dismissal of the Premier, at
the same time highly praising him and
expressing the hope that he may serve
the country in the future. The statement
ends: "If those responsible for the
present crisis intend to provoke internal
war, 1 will under no consideration watch
the country sink into perdition. [ am not
afraid to die for the country.”

The general tone of the statement is
apologetic and lacking in strength. Ow-
ing to the refusal of Li Ching-hsi to
accept the Premiership the President’s
position is precarious.

Amoy, China, June 2.—The Provinces
of Shensi, Shansi, Chekiang, and Shan-
tung are reported to have seceded. Ac-
cording to the opinion held here, the
secessions were not due to the interna-
tional political situation, but were caused
by the dismissal of Tuan Chi-jui as
Premier.

The six revolting provinces in China
form the major part of the southeastern
portion of the republic, and have a popu-
lation of about 120,000,000. The situa-
tion in China has grown steadily more
threatening since President Li Yuan-kung
dismissed Premier Tuan Chi-jui from
office on May 23, following a riotous
session of the House of Representatives
at which the deputies refused to pass a
resolution declaring war on Germany.
The parliamentary building was surround-
ed by a mob demanding war, and the
President accused the Premier of attempt-
ing to coerce Parliament. The Military
Governors sided with the dismissed Prime
Minister, and left the capital in a body.

Peking, June 3.—Eleven provinces of
China, including the provinces of Chihli,
in which Peking is situated, now no longer
recognize the authority of the Peking
government. The provinces of Kwan-
tung, Kwangsi, and Yunnan, are support-
ing President Li Yuan-hung. The pro-
visional assembly of Kwantung, in
assuring its loyal support to the president
and parliament, demands that the military
governors be dismissed and punished.
Dr. Sun Yat-sen, former premier, Tang
Shao-yi and other revolutionary leaders,
are proceeding hurriedly to Canton. It
seems probable that should the military
governors persist in their revolutionary
course that the three loyal south China
provinces named Kwangtung, Kwangsi,
and Yunnan, will rise in support of the
president. At present the situation is
serious and the president virtually power-
less.

Parliament was convened to-day to
consider a bill calling for a declaration of
war against Germany, but there was no
quorum owing to the tact that 250 mem-
bers had left Peking. Attempts are be-
ing made to influence President Li Yuan-
hung to resign rather than to dissolve
parliament, the object being to throw the
blame for any disturbance upon the
militarists, who it is said, do not intend to
force a disturbance while they are in
control of the railways. Traffic has been
uninterrupted and the militarists are
demandieg a new election immediately
for the purpose of securing a workable
constitution.

President Li Yuang-hung is powerless
owing to the Peking military command-
ers refusing tocarry out his orders.

Shanghai, June 3.—General Chang
Hsun, military governor of the province
of Anhwei, arrived in Tientsin Saturday
evening and after a conference with the
militarists, a provisional government was
tormed. Hsun Shih-chang was appointed
dictator. Wang Shih-chen the acting
premier was made premier, Tuan Chi-
kwei, brother of Tuan Chi-jui, former
premier, was named minister of war;
Chao Julin, who is believed to be strong-
ly pro-Japanese, was given the portfolio
of foreign affairs, and Tung Hau-lung,
former minister of communications, was
chosen as minister of the interior.

The militarists have completely isolat-
ed Peking. The government has estab-
lished a strict censorship on the telegraph

San Francisco, June 4—Vice-President
Feng Kwock-chew handed his resignation
to President Li Yuan-hung to-day, accord-
ing to a cablegram received here by the
Chinese World.

RELIEF WORK FOR THE VICTIMS
OF THE WAR IN BELGIUM
—

Montreal, Canada,
June 2, 1917.
To the Editor,

Dear Sir :—

In view of the recent state-
ment issued by Mr. Hoover, Chairman of
the Commission for Relief in Belgium
which points out the impossibility at pres-
ent of obtaining the necessary shipping
tonnage to forward to Belgium the food
supplies in the same quantities as in the
past, and also draws attention to the fact
that the United States Government have
made arrangements to loan to the Belgian
Government the sum of $45,000,000.—pay-
able to the Commission for Relief in Bel-
gium in six monthly instalments—which
sum will cover the cost of such food sup-
plies as can be shipped in that time by
the limited number of ships available to
the Commission—the Central Executive
Committee of the Belgian Relief Fund in
Canada finds it unnecessary for the pres-
ent, to make appeal to the generously
disposed people of Canada on the plea of
the urgency of support in order to stave
o7 starvation.

The needs of Belgium continue how-
ever-as pressing as in the past and the
situation may be considered as being even
more pitiable as, through the forced de-
crease in imports, Belgium will be com-
pelled to fall back on her last native
resources already so denuded. In order
to maintain that so limited ration that has
been doled out in the past it will be
necessary to encroach upon the Country’s
stock of Milk Cattle which has been re-
served to maintain a supply of fresh milk
for the children.

In the hope, however, that the recent
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swiftly developed shortage in the World's
shipping—the cause of this new depart-
ure of the Relief Work—may not perment-
ly endure ; in the hope that the necessary
funds may be available should any emer-
gency or special occasion arise and in
view of the fact that in any event reliei‘
in any many forms will be required after 1
the war, the Committee hope that all the
generous supporters of the Fund in the |
past and all those who have pledged them- |
selves for future payments will continue |
to support the Fund and thus continue to
show their sympathy with the people who
gave their all for the cause of Humanity.

All such donations received after the
15th of June will be disposed of to the
best advantage of this stricken people,
according to the wish that may be expres-
sed by any donor or according to the
actual or more pressing needs of any
of the already organized channels of
Relief Work such as:

ADDRESS OF RT. HON. ARTHUR J.
BALFOUR, OM. IN THE HOUSE
COMMONS, OTTAWA, MAY 28,
1917.

——

The Right Hon. Mr. BALFOUR then,
speaking in English, said:

Mr. Speaker of the Commons, Mr,
Speaker of the Senate, Honorable Gentle-
men : I turn to a language which I do not
admire more than the one I have been
somewhat imperfectly speaking, but one
with which I am very much more familiar.
Perhaps you will allow me to make the
rest of my speech in accents that come
more familiarly to my tongue.

Ladies and gentlemen, it is with the
profoundest emotion that I enjoy this
opportunity of meeting the two Houses of
the Canadian Parliament in joint session.
Many of your most dis_tinguished mem-
bers are, I think I may venture to say,
personal friends of my own; I have seen
them and have enjoyed their company in
the Home land, and now that I come here
and have again the opportunity of renew-
ing my friendship with them it is not
merely a personal pleasure to interchange
ideas and to come in contact with them
as those responsible for the government
of this great community, but there is a
special emotion in feeling that I come at
one of the greatest crises not merely in
the Imperial history of Great Britain, but
in the world history of civilization.

Gentlemen, I do not believe that any-
thing more unexpected to the outside
world has ever occurred than the enthus-
iastic self-sacrifice with which the great
self-governing Dominions of the British
Empire have thrown themselves into this
great contest. The calculation of the
ordinary foreign politician and especially
of the German politician, was that the
British Empire was but a fair-weather
edifice, very imposing in its sheer magni-
tude, and in the vast surface of the globe
which it occupied, but quite unfitted to
deal with the storm and stress of war;
destined to crumble at the first attack,
and, like a house built on the sand, to fall
to a great ruin. I do not think myself
that that was nearly so foolish, or so
obviously idiotic a miscalculation as some
of those others in which our German
enemies have indulged. On the face of it,
to those who are ignorant of the inner
spirit which animates the British Empire
from one end to the other, it would be
impossible to conceive of a great State
which apparently was less well fitted to
deal with the terrible stress of war. Take
up the map and you see large tracts of the
world colored red. They are separated
by vast oceans ; they encircle the globe,
and while the fact that the sun never sets
upon the British Empire may be proof of
its magnitude, it is no evidence of its
strength. Moreover, remember what the
foreign speculators about the British
Empire must have thought before the war
began. They said to themselves: This
loosely constructed State resembles noth-
ing that has ever existed in history before ;
it is held together by no coercive pOWer;
the Government of the Mother Country
cannot raise a corporal’s guard in Can-
ada, Australia, New Zealand, or wherever
you will ; she cannot raise a shilling of
taxatien ; she has no power. But, they
forgot that power which a certain class of
politician never remembers—the moral
power of affection, sentiment, common
aims and common ideals. Even those of
us who most firmly believed that the
British Empire, a new experiment in the
long history of the world, was going to
succeed ; even those who, like myself, took
a sanguine view of the future of our great
Empire, must have felt—so loosely was it
knit, so vast were the areas that it cover-
ed, so improbable that this immense body
should be animated by one soul, or that
the indirect thrill of a common necessity
should go from end to end, as it were,
from pole to pole and everywhere meet
with a response—that such a dream was
difficult, and such an ideal hard to carry
into effect. When, unexpectedly, without
giving an opportunity for preparation, or
discussion, or propaganda, war burst upon
the world, even those animated by such a
feeling might well have doubted whether
this great Empire—each unit of which
had it in its power to hold aloof had it so
desired—might act as one organization
animated by one soul, moved by one pur-
pose and driving tewards one end. It
seems to me almost a political miracle,
but the miracle has occurred, and no
greater event in my opinion has ever
happened in the history of civilization
than the way in which all the co-ordinated
democracies, each one conscious of its
separate life, each one not less Gonscious
of its common life, worked together with
a uniform spirit of self-sacrifice in the
cause in which they believed that not
merely their own individual security, but
the safety of the Empire, and the progress
of civilization, and liberty itself were at
stake.

Now, ladies and gentlemen, it seems_to
me to be interesting to compare the
picture which I have just endeavored- im-
perfectly to draw of the British democra-
cies working freely together, each under
its own institutions, each according to its
own lights, towards a common and un-
selfish end, with what is happening, and
has happened, in the Central Powers of
Europe. There you find also many com-
munities, independent, or nominally in-

he has a will of her own she is quite in-
capable of carrying it out. What is true
of Austria is true, with qualifications and
differences; of all the other allies who are
fighting on the side of Germany. It is
true of Bulgaria and it is true of Turkey.
All of these are animated not by a desire
for legitimate self-defence, not by a desire
for freedom, not by a determination to
reach any common end or to carry on any
great civilizing work, but they, one and
all, are merely pawns in the German

party desires, not allowed to use their
own resources for their own ends, not
permitted to have ideals of their own or
to pursue them for themselves, but all
dragged into this great vortex of German
ambition ; all designed in the first place
to supply the forces by which the war
may be won, and, if the war is won, as I
presume there may be some in Germany
who think it will be won by the Central
Powers, then predestined to fall into their
ordered places as satellites of the central
Prussian sun, as subordinate powers des-
tined to minister to her greatness, to her
economic wealth, to her economic control
over all other nations, but always in
strict subordination to the dominant
power.
That is the ideal of the Central Powers,
and it is because the world has begun to
discover that that is their ideal ; because
the world now knows that the war was
deliberately arranged by the Prussian
military party ; that the provocation which
was its nominal ‘excuse was deliberately
confrived ; that the moment was carefully
chosen, and that the ends were the selfish
ambition of this military class—it is be-
cause the world has discovered this, that
wherever you find a free democracy,
wherever you find the spirit of liberty
abroad, wherever you find that great
spirit of self-development qn national lines,
there you will find friends of the Allies,
there you will find enemies of the Central
Powers.
Ever more clearly as the months go on,
it becomes evident that this is becoming
a world war between the powers of demo-
cracy on the one side and the powers of
autocracy on the other side. We in this
room, whatever shades of differences may
separate us, can, in such a contest, take
only one side. We can only be on the
side of democracy.
We are convinced that for every human
combination who have reached the degree
of civilization and development that has
been reached by all the great western
communities, there is but one form of
Government, under whatever name it may
be called, and that is the Government in
which the ultimate control lies with the
people. We have staked our last dollar
upon democracy, and if democracy fail us
we are bankrupt indeed. But I know that
democracy will not fail us.

I do not pretend, I do not think anybody
who has ever studied the history of the
past or has looked with impartial eyes
upon the present, which will soon be his-
tory, for a moment deceives himself with
the idea, that democracy is an easy form
of Government. Gentlemen, it is the only
form of Government, but it is not an easy
form of Government. It has inherent
difficulties ; it has always had them, it
always will have them; and I am not sure
that every race is gifted enough to sur-
mount these difficulties.  That the great
countries that represent western civiliza-
tion not only can overcome these difficul-
ties, but have largely overcome them
already, 1 think is assured. But dp not
et us imagine that the task, however
successfully it may have been accomplish-
ed up to the present time, is one which
does not require our constant efforts lest,
where failure is easy, failure should occur-
After all, when German militarism laid it
down, as it has always laid it down, that
democracy is not capable either of a far-
sighted policy or of vigorous co-ordinated
effort; it made a great blunder—but it
made a blunder for which there is some
excuse. They have recognized how hard
has always been found,—not now parti-
cularly but always,—the task of managing
a great community of free men and
directing and concentrating all their
efforts and all their sacrifices, at any
given moment, upon one great object
That can be done, no doubt, simply and
effectively by a military autocracy. It
can be done more easily; it can in ap-
pearance, (though I think only in appear-
ance), be done much more effectively.
But when democracy sets itself to work,
when it really takes the business in hand,
I hold the faith most firmly that it will
beat all the autocracies in the world. But,
it will not beat them easily; it will not
beat them unless it is prepared to forgo,
temporarily it may be, those divisions
which, in a sense; are the very life blood
of a free, vigorous, and rapidly developing
community. That is the paradox and the
difficulty which lies at the root of demo-
cracy. You cannot have a democracy
without a collision of opinions—at least 1
think not. You cannot have ademocracy
without parties, because parties are, after
all, but the organization of difference of
opinidn, and the paradox and the difficulty
of democracy is how this normal, and this
healthy habit, is to be got over when, in
moments of great national crisis, the
efforts of every section and every party
must be subordinated to one overmaster-
ing purpose.
~~] am addressing a body of responsible
statesmen who know how institutions are
practically worked, who get their know-
ledge, not from books, but from experi-
ence; and they are the best audience in
the world for dealing with matters which
perhaps may seem to you too abstract to

interests. But how different is that bond
which unites them, how different are the
ideas which they pursue! At this
moment, if all the stories which reach us
from every source have the least grain of
truth in them, you have Germany fighting
for her own self-centred ends encircled
by a set of states whom she has brought
under her control, who love her not,
whose interests are really not indentical
with hers but whom she has got into her
grasp, and who doubtless, if they could,
would carry out their own policies in their
own fashion. - The greatest of all these
powers is Austria, and yet we all know,
or all of us who have acces to authentic
information know, thpt- Austria is not
working with Germany as we are working
with France or as the different units and
elements of the British Empire are work-
ing with each other. ‘Germany has so
contrived her diplomacy and has so ar-
ranged her material*forces, that Austria

elements—I who have had these advan-
tages am deeply impressed both with the
power of a democracy to overcome the
difficulties of which 1 speak, and of the
necessity for its overcoming them. I
suppose you have your difficulties, asun-
doubtedly the United States has had its
difficulties, and as’ most assuredly we -in
the Motherland have had our difficulties.
If those difficulties seem at any given
moment to be hard to overcome, do not
for a moment let your faith fail you.
You are worthy representatives of those
principles of constitutional freedom which

difficulties.inherent to a democratic con-
stitution, and that the strength which is
derived from having behind efforts the
consent of a free people is greater than
all the strength that can be secured by
the most elaborate, the most tyrannical,
and the most well thought-out system of
military despotism.

I most gratefully thank you for having
listened to me. I shall carry back from
this meeting the message which has been
entrusted to me by the Speaker of the
House of Commons and by the Speaker
of the Senate. And I shall do more; for
I hope however imperfectly, to convey to
my friends in the Motherland the tidings
that the spirit which animates their
children here is not less ardent, not less
resolute, not less firmly devoted to the
achievement of a final victory than that
by which they themselves are animated.
