from Mir Jaffier. It was during the 
parliamentary inquiry that Clive, con­
fronted with certain postile evidence, 
made the characteristic and much-quoted 
remark, ' By God, Mr. fchairman, at this 
moment I stand astonished at my own 
moderation !' The House of Commons 
passed a resolution that ' Robert Lord 
Clive had rendered great and meritorious 
services to his country;' but its acquittal 
was practically a censure. Clive, broken 
in health, keenly sensitive to the disgrace 
of the verdict, and morally enfeebled by 
the use of opium, committed suicide in 
November 1774. Macaulay’s estimate 
still stands as the verdict of his fellow.- 
countrymen : ‘Clive, like most men who 
are born with strong passions and tried 
by strong temptations, committed great 
faults, but our island has scarcely ever 
produced a man more truly great either 
in arms or in council.’—Nelson 'i Encyclo- 
paedia.

er Amiral De Kersainl, 5,570 tons gross, 
was sunk on September 14, after being 
attacked by a submarine in Spanish terri­
torial waters. The submarine opened fire 
from the midst of a fleet of fishing boats, 
the presence of which prevented the 
steamer from using her guns effectively- 
After a long combat, the steamer was 
sunk just outside territorial waters. The 
captain was taken prisoner on the sub­
marine. Ten members of his crew were 
killed or have died of injuries.

----- London, Sept. 26.—Thirteen British
merchantmen of 1,600 tons and over and 
two vessels of less than 1.600 tons were 
sunk by mines or submarines last week, 
according to the weekly Admiralty state­
ment, issued this evening.

In the aggregate this is the smallest . 
number of vessels sunk during any one 
week since Germany began her intensified ' 
submarine warfare last February. Two 
filhing vessels also were sunk last week.
The previous week’s loss by tonnage, said 
to be 62,000 tons, was the smallest aggre­
gate to this respect since February.

The smallest aggregate of vessels surnc 
to any previous week since the February 
undersea campaign was inaugurated by 
Germany was fourteen merchantmen of 
1,600 tons and over, and two of less than 
1,600 tons. This waa during the week 
ending August 12. Last week the Ad­
miralty report showed twenty-eight mer­
chantmen sunk, eight of more than 1,600 
tons, and twenty of less tonnage.

They were captured near Nai­
robi, British East Africa, and comparisons 
of skins and skulls were made with speci­
mens of equals age, killed in the same 
vicinity. All chance of error from the 
use of park animals of unknown origin, 
which might be crosses of different sub­
species bred in captivity, or specimens of 
wild forms not represented in the Museum 
collection^ is thus eliminated. The wild- 
killed animals were collected chiefly by 
Dr. W. L. Abbott, John Jay White, Col. 
Theodore Roosevelt, Kermit Roosevelt, 
Paul J. Rainey, and Edmund Heller. The 
specimens from the National Zoological 
Park were presented to the park as young 
animals by Mr. W. N. MaçMillan.

Effects of Park Life on Color 
The most conspicuous external charac­

teristics which distinguish the park-reared 
animals from the wild lions of the same 
age and from the same region are much 
darker color* mf>rg luxuriant mane, and 
much longer hair tufts on the back of 
elbows. When the MacMillan lions ap­
peared at the Park, their strange pale 
grayish buff coloration was remarked as 
particularly beautiful, as the men at the 
park had been accustomed to the much 
darker lions already in captivity. When, 
after the death of the animals, the skins 
reached the Museum; the great darkening 
of the general color since their arrival 
was at once noted. The degree of color 
change was in direct relation to the pe­
riod of life in Washington. Two of the 
MacMillan lions were males and three fe­
males, the females averaging somewhat 
darker in color than the males. The skin 
of one of the female lions which lived for 
five years in the park, turned so dark that 
at a short distance it gave the appearance 
of a blackish-tawny animal. The manes 
and tufts of hair on the back of the elbows 
of all the captive lions werethuch longer, 
more silky, and more cinnamon buff %a 
color than in wild-killed animals.

Mr. Beebe’s Experiments 
In view of the success of Mr. Beebe’s 

experiments in increasing the pigmenta­
tion in birds by confinement in superhu- 
mid atmosphere, it would perhaps seem 
unnecessary to go beyond the theory that 
the humid climate of Washington acted 
in a similar manner on these lions from 
the highlands of East Africa greatly to 
darken the color of the skin.

In the skull, the changes wrought by 
captivity are even greater. The skulls of 
the captive lions are broader and shorter, 
more massive and bulky, and show many 
relative differences which in wild animals 
would be instantly accepted as sufficient 
evidence on which to base a new species. 
The obvious reason for these great dif­
ferences is that the principal muscles 
operating the jaws and neck (those mus­
cles used by a wild lion in mauling and 
killing game, biting, gripping, and shak­
ing, have had little influence on the shape 
of the bones during development In a 
wild-reared lion these powerful muscles 
naturally and in a normal way mould the 
growing skull, particularly in the regions 
of their attachment—Special correspon­
dence of The New York Evening Post.

IV1 the General Staff, reaches the re­
tirement age to-day, and while there has 
been a great deal of speculation as to his 
being retained in active service under the 
war-time emergency provisions of the law, 
it seems probable that he will at once be 
relieved as Chief of Staff. It is under­
stood that be will be continued in active 
service, however, and will be asked to 
undertake some special work. Major- 
Gen. Tasker H. Bliss, Assistant Chief of 
Staff, who has been performing the duties 
of Chief of Staff ever since Gen. Scott 
was ordered to accompany the United 
States Mission to Russia several months 
ago, will automatically succeed him, but 
Gen. Bliss will reach the retirement age 
on December 31 of this year.

. The choice of. a new Chief of Staff is 
said to lie between Major-Gens. Joseph E. 
Kuhn and Thomas H. Barry, but the 
chances seem to favor the former. Gen. 
Kuhn is one of the youngest major-gener­
als in the army, and has only recently 
passed his fifty-third birthday, while Gen. 
Barry will be sixty-two years of age in 
October. One of the reasons that would 
seem to favor the appointment of Gen. 
Kuhp is his intimate knowledge of the 
German military system. During the 
present war Gen. Kuhn served as military 
attaché of the American Embassy in 
Berlin, and witnessed many of the Ger­
man military operations. Shortly after 
his return to this country in the latter 
part of 1916 he was made a brigadier- 
general, and was designated as president 
of the Army War College and assistant to 
Gen. Scott, an unusual honor for a newly 
appointed general. In August of this year 
he was nominated to be a major-general, 
and is now in command of the division at 
Camp Meade.

It is known that Gen. Kuhn is anxious 
to see service on the battlefront, but in 
view of his special qualifications it is 
thought likely that he will be chosen as 
Chief of Staff. He is an engineer officer, 
and has shown marked ability in his pro­
fession. He graduated from West Point 
on his twenty-first birthday, first out of a 
class of thirty-nine. Gen. Barry also has 
a personal knowledge of the German 
military system, having attended the 
grand manœuvres of the German army in 
September, 1906. He was an observer 
with the Russian army during the Russo- 
Japanese War, and was president of the 
War College in 1905 and 1906. He has 
served in both the cavalry and infaptty, 
but by far the greater part of his service 
has been in the Adjutant-General’s De-

His next assignment was as superinten­

dent of the Military Academy. In March,
1911, he was promoted to lieutenant- 
colonel, and five months later was made a 
colonel. In March, 1913, he was promoted 
to brigadier-general, and two years later 
received the rank of major-general.
Early in the Carranza revolution against 
President Huerta in Mexico, Gen. Scott 
was assigned to command troops along 
the Mexican border. It was while acting 
in this capacity that he met Francisco 
Villa and gained his friendship, a friend­
ship which officials at Washington, and 
even Gen. Scott’s close friends, have never 
been able to fathom, but which is believed 
to have prevented much bloodshed along 
the border.

/ Total Yields of Grain Crops 1917 

The preliminary estimate of this year’s 
wheat crop in Canada is for a total of
249.164.700 bushels from 14,755,800 acres, 
an average yield per acre of 16.88 bushels 
as compared with 17 bushels in 1915 and 
29 bushels in 1915. The estimated yield 
of wheat in 1916 is 229,313,000 bushels 
from 13,448*250 acres, so that the' estimat­
ed total for 1917 represents an increase of
19.861.700 bushels, or 8 p. c. The total 
yield of oats in 1917 is estimated at 399, 
843,000 bushels from 12,052,000 acres 
harvested, as compared with 365,553,000 
bushels from 10,178,000 acres harvested 
in 1915. For the prairie provinces it has 
been necessary to deduct from the sown 
areas percentages of 20 in Manitoba and 
17 in Saskatchewan and Alberta for crops 
not ripened into grain. The yield per 
acre on the harvested area is therefore 
for all Canada 33.18 bushels, as compared 
with 35.91 bushels in 1916 and 45.84 
bushels in 1915. For rye the estimate is 
4,194,950 bushels from 211,870 acres, as 
compared with 2,967,400 bushels from 
148,620 acres in 1916, the yields per 
being nearly 20 bushels in botti* years. 
Barley yields 59,318,400 bushels from 2,- 
392,200 acres, as against 42,647,000 bush­
els from 1,703,700 acres in 1916, the yields 
per acre being 24.80 and 25 bushels re­
spectively. The total yield of flaxseed is 
placed_at 10,067,500 bushels from 1,242,- 
000 acres, as compared with 7,316,300 
bushels from 622,000 harvested acres in
1916, the average yields per acre being 
8.11 bushels in 1917 and ll.f bushels in

Clashes Of Government Departments

A great deal of the muddle is due to the 
clashsng of various Government depart­
ments and the issue of conflicting or 
mutually irreconcilable orders. The 
Morning Post has instanced the case of 
milk as an illustration. Department A 
fixed the price of milk. Department B 
tried to fix the price of feeding stuffs, 
department C. fixed a minimum wage for 
the laborer. Department D advised that 
pasture should be ploughed up and sown 
with potatoes. Then came Department 
E and took away the cowman who looked 
after the cows. A few months ago the 
Prime Minister appealed to the coal-own­
ers to supply their . own pit-wood. In 
South Wales an attempt to respond was 
strangled by the maze of regulations im­
posed by the various departments with 
whom the coal-owners had to deal. One 
Government board refused them permis­
sion to obtain the machininey necessary 
for the cutting and transporting of the 
timber. Another board delayed the de­
livery of the wood by its pedantic orders 
about the route to be taken by the wag­
gons on the railways. Motor lorries were 
then secured but were kept idle for a long 
time through the delay in obtaining a 
licence for the purchase of petrol.

Criticisms of the new régime are finding 
expression not only in letters to the press, 
but in the speeches of prominent business 
men, and in the trade circulars of import­
ant companies. Thus, at the annual 
meeting of the Salt Union, its chairman, 
after discussing various other disturb­
ances due to the war, said : "You must 
not forget also that the creation and con­
tinuous growth of the hydra-headed 
system of bureaucracy set up by the 
Government, which attempts to control 
and direct the industries of the country, 
is a disturbing, perplexing, and frequent­
ly damaging factor, rendering it peculiar­
ly difficult at the present time to forecast 
the future of any industrial concern.”

Messrs. Hanson, Brown & Co., a large 
Middlesborough firm of iron and coal 
merchants, declare in a recent monthly 
circular that " committees innumerable, 
with powers derived by a sort of success­
ion from the hidden mandarins in White­
hall, assume a pontifical control over 
everything and everybody. Regulations 
made one day are often cancelled the 
next, one authority overlaps another, and 
all of them together would almost seem 
to be engaged in a competition each to 
assert to the full its superiority over the 
other.” This firm, indeed, goes so far as 
to say that " so great and so complete has 
become the control of the bureaucracy in 
all departments on the national life that 
the assertion is frequently heard that in 
destroying Prussianism in Germany we 
are running the risk of transplanting it to 
Britain.”

What is happening in some instances 
was thus described not long ago by a city 
correspondent of the Times : "Firms of 
the highest standing,” he said, "have no 
objection to very heavy taxation—they 
know that the war has to be paid for— 
but they do object veay strongly to the 
transfer of businesses which have taken 
generations to build up into the hands 
of officials, the qualifications of some pf 
whom are being strongly critized. It is 
worth remembering that the firms have 
assumed obligations towards those of 
their staffs who are now serving with the 
forces, and while business after business 
is being transferred to Government hands 
their income derived from legimate en­
terprise is ceasing.”
