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THE MISSION OF THE JEW
T By“Ra%biMarﬁn A. Myer, New -Yor§7

The attention of our city and country,
if not that of the whole évilized world,
has been riveted upon the sessions of
ihe puece conference. Personally, I felt
& deep sense of relief to find the chief
place in our daily papers given over to
the aeccount of these dons of a
movement . which promises to be era
creating in human history. It was 2
healthy thing for the public mind to be
purified . by contact with the .best

'\ thought of the world after having been
icontaminated so long by constant ref
erence’ to one of the nastiest affairs
of our inner history of the past decade.
It was good, too, that we should have,

 Bome tangible evidence of the greatest
of the present day world movements,
for it is the conviction of an ever in-
creasing number that, as the nineteenth
century tolled the death knell of slav-
ery, so will the twentieth century make
it impossible for the nations of the fu-
ture to learn war any more. But I am
niot most concerned to discuss this con-
ference with you as a whole, for I have
already given one eveéning to the dis-
cussion of the issues of peace, I am
most interested in certain features of
the conference which must have mean-
ing for us as Jews,

On the best of authority of a gentle-
man of my acguaintance, who attended
all the sessions of the conference, and
thig borne out by my own observation,
I have it that the honors of the occa-
sion upon three separate evenings of
the congress were carried away by the
Jewish perticipants. It was not only
that they displayed the highest quali-
ties of public oratory, but more that it
was they who brought the most fertile
suggestion to the attention of the aud-
jences gathered. The prince of the
American rabbinate, the giant Hirsch
of Chicago; Oscar S. Straus, the chief
of our laymen and our pride, and Felix
Adler, who, by birth -and education, is
a Jew of Jews, on three occasions car-
ried away the honors of the day. I am
sure we all of us feel highly con_\pn-
mented on this achievement of our res
presentatives.

Rev. Fr. Hazelton, 8. J., of Montreal,
-was the preacher at the High Mass In
the Cathedral yesterday. There was
an unusually large. congregation pre»

!sent. . The sermon was of nearly an

hour’s duration and strikingly impres-
sive, retaining the closest attention of
the large gathering. The subject was
taken from the Gospel of the day—St.
Jobn xv.: 26, xvi.; 1-4. .. The main
points of the discourse centred upon
the double testimony that our Lord
foretold would be rendered to himse!f:
“The Spirit ¢f Truth who proceedeth
from the ¥Father, He shall give testi-
mony of Me; and you shall give testi-
mony."”

The preacher began by showing the
advent of a new and extraordinary
power introduced into the world, but
a few days after the ascension of our
Lord. The power of course came with
the descent of the Holy Ghost on the
first Pentecost; and this power at once
manifested itself in the very striking
change of heart, working an absolute
renewal of character in the apostles.
The work of this Divine mission was
immediately begun. Testimony is at
once borne to our Lord, they declare
themselves witnesses of the marvels
which He had wrought beginning in
Jerusalem, extending through Judea
and Samaria to the uttermost bounds
of the earth. Imperial Rome became
the special theatre of their apostolic
labors. The Eternal City is startled.
Extraordinary interest is manifested
in the new message and at once the
inquiry becomes general: ‘“Whence
this wonderful power and who are
these that teach such unheard of
lessons "'? They are the followers of
the crucified; His witnesses in Im-
perial Rome tell the same; become gen=-
eral throughout the empire, “Christs
ian is another Christ.”

Pagan Rome refuses recognition both ‘

to the divine message and its heralds,
the spirit of the world and the spirit
of Christ coming in conflict. The work
of the apostolate, however, triumphs,
millions taking the place of the few
who are pat to death in testimony, the
apostles themselves at last  being

But it was not only to the apostles
that the divine declaration was made,
“You shall bear testimony of me,” nor
to their times alone, but to all Chris-
tians in all ages until the consumma-
tion of the world. “You shall bear
testimony of me to the uttermost
bounds of earth,” and, ‘Behold I am
/with you always even unte the con-
rsummation of the world.”

An important question now arises,
‘“Have the succeeding Christians borne
similar and glorious testimony to their
Divine Master, have they truly borne
testimony to Him?' The millions of
martyrs who sleep in the Eternal City
are sufficient, answer to the question.

Very touching references were made
to two in particular, Sts. Agnes and
Pancratius, mere children in age but
heroes by that new. power, divine,
which has worked such marvels for
well nigh 2,000 ears.

Agnes was but twelve years old, Pan-
cratius was a boy of fourteemn. Both
sought the oceasion to bear testimony
with their blood to the sacred truths of
Christianity. Agnes openly professed
herself a Christian, though fully con-
sclous that it meant death for her, and
Paneratius declared *“My father too
was a witness in this place'” (the Fla~-
vian amphitheatre).

From their time to our own ample
and magnificent testimony has been
borne by the vast armies of saints, con-
‘Kessors, virgins, monks, solitaries, holy
men and women, nor is the age of sanc-
tity past.

Queen Victorla and Child -Both - Doing
Well—Telegrams of Congratulatiens
gent From Other Countries.

MADRID, May,  10.—The news that
the direct male succession to the throne
of Spain has been assured by the birth
today of a son to Queen Victoria sent
a thrill of rejoicing throughout the
country and tonight tHe happy event
is being celebrated from one end-of the
land to another.

Queen Victoria and child are both
doing well. The hurried departure of
royal messengers from the palace at
ten o’clock this morning to summon
the courtiers and the members of the

‘diplomatic¢ corps, gave the first indica-

tion that' the happy event was immi-
nent. The usual gathering outside the
palace courtyard was soon swelled: by
immense throngs of the excited people
who watched the continual. stream of
brilliantly uniformed personages driv-
ing up .to the royal residence, and tried
to identify the individuals.

The crowd awaited in hushed sus-
pense until nearly one o’'clock, when
ihe thundering out of the first cannon
shot signified that the royal accouche-
ment was over. The reports were
counted anxiously until the fifteenth,
.and -then a complete silence ensued.

. The seconds appeared: as hours until

;the sixteenth shot boomed -forth, and
the continuation until twenty-one had
been fired informed the public that the
royal chill was a son. .The sixteenth
rerort brought forth a ringing cheer
that rent the air, and at the same time
the royal standard was hoisted over
the palace and it was known that no
mistake hai been made.

The people danced. with joy and em-
braced each other, shouting ‘“Long live
the king,” “Long live the queen.”

They then rushed from the spot car-
rying the news to the furthermost
points of the city.

Soon after the royal salute the flags
of Spain and Great Britain were rais-
ed over all the public buildings of Ma~
drid.

Many Others Were Ijured, Some Fatally — Fear that St Jon Men
May have Left for Home on that Train--W.E. Raymond, George,
Blake and E.J. Everett- of This City—-Friends Anxious--A llsi of

the Dead and Injured.

SANTA BARBARA, Cal, May 12.—
Thirty-one dead and a score injured
tonight comprise the casualties of the
wreck at Honda yesterday of the Is-
malia special train.of New York and
Pennsylvania of the -Mystic Shrine,
who were returning home from the an-
nual ‘meeting of the Imperial Council
of the Ancient Arabic Order - of the
Nobles of the Mystic Shrine at Los
Angeles.

The train, carrying 146 Shriners and
friends from Ismalia Temple, Buffalo;
Rajah Temple, Reading, Penn., and
neighboring cities, was rushing north-
ward fifty miles an hour on the South-
ern Pacific coast line when the locomo-
tive struck a defective switch at the
siding at Honda. The locomotive turn-
ed a somersault into the sand. ‘The
forward coaches were crushed to debris,
and took fire. The flames were soon
extinguished by wuninjured persons
from the two rear coaches. The bodies
of twenty-one victims now lie at
Santa Barbara and six more at San
Luis' Obispo. The injured, many of
whom are terribly hurt and some of
whom may die, are in two sanitariums
at San Luis ‘Obispo.

Making High Speed

The wreck occurred at 2.35 o’clock, an
hour and forty minutes after the train
had left Santa Barbara. The state-
ment that the train was making high
speed when it struck the defective
track is borne out by the fact that it
‘covered the sixty-one miles of trooked
track from Santa Barbara to Honda in
one hindred minutes, The locomotive in
leaving the rails tore up the track,
twisting the rails’ into’ fish hooks. The
baggage ‘¢ar/halt butied itsself in®the
sand on' the right side of:thelocomotive.
It was' smashed 'almost to kindling-
wood. -

The dining car, in which were: thirty-
two persons eating luncheon, fell di-
‘rectly ‘on’ the ‘demolished locomotive.
Nearly ‘every person'in the dining chr
Wwas Kkilled: Scores were ‘scalded:: by
steam  escaping - from disconnected
pipes. The rear coaches  jammed
against the first wreckage, pinning in
those who might otherwise have escap-
ed. Several imprisoned in the debris
were roasted alive.

Engineer Fra.nk Champlain was ditch-
ed with the cab 25 feet beyond the en-
gine. He got up'and ran = . rile,
seeking help, before he discovered his
arm was broken and that he was sev-
erely scalded. >

Only two of the nine men of the din~
ing car crew are numbered among the
dead. The. remainder, though cooped
up -in the marrow kitchen and pantry,
sustained only cuts and bruises.

Rajah Temple, of Reading, Pa., oc-
cupied the last car on the train and
the dining car was thus fifled almost
entirely with Reading peg¢iple when the
wreck occurred.

An instant after the smash those who
were not incapacitated jumpedfrom the
train to render aid, but they were un-
able to do much besides extinguish the
fire, and they had to wait hours before
relief arrived.

Awful Suffering of Injured

Mrs. John W. Cutler, of Bingham-
ton, N. Y., was In the baggage ear at
the time of the crash to re-arrange her
trunk. Her body was driven throughs
the floor and the wrecked car had to
be jacked up before the body could
be released.

Mrs. Fred Greenwood, of Bingham-
ton, was with Mrs. Cutler and also
went down under the tons of baggage
and broken timbers.  but she was
covered by an arch of trunks.  When
rescuers burrowed through to where
the two women lay, Mrs. Greenwood
reached out and grasped the foot of
one of the men and shoufed: “I'll not
let go until you get me out.”

Then scalding steam enveloped her
and she was terribly burned. She was
rescued alive, however, 'and ‘'was
among those ttaken to the San Luis
Obispo.

company’s boats in port. The full ef-

fect of the strike will-not be felt until-

morning. There are eighten steam-

ships in port, most of them scheduled
to sail towards the end of the week.

At the last session of the Canadian

; In the Supreme Court at Ottawa on
Friday last argument was heard in
the case of Fleming vs. McLeod, an ap-

Brunswick. This case has in the past
been closely followed in St. John, ow-
ing to the amount of money involved,
and the impdrtant; points . conneected
with it,"and the judgment of the'Can-
adian supreme court will be awaited
with interest. ;

‘The plaintiffs, the appellants before
the supreme court, are a firm in Lon-
dqn, Eng., and carry on business in
Canada through the Merchants! Bank
of &Halifax, the manager of the bank
at Halifax acting as their ageht for the
Maritime Provineces. The defendant, Mr.

‘ William H. McLeod, resides in Richi-

bueto, in this province. Four promis-
sory notes all dated Jan, 30, 1892, and
fall'ng due on Sept. 30, 1893, 1894, 1895,
and 1896, had ben made by George K.
McLeod, and endorsed by the defend-
ant. The three first notes are each for
£1,625 and the fourth for £1,705.16.
The case was first argued before the
chief justice in St. John without a jury
in June and December, 1904, The notes
were admitted and Chief Justice Tuck
found from evidence that proper notice
of dishonor was, given the defendant
as to the first note, but that proper
notices were not given as to the other
thyee, He also found that the giving of
time to the maker of the notes was
clearly established by the évidence, On
the ground that time was given and the
endorser thereby discharged, the chief
justice found on the first note in fa-
vor of the defendant. With regard to
the ‘other three, judgment was given
for the defendant because of the fact
that proper notice of dishonor was not
given. In the Imperial Bills of Exchange.
Act, it is ‘provided - that notice may
be given as soon as a bill is dishonor-
ed, and must be given within a reason-
able time thereafter, Further, that in
the absence of special circumstances
notice is not deemed to have been given
within a reasonable time unless where
the person giving and the person to re-
ceive notice reside in different places,
the notice is sent off the day after the
dishonor of the bill, if there be a post
at a convenient hour ‘on that day, and
it“.t‘hex‘e be no such post on that day,
then by -the next post thereafter.

In this ecase in accordance with an
understanding betweer the Irish Secre-
tary Mr. Birrell and John E. Redmond
the Nationalist leader, reached during
the negotiations which preceeded the
drafting 'of the bill, the government will
make no further attempt to proceed
with the measure,

During the last few days Irish Catho-
lic prelates have come Oit strong in
denunication of the project The Bishop
‘of Limerick describes it as a ‘“grotes-
que measure” while Archbishop Walsh
says: “the bill seems so bad all around
that'I will find difficulty in saying any-
thing to induce the conyvention to ap-
rrove of it.” It is believed the efforts
of these utterances will be that the con-
venticn at the mest ‘will give a quali-
fied sanction, the congition being that
the government consént to certain
amendments, It is belleved that Mr.
Birrell is willing to amend in the dir-
ection of modifying the Lord Lieuten-
ant’s powed of veto, and increésing the
government’s allowance from $3,250,000
to $5,000,000, but it is doubtful if even
these conditions will satisfy the con-
vention. y

JUBILEE  SERVIGES - OF
PRESBYTER

{Monday's Sun.)

The jubilee services held yesterday in
the Carleton Presbyterian church were
attended by very large congregations,
the seating capacity being taxed'to the
utmost at all three services. Rev. D.
MeOdrum of Moncton preached in the
mérning and also in the evening:s In)
the afternoon short addresses were de<
livered by Rev. A. Gordon Dickie and
Rev. David Lang of this city.

Rev. Mr. McGdrum’s morning ser-
mon was based on the first part of the
forty-seventh chapter of . Hzekliel,
which tells of the vision’ of the holy
waters which flowed from beneath the
threshold of the temple, broadened and
deepeéned into a mighty river beautify-
ing and enriching the'land through
which it flowed. 3

The preacher, after explaining the
passage of Scripture, showed the like-
ness between 'the river of the visien
and the Christian church. It was sup-
posed that ancient Jerusalem .was sup-
plied with water from secret springs
outside the city. So the church was
supplied with vitality and life from
the secret springs of divine love. The
stream seen by Ezekiel increased from
a trickling rivulet to a mighty river.
So the church of Christ grew from
the twelve followers of a Gallilean
peasant to embrace all the civilized
and advanced nations of _the world.
The Christian church originated in the
gon of Jewish carpenter, a man in one
of the humblest walks of life, and the
holy waters of Ezekizl's vision sprang
from under the threshold of the door.
That faith, however, though originat-
ing in the life of peasant had enlarged
itself until it embraced among its fol-
lowers the most enlightened section of
mankind. % .e beautifying and fer-
tilizing qualities of Ezekiel's river was
typical of the influences springing from
Christianity.

The rapid progress of the organized
campaign against tuberculosis in. the
United States since the formation of
“/the National Association for the Study
and Prevention »f Tuberculosis two
Years ago was interestingly described.
during thé convention of that useful
body in New York this week by Dr.|
Livingston Farrand, who, as secrelary
of the Association has been the active
director of the movement.

Believing that the education of the
publie to a knowledge of the infectious

mnature and of the best methods for its

_prevention and cure was the first task
10 be accompl‘shed, the chief effort

durihg the past two years has been

directed toward the formation of state
and local associdtions for the preven-
tionfof tuberculosis which hayeas their
function the conduct of campaign |
in their respective com wealthg and
Jocalities. Two years ago there were
seven states with organizations operat-
ing on state lines, these states being
New Hampshire, Vermont, Pennsyl-
vania, Maryland, Ohio, Indiana and
Illinois. During the past two years
eight more, New Jersey, Delaware,
North  Carolina, Georgia, Kentucky,
Minnésota, Jowa, and Washington,
+ have formed associations, making

fifteen now in existence and affiliat-,

ed with the National Association.

In addition to these-the plans for
state organization are far advdnced
in Masachusetts, Rhode Island, New
York, Virginia, Michigan, Missouri and
California, so that 22 states are now
praciically provided for from the point
of view of state erganization and geo-

graphical distribution and the situa-{

tion is'well in hand in all parts of the
country with the exception of ‘certain
gections of the south and far west. It
is the plan of the association to push
its campaign of organization through

the southern states during the coming {-

,winter. Aective ‘societies ‘have been
formed in 26 of the largest cities of the
country where an organized campaign
of ‘preveéntion is being carried on. Of
the remaining 12, plans for -organiza-
tion are far advanced in at least six,
and it is hoped that during the coming
year the situation will have been met
in the entire list, In the small towns
there are 74 local organigations, an in-
c¢rease of nearly 300 per cent. in two
years.

Two years ago state sanatoria for the.

treatment of tuberculosis had been es-
tablished in Massachusetts, Maine,
Rhode Island and New York Since
that time provision has been made and
sanatoria have been opened, or will
open in the immediate future, in New
Jersey, Maryland, North Carolina,
Okio, Indigma, Michigan, Wisconsin, |
Minnesota, Towa, Missouri and Ken-}
tucky, while bills have been introduced
into the legislatures and are being ac-
tively pushed in Delaware,’ Florida,
Kansas, Alabama,. Texas and Ca.utol'-
nia. o
During the past ‘year local nnu.torti
have been opened ‘or Provision' made|
for them in over twelve cities and agi-
tation is active in all parts of the Unit-
ed States. Of 85 cities with population
of over 48,000, from which reports were
" ‘obtained, more than 50 now require the
rcporﬂng" of tuberculosis.
The programme, of work  insisted
upon with all organigations, Dr. Far-
rand said, emphasizes the necessity of
" co-operation with the public authori-
ties, the provision of an adequate scale
of facilities for the care of tubercu-
losis patients by the establishment of
proper hospitals, sanatoria, and dispen-
saries and last, and most important,
‘education of the public by every means
that can be devised. This education
congists in making clear to every in-
dividual that tuberculosis is infec-
tious, that it is preventable, and that
"4n its early stages it is curable. 'The
great tagk is one of prevention, and
this involves the observation of a pro-
! " per hygiene by every individual and
. care against infection through the

This, together with the formation of
personal friendships between represent--
ative statesmen from all over Greater

| Britain marks the chief aeccomplish-

ment of the éonference; and had noth-
ing more been done, none could say
that its labors had been fruitless. But
much else has been done not only in
the way of general seed-sowing and
education but also in the suggestiom
and dlscuadon of many practical plans
for drawing the lines of Greater Brit-
ain closer together. In the adopted
scheme for the creation of a general
‘military staff from the militia forces
of the various colonies for the purpose
of studying Imperial military problems
and of ‘suggesting to the wvar-
fous  umits . ‘bettéer  methods: of
developing their defense plans so ds
fo better fit them to cope with a com-
mon emergency there exists the germ
of the Imperial army and navy which
must come some day. And though & mu-
tual tariff preference is at present im-
possible Sir Wilfrid  Lautier’'s sugges-
tion for a subsidized fast transporta-
‘ton system befween thé Mother Coun-
try and the greater colonies hag rlaced
before the British government a plan
which they seem disposed to accept as
a compromise and which if earried cut
will eertainly tend toward closét
unity both by bringing widely separat-
ed countries into cleser touch and by
increasing inter-Imperial trade. Other
valuable schemes suggested and materi-
ally advanced are‘the improvement and
systematization of commercial agency
arrangements to gather and 4dissemin-
ate trade information, and the pro-
vision of easier intercommunication hy
cheaper and better cable facilities. In
accepting these the conference has en-
dorsed the preferential idea and has
hastened the day when that idea, ene
larged to its logical ¢onclusion, shafjl
make. the British Empire one grea
inter-dependent, self-sustaming trade
partnership.

RESPONSIBILITY FOR NEGLI-
GENCE,

There was a time when the gruesomé
record of a railroad waccident moved
men to tears, but the indications are
that today the dominant emotion is one
of intense indignation. Whatever ex-
tenuating oircumstance may be ad-
duced in any individual case there
is a growing popular conviction that
it is within the power of the great
corporations to prevent to a large ex-
tent the present waste of human life.
Moreover, the popular impression is
gaining ground that life is not safe-
guarded because of the expense that
such effort would involve. It is mani-
fest that such a state of affairs can-
not continue. The public are long-suf-
fering but there are indications that
popular patlenee is nearly exhausted.
It is fair, however, to consider the
difficulties with which <corporations
have to deal. It is evident that after
every known "automatic safety device
has been adopted that dependence
must finally be placed upon some em-
ploye: Se long as that is necessary
‘there will be the opportunity for ac-
¢ident, Moreover, it is evident from a
mmul reading of the newspapers that
a. large number of accidents on rail-
roads and in individual operation are
due to- disobedience of rules and neg-
ligence of duty on the part of em-
_ployes. Indeed the public have come
‘to ‘expect the official finding will con-
vict someone of disobedience or negli-

gence. .

. There was a time when Such an ex«
planation would satisfy popular indig-
naition, but that day is passing. Any
man who has had to depend upen oth-
ers for the performance of responsible
tasks is well aware Of the anxiety
that such dependence involves. He-is
in a mood to excuse even serious ec-
cidents that arise from Such a cause
But recent disclosures 'have caused
men’ to demand a more energetic at-
tempt on the part of the great eimn~
ploying corporations to maintain dis-
cipline among the ranks of their em-
ployes: It has been repeatedly discov-
eéred that-rules have been adopted to
meet popular demand and that a tacit
understanding has gone forth from
responsible dfficials that the neglect of
such rules would be overlooked. More-
over there is an evident disposition to
treat very lightly many of the offenses
which resulted disastrously.

Popular indignation very speedily
falls upon the military = commander
who cannot secure the prompt and im-
plicit obedience of his soldiers and
there is every indication that such a
demand will be made of the employer
of labor. in hazardous undertakings.
Such discipline will involve the ade-
quate and peremptory punishment of
disobedience and neglect. But more
important it will demand on the part
-of employers the development of that
i genius for leadership which has al-
ways been the chief dependence and

rpredomlnant characteristic of great

military heroes.
PLANTING NEW FORESTS,

- ——

Bven for us in New Brunswick, with
our seemingly = inexhaustible lumber
supply, there is food for thought in the
fact that in the state of New York, not
long ago as heavily timbered as this
provinen, is now spending large sums
of n.oney annuslly in planting and
seeding trees to take the place of those
deatroyed by reckless lumbermen with
no thought for the morrow. Last year
548,100 irees were set out, at a cost of
one-third of & cént a tree. Besides
this, forty acres were planted by the
seéed-spot method, which is used to a
considerable extent’ in Europe. By
ustng stock from the state nurseries,
including propagation and planting, the
cost Is $6.05 per acre.

The planung of seedling trees for the
pLrpose of reforesting waste lands in

.the state preserve was begun in 1901.
Since then plantations have been made
each year in the Adirondacks, more
than 500,000 seedling trees having been
planted in 1903, and about 450,000 in
1904. Some of the white pines used were
imported from nurseries if Germany.
Broadcast sowing has not resulted as
succeasfully as was desired, and has
not encouraged extensive work in this
direction.

Col. William ¥. Fox, chief forester of
“the state; is: authority for the state-
ment thet while waste and barren lands
in the forest préseérve will in time re-
forest themselves naturally, the tree
growth will be composeéd largely of

worthless material and of unmerchant-
able species; that the wild forest that

will fizke possession of the land is not
worth .one-tenth the cultivated one that
could be established there.

“A wild forest,” he added, “with its
haphazard, undesirable growth, will in-
crease but little, if any, in valueé, for
there is none in it to start with; but a |
planted forest, every tree a piné or &
spruce, will increase in value with}
every rise in the price of lumber. Our,
pedple want wood, need wood, and must
have it. It is-the mission of the forest-

er to gronv wood and thus make pro-{

vision for this increasing demand.”

New Brumswick is not, yet driven to
the expemsive work of . reforéstation,
mdmymruuthoemﬁnsm-
ply is conserved by careful lumbering
methéds and the scourge of fire is pre-
vented. But considerable reform must
be made before the danger of an even-
tual wood" tamlne can be said to be
averted.

THE GMM muri SCHEME.,

The scheme for the‘croauon of a great
waterway from . the S{. Lawrence “to

Georgian Bay and Leke Huron, thus|

opening a clear passage for big steam-
ers from the ‘Atlantio Ocean to the ex-
treme western end ‘of Lake Superior,
in the very heart of this continent, is
‘tremendots alike in- its underukinx
and its possibilities. But while it is
good foundation for dreams and hopes
of the future, probably not even its'pro-
moters. will claim that it is & practical
business proposition at this time.

The mlmatul cost, $105,000,000, is an
-obstacle which' the Canadian = govern-
ment will not be prepared to attack for
several years -to come. This country
is carrying very -heavy burdens aiready,
considering its wealth and population,
and the revenue, buoyant as it is, has
its limitations. So while the project is
inspiring in theory and has prima facie
/dﬂnﬂicunt to warrant the prepar-

ation of careful plans, it is to be hoped
‘that its consideration will not divert
the government’s attention from more
pressing and much more practicable
transportation problems. g

‘Whether the Georgian ' Bay scheme
ever becomes a reality or net, the de-
mand for Canadian outlets and inlets
for winter traffic is bound to increase
vastly. That demand now exceeds the
facilities and is growing at a much
faster rate than they. If Canadian
trade is to stay’'in Canadian channels
there must be éxtensive work done at
the winter ports, and that quickly.
This is a matter in which, unlike the
Georgian Bay project, delay means
heavy and permanent loss.

Attractive though the prospect is of
having what may be practically an
ocean port right on the edge of the
wheat belt, it must be remembered that
this route will only be available about
Bix months of the year, that a large pro-
- portion of western products must find
‘an outlet during the winter and that
each year of advance in railway trans-
portation lessens the difference inh cost
between rail and water freights. So
that the winter all rail route and its
termini demand now as much atten-
tion as the summer water route and
may in time demand far more. -

An instructive pamphlet devoted to
breeds of swine has been jssued from
Ottawa, as Bulletin No. 11, of the Live
Stock Branch. It deals with the history,
characteristics and points of excellence
of the six prlnclpa_l breeds reared in
Canada, Commencing with a review of
the origin of domestic swine, the bullét-
in teaches that the many varieties that
are found in various parts of the world
are all descended from one original
stock of wild hogs. The variations that
were effected by domestication upon
the progenitors of our present breeds,
are followed out briefly. It is pointed
out that confinement along with an
ample supply of food, soon effected
great and lasting changes in conforma-
tion, disposition and apiitudes of the
animals. With these changes there
came about a breeding to type and col-
or in various localities as suited the
requirements and desires. of the hog
raisers, resulting in the course of time
in establishing the present pure breeds.

The breeds described in the bulletin
and represented by fllustrations of ty-
pical animals, are the Yorkshire, the
rramworth, the Berkshire, the Chester-
White, the Poland-China and the Duroc
-Jersey. The first and second are de-
scribed as bacon breeds, the thira and
fourth as midway between the bacon
and the lard type, and the two remain-
ing breeds as belonging to the lard
preducing class of hogs.

The improvement of the Yorkshire is
traced down from 1760, the time of Ro-
pert Bakewsell. It was not - until 1869
that this breed was given, a separate
classification at English shows, Among

It is
stated to have received - little attention
outside of the counties of Leicester-
shire, Stoffordshire and North Hamp-
tonshire until about 1870, when the be-
con curers of England commenced a
campaign against the then fashionable
short, fat and heavy shouldered pig,
which they found quite unsuitable for
bacon production. The Tamworth then
came into prominence as an improver
of some of the other English breeds.
It seems to have maintained from the
first its disposition to put on lean meat
during its growth.

The Berkshire is stated to have as-
sumed a fairly uniform and desirable
type about the year 1825, It was at
that time a fine appearing animal,
very hardy, of good size amd length
yet without coarseness. Unfortunately
owing to a fashion which prevailed
gome vears afterwards, the Berkshire
was developed on into a thick, short
animal with Hfeavy jowl, thick neck

and fat back. Later this style of hog

The history of the Chester-White 18
extremely interesting. It is said to
trace back to a pair of white hogs im-
ported into Chester County, Pa., from
England in 1816. This importation made
a marked change in the swine of the
district with the result that the Ches-
ter-White rapidly grew in favor. In its
early years it was a fairly lengthy
type of hog but for many years past
it has been classed as a corn belt hog
of the thick backed sort. A few
breeders in Canada, the bulletin states,
have sought by selection and manage-
ment to develop the form and quality
of the animal looked upon with favor
by the packers and to some extent
they have been successful.

The Poland-China and Duroc-Jersey
have during the past ten years grown
less and less popular in Canada, ac-
cording to the author of the bulletin.
In 1905 only oight members of the Do~
minion Swine Breeders’ Association
bred Poland-Chinas, and three bred
Duroc-Jerseys.

With the description of each breed
is published a scale of points by which,
with the illustrations of typical ani-
mals, a valuable service is afforded in
teaching the correct ideals to be look-
ed for in selecting breeding animals.
The author of the bulletin is*Mr. J. B.
Spencer, B. 8. A.,, who has in this
work presented a systematic study of
swine that should be highly appreci-
ated not only by students of animal
hysbandry but by swine raisers in all
parts of Canada.

KENTVILLE CASE BEEORE

HALIFAX, May 14—News comes
from St. Piérre, Miquelon, of what is
believed to be one of the greatest tra-
gedies in the history of the unfortunate
French colony at the' entrance of the
Gult of St. Lawrence. Two fishing
vessels carrying crews totalling forty
men are belleved to have gone to the

bottom in the storms of April. On the
23rd of April four schoonars, fully
manned, left St. Plerre for the fishing
banks. Among the number were the
Lablanche, Capt. Girandin, and the
Ste. Marie, Capt. Lafleme. Since then
nothing has been heard of these two
vessels or their-crews. The other crafts
returned shortly after their departure,
both having encounteed severe storms,
in which al their gear was lost. After
effecting repairs both vessels again
started for the Banks, but were & sec-
ond time overcome by the storms and
compelled to return to St. Plerre in a
greatly damaged condition. It is fear-
ed that both the Lablanche and the Ste.
Marie foundered in one of these storms
with all hands. If these fears are well
founded forty men, 2all of whom were
married, have perished. It is said that
one hundred children will be left
fatherless. Scarcely a season passes
without a disaster overtaking the
French fishing fleet operating from St.
Pierre. Many of the fishermen come
annually from France to prosecute the
industry, bringing their families with
them. i

The American citizens who come over
to live in the Canadian west are treated :
with every consideration and the gov-
ernment is going to a great dealof trou-
ble to make the enforced migration of
the Flathead buffalo herd as comfort-
able for the old timers as possible. -
They are to be brought on a special
train and passenger time will be made
from the starting point until they reach
their new home in Alberta. The ship-
ment takes place about the middle of
this month.

Park Superinterdent Douglas will
give the bison the official welcome.
Live Stock Agent McMullen, of the C.
P. R., will give them a personally con-
ducted tour over the company’'s lines.
Dr. Warnock of Pincher Creek willmt-
tend to any cases of Indisposition
which may be found on the train and
incidentally inspect the bison at the
boundary.

The animals are to be loaded at Ra-
valli, Mont., which is on the Northern
Pacificc and from there they will be
taken to Helena, Great Falls, Leth-
bridge, Macleod, Calgary, and on
through to Strathcona, without any
stops. There fnay be some difficulty -
in getting the buffalo to start on their
trip, for they are not accustomed to the
up-to-date methods of travel. No doubt
in the old, days when some of the
grandpas and grandmothers of the
hérd wanted to go up to Alberta they -
just started out and hiked. Nowadays
things have changed for all old timers.
Whether the bison will appreciate the
care which will be taken of .them i
hard to say. But there are a lot of
good ‘“buffalo punchers” down in the
Flathead and they will very likely get
them started all right. |

It is 741 miles: from - Ravalli to
Strathcona and Mr. McMullen says the
train can be hiought through in about
41 hours, which is going some. The
old bulls will be penned up in the cars
g0 that there will be no family squab-
bles to mar the enjoyment of the
journey. The other stock will be load-
ed like ordinary cattle shiprients,
loose in the cars. - Nonk

Mr. McMullen, who is going down to
look after the loacing and transporta~
tion of the herd, knows this particular
bunch very well. He saw them first
about seventeen years ago and several
times siace. He says they are without
doubt . the best -buffalo herd in the
world. They aré neerly all pure bred,
never having been crossed with do-
mestic stock.

He says the former owners of the
herd took an old buffalo bull down to
Chicago and the meat was sold for a
dollar a pound. The animal was &
patriarch and his flesh was anything
but palatable, but some of the top
notghers in the windy ecity thought it
was the whole thing to eat buffalo
meat and paid the high priee for it.

Parties of New Yorkers made trips
out to Montana and paid the owners\a
thousand dollars to drive a buffalo out
on to the prairte, where they played

mal, taking the head and hide back to
the effete east as an evidence of their
prowess. "

NEW REGULATIONS FOR
COAL MINING RIGHTS

e

Areas are Limited andMust be Worked—
Development to Begin a Year
from Date of Lease

B i

OTTAWA, May 14—New and import-
ant vegulations for the disposal of coal
mining rights, the property of the
crown in Manitoba, Saskatchewan,
Alberta, Yukon Territory, and the do-
minion lands generally, have been pro-
mulgated and will appear in the next
Canada Gazette,

They provide that coal mining rights
may be leased for twenty-one Years at
an annual rental of §1 per acre, payable
in advan-e. No applicant shall be al-
lowed to lease more than an area. of
2,660 acres, The tract must Be contig-
‘udus and the area shall not exceed four
miles in its greatest dimensions. Appli-
cations are made through the dominion
lands agent or a sub-agent of the dis-
tri:t, In unsurveyed territory the ap-
plication must te made within thirty
days after its being located. Where &
dispute as to location occurs the right
to lease will be decided by the minis-
ter of the interior upon hearing evi-
dence. :

Coal mining leasesholds embracing any
portion of a township must conform
to the dominion lands system of sur-
vey.

The lease shall include coal mining
rights only, but the lessee may, upon
application, be permitted to purchase,
at the rate of $10 an acre, whatever of
the available surface rights the minis-

' ter may consider necessary for the ef-

ficient and economical working of the
coal mining rights granted in the least.

The lessee must begin operations in
one year from the date of his being
notified to do so, and shall produce the
quantity of coal specified on such order.
The order will not be given until the
expiration of one year,

In no case will the maximum quan-
tity required to be mined during each
year be more than ten tons per acre
leased. If this order is not complied
with, the lease is subject to cancella-
tion, 3

The lessee cannot assign his rights
without leave of the minister.

Aotual settlers shall buy at the pit's
mouth whatever coal they may require
for their own use, but not for barter
or sale, at a price not to exceed §1 per
ton, and the lease issued for coal rights
shall bé subject to such provision,

A fee of $5 is charged for each lease.

In addition to the rent, a royalty of
five cents per ton of 2,000 pounds will
be levied on the output of the mine.

A sworn statement of the output must
be given by the person operating the
mine. In default of this, the lease may
be cancslled.

IN CONGO ADMINISTRATION

Says Sir Edward Grey—Buf
e Does Not See Just How
It Can- be Hurried—Let

Belgium Make v‘SﬂJﬂle?

ot

LONDON, May 15—In winding up,
the animated but resultless rebdte on
the Congo question in the House of Com:
‘mons._yesterday, Sir Edward Grey, the
Foreign, Secretary. said that those in=
terested In the matter would naturaily
wait to see Wwhat the conditions of the
plans of the annexation proposed by
the Belgian parliament ware to be, and
that pending this information he was
reluctant to 3et -forth definitely what
would he considered satisfactory to the
British_Governimient. . For this reason
the speaker continued, Belgium should
be allowed to act in the matter with-
out interference or pressure of the out-
side. The British Government must
wait a veasonable time but it could
_not wait indefinitely. In case of &
breakdown and the passing of the Con-
go into other hands the Government
would share with the other powers the
resultant responsibmti.

There nmiist however, be a change in’

the system of governing the Congo, 8ir
Baward declared, it being impossible
for the state to continue under its pre«
sent irresponsible rule.

“The Government always had been
willing to take part in a conference of
the treaty powers, and the government
of the United States had expressed its
willingness to approach the question
from the same point of view, but two
powers by themselves were not énough
to form a corference. The late British
govérnment had issued invitations to a
conference which had not met with af-
firmative answers. Sir Bdward said he
was afraid that in the past two or three
years conferences in general - had not
increased in popularity and he would
not like to repeat this invitation antil
he had some assurance from = other
powers besides the United States that
the question would become an interna-
tional one.

In the course of the discussion Sir
Charles Dilke advanced Radical, and
others members of the House express-
ed the helief that a conference btween
the United States, Great:Britain, Ger-
many and France might result in fore-
ing Belgium to.take some action.
