commissioner general of immigration
and naturalization,” which was made
public today, Commissioner ‘Sargent
says: S ;

“An army of 1,285,349 souls, they have
come, drawn hither by the free insti-
tutions and the marvellous prosperity
of our-country, surpassing in number
the record of all preceding years,"

The report contains in tabulated form
every phase of information bearing
upon_the question of immigration, and
in submitting this earefully compiled
data, Mr. Sargent says: 3

“rhe immigration for the year 1997
exceeded that for 1906 by 184,614, an
{nerense of more than 17 per cent. Dur-
ing the fiscal year 1906, 12,432 allens
were rejected at our posts; during the
past year, 13,084, an Increase of 632;
hence. the total mumber of those who
have sought admission in 1907, viz:
1,498,413, excéeds the number who ap-
plied dn 1906, viz.: 1,113,167, by -185,246."

Commisgioner Sargent says it is of
particular significance that many. im-
migrants landed at ports in the south
during the past year,

While the exclusion has rendered
practically the immigration from China,
the immigration from Japan, although
relatively not great, has trebled .in the

past year, This increase is significant,’

too, because it comes in the face af

regulations adopted by the American,

government with the assent of Japan.
The reports show that thousands  of
Japanese landed in Mexico during the
past year and u mately gained admis-
sion surreptitiously into this country.
Once in the United States it was im-
possible to trace individuals, except in
the xarest instances. Hundreds, if not
thousands, of Japanese are still coming
inte qxe country by stealth.

H. C. Schofield, agent for the Rob-

ert Reford Co., last night said that he
had received no information -:oncern-
ing an' inguiry into the wreck of the
Thomson liner Kildona. It was PpOs-
sible, said Mr. Sehofield, that the in-
quiry, if oae should be held, might
take place on the other side of the At-
lantie, as in the case of many recent
wrecks the inquiries had been held at
the ports from which the vesasls hail-
ed.
Caplain Roberts of ‘the wrecked
steamship yesterday stated to a Sun
reporter that he would ‘pay off his
crew tomorrow. The sailors will be
sent to England as soon as possible,
most probably on one of the C. P, Ry
boats.

-Captain Roberts spoke more freely
than he ‘did before concerning the ac-
cident to his vessel. The Brazil Rock
gas buoy was missing; but had the
weather been clearer than it was the
Kildona could have bean kept off the
rocks by taking beariggs from the
Cape Sable and Baccaro lights.

_“At sea one could see perhaps five
miles, for the weather wasn't thick.
But over the land there was a haze,”
said the captain. “I usually take a
course that will 'take me outside Brazil

. Rock buoy, This time the buoy wasn't

there and I was inside the buoy’s po-
sition, which is half a mile off the
rock.

“The figst officer and I were on the
bridge.  We could sge Bacarro Light
on the beam, about six and a half
miles off, but could not make out Cape
Sable, about eight miles ahead, for
some time.

This is the element that produces
endurance under great strain of any
sort—in the race horse under the strain
of terrific speed, in the milch eow

tion. Under the strain of a severe cli=
mate it is called hardiness. The pres®
ence or absence of this element is espe=
clally manifested in the growthi and
development of the young of the diff- '
erent breods. Of the one they live and
grow without special care or attention;
of the other they perish ‘easily if they
do not have the best of care. The dif-
ference is simply in constitutional
vigor or vital force born in the calves
of the one and not in the calves of the
other, 'The difference’  continues
throughout the lives of these animalk.
It may not be manifested so conspicu~.
ously in after-life, yet it affects all
their relations to their food, care and
production. In what does it consist?
s it in possessing what is sometines
called the mervous temperament? Not
unfrequently we find the offspring of
breeds that lay especlal claim to this
temperament, especially lacking i the
ability to live and rapidly develop
without special care. It is a secret
force hidden in the race, in the breed
and in the animal. Perhaps it may be
properly called the vital temperament..
The bulls of the Holstein-Friesian
breed possess the vital force or #om-
perament mora stroagly than those of
any other improved dairy breed. The.
breéders in Holland and Friesland have

proof that this breed has maintained
a high staniard of vital force we point
to its use in every eclimate, including
that of Northem Russia nearly up to
the Arctic circle. Its cglves are raised
without difficulty. Taken from their
dams at. three days old, and reason- i
ably fed on skim milk and a little ‘oft
meal, they grow like weeds, Given }
plenty of food, no matter if most of it
is roughage, they develop rapidly.

THE COW’S HORN.

g
Various Ways in Which It is Made
Usetul by Man,

Have you any conception. of how use-
| ful that horn is to us? Scientifically it
ig known as a combination of phos-
phate of lime, gelatin. and albumen,
and, like all nature's products, the in-
gredients are in the right proportion
to make the article useful to man as

well as to the animal that bears it,

The lime makes the horn hard, byt
there ig just enough lime to make’it '
hard without making it brittle, and ~
there is just enough gelatin to make
the horm easy to cut and shape. The
core of tha horn is bone, ‘and to get
that out the horn is soaked. in water -
for several weeks. When the core is
taken out it is ground up and made '
into crucibles which are used for melte
ing gold and silver in.

The outer end of the horn is hard
and solid, and that is used for making
knife handles and other things. The
hollow part of the horn is soaked for
half an hour or so in Dboiling water,
when it becomes soft and may easily
be split with a knife. :

It ig then spread out flat and put
betweeen iron plates. There was &
time when fthese horn plates were
‘made very thin by hard pressure and
used in window and lanterns as we
now use glass. They may be madé
quite translucent.

When the horn is heated it may be
molded into almost any desired form
That is the way knife handles, bt
tons and other articles are made.

The London Times of recent -date
published an “engincering supplement
containing an intéresting article on the
mineral ' resources of Canada,  frofm
which the following iz "teken, relating
to New Brunswick:

Quebec’s easteérn neighbor, the much
smaller province of New Brunswick,
sandwichéd between the Gaspe Pénin-
sula and Nova Scotia, claims t6 DOSs-
sess a - mineral-bearing territory,
though it has not béen regarded as a
mineral province. If loral testimony
is to be accepted, this is because, for
some unknown reason,, it has never re-
celved the -attenticn frem geologists
and prospectors which its people be-
leve to be its due. It {s declared thet
the northern part of the province re-
mains practically as unexplored as the
ecéntre Of Africa. Throigh this coun-
try runs the Cambrian formation, 150
miles long by 150 miles wide, and only
the lumber interests are acquainted
seith it "But' the 'proviice’s geological
department 1§ awaking to the possiti-
ity that the unprospected regions may
yield discoveriés which will give New
Brunswick other characteristics than
agriculture,and Jumbering.

The province’s natural yield of min-
erals generally cannot be counted of
{mportance, whatéver its potentialities
may be. No paying deposits of gold or
silver have been discovered, though this
may well be, as indicated, because the
province has attracted few prospectors.
Its coal measures in the counties of
Queens, Sunbury and Kent thus far
only supply local markets. The séams
are thin, ndt averaging more than 20
in., but they are belleved to be capable
of devéloping into much greater areas.
That New Brunswick coal is not more
Jargely miaed is attributed to the prox-
fmity and wealth of the Nova BScotla
ccal fields, which has not been favor-
able to the growth of those of New
Brunswick—to -the . extent: to ; which
they admit of such development.. For

the rest, the province’s extensive depos- .

fts of gypsum, of a fine quality hayve
for many years been proiitakly worked,
iron, though 'ittle developed, 1s present
in lavge deposits, and it being explored
near Bathurst to the depth of 200 feet
2nd.a distance of two miles, and there
are large man<canese deposits: that ads
mit of a more extended Andustry.
The production’ ¢f natural gas' s
hoped for from investigations which
point to the possibility of & large sas
belt in the tmmediate vielnity of Mone-
ton, the head-gparters of the Govern-
theht-owned Tfitercolonial RallwWway. De-
velopments in this direetion are prom-
ised to enable Moncton and its manu-
facturing- interests to be supplied with
the gas. The design is part of a larger
attempt béing made generally to turn
the oil possibilities of the province to
account. TFor this purpose an area
covering 18,000 square miles for some
years had been Hcensed to the New
Brunswick Petroleur Company with
the option of leasing 10,000 square miles
subsequently. ' Befors the concession
wan obtained, prelfminary operations
had been tonducted by the com pany at
considerable cost, Which took the forms
of & detailed geologieal survey of the
greatér part of the province by Profes-
sor M. S. Shaler, of Harvard, and his
assistants, as far backh as 1900, Prot
fessor Shaler has expressed His belief
in the discovery of oil at many points
of the province over “what will prove
to be iti the dggregate a very éxtensive
area.” - Borings made, in his opinion,
warranfed further operations carefuily
perforined, for the produection of ol for
shipment. ‘His assistant, Mr, rich,
reportéd that by tapping deep-seated
oll sanids known to exist, it was highly
prébable that a greater supply of ofls
flowing wells and even gushers W
be obtained. But this. expert tostimony
so far remains to be realized. The ters
ritory is so large that unlimited work=
ing capital is needed to promote its de-
velopment on the broad lines neces-
sary. A few months hence, it Is indis
cated,” will sée the beginning of morg
extensive operations. ; i e
Ofl has been produced from great de-
posits of highly bituminous shales that
lie along the base of the Caledonian
Mountains in the counties of Westmor=
1and, Albert and Kings. Through them
run black bands, deseribed as “cammel
coal” or “ollite,” which, when worked,
produced an average yleld of 92 gallons
%o & ton of ofl under distillation, the oil
being shipped to the Ameriean market,
But the discovery of petroleum in
Pennsylvania, and  the imposition of
heavy duties on oil in the United
States which followed, entirely stopped
the industry, and it has lain dormant
ever since.  The hope for it consists in
the outlook that the by-products ob-
tained from the crude petroleum ‘will
have to be mowe extensively procured
from the distillation of bituminous
shales; at least, the new life which the
Scotch shale industry has received
within the past three years is pointed
to as bearing out this prospect. Sclen-
tific men, it is vouched locally, have.
declared that New Brunsiick has the
jargest known deposits in the world of
these rich shales. . ‘
1t is pointed out that the history of
the New Brunswick ofl flelds Has been
largely that of every other ofl field in
the world=namely, the expenditure of
a large sum of money in prospecting
with a minimum of success. This, it is
aleo submitted, was the experience of
the promoters of the Ohio, Virginia,
Indiana, and Texas oil flelds before any
graat success was achieved, and nons
of these territories then afforded great-
er possibilities than New Brunswiek is
claimed to hold. 4
