DIG BY, N. S., Jan. 8.—Not since the 
ire at Saxby gale of Oct. 4, 1870, has 
Digby experienced sc ha storm as rag­
ed here last night and today, when the 
wind blew from 60 miles an hour, caus­
ing a terrific sea and tide in the Bay 
of Fundy. Reports received from all 
along the coast tell of terible havoc 
wrought by the storm and the loss 
through the destruction of fishing gear 
end boats will amount to thousands of 
Jollars. Houses • were unroofed in 
-,iany sections, pleasure yachts blown 
from their moorings, thousands of lob­
ster traps and small fishing smacks 
were carried to sea, and fishing stages 
completely destroyed. At Tiverton the 
tide reached the main street and swept 
small boats and wreckage into the 
fields, and the main street of Digby is 
filled with logs and driftwood. The 
loss to the lobster fishermen at this sea-

mhowever, has gone down considerably 
since this morning.

William Buckley, the young man who 
jumped from a train at Apohaqui yes­
terday morning, is reported about the 
same. He still remains in a semi-con­
scious state.

The rain and wind storm which be­
gan on Tuesday night raged all day 
yesterday, and considerable damage 
was done. Vessels all along the coast 
were obliged to run for shelter and 
several mishaps are reported, although 
none that involved a loss of life.

During the furious gale which pre­
vailed yesterday the two-topmast 
schooner M. B. S., Capt. Sabean, which 
was bound for Yarmouth, N. S., from 
Barrsboro with a cargo of 320 tons of 
coal, was obliged to slip her anchors, 
while at Apple River, where she put 
in for shelter from the storm and run 
out to sea. It was only by doing this 
that she was able to prevent running 
on the shore.

She reached Cole's Point breakwater 
in the afternoon and was soon snugly 
hauled up at the lower wharf at Dor­
chester.

Capt. Sabean at once communicated 
the managing owner, Alex. Watson of 
this cityr and if anchors and chains 
cannot be secured in Dorchester to re­
place those lost, they will be sent down 
from St. John.

The schooner was not damaged in 
the slightest degree.

The schooner S. S. Fownes, which 
in winter quarters at Cole’s Point 

breakwater, outside Dorchester, ship­
ped her moorings while the gale 
at its height, and went adrift. She 
was soon secured, however, and suffer­
ed no damage.

GLASGOW UNIVERSITY.

He was struck 
then, not only by his wonderful elo­
quence, but also by the purity of his 
Anglo-Saxon language, 
accounted for this by saying that when 
his father was finally defeated by the 
Austrians he took refuge in the Turk­
ish dominions and there taught himself 
English with no other text-books than 
the Bible and Shakespeare.

CHATHAM, Jan. 4.—At a special 
meeting of the Board of Trade recent­
ly held to hear W. S. Doggie, M. P., re­
garding the proposed changing of the 
line of railway Into town, bringing It 
more Into the centre of the business 
portion instead of a mile away as at 
present, Mr. Loggie said that he was 
confident that the department would 
meet the board’s needs In this respect. 
«He took the statement of one of the 
Surveyors who were making the recent 
preliminary surveys for the new route 
that the project would cost $200,000 
roughly speaking. This would mean 
$6,000 interest per year at 3 per cent. 
In return the road would be saved one 
mile or more in hauling to the town, 
the heavy grades near Nelson would 
be done away with and Increased 
freight and passenger traffic would en­
sue. The first two Items he figured out 
would mean a lessening of operating 
expenses by over $4,000. At the present 
time a train of ten cars has great diffi­
culty in surmounting the grade at Nel­
son, and by the pew route the hauling 
would be over a comparatively level 
line. Engineer Lumsden has reported 
that the new G. T. P. line could have 
twice the same tonnage over its nearly 
level road than the I. C. R. can do at 
present, the motive power in each case 
being the same, thus the new route 
would cut the I. O. R.’s expenses In 
coming into this town down to one-half 
the present cost.

The new route will run for two miles 
along the water front, where there are 
deep water facilities and splendid sites 
for industrial concerns.

Mr. Snowball In speaking of the pro­
ject said that the road could be built 
for $10,000 per mile, or $50,000 in all;' a 
bridge over Morrison’s Cove would not 
cost above $80,000; new station and 
facilities $20,000, leavtiig $35,000 for land 
damages and $15,000 for incidentals. 
Mr. Snowball strongly emphasized 
Chatham's need of the road, and de­
clared that unless the government "put 
this in the estimates they might look 
for a new candidate in Northumber­
land Co., as the present member could 
not carry the seat with Chatham ar­
rayed against him.

Mr. Loggie asked that a committee 
from the Board of Trade be appointed 
to get options on the land through 
which the road would pass. This, he 
declared, would materially aid him In 
his efforts.

After some discussion this was agreed 
to, and the president, W. B. Snowball, 
appointed R. A. Murdoch, George 
Stothart, Mayor Maclachlan, W. L. T. 
Weldon and W. C. Winslow to go into, 
the matter of options.

Some way should be found in St. John 
of dealing with parents who neglect 
fheir children, and husbands who 111- 
tireat their t|ives. In the work of char­
ity which is now carried on, there to 
evidently a' principle that little atten­
tion need be paid to those families 
wherein the heads of the house enjoy 
good health and are able to Work. Cer­
tain organizations, few in numbers and 
not by any means capable of covering 
the ground, go beyond this and en­
deavor to reach those who suffer from 
neglect or ill usage. The wives and 
children of drunkards are more to be 
pitied than widows or orphans, as they 
are in a worse position under our ex­
isting social customs in so far as the 
receipt of assistance is concerned. 
There are many families, the members 
of which should be living in comfort 
were it not for the fact that the fath­
ers, and occasionally the mothers too, 
spend most of their money in liquor. 
Cases have arisen, even within the past 
few weeks, of little ones living on 
bread and water—one family had no 
more than this for their Christmas 
dinner—while the fathers loaf about 
salcons. There are houses even today 
in Sit. John In which babies are crawl­
ing about the floors, half perishing With 
the cold, while the money which ought 
to buy fuel is being handed to bar­
tenders.

It is a difficult matter to get at such 
parents as these; it is harder still to 
punish them as they deserve, for our 
laws provide only such sentences as 
usually increase the suffering of the in­
nocent. If a man who spends his 
week’s wages in liquor could be made 
to live for a few days on crusts and 
water, and kept in a room as cold as 
the house in which he leaves his family, 
he might not regard hie imprisonment 
as an easy way of spending the winter. 
If he could be made to work, not to 
scratch with a pick or shovel and mere­
ly pretend to be doing something, but 
to really work hard, and fair pay for 
his labor be given to his wife and 
children, much relief could be afforded. 
But our present system of leaving the 
Innocent to suffer while incorrigible of- 
renders enjoy comfort and cause, is cer­
tainly not a success.

HALIFAX, Jan. 7.—The announce­
ment that the flag of the United tSates 
frigate Chesapeake, captured off Bos­
ton harbor in 1813 by the British war­
ship Shannon and towed to Halifax, is 
to te sold at auction in London, Jan. 
29, recalls the disappearance of the 
ship’s bell of the victorious vessel, 
which for many years hung in a church 
tower at Shedlac, N. B., and was used 
to summon the' parishioners to their 
devotions.

The bell of the Shannon was sent to 
Shedlac by the British authorities at 
the request of William Harrington, a 
retired army officer, who was the first 
English settler In that section. Har­
rington was given an immense amount 
of land, and when other English set­
tlers arrived he built the Anglican 
Church of St. Martin’s-in-the-Wood. 
The Shannon’s bell was hung in the 
tower in 1815, and remained there until 
a large bell was placed ifa position by 
Harrington’s descendants, nearly 20 
years ago.

At that time the Rev. Dr. Charles E. 
MacKenzle, archdeacon of Columbus, 
O., and a native of Pictou, who was 
rector of Shedlac, had the old bell 
taken to a neighboring mission church 
at Cocagne, N. B. Soon after its re­
moval the clergyman went to the Unit­
ed States and the bell was never hung. 
It remained in the church until a few 
years ago, when it mysteriously disap- 
appeared. Persons living near the 
church say that a stranger appeared 
ono day, and without consulting the 
church officials forced open a window 
and carried off the bell. The bell 
weighed about 100 pounds and was 150 
years old. It was cast in England for 
the British warship Helena, and was 
on board that ship until the Helena 
was dismantled at Portsmouth. Then 
it was transferred to the Shannon.

This was no emotional out­
burst, but a purely business deal.

It was the sum of an arithmetical 
calculation of incomes and expenses, 
of earnings and dividends,of dollar and 
cent efficiency. It was simply a new 
proof that the use of liquor and the 
traffic in it have become a purely eco­
nomic question.

Every man who draws a wage from 
another does so on condition that the 
product of his work has value suffici­
ently above his pay to provide a pro­
fit for his employer. Long ago it was 
recognized that the man who came to 
the loom, or the forge, or the desk, or 
the counter, drunk, faced instant dis­
charge. But only of late has there 
c6me an extension of that obvious doc- 
tripe. The new business law is that the 
man who in his hours of leisure, away 
from employment, shatters his nerves 
and clouds his brain by intoxication, 
cannot repair that physical waste suf­
ficiently to appear for work,when sober­
ed, as the productive equal of the com­
petitor who has not so weakened him­
self.

*our manufactures, this island can no 
more repudiate the Empire than heart 
can repudiate the body. The Colonies 
and Dependencies, even the freest of 
the former, and the greatest of the lat­
ter, are no more capable of surviving 
by their own defensive force' than are 
severed extremities of living. The very 
life of every part resides but in the 
connection of the whole. No commu­
nity the world has ever known has 
been so dependent as we are upon 
outside resources. We havë an alterna­
tive. We may choose to throw our­
selves more and more upon the mercy 
of foreign allies, though no people in 
the world’s history has ever 
saved for long by foreign support. Or 
we may1 choose, while yet there is time, 
to work for federation with our kins­
men. Only by union of all the forces 
of the race beneath the flag, concur­
rently with the development of the 
endless natural resources of our domin­
ions, can we hope to retain the control 
of our own means of existence. We 
might also contrive, for another gen­
eration or two, to live in considerable 
comfort, on terms of diminishing safe­
ty and honor, by the dexterous shifts 
of/a fore-sighted diplomacy. But be­
tween alien favor and racial union we 
must choose. Upon an insular basis no 
policy, not as frail as a child’s housè 
of cards, is any longer possible. Even 
our Ministeralists owe their present 
exceptional opportunities in domestic 
affairs to the situation of peace with 
security originally brought about by 
the Japanese alliance, which they 
hated.

‘‘How many a thing which we let 
fall with scorn, when others pick it up 
becomes a gem.” Our mercantile mon­
opoly is broken for ever; we have com­
petitors in the Colonial sphere; 
prerogative of sea-power is contested. 
Formerly, for a whole generation- to­
gether, we could neglect our Imperial 
mission with apparent, though not real, 
impunity. Now, with the American 
battle-fleet ready to swing from ocean 
to ocean, while the new 
German Empire actually represents the 
greatest, fighting organization except 
our own, and the most rapidly-pro- 
gressive that has ever been known 
afloat, we have splendid competitors 
utilizing every moment that we waste, 
and prepared to seize every chance we 
throw away. The strong negotiating 
power possessed by their commercial 
diplomacy enables them to secure bet­
ter concessions in return for slight re­
ductions of high tariffs than we can 
obtain by absolute free imports. But 
we will not dwell upon that aspect. 
Enough to say that if the vision of 
Empire was never so great, as Lord 
Curzon shows, its problems were never 
So urgent. In a fine simile yesterday's 
address likens the political system 
Of -bur dominions to Saturn, with its 
concentric rings. As the quenching of 
that luminous glory of the heavens, 
so would be the final eclipse of Em­
pire. Not only should we be stripped 
of many of our present material ad­
vantages, but some secret of soul more 
inspiring and vitalizing than we can at 
present conceive would depart out of 
us, and, like every fallen people, we 
should become an inferior race. This 
being our heritage, and the change of 
all external circumstances being grave, 
how are we to keep What we hold? 
Lord Curzon does not underestimate 
force. In addition to the supremacy 
of the navy, he sees that under the 
conditions of the future something else 
will ultimately be required, and he has 
the courage to say: “I hold compulsory 
training to be of the essence of citizen­
ship, and I think that our Empire will 
very likely some day break down un­
less it be applied.” Lord Curzon is un­
doubtedly right when he identifies 
himself with the belief that the flag 
follows trade rather than the reverse. 
Nor does he utter any unseasonable 
warning when he points out that “there 
is a certain risk lest the Empire be 
defended too exclusively as a Commer­
cial speculation.” At Birmingham that 
is a sentiment which will be immedi­
ately understood, for, though discus­
sion of the vital economic problems of 
the day has nowhere been more ar­
dent, not anywhere h&s that discussion 
been so steadily dominated by the ideal 
of Imperial union. No movement which 
swerves from that inspiration, or sub­
ordinates it, will ever prevail in Bri­
tish politics.

HThe fear of another water famine 
held the people of St. John in its grip 
for a couple of hours last night. After 
the disagreeable experience of the last 
famine people were quite willing to 
believe and prepare for the worst.

One awful 
hurricane raged Unceasingly for days, 
making the conditions fearful for all 
on board. Fortunately the steamship 
had a huge store <ÿi extra provisions. 
No one could be allowed on deck, but 
all were assured that the vessel was 
in a perfectly seaworthy condition. 
There was much disappointment when 
it became known that thé vessel was 
putting- back to Queenstown. Despite 
the terrible experiences there was only 
one case of Serious Illness, that of a 
baby, whieh_died on reaching Queens­
town.

MONTREAL, Jan. 7.—As the labor 
situation has become a gréât deal more 
satisfactory than it was a few months 
ago matters are looking up consider­
ably along the line of the Grand Trunk 
Pacific and the Transcontinental rail­
ways, and the contractors and sub-con­
tractors do not apprehend any great 
difficulty in securing labor during the 
present year. The statement was made 
today to the effect that whereas men 
were restless and decidedly independ­
ent a couple of months ago, they are 
now working quite steadily and where 
there is one vacancy there are always 
two men ready to take the place.

It is also stated semi-officially that 
no less than ten thousand men will be 
required next season on the several 
Transcontinental contracts in the prov­
inces ' of New Brunswick and Quebec. 
A great deal of interest also centres on 
the contract to be given out in the very 
near future from Prince Rupert, B. C., 
eastward by the G. T. P., which from 
a contractor’s point of view is the 
finest piece of work on the entire line 
from St. Lawrence to the Pacific Ocean. 
There will naturally be a large amount 
of rock cutting, tunnel work and above 
all side hill work, and experts declare 
that a good deal of this section will 
cost $100,060 per mile, and perhaps some 
miles will even exceed this estimate, 
which is said'to be a conservative one.

Although the strict adherence to the 
four-tenth grade by the Grand Trunk 
Pacific has made the work a good deal 
heavier between Winnipeg and Ed­
monton than that attending the con­
struction of the other Transcontinental 
lines in the part, it seems to be taken 
for granted that while the whole line 
from the Red River to the banks of the 
district of Saskatchewan some 800 miles 
or more will be completed and ready 
for traffic between the capitals of Mani­
toba and Alberta by September next, 
the same optimistic feeling does not 
exist as regards the McArthur contract 
extending some 375 miles east of Win­
nipeg td Port Arthur Junction, as well 
as the branch line down to Port Arthur. 
The statement was first made that the 
railway would be completed from 
Lake Superior to Edmonton by next 
autumn, but all pronounce this estimate 
out of the question.

Foley Bros, are up against some ex­
ceedingly difficult work on the Port 
Arthur branch towards the last main 
line, and competent engineers state that 
there is work on the last ten miles of 
the contract that will at least require 
two years more to ensure its comple­
tion. It may be said, therefore, that if 
the Transcontinental railway coihmls- 
sioners get the road completed from 
Port Arthur to Winnipeg by the spring 
of 1910 they will be doing quite as well 
as railway experts expect of them. It 
should be added that the Grand Trunk 
are building the branch from Port Ar­
thur up to the main line.

Tedious Work in the 
Trial of HarryThaw

ia The present winter season promises! 
to be one of extreme and probably re­
cord-breaking weather conditions. The 
atmosphere during the last few days 
has had a spring-like feeling, much out 
of the ordinary.

The cold weather that has been pro­
mised and expected from day to day 
has not yet materialized, although the 
winter is almost half over. Not yet 
this season has the mercury reached 
the zero point in this city or vicinity, 
the coldest so far reported being 4 
above. It is doubtful if there has been 
a winter experienced in generations 
during which there has been such a 
uniform high temperature, although! 
periods of greater warmth have ex­
isted.

In the lumber woods throughout the 
country conditions are very unfavor-* 
able and an almost entire cessation 
of operations will no doubt take plaça 
during the next fortnight unless there 
comes a considerable fall of snow. 
Many logging crews are working only; 
from day to day in the expectation 
that snow will come.

The ice in the river is dégénéra ting 
in strength day by day. Since Sunday 
the ice in the Kennebaccasis has open­
ed as far as McColgon’s Point, opposite 
Millidgevilie. Thus all traffic across 
thé ice to Bayswater is cut off.

If the present weather conditions pre­
vail for a few days longer, midwinter 
excursions will again be in order. AJ 
phone message says that the main 
river is open as far as Carter’s Point. 
A tug could now get within a few hun­
dred yards of the point reached by 
the Lillie on January 17th, 1891, which!

NEW YORK, Jan. 8.—The work of 
securing a jury to try Harry K. Thaw 
a second time for killing Stanford 
White, was half completed when court 
adjourned shortly before six o’clock 
tonight. * The original venire of 300 
special service jurors had been ex­
hausted at that hour and the custo­
mary night sitting was abandoned. 
Two hundred additional talesmen have 
been ordered to report tomorrow morn­
ing.

David later on said in the course of 
talk, “I didn’t know what I was do­
ing.” The bringing out of this evidence 
would tend to show that the defense is 
planning to prove that David at the 
time of the murder was committed was 
not responsible for his action.

All through the proceedings David 
sat in a half sleepy mood in the box 
and seemed to take no interest in the 
world about him. In fact he seemed 
to be about the most unconcerned man 
of all those present in the large court 
room. This may be accounted for to 
some extent from the fact of his not un­
derstanding the English language as 
he says “very much,” and so not being 
able to realize what was being said by 
the witnesses. From appearance what­
ever the cause may be, he shows little

The oath of service was administered 
tSday to three men, making six 'in all, 
who have been finally accepted. Three 
provisional Jurors also' were in the 
box at the close of the day’s session, 
but they are still subject to peremptory 
challenge. Another storm of those arbi­
trary removals struck the panel when 
all twelve seats had been filled at four 
o’clock, and six chairs were left va­
cant when it subsided. The defense 
now has exercised eleven of" its thirty 
challenges and the prosecution eight.

The plan of maintaining both per­
manent and temporary jurors in the 
trial panel until twelve men finally 
selected for service, is unique in the 
New York courts and has imposed a 
double duty upon the guards, who 
directed each night to keep the sworn 
jurors and the provisional separate.

In the selection of the Jury, Martin 
W. Littleton, Thaw’s senior counsel, is 
so conducting his examination of tales­
men as to indelibly impress upon them 
the fact that if the defense introduce 
evidence tending to show that Thaw 
was insane at the time of the Madison 
Square roof-garden tragedy, the bur­
den of proofs falls upon the shoulders 
of the district attorney and he must 
prove beyond a reasonable doubt that 
the defendant was really sane.

This principle was not so clearly 
enunciated at the former hearing. 
Thaw’s attorneys today furnished the 
first big surprise of the second trial 
by admitting that several of the expert 
witnesses who served on the staff of 
the district attorney at the first trial 
and who declared when Mr. Jerome 
made application for a lunacy commis­
sion, that, in their opinion, Thaw was 
so insane as not to know the nature 
of the proceedings against him and was 
entirely incapable of intelligently ad­
vising with his counsel, are now under 
subpoena by the defense.

They made affidavit that to their 
opinion Thaw, at the time of the in­
quiry was suffering from an incurable 
form of insanity. These same doctors, 
however, had previously testified on 
the witness stand in response to Mr. 
Jerome’s famous hypothetical question, 
that they believed Thaw knew what 
he was about when he shot and killed 
Stanford White. This move, it is said, 
is intended by the defense as a block 
to the prosecution in putting these 
same doctors on. the stand, and is tak­
en by some as showing a determina­
tion that Thaw shall not be convict­
ed even with the danger of a stay ln 
the asylum for trie criminal insane at 
Matteawan as the altematice. 
alienists who were the mainstay of the 
prosecutor at the first trial were Doc­
tors William Mahon, Charles Mac­
Donald and Austin Flint. They were 
present at the former hearing from the 
very first day, and their absence this 
year has been commonly noted.

The defense in the present trial is 
insanity at the time White was killed. 
In making out this case it will require 

'delicate handling to show Thaw so 
mentally deranged at that time as not 
to know tl e nature or quality of his 
act, and at the same time show that he 
is now mentally sound.

If they are placed on the stand, Mr. 
Littleton may interrogate and draw 
from these men the opinion lhaLThaw 
^Vas also insane at the time of the 
homicide and then endeavor to limit 
all testimony as to the defendant’s 
mental condition to the immediate 
period of the tragedy.

If successful ln this, the defense 
would force a trial of the case strictly 
on Thaw’s mental condition in the sum­
mer of 1906. This, in turn, would force 
District Attorney Jerome to again ap­
ply for a lunacy commission, and 
Thaw’s attorneys are confident of his 
ability to successfully fight out his 
claim of present sanity before such « 
board.

Ensign Martin, also of the Salvation 
Army, who was also present when the 
shooting occurred, and assisted Cap­
tain Porter in attending the woman, 
corroborated the evidence given by 
Captain Porter. The testimony of 
these witnesses was similar in almost 
every detail to that given at the pre­
liminary hearing.

Policeman Gardiner’s examination 
was of an interesting character. Mr.
Gardiner told of his hearing the sup­
posed fire. He was about 20 feet dis­
tance when the first was fired. He did 
not see the revolver dischaiged. He 
immediately proceeded to the prisoner, 
and before he reached him the revol­
ver was discharged again. There 
could not have been more than a sec­
ond between the first and second shots.
He seized the prisoner and placed him 
under arrest and took possession of 
the revolver. It was 32 calibre and 
two chambers were, empty. The revol­
ver being produced in court was iden­
tified by the policeman. The latter 
also told of other things found on 
David, including 44 cartridges. These 
were also produced and identified and 
Gardiner filled the two efiipty cham­
bers with two of these cartridges. The 
revolver and the cartridges were passed 
among the jury for inspection.

The policeman went under a strict 
cross-examination at the hands of Mr.
Hazen. Mr. Gardiner expressed the 
opinion that the action taken by Mr.
Power was unnnecesary and the pris­
oner at the time was in custody and did 
not show any attempt to resist.

carsThe London Times has heartily tak­
en up Earl Grey's proposals with ré­
ference to erecting the Quebec Battle­
fields into a national park in connec­
tion with the 300th anniversary of the 
founding of Quebec by Champlain.
The following editorial in the Times 
of December 16 ie devoted to the sub­
ject: »

“By an interesting coincidence, on 
Thursday and Friday last week 
speeches were delivered, one in Mon­
treal and the other here in London, in 
celebration of the founders of our Can­
adian and Indian Empires a oentuuy 
and a half ago. At the1-Merchant Tay­
lors’ .School Lord Curzon unveiled a 
memorial commemorating the educa­
tion there of Robert, Lord Clive, the 
victor of Plassey, who, as Governor of 
Fort William in Bengal, “won the 
love of the native peoples and left the 
administration pure.’’ In his fine 
Speech,, Instinct with the greatness of 
his theme, Lord Clive’s 
able to reassure his audience about 
one subject which he has much at 
heart. He tells us that a sum is now 
secured all but sufficient for memor­
ials in London and In Calcutta worthy 
of the man to whom England and 
India owe so much, 
on this scheme are well known, and 
we need now .only record our great 

■ satisfaction at this successful issue 
to Lord CurzorVs pious endeavors to 
celebrate Lord Clive’s achievements.
In the younger American continent,
Lord Grey, Governor-General of Can­
ada, made an appeal on the previous 
day for an object which has for 
months been interesting the Province 
of Quebec and, indeed, the whole of 
the Dominion. During the same de­
cade as that in which Olive won In­
dia, and under the same great Min­
ister’s direction, Wolfe, on the Plains 
of Abraham, died in the hour which 
almost at the same moment . as his 
noble adversary Montcalm. Less than 
a year later, Wolfe’s lieutenant, Mur­
ray, left In charge of Quebec, suffered 
his glorious defeat from de Levis,
Montcalm’s successor, on the neigh­
boring plain of Sainte Foye. Some 
memorials, Indeed, exist at Quebec of 
these events; a joint monument to 
Montcalm and Wolfe overlooks the 
St. Lawrence from the Governor’s 
garden; an obelisk, ercted in 1849 by 
the rank and file of the British gariri- 
son in Canada to commemorate the 
death of Wolfe, stands on the plains 
of Abraham; and a record of the 
French and British achievements in 
1760 stands on the Sainte Foye road.
But the Plains of Abraham/ glorious 
to French .'and British alike as, the 
closing scene of a long struggle In' 
which each were alternately victors,- 
and each equally enterprising and 
courageous, have been turned to un­
worthy uses by becoming the site of 
a Jail which dominates the St. Law­
rence as a parting eyesore to the trav­
eller up stream from Quebec. To re­
move this 'blot upon a classic spot and- 
to commemorate there worthily, the- 
deeds of two now brother races was 
the object of Lord Grey’s appeal to his 
Canadian audience.

“The moment Is well chosen. Next 
year Canada will be celebrating her 
three hundredth birthday. Early In 
the sixteenth century Jacques Cartier 
with French adventurers visited Qué­
bec, bt it was not until 1608 that any 
serious attempt was made to settle 
and annex the country. In that year 
Champlain founded the parent city of 
Canada. For a hundred and fifty 
years more Quebec was thé great out­
post of French dominion on the Ami 
erlean continent where great admin­
istrators and ecclesiastics, even more 
Canadian than French, like Frontenac 
and Laval spread French ideas and 
French religion in competition with 
the slower-witted and less well-direct­
ed British colonies to the south. It 
was the city of the soldier and the 
priest, ‘spire and belfry, church and 
monastery, barrack and battery 
mounting one above the other, tier 
above tier,’ that Wolfe first saw one 
summer morning In 1759 from the Isle 
of Orleans. This part of the city 
facing down stream from Cape Dia­
mond is no' less imposing now than 
it was In Morftcalm’s day; it is the 
ridge beyond, * overlooking the narrow 
channel of the river and the track 
where Wolfe’s troops “whom nothing 
could discourage, pulled themselves 
and one another up by stumps and 
boughs of trees,’ that is now changed 
in aspect and disfigured. The pro­
posal supported with all the weight of 
his authority by Lord Grey to com­
memorate Canada’s three hundredth 
anniversary, is to buy up the Plains 
of Abraham and the field of Sainte 
Foye beyond, remove the Jail and 
other inappropriate buildings from 
their present site and dedicate both 
grounds- as a public park to the na­
tion for ever. Further, It Is pro­
posed in rivalry of the colossal statue 
of Liberty which greets the voyager 
at New York, to erect a momument 
representing the Angel of Peace on 

.the most prominent site In Quebec 
overlooking the St. Lawrence, with 
outstretched arms to welcome the Im­
migrant to the land of promise. With 
this last suggestion we confess that 
we do not feel so much in accord as 
with the rest of the scheme; a sym­
bolical statue of the nature describ­
ed might perhaps Jar with the an­
cient associations and the picturesque 
aspect to’ the traveller’s sense of awe 
and beauty as it did to Wolfe. But 
to free the Plains of Abraham and 
of Sainte Foye from Incongruous as­
sociations, and to dedicate them to 
the finest traditions of both nationali­
ties in -Canada, are ideas worthy of 
the great occasion which they are in­
tended to celebrate.

The wind in­
creased to a gale from the southwest, 
with a heavy sharp crested sea. 
spven boats started for shore, and all 
reached port in safety except Mr. Da­
kin’s. Six of the seven boats had a 
very narrow escape, all having shipped 
quantities of water, sbme as much as 
6 and 10 barrels. So great was the 
anxiety of the crews of the boats and 
the close attention they had to pay to 
handling them, beating in, that It was 
Impossible to be looking around or ob­
serve particularly any boat but their 
own.
