-B OTTAWA, May 13—The seventh day 

cf the debate on the election^ bill still 
still finds the commons at a complete 
deadlock with the opposition displaying 
a blind obstinacy in rejecting the rea­
sonable and absolutely fair compromise 
offered yesterday by Sir Wilfrid Lau­
rier and regardless of the inconsfstency 

•of the present attitude &s contrasted 
with the position taken earlier in the 
debate. - Determined to continue ob­
struction and hold up the business on 
the country, to-the embarrassment of 
hundreds of members of the civil ser­
vice throughout Canada,-whose salaries 
cannot be paid until additional sup­
plies are voted. In caucus this morn­
ing the opposition decided that they 
would be -satisfied with nothing less 
than the complete withdrawal of the 
contentious first clause of the bill pro­
viding for the remedying of acknow­
ledged defects in the present situation 
in Manitoba.

Mr. Borden In his speech this after­
noon took his party with him in a bold 
plunge of uncompromising opposition 
to the government's position. Practi­
cably the opposition' now says to the 
government: “While your proposals as 
outlined by ' Sir Wilfrid Lauriev’s 
speech of yesterday1 are not only de­
sirable, but acceptable and while we 
agree that some action is necessary 
you’ nflust withdraw the present bill; 
otherwise we will not consent to pass

until at this time the government 
actually had most absolute control as 
to the preparation of the lists, with all/ 
the party advantage that such control 
gives.

Mr. Carvell ably summarized the 
arguments of Laurier and other Liber­
als in refuting the thin red line asser­
tions, and drove home the evidence of • 
hollowness oil the part of the Conser-t 
vatives in repeating the assertions af­
ter the attorney-general of Manitoba' 
had failed to prosecute the alleged of­
fender. When the Conservative party 
stood up in the House and practically 
said they would" stop supply until this 
bill was withdrawn, they were living 
up to their past with a vengeance. 
They were also taking a step that 
would aid rather than embarrass the 
Liberal party.

NBWBURYFORT, Mass., May 10,— 
Caught by a big wave as they w*e 
crossing the bar a mile and a" half off 
Plum Island, at the mouth'"Of thé M’er- 
rimac River, nine mèn who were on a 
pleasure < Cruise In a naphtha launch 
owned by ' George E. Bajley of . ’this 
City, were capsized today and five, of 
the men were drowned and their bodies 
swept out to sea by the dbb tide, while 
Captain Bailey and three others were 
picked up by passing boats.

The men drowned are:
Bernard O. Parisso, 43 years.
Pietro Milone, 36 years.
Ricco Sehena, 19 yearc
Joseph Colombo, 25 years.
George Plumbis, 25 years.
The rescued were:
George E. Bailey, 43 years.
William Bailey, his son, 18 years.
Frank Teague, 18 years.
Thomas Keenan, 35 years.
The five men who were drowned were 

Italians Parisso and Milone have fam­
ilies in Italy and were Intending to go 
heme in a few days. Parisso had $500 
with him and Milone had $100 on his 
person, all in cash, which was lost 
with the men.

Keenan, who was rescued, was in a 
serious condition and had to be worked 
over for a long time before being 
brought to-

The men were all employed in the 
Ellis shoe shops in this city, eight of 
the men being under Bailey, who is 
foreman of the lasting department in 
the shops.

The men assisted Bailey in launching 
his boat for the season last night and 
were promised a cruise today by the 
owner as appreciation for their help.

The men went out at noon. It was

ebb tide and there was » strong north­
east wind which kicked up a choppy 
sea off the bar, which they success­
fully negotiated on the outward trip. 
The men were out but a short time 
when they turned to come in.

The launch had reached the north 
shoal, a mile and a half off Plum Is­
land life saving station, when a big 
wave struck the launch and keeled her 
over. All the men were thrown into 
the water.

The Italians in their terror were un­
able to save themselves, though two of 
them ^lung for a time to Keenan. 
Keenan tried to rescue the men, but 
was unsuccessful and became so ex­
hausted he could scarcely cling to the 
boat himself.

Bailey and three others clung to the 
boat, and in a few minutes were pick­
ed up by Andrew Gyman in one boat 
and Jack Wood and Walter Bradley 
in another. ;...

The life savers at Plum Island had 
seen the upset and name out in the 
surf boat and immediately took the 
men to the island, where restoratives 
were applied. All but Keenan rallied 
quickly. Keenan after being revived 
was put in bed and is expected to be 
all right tomorrow.

The launch was swept swiftly out to 
sea and was seen to be picked up by 
a fishing fleet bound for Rockport, a 
mile further out to sea and was prob­
ably towed to port.

There is litttie chance that the bodies 
of the men drowned will be recovered. 
They went down in about 60 feet of 
water, and as there was a strong ebb 
tide they wore probably carried out

A « } Owd0 15DUNDEE, May 9.—After a short, 
sharp contest lasting exactly one week, 
Dundee today proved steadfast to the 
Liberal faith which -it has held un- 
éfcaken for a quarter of a century and 
returned Winston Spencer Churchill, 
president of the Board of Trade, to 
the House of 'Commons at the head of 
the poll.

Although the Unionists did not ex­
pect to oust Mr. Churchill from that 
generally regarded safe seat, their 
most sanguine prediction being that 
Sir George Baxter, their candidate, 
had “a good sporting chance,”. still 
they have the satisfaction of rising 
from fourth to second place in the poll 
as compared with 1906, and of reducing 
the Liberal majority from 5,415 to 
2,709.

The vote today stood:
Winston Spencer Churchill (Liberal), 

7,079; Sir George Baxter (Unionist), 
4,370; Mr. Stuart (Laborite), 4^014; Mr. 
Scrymgour (Prohibitionist), 655.

Dundee is one of the chief sufferers 
from prevailing bad trade and the 
tariff reformers and Laborites made 
the most of it.

The former paraded with placards 
declaring that the jute workers had 
lost their employment through the 
American tariffs, and this was the op­
portunity for them. The local jute 
works closed today, and this afforded 
an excellent argument, and 
the tariff reformers were not slow to- 
take advantage of. The advocates of 
protection and thx Laborites made cap­
ital out of the shipbuilding dispute, in 
connection with which there are 1,400 
vnemployed in Dundee.

The fact that Mr. Churchill was not 
so successful as his predecessor in the 
Board of Trade in effecting a settle­
ment of the great industrial crisis was 
regarded as most hopeful by the La­
borites for their cause.

Mr. Churchill also suffered from the 
Suffragettes who had .frequently brok­
en up open air meetings by the clang­
ing of railway, and dinner bells and 
goading him on Friday’s meeting to 
arpeal to an assembly of workmen not 
to tolerate the rowdyisrii oï roughs,‘but 
to meet force by force. ,

As Attor­
ney General, Dr. Pugsley was by law 
entitled to fees, such as a percentage 
on succession, duties collected, travel­
ling expenses, remuneration for extra­
ordinary legal services, etc., in addi­
tion to his regular salary. Under the 
existing system of accounting these 
charges were often not included in the 
provincial expenditures for the year 
they were incurred, and the Attorney 
General, having done the extra work 
at his own expense and having put in 
his bill In regular form, has apparently 
at times been allowed advances on ac­
count pending the definite settlement 
his claim, which to some instances, 
particularly with regard to the col­
lection of succession duties, required 
some time.

An Instance of this Is the fact that, 
though Dr. Pugsley has 
the provincial government a year or.

Undoubtedly, under- our constitution, 
the opposition has in its hands, to a 
certain extent, the power which the 
Conservative party proposes thus un­
scrupulously to use. The government 
cannot spend a dollar of public money 
until parliament has voted approval of 
the expenditure, and, by taking ad­
vantage of their privilege of unlimited 
discussion of each item opposition 
members can delay its passage in­
definitely. Where the item is in itself 
unjustifiable this process is proper 
enough. But there is no such conten­
tion in this case. The announced plan

locate with water ' transportation at 
their doom, permitting the Import of 
fuel and raw material and the export 
of product at a minimum of cost. 
Pending the day when some genius 
shall harness the tremendous energy of 
the Futidy tides to our service, we be­
lieve that the possibilities of Cour­
tenay Bay present to Bt. John Its 
brightest prospect of growth, and the 
best project for port development is 
not one which falls to take this Into 
the fullest consideration.

The, C. P. R. ocean-going 
tug Cruizer, from St. John, N. B., is 
a quarter of a mile behind the Ottawa, 
and it is expected that she will stand 
by to render assistance in ease it is 
required. The Otjtawa is not expected 
to reach Quebec until tomorrow night 
or Wednesday morning.

He con­
sidered the reason why it did not stop 
was that the motorman had not noticed 
that the brake Was not effectual and 
before he could put on the brake the 
second time It would have gone three or 
four lengths. He never saw what he 
would call a really good fender yet.

He wouldn’t consider the fender on 
car 34 a first class fender. He gave 
motorftien Instructions not to exceed 
fen miles an hour atl any time. The 
time tables were made out in a man­
ner that governed the speed.

He was inclined to think that It was 
due to the dirty condition of the rail 
that the fuse burned out.

Walking With a Young Lady.

CLEVELALND, Ohio, May 11—Eight' 
horses, attached to a big circus wag­
on with a hippopotamus in it, became 
frightened during, a parade today and 
ran away down Scranton Hill at full 
speed.

CHARLOTTETOWN, May 12—One of 
the most sensational murders /that has 
ever exercised .this .almost crime-^rce 
province occurred on Sunday nîght'-at 
Miscouche, a small village about/five 
miles from Summerstde. 'The .victim is 
Joseph D. McMillan, aged -,5, a prom­
inent young farmer, and his slayer is 
Alonzo Doeherty, aged 21J

On Sunday afternoon MclOllah, ac­
companied by Stella MacDonald and 
her stator, walked from Miscouche to 
Summerstde. la the evening McMillan 
and Stella left on return ‘to Miscouche, 
Walking along the railway track. When 
about one and one-half miles from 
their destination they met Doeherty 
coming towards them. It was a bright 
moonlight night. He had a revolver In 
his hand.

“Hold on,” he said.
“Is that a revolver you have?” asked 

McMillan. “Yes," replied Doeherty, and 
pulled the trigger.

A 32 calibre bullet crashed into Mc­
Millan’s heart. “My God I am shot;” 
he said, and staggered and fell. As he 
lay on the ground Doeherty fired two 
more bullets Into the head of his vic­
tim, whose struggles ceased for ever.

The railway track was bordered with 
thick bushes. Doeherty dragged the 
body into the woods and accompanied 
the horror stricken girl to her- home. 
He stayed there several hours and. at 
daylight went with the girl to Father 
Monaghan's, the priest’s, and told him 
the whole story and where to find the 
Joseph D. McMillan, aged 26, a prom- 
authorities and the body was found In 
the spot indicated. Doeherty went to 
the house of his father, informing him 
of the terrible deed. The old man, a 
respectable farmer, fell In a faint when 
he beard the awful news. The murder­
er then drove to Miscouche, xvaited the 
arrival, of the police officer from Sum- 
merside, and gave himself up. He is 
now lodged in Summerslde jail.

" To a representative of 'the press he 
sattl; “'I did the deed and know I shall 
Sufter .for It It means either the gal­
lows or penitentiary for life. I would 
not like the tetter, for I would pine 
away and die anyway. I had no quar­
rel with McMillan. . He was one Of the 
best fellows to Miscouche. My deed 
wae not prompted by jealousy. I was 
In the habit of carrying a revolver

through the xvoods and had placed 
that one In my pocket on Sunday. 
So„me uncontrollable impulse seized me 
when I met McMillan and Stella. I 
had kept company with her for three 
years.

Doeherty then told how he dragged 
the body into (he woods so that no One 
would see it. Doherty is a fine, strap­
ping, good-looking fellow about star 
feet. McMillan is also a splendid spec- 
imeh of physical manhood.

An inquest was held by Coroner 
Bowness today and the. jury returned 
a verdict that he McMillan came to his 
death from shots fired from a revol-1 
ver in the hands, of and fired by the 
prisoner. Doherty has been remanded 
till Thursday, xvhen he will be tried 
before Stipendiary Wright.

Report involved in the homestead which has
witnessed the tragic deaths of at least 
fourteen persons. Heavy showers to­
day made excavating, impossible, but

. Guinness house which was burned on 
April 28. The heavier pieces of debris 
and the bricks were cleared from ,bhe 
south half of the basement, and it is 
thought the mining operations will he 
started in earnest tonforrow. This op­
eration is to find evidence bearing on 
the identity of the woman’s body 
found in the debris of the burned house 
and supposed by some to be that of 
Mrs. Guinness.

Dr. J. H. William Meyer sent to the 
coroner his findings resulting from the 
autopsies of the bodies supposed to. be 
those of Andrew Helgelein of Mans­
field, S. D., and Jennie Olsen, the 
foster-daughter of Mrs- Guinness, who 
disappeared in 1906- Dr, Meyer report­
ed that a mass of hair had been found 
in the clenched fist of Helgelein and 
that the fingers grasping it had been 
severed above the first phalanx.

The convening of a Jury today gave 
Ralph N. Smith, prosecuting attorney, 
little opportunity to further his investi­
gations into the Guinnpss case. \

He took time absolutely to deny a re­
port that a gold band ring in the pos­
session of the prosecution was found on 
a finger of the left hand of the charred 
corpse said to be that of Mrs. 
Gulnness-

Another report was disproved today.

Miss Carrie Garwood, who taught the 
school attended by the three Guiinneee 
children, denied that on the morning 
preceding the. destruction"' ..of .the 
Guinness home they camç to school 
crying and complaining that their 
mother had beaten them "because they 
started to enter the cellar of their 
home.

Dr. Meyer’s report on the bodies of 
Helgelein and Miss Olsen declared that 
both met unnatural deaths.

In the case of the young woman, the 
condition of the corpse precluded any 
possibility of determining the manner 
in which she was murdered. Decay, 
caused largely by lime, destroyed the 
tissues so that the organs are scarcely 
susceptible t<^ chemical analysis, and 
there is not enough flesh left to show 
evidence of -wounds, 
skull revealed none.

Heleglein’s body had been in the 
ground only a few months at most and 
It gave evidence of a death struggle. 
The clenched hand, which contained 
hair, had been mutilated,and the other 
hand had been severed at the wrist. 
Of this body, the official report says:

“From the findings, it is evident that 
the man died*an unnatural death, but 
at whose hands or how, cannot be de­
termined by the examination so far. 
The hair in the hand is likely from the 
head of his murderer, or the stomach 
may show what poison, it any, killed 
him.”

Dr. Meyer, commenting on this state­
ment, said:

LAPORTE, Ind., May 12.—Evidence 
to establish the identity of three addi­
tional victims of Mrs. Belie Guinness 
was the most positive development of 
a day filled with contradictory happen­
ings here today. Both prosecution and 
defense received set-backs from the 
discoveries and revelations, but'om the 
whole substantial progress was made 
toward bringing the case to the, stage 
where it will be transferred to the 
courts. < ' ' t

The reports of the four persons who 
conducted the post-mortem examina­
tions on the bodies found in the ruins 
of the Guinness 'home, Aprtl 28, 'were 
given to the coroner’s Jury this morn­
ing. They fall to ostablhihthe manner 
in which the womah suRf"Jhree chil­
dren met death, and it is probable that 
the coroner’s jury will return an 
verdict regarding them. - 

The procedure in Indiana does not 
provide for coroner’s Juries, so the find­
ing will be the individual conclusions 
of Coroner Mack.

Dr. Mack saidrtoday that he had no 
idea as to what his return would be.

The prosecuting attorney is not de­
pendent upon the coroner for findings 
upon which to base grand Jury or other 
court actio. The two officials in this 
case are, in fact, proceeding almost in­
dependently of each other.

Prosecutor R. N. Smith is still col­
lecting evidence, which he asserts will 
connect Ray Làmphere with the death 
of Mrs. Guinness and her three chil­
dren, and In this work he is being aid­
ed by the sheriff. New facts brought 
to light today concerning the body Sup­
posed to be that of Mrs. Guinness are 
as follows:

That the right arm is practically 
complete and that most of the left 
forearm and hand are in existence. 
Hitherto, the complete arm had been 
known as the left arm and the right 
arm was supposed to have been com­
pletely consumed in the fire.

That three rings, two containing in­
scriptions, had been found on the 
hands.

That with the body had been discov­
ered . fragments of bed clothing and 
of a feather mattress, the remains of 
four night dresses, the one of an adult 
and the others those of a child, and 
fragments of adult underwear.

The rings presented a puzzle which 
thus far has not been solved. The in­
scriptions contain initials which are 
unaccountable, except upon one hypo­
thesis, that being that the ornaments 
were the property of Peter Guinness’ 
first wife, that he presented them to 
Mrs. Guinness or that she obtained pos­
session of them after his death and 
that she wore them on the night when 
the house was burned.

OTTAWA, Ont., May 12.—The evi­

dence given today in the inquiry under 
Judge Cassels Into the charges of the 
civil service commission against the 
Marine Department brought out few 
new facts that might, tend either to Il­
lumine or justify the charges made by 
the commissioners.

Col. Anderson, chief engineer of the 
department, who was again on--the 
stand, declared that the only . 
the departmental staff against 
he had any suspicion as being guided 
by other motives than a desire to hon­
estly serve the department and public 
interests was J. F. Fraser, commis­
sioner of' lights.

C<rt. Anderson admitted, however, 
that he had nothing tnagible on which 
to base this suspicion, and might be 
prejudiced by the fact that Mr. Fra­
ser’s appointment to the position did 
not meet with his approbation. Col. 
Anderson also Insinuated that there 
was some collusion between Mr. Fra­
ser and T. L. Willson, Ottawa’s mil­
lionaire manufacturer of ' carbide, in 
the matter of securing for the latter 
departmental contracts. Mr. Willson 
tn his evidence unequivocally declared 
that there was absolutely no founda­
tion for any such charge. He had, he 
said, received no favors from Mr. Fra- 
»w, .was not instrumental in securing 
his appointment as commissioner of 
limits, and had made no profit at all 
out of the contracts for carbide with 
the department. The prices quoted the 
department, he explained, were lower 
than those quoted to any private firms 
or Individuals, and the books of the 
company proved this.

ÎE. A. Wall berg, another— contractor 
•who has been charged with exploiting 
the department, also gave straightfor­
ward evidence to show that there had 
been no collusion on his part with any 
official or the department in getting 
contracts at other than fair prices.

At the conclusion of the afternoon 
sitting Judge Cassels announced that 
he Would not be able to 
qulry for some considerable time, for 
next month his exchequer court ap­
pointments In the Maritime Province 
would keep him busy. After that came 
the Tegular holidays and then in Sep­
tember he would have to go to Mani­
toba and British Columbia, 
qulry was accordingly adjourned sine 
die.

The explosion occurred six hundred 
feet und^r ground and'T^K 
the shaft up which the miners mako 
their exit. John Kosmltb, a miner, left 
a small “gas feeder” in the extreme 
end of a gangway burning all Last 
night, which set fire to the timbers and 
the coal. Early today when the file 
boss started into the mine to make hia 
rounds, he discovered the fire. He at 
once reported it and, with three men, 
he tried to subdue the flames, but they 
mef with gas while trying to do so. 
Shortly after a slight explosion occur­
red, burning the four 
seriously injuring them, 
came out of the mine and the inside 
foreman summoned a gang of men to­
gether and went into the mine to 
out the fire.

They worked all day around the 
flames in order to shut them off and 
stop them from spreading.

They then "let air in from another 
gangway to allow, thé g^s..to escape, 
and while doing so a second .explosion 
occurred, killing seven of the men and 
injuring the others.

The shock of the explosion was felt 
on the surface and a rescue party was 
formed and they were sent into the 
mine qt once to get the men out. They 
worked until 8.30 o’clock tonight before 
they were able to bring them ail to the 
surface. Several of the rescue party 
were overcome by gas and had to be 
taken from the mine in a semi-consci­
ous condition.

When the news of the explosion 
spread through the historic town of 
Wyming, thousands of persons flocked 
to the mine and the state police, who 
have their barracks near tfiere, had all 
they could do to keep the crowd away 
from the mouth of the shaft.

Railroads Wouldn’t Under­

OTTAWA, May 12.—The plan for a 

militia display at Quebec this summer 
In connection with the tercentenary 
celebration there has been consider­
ably curtailed. Instead of 80,000 uni­
formed men being assembled there, the 
number will probably be about five 
thousand. Of these the permanent 
force wUVTornlsh some twelve hundred 
and city corps will make up the bal­
ance. The reduction of the number of 
militia is not due to expense or any 
question of finances. It Is due entire­
ly to the problem of transportation. To 
make the mltitia assemblage a success 
It was felt necessary to have the men 
taken to Quebec1 and detrained there 
In the course of one or two day*, and 
to' return them to their homes as 
promptly after the celebration was 
over. The railroad authorities were 
consulted and while they pro­
mised to do everything in their 
power they pointed out to the militia 
authorities that the middle of July 
was their busiest season for tourist 
travel and for handling the Increasing 
tide of Immigration it might be that 
at the time when the troops were to be 
moved there would be two or three 
steamships loaded with Immigrants ar­
riving .at Quebec, and. it would be ab­
solutely necessary to use the present 
available rolling stock to send them 
Weft. They could not therefore under­
take to deliver thirty thousand militia 
men in Quebec in less than the space 
of three or four days or to take them 
away more expeditiously., In view of 
these facts the Minister of Militia and 
his adviserir have come to the conclu­
sion, that it would be better not 
set all
