SUSSEX, June 24.—The fine weather
of the early part of the week changed
for the worse this afternoon when a
drizzling rain set in. The temperature
fell at the same time, with the result
that the troops un®ér canvas expect to
pass-a night eooler even than last
night.

Camp life so far has been devoid of
startling incidents. The training is
being taken up according to the syl-
labus drawn up. Squad drill, manual
and firing exercise took the attention
of the infantry brigade yesterday. The
Hussars performed squadron, drill -on
the flat to the northwest of the grounds
and the other arms of the service de-
voted the day to drill of various kinds. Y
The muster parades of a.ll’uults were
also held.

The inspection of the lines of the
varjous corps is expect today. ‘This
inspection is for the purpose of ascer-
taining the sanitary condition of the
camp grounds. New idéas *in camp
sanitation are tg/ bé put into practice
this year. Already stands which are
to be connected _with .specially. con-
structed sinks have been provided for
the infantry lines. "The use of these
will' do away with ‘the oustom -of
throwing dirty water in all’parts’of the
lines. Binks for kitchen refuse, sim-
ilar to those last year, are also be con-
structed. In the past the rubbish
which so rapidly accumulates in camp
has been removed by fatigué parties
with whoelbarrows, and deposited at a
distance from the tents.’ Thie year in-
cinerators are ta be bullt at the rear
of ‘each regimen®’s lines. In these the
rubbish wili‘be burned.

LONDON, June $4.—Premier Whit-
ney, of Toronto, writes to an English
correspondent suggesting that the time
has come when the general. interests
of the Empire demand a full and free
discussion of the pweferential problem
in an imperial conferenes. His trium-
phant return to power in Ontario gives
added weight to his viewa.

Mr., Whitrey says'—The whole ques-
tion and the action which may pe the
result of a full and fres digcuseion are
certain to-have more serious and last-
ing effect ‘on the future of the Empire
than any questien ever presented to
the British people. I se8e no reason
why we should wait till the people of
Great Britain are a unit vn the subject
either way. I beliave the proper me--
thod is not to turn our becks upon it
or’ igneore it becauwse it hes become a
question of party controversy in Eng-
iand, but boldly take the position that
theseveral sections or groups of com-
munities comprising the. Empire, and
far this purpose Great Britain sheuld
be considered one, should expresg their
views. Such sections or groups should
sit down together in conference, Are
the unity and continwity of the Em-!
pire to be the governing objects 0 be
kept in view?  Awxe they desirable to
the extent that .each growp would be
willing to make sacrifices if neccssary
in that behalf ¢ There ie every rea-
son- to belisve a startiog point could
be found which would lead -to gread
resuits indeed.”

OTTAWA, June 24.—In the senate
today Senator Casgrain called the at-
tention of the government to the ad-
visabllity of oBtaining more adequate
information regarding the inland fish-
eries of Canada. He believed there
should be attention given to the block-
ing of streams by dams which contain-
ed no provision for fish to ascend. He
advised the construction of a' fishwav
to permit such migrating fish as sal-
mon to ascend the:St. John River and
passing Grand Falls make use of the
great chain of lakes at the headwaters
of the’St. John.

Hon, R. W. Scott stated there was
an intematior_xal comngittee preparing

_a report for the conservation of fish in

international waters. The Minister of
Marine was considering the appont-
ment of a commission to report upon
inland fisheries.

In reference to a statement made by
Senator = Ferguson that the recent
amendments to the Exchequegr Court 1
Act @id not allow of the appointment
of a judge to relieve Judge Cassels
of his regular duties pending the ma-
rine department investigation, Hon. R.

GROVER GLEVELAND PASSED AWAY
SUDDENLY AT PRINGETON, N. J.

PRINCETON, N. J., June 24 —Grover
Cleveland, twice president of the Unit-
ed States, died at 8.40 o’clock this
morning at his home, “Westland,” in
this college town, where he had lived
since his retirement as the nation’s
chief executive aimomst 12 years ago.

‘When the end came, which was sud-
den, there were in the death chamber-
on the second floér of the Cleveland
residnce Mrs, Cleveland, Dr. Joseph D.
Bryant of New York, Mr. Cleveiand’'s
family physician and personal friend;'
Dr. George Leockwood, also of New-
York, and Dr. Jehn M. Carnnerthan of’|
Prinoceton.

An officlal statement given out this
afternoon signed by the three physi-
cians geve heart trouble superinduced
by stomach and kidney aMments of
long standing as the cause of death.

While Mr, Cleveland had been in’
poor heaith for the last two years—he
had lost & hundred pounds in weight—
his death came umnexpectedly. Some
three weeks «go he wes brought home.
from Lakewvod, where his condition
for a thme had been such that the
botel at which he was staying was
kept open after Iits regular sea-
son - because he was teo iil to’be
be removed.

Mr. Cleveland became worse during
the night, and Mrs. Cleveland was call-
ed to the bedside of her husband. The
distinguished patient sank into an un-
comsciousness, from which he recover-
ed at times, only again to suffer a re-
lapse. This continued throughout the
night and early morning. The last time
he became unconsclous was about_two
‘hours before he died. Death was peace-
ful. Just before he passed away, Mr.
Cleveland. sought to-say something,
but his words were inaudible.

The text of the official  statement
glven out b’y the physicians is as fol-
lows:

“Mr Cleveland fer many years had
suffered from repeated attacks of gas-
trie intestinal origin. Also he had a
long-standing orgsnic gdisorder of the
hedrt- and- the kidneys, and this was
the cause of his death. -

Mr. Cleveland's body will be buried
in Princeton cemetery on Friday in the
family -plot=where lie the ashes of
Ruthy the eldest of the Cleveland child-
ren, whose death was a =ad blow to
him.

Mrs. Cleveland denied herself to all
callers.- Among those who came today
personally to extend their sympathy
mwas Clarence F. Bacon of New York,
a néphew .of Mr. Cleveland.

. OTTAWA, June 24—In the Commons
this morning, Hon. Mr. Fielding stated
that the question of instituting a gov-
ernment spectfon for the banks of
Canada was an important one and well
worth study, However, the financial
minister by no means agreed as to
what the results would be. It would be
studied in time for the general revis-
fon of the.bank act for next session

He 'declared the
government Had discriminated against
New Brunswick in the matter of whart
building. ‘It wae harsh treatment to
compel the provincial government to
pay half the cost, and now that there
was a Minister of Public Works from
the province. He hoped New Bruns-
wick would get better treatment than
it had got in the past.

Mr. Fowler thought that the govern-
ment should build more " wharves cn
the St. John River.

Hon. Mr/ Pugsley said he had never
been able to understand why the fed-
eral government had not felt it to be
their duty to construct wharves on the
St. John River and its tributaries to
a greater extent than they had done.
Apparently from confederation the fad-
ergl gevernment had taken the view
that while they might properly con-
struct wharvee on the Ottawa, St. Law-
rence and Saguenay rivers, upon the
great lakes and tidal rivers of Nova
8cotia, Quebec and Prince Bdward Ts-
land, they ought not to build wharves
on the 8t. John River, although that
river was one of the most Important
rivers in Canada. His attention had
been called to the subject 16 years ago,
when he was in the provincial govern-
ment, and he was one of those ~ho
made applicatfon for wharves to the
Consgrvative government, of which Mr,
Foster was & member. The member
for North = Toronto then took the
ground that it was no part of the duiw
‘of the federal government to construct
wharves on’the $t.- John River, and
he  and his government refuaed to
spend one dollar for that purpose. At
last, after great pressure, Mr. Foster |
consented to contribute one-half of the
cost of a few whaves. After Hon. Mr.
Blair entered the federal government
a larger amount was contributed, and
during the last two or three years the
government has gone still further and
built two or three wharves entirely at
the expange of the federal government.
He (Mr. Pugsley) took the ground that
the federal government, which expends
money for the building of wharves on
such rivess &t the Saguenay, Ottawa,
and on such lakes as Temiscaming and
Nipissing, should also give reasonable
attention to the claimg of peopte liv>
ing along the St. John River. ' He
trusted that before the session was
over, in addition to the ordinary grant
that had been made for paying half the
cost of building wharves ‘on the  St.
John River, he might be able to have
placed in the supplementary estimates
a respectable amount for the purpose
of giving much needed saccommodation
4n the way of wharves .to the peopie
living alongthe St. John River and its
tributaries.

Mr. Fowler stated that the govern-
ment of the province of New Bruns-
wick had been contributing money to-
wards the building of wharves which
they had no  right to contribute and
that in fairness the federal government

ought to return thé money which- had
been spent.

Federal and Local Works

Hon. Mr. Pugsley said that certain
federal works had been built in the
pest by the provincial governments,
while in other cases ihe federal gov-
ernment had built certain works which
might be regarded as provincial or
local. As Minister of Publia Works he
was prepared to go-a certain iength
in bullding wharves on the St. John
River and its tributartes, but a good-
meany wharves were required and the
federal government-could not be ex-
pected for some years to come to give
all the accommodation that was need-
¢d. He hoped the provinecial govern-
ment would not depart from the policy
it had pursued in the past of spending
a certain amount of roney on
wharves. He would do as much as he
reasonably could to give the people on
the St. John River and its tributaries
equal accommodations,

Mr. Fowler did not think the Minis-
ter'’s statement would satisfy the peo-
ple-of New Brunswick. He would bave
expecrted the Minister to stand up for
his own province.

Now that he has accumulated a for—
tune in his various undertakings he
will probably build a cottage on the
ibanks of the Brudenell river; in ‘one
of the most beautiful spots- of this
nature favored. island, and here spend
the summer months. Mr. Jokrston has
been absent for about thirty
from the island. Most of that time he-
has spent in the United States, where
he ‘has taken big contracts for wharf
building, dredging, and: removing ob-
structions from: rivers and harbors,
such as rocks-and- wrecks, his field of
operatigns beéing- a -large- part of - the
Atlantic. coast and part of the: Pacific
coast..

The European newspapers recently
ehronicled the fact that the Turkish
sovernmrent had retired on a pension of
1,000 . piastres a month g famous bri-
gand, by name TcBakirdsky. His fleld
of operations has been the Smyrna
vilayet. For the future he will live in
undisturbed peace on a farm which
has also been granted to him on his
promising to lay dewn arms. Neither
police nor Albanians are to be allowed
to “violate this “sanctuary.

1#is ‘band consisted of only seven men
besides himself, but they were all
equaly  Jdaring, and in numeious ¢on-
filcts with the military rendered only
100 good account of themsedves. Each
of these “minor heroes now receives a
monthly pension of 500 piastres as
“vompansation for loss of busingss.”

The life of Tchakirdsky is a romance
sucl: as is seldom encountered jn these
days. When a lad of 12 he was arrest--
ed with his father for ‘non-payment of
taxes, and while being conveyed under
guard to' the prisom ‘the father remon-
sirated with the soldiers at the amount
of the tax levied and the means of
tollecting it, whereupon the guard shot
him ‘dead. p

The Qoy was put in prison, where he
remained some years, time enough for
him to reflect upon the injustice done
and to conceive a plan for revenge.
+ Upon his release he took up his abode
among the mountains back of Smyrna
and coljected a band of fearless follow-
ers. .They soon became' the terror of
the ‘surrownding region.

His object in this sort of life was not
to'amass wealth, for he took only suf-
ficlent toll from his vietims to meet
the ‘actual needs of himself and his
men and allowed himself to be é&x-
travagent only in the number of his
horses and the beauty of their trap-
pings awnd in finely inlaid firearms. But
he vowedwengeance upon every wrong-
doér who was a Turk, confining him-
self to this race exclusively, and set up’
a sort of Robin Hood dictatorship
from whioch no ewildoser escaped.

The following incidents occurred
while the writer was his neighbor for
two years and wiill serve to illustrate
the methods and the object for which
he worked. In a.certain district money
was raised by taxation to build a
bridge to replace a tumbledown strue-
ture on & travelled route. The
money @fd theicharge of the construc-

 tion had beeen giwen into the ecare of
! the head man or mayor of the town
near by.

He called to his assistance an archi-
teot to draw up the pl&ns for the
bridge. There his activities stopped,
ag is quite oustomary in Turkey. Fin-
ally an ascident to a camel train cross-
ing'the eld bridge caused the nfutter
to be noised abroad and it came to
Tchakirdsky’'s notice.

Immediately he started out to ad-
minister justice, and disguising him-
self as a beggling dervish gained ad-
mission to the house of the ‘mayor.
Once in the mayQr's presence he threw
off his disguise and said he had come
for the money that had been collected
for the buildmg of the new bridge and
wopld “himself see that the work was
done.

The mayor handed over the money,
only too thankful that his head had not
beeen included in the demand Tcha-
kirdsky ecalled the man who had drawn
up-the plans, ‘locked them over, made
some necessary. changes and paid him
for- his “work. Then he sent ‘for a
builder to .whem he gave the plans
and a sum of money to purchase ma-
terial, with the instruction tp build
the bridge as quickly as possible and to
come to him for the money-as it was
meeded to complete the structure.

When the bridge was finished Tcha-
kirdksy and his men came.down to the
celebration which In the East is al-
waws glven on such oocasions.

dare do otherwise than help him to es-
cape, as they knew perfectly well that/
any other course would mean death
to-them when the soldiers should ie-
part and Tchakirdsky return. About
two years ago a very extensive cam-
paign was organized against him and
he was obliged to flee to quite a dis-
tant region.

‘While he was awayv his. home was
raided and a sum of money and his wife
were taken and sent to Smyrna as host-
ages. This brought Tchakirdsky back
at once, but instead of attacking the
soldiers who had made the
went at night—or some of his men did
—to the home of the mayor of tue
town with whose consent and knowl-
edge the woman and money had been
taken and sfealing the mayor's oldest
child, a young lad, fled with him to
theh mountains, sending notice to the
mayor that unless his wife and the
money taken from his home were re-
turned in three days the boy would be
. killed. The mayor hastened to Smyr-
!na and lost no time in returning the
woman and the money to her home,

High oificials in the vilayet of Smyr-
na have heen apnointed with sole re-
ference to the capture of this man and
been dismissed because of faflure. And
although each year of late has seen a
larger and larger number of soldiers
sent into the mountains to secure this
brigand the authorities have evidently
come to the conclusion that the best
and only way to stop the depredations
of Tchakirdsky and his band was to
enter them upon the government pay-
roll with a sufficient salary to induce
 them to abide in peace.

A Great Man

The Rev. James R. Narraway, M. A.,
by Rev. Robert Wilson, Ph. D.

' A paper read béfore the Historical
Society of the New ' Brunswick and
Prince Edward Island Conference of
the Methodist Church, June, 1908.

Among the many beautiful and sug-
gestive passages which Longfellow
gave to the world, no one 1is so fre-
quently mads use of to incite to high
and noble endeavor as “Lives of great
men all remind us, we can make our
lives sublime—And departing -leave be-
behind us, Footprints on the sands of
time; Footprints - that perhaps some
other salling o’er life’s solemn main,
.some forlorn and shipwrecked brother,
seeing mmay take heart again.”

Of the “great men” of the Methodism
of the Maritime Provinces, whose
“footprints’”. were. deep. and abiding,
and whose name is still held in high re-
j-‘_ pute by the few, comparatively speak-

ing, of his active years, is the subject
of this sketch, I have always regarded
it as-a privelege to have been intim-
ately acquainted with him and asso-
ciated with him in church work. And
the more I knew of him the more I
honored him as a man, and admired
him as a preacher.

WILL BE" EXCLUDER

OTTAWA, June 22.-—American ves-
selsy, will hereafter be excluded from
the eoasting trade of Canada on the
Pacific. For some years this coasting
law of Canada has been suspended as
far as the Pacific coast is concerned,
owing to the fact that there was not
enouygh Canadian and British tonnage
to trade _requirements. American
boats have done a, large and profitable
business between Scattle and Nome,
carrying between such ports as Van-
couver, Victoria and Skagway. It has
been deeided by the government that
there is enough British and Canadian
tonnage ‘on the coast' to look after:the
trade, and the same coasting regula-
tion has .been put into-force for the
Pacific as applies to the Atlantic. Here-
after an American boat will be able to
touch at only one Canadiar port on
a voyage, and clearing’ from one Camn-
@dian port to another will not be‘al-
lowed. A ¢hange is being made in the
customs régulations which will curtajl
a privilege American transportation
companies have enjoved on the Pacific.
‘After August first Canadian goods can®
not be carried in bond from an Ameri-
can port on the Paecific to a Canadian
port unless the tater carriage is by-a
Canadian or British registered Vessel.
This is the same regulation which is
in force on the Atlantic coast.

THREE RIVERS, Q., June 22—Al<
most one thousand people are homeless
and more than a million dollars’ worth
of damage ‘was done by a fire which
brke out here sihortly after noon to-
day. The heart of the old city has been
wiped ‘out of existence, and for half

only blackened ruins remain, with a
few gaunt chimneys standiné intact,
while furniture saved from the doomed
buildings is piled up in -the public
square.

I‘fanned by a strong southwest. wind
thé fire had in one hour’s time devel-
oped into a sea of flames, with which
the local brigade of six men, assisted
by volunteers, had to cope unaided un-
til after three o’clock, when the first
outside contingent from Grande Mere
arrived.

‘No Loss of Life

Though the doomed district present-
ed a vast gcene of wild confusion
there was no loss of life.

Five banks and eleven hotels were
burned to the ground in the pathway
of the conflagration; nor was that all,
for the old parish church of Three
Rivers, originally built in 1664, and re-
built in 1714, is altogether destroyed,
except for the walls, which are still
standing.

Near the church, the custom holuse is
also in ruins. The latter h‘ildlng is
also a historic one, being used as a

Ursuline Convent was saved. . Build-
ings all around the Anglican Church
were destroyved; but it remained un-
damaged- . The same can be said for
the Methodist Church.

Eleven business ‘streets ha.ve been
practically wiped out, along with the
banks and hotels, as well 4§ all the dry
goods establishments and factories.
Only a fringe of residences and houses
of the inferior class remain. These
were saved by the work of firemen

Saldiers Prevented Panie

Probably more fortunate for the pro-
tection of the city that still remains
intact' than even the quick arrival of
outside firemen, however, was tHe pres-
ence-of the 85th Regiment and the ilth
Argenteuil R2wgers, which  had ar-
rived for summer camp. To thém also
is largely due the credit of Reeplnv
down a, panie, as men, womeén and
children struggled out of their homes
carrying their furniture with thém.

Cther soldiers were detailed to guard
the furniture, as thousands of dollars’
worth of it was piled upon Champ-
plain Park. By seven o'claock the fire

+-had been cut off, though it still con-

tinued to burn flercely and ldte to-
night, ihough the' cleceric light has
been Zut off, the deomed arza is well
lighted by flames that stillv burn in
the ruins of what were omce solidly
Luilt stone buildings.

“I havé found ‘the discipline and gen-
eral condition of the ships I have iin-
spected in Halifax, Quebec and St.
John exactly as I had expected,” said
Admiral Kingsmill to a reporter for
The Sun yesterday afternoon. .“Fur-
ther than that I can say nothing until
I have made my report to the depart-
ment. This investigation has nothing
to do with that which Judge Cassels
has undertaken, for it is not to dis-
cover what has happened in the past
but to ascertain present “conditions. I
inspected the two cruisers here in St.
John but could not give any informa-
tion regarding them.

“There. is  a “strong feeling in Can-
ada,’” continued the admiral, “to form
a Canadian naval militia, where young
men can be trained on board vessels to
become -competent naval officers. I am
strongly in. fayor of such a movement
I believe that a training of this de-
scription would be an excellent plan’to
adopt.

“A week ago we placed the first
naval cadet on board the Canada. He
~will be trained-on board, and in the
near future others will be placed on
the vesseis to receive a similar knowl-
edge of naval affairs.”

Admiral Kingsmill is superintending
the naval part of the reception to be
givenn the Prince of Wales on his ar-
rival at Quebéc to attend the tercen-
tenary on July 15.

The court of justice before which he
was taken sentehced him to two years’
imprisonment, but in view of his ex-
periences, decided to appeéal to the em-
peror for a pardon. The Senate Appeal
Court, however, has refused to allow
the presentation of the petition to the
Czar, and’ Lust, who 18 extremely weak
and in a state of nervous exhaustion,
will havé to serve the sentence.

the necessary time for travelling they
will allow of bui few adjournments,
As the people‘ of Manitoba are well
aware these timetables,” which have

¢ frequently been published, provide in
several cases for coufts heing held by
the same judge in one constituency
one day and in another constituency
on_the day following. The Free Press
explains that the time of the Mani-
toba judges up to Jaly 1 is practically
all taken up, three of the constitu-
encies having their courts of revision
fixed .for June 30. Adjournments in
most cases are impossible on ac@ount
of the manner in which the timetables
are framed. And in the cases Wwhen
the occurrence of unoccupied days in
the timetables gives room’for adjourn-
ment there is no time for adequate
public notice of such adjourned sit-
tings.

No one will deny the assertion made
by the Free Press that the plain de-
mands of justice are that the judges
should have the right to adjourn got
cnly from time ‘to time, but alseg from
place to plgee, and  that 'the right
should not be cut off on July 1, but
should continue as long as necessary
after July 1 until the lists are fully
and fairly revised; that the judges
should 'have. restored to them the
right to register voters who appear be-
fore them in Winnipeg and Brandon;
and that they should be given power
to receive and deal with protests filed
against the hames in the present Win-
nipeg and Brandon lists, which' are
not rightfully on these lists.

Since the Conservatives at Ottawa
began their work of obstruction in the
House ‘of Commons it has frequentiy
been pointed out by leading journals
all over Canada that even if the Roblia
government were willing to give® the
Judges these powers it could not be
done‘by a. provincial order-in-counecil.

Teach the
boys and the girls, by means of lessons
carefully expounded by trained and
earnest instructors, the evil of intem-
pera.noe,; the effects of drink physically
and morally and the heavy handicap
in business life the drinking man as-
sumes; stimulate/ in them the desire
for cleanliness, and sanliness and
honor; instil into them patriotism, and
show them the danger of bad politics
to their country’s highest interests;

condition of public opinion will have
been created which will srovide the
same demamd for and enforcement of
mcral laws as that which now de-*
mands and enforces laws for the pro-
tection of person and property.

TAFT AND ROOSEVELT

It is ot likely that Banker Clews of
New York voices the trué sentiments |
of the Wali' Street’ milliondires when
he describes President Roosevelt asa
conscientious and pariotic gxecutor; ‘a
great apostle of the square deal; one
of the best heads the nation has ever
had. He is undoubtedly right, how-
ever, when he says that Wall Street
will welcome Taft, if he is elected
Président, as an improvement over
Roosevelt simply because they believe
he is a little easier,

If Taf® becomes President there is
no reason to doubt that he will conduct
the dffairs of his country in a manner
that will prove satisfactory, not only
to the people of the United States, but
to other nations as well. Mr, Clews
predicts that Taft will continue to do
as Roosevelt has done: ‘that the poli-
cles inaugurated by McKinley's suc-
cessor will be pursued; that Taft's
firmness may be equal to Roosevelt’s
and his methods no less effective. The
average American tax-payer will hope
that this prediction will come true.
But Taft must follow in the footsteps
of a man whose feats are difficult. He
may have quite as much determinat
tion; he may have all the qualities of
an able fighter; he may be quite as
forcible as Roosevelt, but there is
apt to be this difference. } Roosevelt,
in whatever he does, take§ the public
into his confidence. He decides upon
his course, tells the people about it
and performs his duty. Taft .is more
secretive. The public will probably
know what he does after he has done
it, not before, But there 1s no
great cause for alarm in this respect.
The essential thingyis, that Taft and
Roosevelt have ideas much the same,
that they are working towards the
same 'end.

NINETY LIVES LOST IN
WRECK ON SPANISH COAST

Steamer Larache, an 0ld Tub,
Salling from Bugnos Ayres,

Went Down—Panic Among
Passengers and Crew

e

CORUNINA, Spain, June 24{—The
8panish steamer Larache from Buenos
Ayres, has been wrecked on the coast
In the vicinity of Muros. Forty of her
passengers have arrived at that port.
Detalls of the disaster are still lacking.

The Larache was owned by the Com-
pania Trans-Atlantica of Barcelona and
was of 1,050 tons register.

LONDON, June 25.—Special dispatch-
es received here from Corunna indicate
that the sinking of the steamer Lar-
ache may prove a very serlous disaster,
The reports received here are very con-
flicting, but apparently there were
nearly 100 passengers aboard the steam- |
ship in addition to a large crew. The
vessel was wrecked near Muros and
sank within eight minutes. Therc was
a terrific panic and the rough seas
made the launching of the boats a hard
task. Soma of them were smashed
against the sides of the sinking ship.

Fishermen’'s boats in the vicinity. |
went to the rescue and suc4eeded in |
landing 17 at Muros - and 15 at otheri
places nearby. As far as is known no
others were rescued.

A specrial despatch to the news agency
here, which is very brief, says it is re-
ported that the crew numbering 53 and
b4 of the passengers are safe.

PARIS, June 24.—Speclal despatches
recelved here from Corunna state that
the Spanish steamer Larache went on
the rocks near Muros and sank imimed-
fately. It is impossible to obtain com-
plete details, but the latest reports
state that 17 wemen were drowned. It’

is knoewn that 47 survivors were land-
ed at Mures, but that two of them have
since dled. Fifteen others were landed
at other places. According to the offil-
cial liets the Larache carried a crew of
93 and $#7 passengers

CORUNNNA, Spain, June 25.—Latest
reports show that 161 persons are miss=
ing a8 a result of the sinking of the
steamship Larache. The rescued num-
ber 61. The captain sank with his ship.

CORUNNA,, 8Spain June 25.—Most of
the passengers of the Larache were re—
sidents of the Argentine Republic. The
Larache was little more than an old
tub and she proved a vertiable death
trap when she struck on the rocks near
Wuros. She sank in a few minutes, leav-
ing the passengers and crew struggling
and screaming In the water. The small
boats on the Larache were either
smashed or eapsized. There was a
fleet of fishing boats in the neighbor-
hood and these rushed to the reseue,
but she heavy fog prevalling seriously
interfered with their work.

The fishermen succeeded in rescuing
sixty~one persons. In addition to the

Judge Landry of Dorcheaster was in
the city last nigh* on his way to Fred-
ericton to attend the sitting of the spe-
cial commission appointed by the gov-

.ernment to inquire into the history of

the Central Railway.

Regarding the work of the commis-
sion Judge Landry said that they
would go fully into the history and the
accounts of the road and make a
thorough examination of all the trans-
actions. He said he had no reason to
belleve there was anything wrong with
the tPansactions, but a thorough ex-
amination would be made of every-
thing. Immense sums of money had
been raised on debentures for the road
and it would be their duty to see that
this money had all been spent on the
road. It would be impossible to esti-
mate the lecngth of time the inquiry
would take. If everyone was quite
willing to give all the information re-
quirzd. it should not take much more
than a week. It was quits possible
though that it would take six weeks
or more, and if it took this length of
time the sittings would not bhe con-
tinuous.

EARL GORDON BILL
GETS HIGH DEGREE
FROM YALE UNNERSITY

Earl Gordon BIll, of Woltville, re-
ceived the degree of Ph. D. in mathe-
matics at the commencement exercises
at Yale University yesterday. Dr. Bill
Is one of the most brilliant Canadians
that has ever attended the American
universities, and Nova Scotia has rea~
son, to be proud of such a son who
will, doubtless, win greater renown in
the future in his chosen subject of
mathematics. Dr. Bill is only 24
years old, a son of C. R. Bill, Bsq.,
Collector of Customs at Wolfville. . He
married e daughter of Alderman Van-
wart, of this oity.

At 17 years of age he graduated
from Acadia with honors in mathema~
tics. He then took a year at the
School of Technology, Boston. After
spending ancther year in the west en-
gaged in engineering work he went to
Yale University to further pursus a
full mathematical course. In 1906 he
recelved his degree of B. A. and also
M. A. from that university. In ‘1907
he won the DeForest prize of $400. The
past year he has been teaching in the
university and also writing his Ph. D.
thesis, which will be published in the
transactions of the American Mathe-
matical Society.

During the coming year he has a
permanent instructorship in Yale Uni~
versity and will also give a lecture
course in the graduate school. His
success as an instructor and tutor has
already given him a very high stand-
ing at Yale, so much so that although
he has been asked to go to McGill as
a teacher and lecturer he was strongly
urged to remain at Yale as a mem-
ber of the staff.

Dr. Bill proposes in the course of two
Yyears to go to Germany and Italy and
further pursue his mathematical re-
searches and studies. ¢

Lemieux Limitations Do Not Apply, and
o Y A0COUYET Wants t0 Know If
Gousins are Eligible,

VANCOUVER, B. C., June 25.—Ja-
panese already domicile in Canada dre
free to bring=in their families without
regard to the restrictions of the “Lem-
leux Agreement,” and the great bulk of
the Japanese who have entered Can-
ada come under this category. Such is
the statemerit made by Hon. C. Yada,
Japanese consul in Vancolver, in an in-
terview dealing with the present immi-
gration of Japanese and added that
the terms of the Lemieux Agreement
were being lived up to by Japan with
the utmost care, but that it was his Qe
lief that a great many Japanese who
had entered Canada during the pre-
sent year were provided with passports
before the agreement came into .pera-
tion.

‘“The methods adopted in my office
Office virtually preclude the possibility
here and by the Japanese Foreign
of fraudulent impersonations. Before a
Japanese in either of the restricted
classes can embark for Canada appli-
cation for a certificate on his behalf
must first be made to me by a Japan-
ese resident of Canada. If I approve it
the certificate is forwarded to Japan
for further consideration. Over there
the authorities have the final say. They
will not issue him a passport un1e§s
satisfled the individual in question is
coming out to engage in domestic ser-
vice or to work on the land. And it is
furthermore stipulated that these new
arrivals will secure employment from
thelr countrymen, thus hot coming into
competitiion with whites engaged in
similar avocations.

FREE TO BRING FAMILIES.

“It must be borne in mind that Ja-
panese already living in Canada are
perfectly frae to send to Japan for
their wives and children. These rela-
tives do not come within the meaninZ
or scope of the Lemieux understand-
ing. They are perfectly free to enter
Canada without restriction,  always
provided they can pass the physical
examination by the Canadian medical
officer. As 2 matter of ‘fact, the Te-
latives of Japanese already located
here constitute the great bulk of the
Japanese who have entered Canada
during the brief period I have been
discharging the duties of consul. It
may be a surprise that during my
three monthe’ residence here I have
only issued one certificate in favor of
permitting a domestic servant coming
to Canada. This gartificate has yet to
be 'passed upon .hy the Japanese For-
eign Office, In the.same period I only
granted eight certificates in favor of
permitting agriculturists to emigrate
to Canada. These eight people have
since arrived and are now at work on
a Japanese colony near Calgary. The
strictnese with which I am enforcing
the Lemieux agreement is being com-
plained of by some of the Japanese
living in British Columbia. It was
only yesterday that a Japanese re-
sident called at my office to say that
my ‘certificate in favor of permitting
his wife to secure a paseport for Can-
ada had been rejected by the Japan-
ese government.

“If the steamship records show that
over 600 Japanese have entered the
Dominion since January first it will
be found on investigation that the ma-
jorfty represent wives and children of
Japanese people already settled here. ™’

WHAT IS A JAPANESE FAMILY.

The interview has created a good deal
of astonisnment here, and much won-
der is expressed as to what constitutes
a Japanese ‘‘familv.”” If a Japanese
domiciled in Canada already can bring
over his cousin, for instance, then that
cousin can bring over his own cousins,
and eventually the whole population
of the Mikado’'s kingdom could emi-
grate to Canada without violating any
agreement. Consul Yada has not yet
given a definitien of the degree of re-
lationship which he demands before
issuing a recommendation for a pass-
port to Canada.

Good Progress Being Made With Rail-
road Work,

VICTORIA, B. C., June 22—Continued
fine weathers during the .week has
greatly facilitated progress in every
branch of construction on the Grand
Trunk Pacific from Prince Rupert east-
ward, and while the contracts have not
all been signed, it may be stated that
Foley, Welch & Stewart have sublet
all of their 100-mile contract, with ‘the
exception of about fifteen miles north
of Grdveyard Point. The steamer Cale-
donia made two trips during the week
between Prince Rupert and Telegraph
Point, with supplies and cogstruction
material for the camps along the route.

SUSSEX, N. B.,, June 23.—Camp is
now on in earnest and a monster par-
ade tomorrow will, as usual, be the
feature of the first day’s work.

OTTAWA, June 23—Replying to a
question in the Jouse today Sir Wilfrid
Laurier sald that the reports and de-
spatches in the newspapers seemed to
make it clear that Canadian and Brit-
ish subjeots on a holiday trip had been
subjec¢téd to indignities at the-hands of
the United States officlals at Niagara
Falls. He could not conceive the rea-
sons for this In view of the cordial re-
lations between the tw> countries. It
would be tke duty of the government
to ask His Majesty’s representative at
Weshington to bring the matter befors
the United States authorities.

Bxcellent progress was made to-
night in passing the estimates for
rivers and harbors in Nova Scotia.
The greater portion of the time of the
three siitings of the house was occu-
pied in the discussion of Hon., Mr.
Oliver’s bill respeeting western land.

In the sécond of the bill to dmend
the lands act, Frank Oliver in explan-
ation said:

The chief point of difference between
this yoar’'s bill and that presented last
year is that while under the provisions
of last session’s measure homesteaders
could take up pre-emptions amywhere
within the three prairie proyvinces, un-
der this year’s iill such a privilege
will be confined to what is known as
the “dry arez,” betwasn Moosejaw and
Calgary.

he bill alsm cancels the proposal
which has been on the statute books
since 1882 for the gramting of 6,500,000
acres of land towards the construction
of a raidvay from the Saskatchewan
to Hudson Bay: Instead, the sums re-
ceived from the sale of pre<emptiors in
the dry area, amounting to about 23,-
000,000 acres, at $8 an acre, will be set
aside to ‘be expended as aid to the con-
struction of the maliway to Hudson
Bay.

Thus the west will itself pay for its
own railway to ‘th#& north. Mr. Oliver
sald an unofficial estimate placed the
cost of the railway at thirty thoumsand
dollars a mile of ffteen million dollars
for the flve hundred miles. The gov-
ernment believed it could sell five mil-
lion acres of land at $3 an acre to
realize the neeessary amount.

The Canadian Northern hasg already
built as far as the Pass on the Sas-
katohéwan, but no company-‘has as yet
made any proposition ‘to go on to the
north.

Mr. Oliver made it quite clear that
the policy of the government wae the
land for the set#ler, and the sattler
only. The new bill throws gpen all
odd-numbered sections for homestead

Mr. Oliver intimated the gonstryction
of the Hudson .Bay raiirogd would not
wait upon thg eale of the land, but the
project would be launched at once.

STORM DOES

ES ENORMOUS
DAMAGE IN ONTARI0

WashoutvCauscd Train Wreck With Loss of Ilrc---

Cornwall Canal Bidge Destroyed

Navigation Between Great Lakes and Mop.

TORONTO, - June 23.~Last night's
storm did much damage in wéstern
Ontario. John Patterson of Yarmouth
Centre, foreman on the Michigan Cen-
tral Railway, was reading a paper in
front of his house when struck by light-
ning and killed.

The Grand Trunk station at Berlin,
& handsome new building, was badly
damaged by fire, being struck by light-
ning. The second story and telegrarh
and business offices were gutted.
Owing to the lights all going out the
firemen were seriously handicapped.
The loss is between $13,000- and, $15,000.

Engineer is Dead

A terrific cloud burst accompanied
the storm and caused a wreck on the
Southampton line of the Grand Trunk
about three and a half miles south of
Mildmay. Engineer Alward is dead,
Fireman O’Keeler and Baggageman
Bondy are badly injured, and a hun-
dred and twenty odd passengers were
given & severe shaking up. The
wrecked express lef§ Toronto at 4.15
yesterday afternoon, and a"bout eight
o'clock encountered the storm. Ad-
Joining the scené¢ of.the accident is an
extensive farm sloping upward from
the railway tracks, There the cloud-
burst occurred and the volume of water
swept down the plowghed fields like a
river gone mad. Thgre was nothing to
impede its progress except the fenoce
along the track, and this was swept
away and carried beyond the rails. The
rushing water undgrmined the line,
and washed away the ballast
for about twenty-five feot. As a re-
sult the tracks sank and were
completely buried in sand and water.
So speedy was the action of the rush-
ing water that when the searchlight
flashed upon the sunken rails the en-
gineer was unable to bring the train
to a stop. With a ‘bound it left the
track, dragging aftér it two coaches
and the baggage car. The engineer
stuck to his post and paid his life as a
penalty for his devotion to duty. Al-
ward was found deadl befieath the en-
gine. When he saw’ what was about
to happen he called o Fireman O'Keel-
er to jump, which hé did, escaping with
& shaking up and bruises. Two coaches

Cornwall Ganal Disaster

CORNWALL, Ont., Jure 23 -The
worst break in the history of the orn-
wall canal occurred this morning, when
a large slice of the canal bank was
washed out into the river and the
swing bridge of the Ottawa and New
York Railway, which crosses at canal
at this point, was totally wrecked in
consequence "of the collapse of the
Dier on which it rested. The break is
disastrous, inasmuch as it ties up
navigation between the great lakes and
Montreal for a period which may last
& month and interrupts the business of
the rallway for brobably a longer
length of time. The first intimation of
the trouble came this morning, when
a lockman noticed that the usually
clear water in the river was rather
| dirty. Investigation revealed a bhig
leak in the canal a few yards west of
the bridge. The leak at this time was
about as big as a barrel, but it grew
rapidly, and it was not long béfore the
whole bank gave way under the ter-
rific pressure of the water and finally
a gap of 160 feet wide was created.
The water was at once lowered in the
locks below and held back in the lock
above, but the process of clearing the
lock took too long to save the bridge
pler ,and it was undermined and the
bridge fell into the canal.

The disaster was at once reported to
Ottawa and J. L. Weller, superintend-
ent of the Welland canal, was ordered
to chme east and take charge of the
repairs. He will arrive ih the morning
and as heé i{s familiar with the Corn-
wall canal, he will be able to at once
take hold and rush repairs. The pres-
sure of the bridge in the canal will
complicate matters and may possibly
add to the length of time required for
repairs.

AR a consequernce of thée break ..all
grain trade will have to be handled
by rail between Prescott and Montreal,
while the navigation companies will
lose the services of all of their craft
which were below the canal at the
time of the break. The Richelieu and
Ontario  Navigation .

The Montreal coal
trade will also be tied up and this will
probably have to await repairs or take
to rail entirely.
