Fail-
ed because their customers were in ar-
rears.

Many a divorce might have been
prevented if husband and wife had not
been so deeply in arrears with many
a little lover like attertion.

In a Vigorous Sermon on Politics, Pastor

of Centenary Assails- Papers Whose

Aims Seem to be to Destroy Reputations

With Tawdry

In Centenary Church last evening
before a large congregation Rev. Dr.
Flanders delivered a sermon in part
as follows on the subject: “For whom
should I vote ?

"“Take you wise men and understand-
ing and known amopg your tribes
and I will make them rulers over you.
And he answered me and sald, The
thing which thou hast spoken is good
for us to do.”’—Deut., chap. 1, verses 13
and 14.

Was this the introduction of the
principle of representative government
among men? The question is worthy

of the consideration of those who are

the students of Political Science,

The neceasity for @ change in
prevailing form of government arose
out of the great increase of the Child-
ren of Israel. In this connection they
are represented as being as numerous
"aa the sands upon the sea shore.” The

suggestion of the form of the new |
the

government came  from Jethro,
father-in-law of Moses, Jethro was
vieiting Moses and, as he watched the
people coming to Moses from moraing
until night, for judgment, he pitied his
overworked son-in-law ‘and, with the
common sense of a natural statesman,
he suggested to him the wisdom and

Jjustice of a ‘division of labor and re-|

sponsibllity. Jethro's suggestion com-
mended Hseif to Moses and he submit-

ted it to the people for consideration. -

After but little deliberation they fully
and heartily endorsed it and urged its
immediate adoption. in the words:
"The thing which thou hast ‘spoken is
good for us to do.”

We ought to be profoundly interest-
ed In the ideal political representative
of the Moasic dispensation. Nearly all,
if not all, of the great principles that
underie our moral and political life
come to us from this source and are
&bove criticism, 1If we accept these
and utilize them because we have
proved them' to be to our advantage as
& nation, as well as binding upon us
because of their character, why should
we not aleo accept the Mosaic ideal of
what a representative of the people
should \"be This ' question gathers
force and significance when we bear in
mind that, In a very  peeuliar sense,
God presided over and guided the evo-
lution of the political economy of the
Mosaic dispensation,

1, In the first place let us consider
the gqualifications required in the ideal
representatives of the Mossic dispensa-
tion. .

(8) They must be well-khown men
of natlogal  repute,’ "Take you wise
men: understanding and known
among your tribes.” .. Men of more
than a . local reputation—men who
stood out prominently above all others
in the tribes as, in a special degree,
fitted to represent God’s chosen people
in the high places of the nation, They
must be men who would not find it
necessary to go among the tribes elec-
tioneering—like beggars without bas-
kets seeking for votes. That humili-
ating and demeaning practice, from
which every self-respecting man must
shrink, is peculiar to a later age. In
that day, the office really sought the
man because of the clear conviction of
his fitness for it—the man’s modesty
and self-respect would restrain him
from ever seeking the office. Men,
who, doubtless, would and did go
among the people instructing them in
the great principles of political ecen-
omy and informing them respecting
the issues affecting the nation’s life
and destiny, but men, who needed not
to discuss themselves nor the great
things they at least imagined, they
had done for their country’s weal —

men,who needed not to blow the trum-

pet at the street corners and in the
market-places to be seen of men, as do
the Pharisees when they are about to
pray.

2. In the second place; They must
be men of ability. ‘Pake you wise
men and understanding.”” Men of na-
tural ability and experience well
versed in the prineciples of political
economy as revealed by God to Moses.
Jt was a critical time in the history of
this young nation.

I need not remind you that Canada
is a young nation with a large oppor-
tunity before her and a great iestiny.

Jethro put particular emphasis on
the absolute necessity for this qualifi-
cation: “Moreover thou shalt provide
of all the people, able men, such as
fear God, men of truth, hating covet-
ousness.”’

Similar considerations make it not
unreasonable for us to demand of our
representatives that they should be
Christian gentlemen, We often boast
. that we are distinctively a Christian
people whose God is the Lord. That
ours i{s a civilization the genius of
which {s Christian 4n a very marked
degree, If ths-be so, then‘only Chris-
tian gentlemen—men fearing God, men
of truth and hating covetousness—can
consistently and adequately represent
us.

I have wondered much of late why
the political life of today so feebly re-
flects the true spirit of Christianity.
| Why, for instance, any political party
could so far forget the true spirit of
Christianity as to dare, in this city of
churches, to profane the name of God
as we have seen it profaned on the
bill-boards during the past week.

UNSEEMLY VILLIFICATION.

1 have wondered why, in this Chris-

tlan country, a political electlon should
" resolve itself into a campaign devoted

largely to the besmirching of political
opponents, and unseemly willification.

In our homes and schools we are try-

ing to teach our boys and. girls that

one of the great principles imposed by

Christ upon all men is that of charity

and brotherliness. ‘“Thou shalt love

the Lord thy God with all thy heart
and thy neighbor as -thyself.”” That

charity ‘“that suffereth long and i§

kind,” *that thinketh ne evil."” but

does it not appear as though we are
: teaching them in vain?

{ And I have wondered how . it could
be in this Christian = land. that the
much vaunted liberty of the press is
degraded into a license to destroy
reputation and, with tawdry sensation-
alism, to exultingly portray the reek-
ing cesspools of political corruption,
which it represents as abounding
everywhere. Does the average mnews-
paper proprietor really imagine that
his ‘patrons are seo many scavenger
crows that delight in refuse andfilth?
I am quite prepared to believe that in
connection with many a respectable
home, during these election times, the
daily paper is purposely left on the
front steps that it might be ‘“‘trodden
under foot of men,” And well do
many deserve such treatment. God
never called 'into existence a mare
potent force than an intelligent and
untrammelled press. But He did not
call it into existence to be used in ap-
pealing to the worst in human nature,
and to the destruction of all confidence
in mankind. It has a holier mission
than this.

In puzzling over these things, I have
heen forced to conclude that the ex-
planation of existing conditions is
found in the fact that Christian men
are holding themselves too much aloof
from the political affairs of the day.
In the Monaic peried, the political
caucus was held not far from the altar
of God, with Moses himself acting as
chairman. Today the saloon is a favor-
ite centre and the rumseller, too often,
the master of ceremonies. God’'s com-
mand: “Go ye, etc.,” has something
more than geographical extensions. If
I am not mistaken every follower of
Christ should in these days hear Him
eay: “Go ye into the political world,”
etc. And we may depend upon it that
it will only be when we so hear Him
and obey that the political life of pur
times will be purged and regener-
ated. 6 do not forget that
there are good men who do not find
such associations congeniel and shrink
from entering an arena in which they
fear they may not be able to -keep
themselves unspotted from the world.
But this is only the timid shrinking of
him who has not a full conception of
Christ’s ability to keep .and deliver,
Into the political arena, Gladstone free-
ly and constantly went, but returned
every week end to read the prayers in
Harwarden church every Sunday morn-
ing, and no one ever thought him unfit
for that holy place and service. And
thither went Wellington, to return all
unsmirched.

Ministers Don’t ‘Mince Matters in Refer-

ring to Slanders and False Affidavits—

Bishop Casey Makes Powerful Plea for
Sancftity of the Ballot

s el

In a thoughtful sermon in Zion
Methodist church last night, Rev. Jas.
Crisp spoke of the present political
campaign and gave in a frank manner
his opinion of slanders and falsehoods
as campaign material., He scored Mn
Mayes for his alleged exposures, say-
ing if he had been allowed to continue

the methods which he was now de-
nouncing there would  have been no
affidavits,

In opening his remarks he referred
to the fact that ministers were usually
censured when they mentioned politics,
but said that it was usually by politi-
cians who were afraid of -the truth,
adding “I "have no doubt but that
should a man lift up his voice against
slander people who are in politics for
what they can get out of it would
raise their hands in hypocritical hor-
ror.”
¢ 1f the gospel had nothing fo do with
the enforcement of law and the sup-
pression of vice, Christ must have ask-
ed an unnecessary question when he
said ‘'Ye serpents, ye generation of
vipers, how can ye escape the damna~
tion of hell?”

He pointed out that all the truths
of seripture constitute the gospel and
that a minister should proclaim every
truth, It hds been said that the press
has talten tha place of the pulpit. In
this city surely there is little left for
the pulpit to'do in showing our people
than transgressions or the sins of those
who have lately figured in the dally
papers. This kind of reading he
thought is: injurious to-the: young peo-
ple-of.the city.

He said: “It doés not come with
good grace from-any who may have
been led into wrong doing to make ex-
posures becauSe they weére required to
call a halt.” y
‘. The speaker charged no man with
wrong doing but qudted an anecdote
to show that it is easier to call names
than to prove them. He said this tide
of slander should be met with both
the divine and the civil laws.

He feared that the influence of such
a campaign was to make people think
less seriously of the evil of such act-
ions. However deep down in the ¢om-
munity there is a conscience that con-
cerns itself not with the truth or false—
hood of declarations, but with im-
mutable right.

Referring to the sworn declarations
before the public, he said: *“It is quife
evident that a contractor became
party to a deal that was very es-
tionable; that had he contin to
have finances all his own way he would
have made no solemn declaration to
the exposure of himself and others.”

He next took up the matter of pure
elections and expressed his apprecia-
tion of the efforts being made by both
parties to keep this: election cleaw from
unlawful methods.- He advocated the
raising of a sum for the enforcement
of -the election law and offered ‘to eon-
tribute fifty dollars for such a purpose.

Rev. H. D. Marr, in a vigorous ser-
mon in Queen Sguare Church last
night.denounced in the strongest terms
the campaign of slander which has
been carried on lately by the opposi-
tion. He saild that it was humiliating
that time which should be devoted to
the discussion of the larger issues of
the day should hdve to be taken up in
answering lies and slanders, and said
that it laid with the people to elevate
the moral tone of the country’s poli-
ties.

“An honorable man must be humili-
ated by the charges and recrimina-
tions that are being hurled back and
forth between the two parties,” said
the speaker.

“I am ashamed,that .the publi¢c. press
is fillled with such matters to the ex-
clusion of the larger issues of the day.”

What has been revealed in the past
few weeks is both disgusting and de-
moralizing to the . country. The
strength and the permanency of the
institutions of a democracy can only
be preserved by raising the moral tone
of the country.

“Another nmatter ig the spirit of ma~
terialism. Yet you have not heard this
matter referred to.in this campaign.

“Another matter to which I have
heard no reference is the saloon—that
cruel monster which yearly destroys
thousands. That ‘monster which - dic-
tates to Caesar and says ‘Give us what
we want or we will destroy you'—and
Caesar does it. That monster that
ruins our homes and fills hell with
drunkards.

“You may talk about capital and la~
bor, trusts and combines, dredging of
harbors or transportation problems, but
do not deal triflingly with this great
and damnable power that threatens the
safety of this country.”

His Lordship Bishop Casey spoke ag
the 9 o’clock mass in_ the Cathedral
yesterday from the pulpit concerning
the sanctity of the ballots. He wged
his parishioners not to sell their fran<
chise, but to exercise their power ag
their conscience deserves. ‘““Canada ig
a free country,” said his lordship, “ang
all the inhabitants should be free.”

He paid an excellent tribute to the
sanctity of the bhallots, for which our
fathers fought so hard. He advised
the congregation to judge well of what
was to be done at these times and ta
form their judgment freely and coolly,

His lordship stated that there shouid
be no corruption on the part of dny
person and that October 26 should seq
a pure election from every standpoint,

At the 8 and ten o’clock services ing
Holy Trinity Church yvesterday beforg
large congregations, the pastor, Rev,
J. J. Walsh, gave a brief but masterly
introductory sermon on the sanctity of
the ballot. The reverend gentleman
stated that it was only a few days unw
til the federal elections would takq
place and every man should exercisag
his franchise as his conscience tells,
No man should do the miserable ac
of selling his vote, as he is committing
a. very grievous crime, and
one that is contrgry to the
laws of the Dominion, A vote
cannot really be bought or sold, de-
clared Father Walsh. Hewever, thae
man that tempts g person s every bil
as bad. When a man sells his fran-
chise he is sending ‘men to OQttawz
that ought not to be there. A sold
vote balances the vote of an honest
person.

The money given to a person for hig
privilege is money stolen from the peos«
ple. . A man does not love his party
so. much that he will take meney ou#
of his own pocket, but he will receive
recompense after the elegtions arg
over, Let every man go to the pollg
with'a firm resolve to vate for the men
who in his opinfon are the best. Then
we will have an homest governmenf
and purity in elections.”

The dead man, who in his career had
been a butcher, a school teacher and
at the time of his death was in the
real estate business, was a daily at-
tendant at the trial of his brother Ad-
olph,

According to the * testimony at the
trial, Adolph Luetgert killed his wife
and destroyed the body by boiling it in
a sausage vat. Only a finger bone was
found, but around this the police built
a circumstantial structure which re-
sulted in Adolph Luetgert being sen-
tenced to a life term in prison.

After serving a few years there he
was found dead in his cell.

Her Majesty Wil Publish Some  of Her
Photographic = Work, With
Notes, for Charily.

LANDON, Oct. 19—Queen Alexandra,
who to her intimate friends has been
known as an amataur photographer of
talent, has decifled, in the interests of
charity, to become an author. Not
merely that, but she breaks through
the traditions of ccurt cystom and has
‘“footnotes” to soma one hundred and
thirty photographs of an intimate and
personal character taken by Her Ma~
jesty. All England is interested in the
publication of the work, and while in
no way it may be accepted as a mem-
oir of the Queen’s experiences, it al-
ready has aroused large interest.

From cover to cover the work will
be exclusively one of charity. The Lon-
don Daily Telegraph-.is publishing the
book and 100,000 copies already have
been ordered. It will not exceed the
hopes of all concerned if the sale
reaches 500,000, so that the charitable
enterprise of the Queen already is well
assured.

‘An ‘unknown tramp, who is said to
have belonged to Chatham, lost his life
last evening on the C. P. R. near
Grand Bay. The fatality appears to
have peen a horrible affair. The victim
accompanied by a man, who today
gives his name as Michdel Bryan, was
riding on the Pacific Express, having
boarded the train at Fairville, They
had taken a position on the blind bag-
gage which wa3s attached to the tender
of the engine. When the train was
near Grand Bay, one of the men fell
frorg the car. Bryan then climbed over
the tender and informa2d the engineer
of the occurrence, the matter was re-
ported to the station agent at Grand
Bay and a man was sent back along
the ‘track to look for the body. The
unfortunate fellow had gone under the
wheels and been crushed in an awful
méprer. His body had been picked up
by some part of the train and dragged
along with it for upwands of g mile.
The hands were chopped off, one of the
feet was gone, a wheel had passed over
the unfortunate’s breast, severing the
body in two portions. The head had
evidently been under the wheels, for a
section of the upper jaw was found in
one place, while the crushed mass of
the skull was picked up elsewhere. The
body was literally chopped to pieces
angd the only portion which could have
been’ at all useful for identification
was a small section of the face, show-
ing 1hat the tramp had worn a black
moustache. Coroner McFarland, of
Fairville, was notified 'and went out
with. g constable  last evening. Upon
ascertaining the facts of the case it
was decided that an inquest would be
unnecessary. This morning the pody
was brought in from Grand Bay and
will be'buried by the County authori=
ties, Bryan, who was with the victim
on the express at the time, did not
know the dead man’s name, but states
that he got on at Fairville, that he be-
longed to Chatham and that his people
are now living in the Norta Shore
town.

half. In this contest Mr. Wilmot has
against himn an able, resourceful, inde-
fatigable campaigner, who has béen in
the field for over a year, who has car-
ried on one of the most vigorous and
effective canvasses ever made in the
combined counties, and who has beén
able by persistent efforts to secure for
the constituency improved mail ser—
vices and important public -~works
greatly needed and greatly appreci-
ated. In both these constituencies the
odds are heavily in favor of the Liberal
candidates.

In the three remaining ridings, St.
John City, Charlotte and York, the
fight has been on more even terms.
But whatever may have been the
chances a week ago St. John City to-
day may he safely put in the Liberal
column. Not only has the recent scan-
dal failed to touch Mr. Pender even
indirectly but it is rebounding with
telling force against his opponent to
‘whom people heretofore gave credit for
more decency and honesty than he has
shown by lending his countenance to
this digpicable style of warfare.

In York and Charlotte he is a bold
man who would predict victory at
this stage either way, but it is unmis-
gtakably evident that in both constitu-
encies Liberal prospects are better than
they were four years ago, and in both
the Liberal candidates an@ their
friends are supremely confident.

After
the tenders were opened it was learned
that Mayes' dredge could not qualify
under these terms. It was an Ameri-
can machine, neéver registered under
the Canadien shipping regulatiens. In
the circumstances ‘the Publc Works
Department might quite regularly have
accepted the Haney & Miller tender,
but considering the bid of those con-
tractors too high and Wwishing to invite
more. compstition, ‘the department ecall-
ed for new.tenders, without the Cana~-
dian limitation. . . !

FRINCE RUPERT, Oct. 19-The
Empire gives an account of a meeting
held to determine how best to gét rid
of the nucleus of g yellow colony here
composed of fifteen Chinese and five
Japs. Those prasent after some debate
; asked the Chairman to read the mem-
{ bership oath of the Soclety of White
'Pioneers. a society organized in Prince
' Rupert a year ago. The oath was read,
jand the Chairman then asked how
many of those present were willing to
take the membership oath of the soci-
ety, and every man in the hall stood
up.
Within an hour the oath had been
taken and subscribed to by over one
hurdred, and today Prince Rupert has
close to one hundred and fifty men
who have sworn and subscribed to the
following oath:— .

““That [ am opposed to the admission
of Asjatic coolie laborers into Canada,
and that I will not employ Asfatic
coolie ‘laborers 4as 'ong .as I am a res-
ident of or dolng business in Comox-
Atfin aistrict.

‘“That 1 will not vote for any candi-
date for an elective municipal, Pro-
vinctal or Dominion office in said dis-
triet who employes Asiatic coolie lab-
crers, and who will not openly declare
that he is 6pposed to the immigration
of Asiatic coolies, and that if elected
he will on every occasion vote for their
exclusion from Canada and oppose
their employment on any civie, Provin-
clal or Dominion work within said dis-
triet.”

The Society of White Pioneers has
no officers; hag no expenses what-
ever; holds no meetings; makes no
noige; makes no threats. Its members
simply live up to the.oath théy have
taken, and in doing so quietly and ef-

JAMES PHERDER

SOME OF THE MYSTERIOUS
~ PRANKS OF THE EARTH

Far away in the Arctic, on the nor-
thernmost coast of Canada, a sham
volcano is working on an snormous
scale. A huge cliff lying to the east of
Cape Bathurst, 18 all ablaze for a dis-
tance of over twenty miles.

The face of the cliff {s seamed with
lignite, and this appears to have been
burning for centuries. How it took
fire, or ‘when, no one knows, or ever
will know. And there it goes on dblaz~
ing year after year covering the ev-
erlasting ice with a pall of smoke and
cinders. )

After years of effort it is now possi-
ble to predict the weather, with toler-
able accuracy, for a day ahead. But as
for foretelling what the earth herself
will do the next minute, you might as
well attempt to predict where a flash
of lightning will strike. The forces at
work below the earth’s crust seem to
take an almost impish delight in play-
ing the maddest pranks, some of which'
are totally unexplainable.

DESTRUCTION OF ST.PIERRE.

Some are harmless, some destructive
beyond measure.Of the latter, the most
extraordinary example on record is uns<
doubtedly the destruction of 8St. Pler-
re.
Mont Pelee exploded. Such a thing
has happened before. Volcanoes not
unfrequently blow their heads off, But
why that awful cloud of white, hot
dust should rush straight down from
8t. Plerre, killing 40,000 people in less
than two minutes, is not so easily ex-
plained. The disaster was so0 local that
Morne Rouge, the suburb on the hills
close above, escaped comparatively un-
damaged.

Imke Vernagher, a beautiful sheet of
water, .the pride of a valley in the Ty-
rol, vanished in a night. Next morn-
ing the bed was bare mud, There was
no earthquake on this occasion. The
lake quietly disappeared as a bath
empties when the plug is pulled out.

“TIDAL” WAVES,

Speaking of Swiss lakes calls to mind
the extraordinary “tidal” waves of
Lake Geneva. They are called “tidal*
for want of a better mame,’ At uncer=
tain intervals the lake heaves itself up
and rises fivé or' six feet in a few se~
conds. Why, or wherefore, no one
knows.

Nor can anyone tell what is happen-
ing in the Caspian Sea. For years past
its waters have been falling, and’ it had
been supposed that the great inland
sea was ‘gradually drying up. Recent
soundings reveal the astonishing faect
that-the Caspian is at present actually
deeper than it was a century ago.
There is only one possible hypothesis
The bottom of the sea must be drop-
ping out.:

In 1905 petroleum was struck near
the town of Dalton, in Texas. Believ+
ing that an oil deposit actually under
lay the town, a trial boring was made
just outside the city.

i A FEARFUL ABYSS,

The result was alaraming.At a gépth -
of 250 ft. the drill-points fell into what
was evidently a gigantic subterranefn’
cave of which soundings failed 'to"
reach the bottom. §

Presently the earth began ‘to fal :
away and drop into the fearful abyss.
A huge pit appeared, which constant- -
iy extended. Then all the water In the *
town reservoir poured away leaving’
not one drop in the place. oy 3

Some of these natural phenomena are
quite beyond explanation. In the nor- '
thern part of Polk Countyq, Wisconsin,
there are five big holes in the ground.
natural wells, varying between 120 ft.
and 160 ft. deep.

‘Whenever rain is coming these wells
g0 crazy. A current of air comes roar-
ing out, with a sound that can be heard
nearly half a mile away. The air is
sometimes so hot that it will boil a
kettle and, again, so cold that it will
freeze water. .

The ‘“high hat” variously called at
different “imes ani in different places,
“chimney-pot,"’ ‘““‘stovepipe,”’ “ecylin-
der,” and what not, and now dubbed
by the irreverent the “silk lid,” be-
came fashionable in Paris about the
year 1790, soon after the death of Ben-
jamin Franklin, in whose honor ‘it was
known as ‘‘chapeau Franklin.”,

Despite numberless changes of style,
this cylindrical form of headwear has
meintained its ground ever since, un-
expected as such a result would have
seemed at its first introduction.

For a time this -style of hat was
considered| revolutionary in Germany
and Russia — anyone wearing a ‘cy-
linder” was liable to punishment—but
the evil reputation passed away; and
the tall, stiff hat, the ugliest head
covering that was ever worn, and the
most ridiculed, outlives all other
styles.

In the celebrated beer garden of
Munich, the Hofbrauhaus, ‘any man
daring to apear in a high hat is like-
ly to have it crushed over his head,
time-honored custom declaring that
here, if. anywhere, a tall hat is out of
place.

On the centrary, no honorable mem-
ber sits in,the English House of Com-
mons without his “pot” hat on his
head. If he mises to address the
house, greet a friénd, or cross . the
room, he must hold his shihy tile in
his hand. S8hould his name be men-
tioned in the speech of another mem-
ber, he lifts his hat respectfully. If
it is in his hand when his name is
utterad, etiquette requires him to clap
it hastily on his head 4n order thmt
he may lift it with proper deference.

SNUFFED HIM OUT.

In one of the Buropean Parliaments,
when the  president finds it necessary

to. end an argument, he gravely puts
on his ‘“cylinder.” Though it happen=
ed nearly forty years ago, people still
laugh at the recollection of one presi-
dent who, to close a celebrated debdte,
took up his neighbor’'s hat by mistake.
It was far too big for him, and, fall-
ing down about his ears, snuffed him
out completely from the gaze of the
crowded house.

In Germany, when the Herr Ober
Inspector meets his friend, the Herr
Chor-Verein Director, inthe streét, the
prudent passer-by allows them e
wide berth;. otherwise the. majestic
sweep of the uplifted cylinders is like-
ly to bowl him over the gutter.

Less aggressive, but equally striking
to a stranger, is the Englishman’s fa-
shion of covering his face with hig
tall hat as soon as he has taken his
seat in his pew in church.

Work Will Cost About Half of Any
Previous Dredging Here

Something ovér a hundred yearsago
an eminent  but pessimistic scientist
was demonstrating to the satisfaction
of a large audience that a steamship
could never cross 'the Atlantic when
his address was interrupted by the
news that the first gteamship to ac-
complish the impossible feat had just
arrived in port.

During the past week Dr. Danfel and
his fellow pessimists in the local Con-
servative party have been deriding
Dr. Pugsley’s plan for the development
of Courtenay Bay as an election fake.
Such development they have claimed
is unnecessary for many years to
come. Expenditure for this work now
is an unwarranted waste of public
money they have assured, claiming
anyway that the work could not be
accomplished in forty years.

And last evening’'s papers contained
despatches from Ottawa announcing
that the contracts for this work—the
most important ever undertake nin the
history of St. John—had already been
awarded.

‘While this announcement is prema-
ture, inasmuch as, though it has been
ascertained that the lowest tender is
from a local company which in all
probability will be accepted, the mat-
ter has not yet passed the cabinet, as
it must before the contract is finally
awarded.

The Minister of Public Works in-
formed The Sun last night that ten-
ders had been called for the work and
three had been received. Of these the
bid of the Maritime Dredging Com-
pany was considerably the lowest. This
being the case, he had as a matter of
course recommended to the chief engi-
neer of his department and to the cab-
inet that, other things being equal, this
tender should be accepted. The mazter
has not yet come before the -cabinet,
and until it does the contract cannot
be awarded, but the Minister has no
doubt that unless his chief engineer
discovers in the tenders he has recelved
some ground for accepting other than
the lowest tender that the contract will
g0 to the local firm as stated.

The three tenders received for this
important work were from the Mari-
time Dredging Company of :St. John,

the Dominion Dredging Company of |

Ottawa and G. S. Mayes.

The first tender averaged for all
kinds of work 38 cents, the Ottawa
tender 39%, while Mr. Mayes’ tendar
was 74 cents. The 1local company's
tender for rock excavation was $5, or
only a little over one-half the figure
paid Mr. Mayes for his work on the
‘West Side. The price to be paid under
this coantract for hydraulic dredging,
that is the work which can he _per-
formed by a suction dredge, is only 25
cents per cubic yard, end as the bore
ings hawve rcvesled the fact that most
of the Courtenay Bay work is in very
soft matarial, the Minister expects
that a large pert of the contract will
be dons by hydéraulic machines at the
26 cent rate.

The work ccntemplated in the con-
tract is a channel 800 feet wide and 30
feet deep frcm deep water down by
Partridge Isiand up to the head of
Courtenay Bay, with additional dredg-
ing on the West Side needed for the
new berths which are to he provided
from 3and Point down along the Bea-
con bar in accordance with Engineer
Shewan’s plan.

By the dgures in the lowest tender it
will be seen that this work will be
done at a rate only about one-half the
amount paid for the cheapest dredging
work ever done heretofore in this har-
bor. Mr. Mayes received for his first
contract 55 oents per cubic yard for

silt and $8.60 for rock. For his second,

contract he received %0 cents per cubic
yard for silt. Under this new contract,
as a result of the wider competition
and of the better knowledge which
ithe contracttrs had of the conditions
ijn St. John Frarbor and also of the
large amount of work inctuded in the
contract, the work will bs done at an
average of 38 cents per cubic yard and
if, as is possible, a large part of it can
be performad by hydraulic process,

for which the rate Is 2§ cents, the
average rate will be even lower.

Referring to Mr. Hatheway's predic-
tion that the dredging of Courtenay
Bay would take forty years, the Min-
ister pointed out yesterday that there
are dredges in his department capable
of dredging 10,000 cubic yards per day
of ten Aours, at which rate one dredge
would be adle to do the whole of this
work, Courtenay Bay, West Side and
alk in little ower threz years. As the
contractors wouid mo doubt put mere
than one dredge to work on so large
an enterprise, he had not the slightest
doubt that when'-the Grand Trunk
Pacific was compieted in 1811 that the
Courtenay Bay facilities or a part of
them at least, would be ready for the
new traffic.

Partiament has air:ady provided an
appropriation for the bezinning of the
work, and in accordance with usual
custom, -vill vote the additional
money requirad as the work proceeds.
Work will probably begin immediately
after the contraet is formally awarded.

GERMANY'S FINANGIAL GARES.

e

The question of Germany's financial
difficulties has been deait with in some
detail by a writer'in the Manchester
Guardian, Some of ‘his more important
statements are quoféd here:

“The approachin® < session of the
Reichstag will be @devoted to putting
the imperial finances straight. Twice
within redent years has the Reichstag
nibbled at the task. The government
has determined that this time it shall
be done thoroughly. The amount of the
imperial debt, £212,600,000, does not
eeem excessive when compared - to our
own, or that of other great powers, nor
is the explanation of the German gov-
ernment’s anxiety to-be sought in adad-
ing the debts of the individual states
to the imperial debt:- &

“It is not the gross amount that
causes anxiety, but the circumstances
under which it has come into exist-
ence, and the rate at which it is grow-
ing. In 1877 the imperial debt was less
than £1,000,000 and in the last eight
years the total increase was almost as
large as in the previous twenty-three
years. Huge deficits are chronic, cur-
rent expenditure is met out of loans;
there is no provision for debt extinc-
tion and the government .has to raise
money at 4 per cent. This has hap-
pened during a period of profound
peace and striking economic expansion.

“The Reichstag has voted expendi-
ture without voting the funds to meet
it, and the interesting question is why
it has not done so. One may negative
straightway the idea ‘that taxation in
Germany is already so high or the
wealth of the country so modest that
the limit of revenue has been reached.
It is doubtful whether the German,
having regard to income is as heav-
ily taxed as the Englishman; it is still
more doubtful whether -taxation has
kept pace with the national income.
The wealth of Germany has multiplied
many times during the last thirty
years, and if the Reichstag has not
balanced its Budgets, it is certainly
not because the country is too pbor to
afford it.

“The Reichstag has been hampered
because imperial findrice IS at once &
constitutional and ‘a social question.
The empire is a federation of states,
and the .individual states wish to bal-
ance their own budgets. To make that
easier they want to monopolize a cer-
tain field; they want direct taxation to
be reserved exclusively for themselves.
The imperial government for reasons,
which are not very convincing, from
the purely financial standpoint, accepts
that principle with little reserve. Sac-
rifices must be made for the federal
principle, especially when sacrifice is
not unpleasing to the class which
weighs most with the government, the
squirearchy.

‘““The imperial government has not
yet announced its plans, but they are
known in outline. The obvious remedy
of eutting down expenditures seems to
be excluded. The expenditure on arma-
ments, in particular on the navy, has
most contributed to confound the Bud-
get, and the country is committed by
the navy acts to expenditure over a
term of years. Nevertheless, forces un-
doubedly exist to check the further ex-
pansion of the navy estimates. Signifi-
cant protests by men so little sus-
ceptible of anti-militarism as Colonel
Gadke have apppared, while only a
few days ago the Kreuz Zeitung, the
organ of the Prussian squires, pressed
for a halt in ngval expansion. Still,
such changes apply to the future; they
can hardly affect the present financial
proposais,

“The problam ~f the Imperial govern-
ment is to devise a formula which

shall satisfy the States and the squires
'ty not cncroaching upon direct taxa-
i tion, and satisfy the Liberal members
{ of the Reichstag by not further adding

to the inequitable burden resting upon
i the poor.' As might be expected, such

a formula is to be constructed by a
i frée handiing of terms.” The 'Imperial
| goverament at present draws revenue
| from two direct taxes—death duties
{and State contributions, raised in part
| directly by the States. It vroposes to
?develop these. It is obvious, however,
| that "inless the government is prepared
| to make a radical transfofmation of ths
| death duties not much is to be lookad
| for from these sources.

“The North German Gazette, ths
semi-official organ, tells the consumer
that he is to make the chief sacrifice,
{and doubtless the luties on tobacco
jand-alcohol will* be increased. These
| lnxuries are much less heavily taxel
) in Geérmany now than in England; but,
{on the other .hand, the German's ne-
| cessities are mtch more heavily taxed,
| s0 that n2w taxes on ber and tobacco
 will be resented. A proposal which is
i not iikely to met with popular opposi-
;tlon is one to tax advertisements, but
| the newspapers have already begun to
| campaign against it. Still more severe
{wm bé the assault on a proposed im-
i pust on electricily and gas. The gov-
| ernment’s idea is to tax these when
| used for private consumption, no: for
| power. A duty on light reminds one of
{ Pitt’s window taxes, while the distinc-
tion between light and power is pure
logomachy.
purposes is single, and if anything cuts
down the consumption for one purpose
it will rajse the cost for the other, and
will therefore hamper industry. \Vhat
is a still greater objsction is that it
will affect differnt industries and dis-
tricts tp a different extent. Gas and
electrical power. are employed chiiefly

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BISHOP RICHARDSON'S CHARGE T0 THE CLERGY

Following {s the.charge to the Bynod
read by Bishop Richardson this morn~
ng.

My Dear Brethren of the Clergy and
the Lality:

After another year’'s work, we have
come together for canference and pray-
;r. Will you let me, at the very out-
set, express the earnest hope that our
deliberations will be marked by a ser-
ious and stsadfast purpose, in all
things, to serva the highest interasts
of the Chureh, and, under the guid-
ance of the ‘Holy 8pirit, to sirengthed
and extend the Master's Kingdom? It
is no smali privilege; it is no small re-
sponsibility, ‘to have ‘placed in our
hands the authority of logislation for
the Church. Let us try, as a Synod,
and as individuals, to value the priv-
ijlege meore highly, and to discharge
the responsibiity. mere faithfully. Let
us enter upon our common work as
those who, in a real, if in a. limited,
gence, “re stawards of the mysteries of
God, and lahorers together with Him.

It 1s only right that my first words
to you this morning should be with re-
ference to the great loss sustained by
the Church in rhe death of my revered
predecessor, Bishop Kingdon. After the
lapse of a year, and when £o many and
varied resolutions have been passed in
appreciation of his life and work, there
is not much that I can . add.  Let me,
however, simply say this—that the mote
I enter upon the heritage that he laid
down, the more fully I recognize and
revere the thoroughness and value of
his work. To meuntion one point only—
rarely, I suppose, has any Bishop done
#0 much to inculeate | into his clergy,
and to stamp upon- his diocese, a real
respect and reverence for law and or-
der. In this, and in many other re-
spects, Bishop”Kingdon left permanent
results behind him. Happy, indeed, it
is that our last words to him were
words of loving sympathy and his last
words to the diccese, as reépresented by
the Synod, a message of gratitude and

“earnest praver.

I cannot mpet you thus officially this
morning, for the first time after my
return froni England, without saying
tomething, at loast, “of the two great
gatherings in Lendon, which, for the
time being, fermed such a centre of the
Church’s life and interest. There is not
time, of course, to enter .into details,
but I should like to set before you a
few of the impressions which have
been left most - preminent upon my
mind, and then to teuch upon one er
two of the¢ most impartant subjects
dealt with by the Lambeth Conference,

What will be the outenme of /the Conm
Breas? What has the Lambeth Confer-
ence effected? These are the questions
which everywhere men  are asking.
And they have a right to ask them. Af-
ter years of careful preparation, thou~
sdnds of Churchmen came together
from the four corners of the earth for
cenference, Weeks were spent in closest
deliberation ypcn subjects of the most
vital importance te the human race.
Tpen many of tha problems that press
most heavily upon tha hearts and con-
sciences of thoughtful men, the master-
minds of the Church were brought to
bear. Bisheps whose names are almost
houschold words, scoholars whose light-
est utteranee is received eyerywhere
With reverence, preachers whose pul-
pits are international in their influence
—these had all come together for a
shngle purpose. LEvery ‘meeting was
hzllow~d by an act of prayer and con-
sueration, Every speaker felt beneath
him the uplifting power of earnest and
united effort. Is it any wonder, then,
that the world wants to knew what
hag peap brought tqo pgss? I8 it any
matter for surprise that’ men are agk-
ing to be shown definite results?

From both the Congress ard the
Conference alike there have gone out
10 the church, and te the world, three
&reat insistent cails,—a call to a clear-~
ér Catholicity, which shall find ex-
bression for itself in a new, strong im-
Detus te the missionary movement,—a
call to consecration, out of which shall
emerge a deepened sense of every
man’s responsibility for every other
nan,—~and @& call to the ministry, as
the result of which fathérs and moth-
ers shall eeunt it the greatest honor in
the weorld to have a son come forward
end say;, T want to be ordained, and
young men and boys learn to see in
the priesthoed of the church the wor-
thiest voeation for every highest power
of their manhood. Let me take each
of these ealls in turn.

A call to clearer Catholicity—that is
the first challenge that hag gone out
to the Christian world—a call to widen
our vision of the church, and of the
church’s mission—a ¢all to count our-
selves false to our faith, and recreant
to: our trust, if we fail te falter in
obadience to that command which is
the Church's charter,~“Go ye, there-
fore and teach all nationas.”

Let us think for a moment what
such a call must mean, It means this,
first of all, I hope,—that, as the result
of this summer's work, fewer men,
Will be found willing to speak lightly,
not to say slightingly, of the Chyrch’s
anissionary enterprise, Certainly, that
is true of England, and it will, T be-
lleve, be true of every part of the Eng-
tish speaking world. No one weuld
come in contact with that immense
mass of energy and enthusiasm ir the
interests of the world’s conversion
without having his conscierce quick-
ened with some sense of his responsi-
blity for every other soul. Hereafter,
multitudes of men will be
eshamed to say, as they have so often,
at least, in substance, said before, that
they do not believe in missions.

But more than this. Not orly have
we learned to recognize more clearly
the claim of the world upon the Church.
but there has keen put before us with
2 full and fine emphasis, the claim of
the Church upon the world. Angd that
is an almast new idea. What does it
mean? It means this,—that we ghall

We are learn-
ing that fulfilment and not:destruction
is the true law of -Christian prozress,
and we are coming to be sure that the
Church has much to gain as well as
much to-give in: Her evangelistic work

Japanese upon the world’s intellectual
and economic arena must mean the in-
fusion of new strength and new vital
ity, so it is impossible, that those won-
derfully gifted people should come into
the life of Christianity without adding
something to its fullness,without mak-
ing it.a richer and a nobler thing. Here
then, is a new reason for‘enthusiasm in
missionary work—the Church cannot
afford to be without the world.

A call to consecration, out of which
shall emerge a deepened sense of every
man’s responsibility for every other
man—that is the second challenge of
the Congress to the Church. Al
through the successive meetings of
Congreas and Conference alike, there
was the same single idea of the Church
8s a body ordained of God for the ser-
vice of mankind. It may seem, per-
haps, to some of you as though that
were a very old idea. Have we not
always thought of the mission of the
Church as service? What else do we
mean by speaking of the ministry?
Yes, but what is the Church. Nay, let
me rather ask, who is the Church?
And the answer is, “You.” "The an-
swer is, “I.”” Once let a man accept
the mission of the Church as service,
and he cannot escape the responsibil-
ity that rests upon himself as.a mem-
ber of the Church. You are responsi-
ble for service; you’are responsible
for doing something definite to help
the ‘world through your -fellow-man.
gone out to the Church—a call to the
fathers and mothers te lay their am-
bition for their sons upan the altar of
self-sacrifice, and a eall to young men
and boys to -offer themselves for the
priesthood of the Church, Am I wrong
in eoming with this call to the fathers
and mothers of the Diocese? Am I
wrong in thinking that they are in
part responsible for the scarcity of
candidates fer Holy Qrders? Am I
wrong in thinking that? As I look out
upon this Diocese, and mark the way
in which so few men are coming for-
ward from the homes of the well-to-do,
I cannot doubt that parents are not ef-
fering their sons to God in prayer, and
are net, therefore, leading them to
think ‘of the ministry as the highest
and happiest of all vocations. $o far
as my. own experience goes, it seldom
seems to happen now that the sens of
the rich are found amongst candidates
for Holy Orders. The ranks of our
clergy are being recruited largely from
other classes. I do not say that_ this
is altogether an evil thing. At least
it sets-the Church free from the charge
sometimes brought against her that
she is the Church only of the educated
and well-to-do. But we must beware
lest for an error in one direction we
substitute an error in another. The
ideal ministry is one to which young
men from eyery class are crowding,
and that is in no sense true of us to-
day. I shall have more to say of this
a little later on.

Amongst the many topics treated by
the Lambeth Conference, there are just
one or two upon which, for a few mo-
ments, I want to speak.

THE SACRAMENT CGF THE LORD’'S
SUPPER.

In connection with this important
subject, two q'urestlons in particular
came before the Conference. The first
conceras the Church in Canada only in
a very general way, and, therefore, I.
will merely mention it in passing. Ow-
ing to the extreme difficulty of obtain-
ing either wheaten bread or wine niade
from the fruit of the vine, in certain
remote mission stations of the For-
eign Field, it has been urged by some
mors Immediately concerned that ‘‘the
use of sume other matter for the Sac-
rament should be authorized.” One
pressing case instanced was that of
Ulganda, where, though there are many
thousands of communicant members of
the Church, the vine cannot be sue-
cessfully cultivated, so that every
drop of Sacramental wine has to be
brought from the coast, a distance of
one thousand miles. Other cases were
adduoced where the difficulty lay in the
entire absence of wheaten bread. Un-
der these circumstances, it Has been
asked, might not some substitutes be
sanetioned by the Church? I am thank-
ful to say that the Confernce utterly
refuaed to take such action. Whilst the
greatest 'sympathy was felt for those
who had to deal with such trying con-
ditions, yet it was recognized that the
Conference had no right to break away
from Qatholic custom, and, therefore,
it was affirmed by resolution that ‘‘the
only elements which the Church can
sanction for use in the administration
of the Holy Communion are Bread and
Wine, according t¢ the lnatg,tution of
our Lord.”

The second question referred to the
committee, and pronounced upon by the
Conference 18 one that touches the
Church in Canada more closgely, It has
oeen raised by those who fear the pos-
sibility of infection from the use of a
common chalice, and, thevafore, advo-
cats the use of separate cups. To adopt
such a custom would, in my judgment,
be a very grave depariure from the
unbroken practive of the Church. T do
not Jare to say that such a change in
the outward congditions of the Sacra~

MARRIAGE AND DIVORCE.
Amongst the resolutions passed by

| the Lambth Conference upon this sub-

Ject, there is one that may cause mis-
understanding, and I will, therefors,
take this opportunity of dealing with
it. This particular resolution was first
passed in the conference of 1888, and
simply reaffirmed this year. It runs
as follows: “That, recognizing the fact
that there has always been g difference
of opinion in the churgh on the ques—
tion whether sur Lord meant to forbid
marriage to the innocent party in p di-
vorce for adultery, the copference re-
ecommends that the clergy should mot
be Instructed to refuse the sacraments,
or other privileges «f the church, to
sanction, are
Now the canon of the
church in Canada abseolutely and ex-
pressly forbids any clergyman’ of the
Church of England to solemnize g
marriage between persons either of
whom shall have been divorced from
one who is living at the time. Now,
then, it has been asked, can it-be right
to give a person “so married, even
though the innocent party, the highest
privileges of the church? The answer
is simply this,—While the law of the
church is perfectly clear in its prohi-
bition of remarriage under the defined
conditions, yet there has always been
as the Lambeth resolution says, a dif-
ference of opinion in the church as to
whether our Lord meant to refuse
marriage to the innocent party in a
divorce for adultery. However satis-
fied your or I may be upon that point,
it remains undeniable that there has
been disagreemsnt with regard to it,
In view of that fact, then, and in view
of the further fact that such unjons
are permitted and solemnized by other
Christian bodies, the church may well
ehrink from pronouncing excommuni-
cation upon these who have, perhaps, in
Booud faith and perfect innocence—en-
tered into them. It is one thing to say
to those who propose to enter such a
union, “You shall not receive the bless-
ing of the church upon your marriage,
because what you are about to do is
contrary- to the church's law.” It is

quite another thing to say tothose who, |

have been so married, “We put you be-
yond the church's pale,”

CHRISTIAN RE-UNION.

Doubtless many people were disap-
pointed that a greater advance was
not made by the conference in the di-
rection of re-ynion. More than any
other su_bJect.,_ it has been in the mindg
of thinking men. More than anything
else, it has been the subject of earnest
hopes and prayers. The eyes of all the
Christian world were turned towards
the Lambeth Conference in the expeot-
ation that something decisive would be
done. No wonder that the actual re-
sults séemed small and meagre. No
wonder that at first people thought
that nothing had been done. But some-
thing was done—something that could
not, perhaps, be put down on paper—
something that was insusceptible of
measurement—and I do not, hesitate to
say that the Christian world is nearer
to re-union because of what was done
at the conferende this summer. It you
ask me what it was, I do not kilow
that I can tell you, but there as
something, a certain subtle change of
tone and temper, that seemed to make
re-union, less a dream, and Jnore an
expeotation. If the report of the Con*
ference seem to some cold and formal,
then, in the words of the Encyelical,
I ask them to remember “the Brave re-
sponsibility which attaches to the com-
position of sguch documents, and the
necessity of acocuracy, candor, and self-
restraint, if the cause of ulzlty is to
In all projects
of re-union there is grave danger of
premature proposals, Nothing eould be
more disastrous to the cause of our
common Christianity than an outward
union .without inward unity. Nothing
could be morefatal to ,our future
hopes than to attempt to reach the
consummation of our hopes before the
work of preparation is complete.

Tc one meore iniportant: resolution of
the Lambeth Ccnference let me turn,
—that  touching religicus  eduvcation.
“In the judgment. of the conferenca,”
the resolutinn reads, “it is our duty as
Christians to n.ake clear to the world
that purely secular systems of educa~
tion are educaticnally as well as mor-
ally ‘unsound, since they fail to co-ar—
dinate the whole natire of the child,
and necessarily leave many children
deficiant in a most impcrtant factor
for that formation of ckaracter, which
is the oprincipal -aim of education.”

GENERAL SYNOD.

Let me refer very briefly to the
work of the general synod. In certain
respects, it was a most memorahle
meeting, and;ong to Wwhich'the chugéh
can look back with satfsfaction. It
will, in the first place, be remembered
as ‘the session-of the ' general synod,
which gave birth to the new hymn
book. For three Years a large and in-
fluential conmimittes had glven them-
selves unsparingly to the work of com-
pilation—a most arduous and difficult
task—and the triumphant results of
their labors were seen in” the unanim-
ous adoption by the synod of the re-
port which they presented.

Another distinct step forward was
in the appointment of a Sunday school
commission for the whole church. This
will involve a general secretary, whe
will be responsible for the organizing
and oversight of Sunday school work
throughout the Dominion. Of oourse,
this important work cannot be done
without the expenditure of some
money, and we must be prepared to
accept our share of the responaibility.
A very marked advance was made by
the general symod in the matter of tam-
perance. So far as the. upper hoyde
was concerned, there was very little

‘time for the consideration of the report
1ypon ‘this subject, ‘and -J do not mind
|saying that I was not quite satisfied
with its entire wisdom. But substan-
tially I am quite prepared to stand by
‘it, and [ hope that this @focese will do
the same. It is worth something, it is
worth. everything to the chureh, that
at least something definite was done.

The recommendations of the report
ney be summarized as follows:

1. - That the bar should be abolished.

2. That, until that has come to pass:

(a) It should be made a criminal of-
fense to permit minors to enter a bar
where intoxicants are sold.

(b) The hours of sale should be
shortened by legislative action.

(¢) All curtains and other obstruc-
tions, that prevent .persons from see-
ing into the bar from the outside,
should be removed; and all bars shold
be in the front of the house, and open
on the street.

(d) The proctise of “treating”’ should
be condemficd, end regarced as an evil,

(e) Full advantage shovld be taken,
when practicable, of the principle of
local 2ption urder the present liesnse
law.

And now, my dear brothers, I leave
all these matters that concern chiefly
the Church's larger )ite, and turn to
the things that are near at home. Let
me speak of the problems that press
upon us as a diocese, In the very fore-
front of importance, I must put our

taking the means of gracé, as we have
them in the Church, tp the people of
this province, Here, after all, ig the
sphere of our first responsibility; here
is out most bounden duty.

I ask this synod to do what the
synod of Ncva Scotia hag al
ready done, and with most
satisfactory results. The  canon
adopted by the syned of Nova Scotia
reads as. follows: “The gcale of sti-
pends to clergymen of this diocese in
priests’ orders, serving under the dio-
¢esan mission board, shall be as fol
lows, namely, not less than $600 per
annum for the first year of service in
the dlocese, not less than $700 per
annum after one year of service in the
diocese, not lesa than $750 per annum
after three years of service in the dio-
eese, and not less than $800 per an-
num after seven years of service in
the diocese,”

: THE WORK OF LAYMPN IN:THB
CHURCH, ¥

How to enlist laymen in the church’s
work—that is one problem which we
have to face, And it is well worth
facing, for no one gcan doubt that there
is in  this direction an  immensely
greater .working force than we have
yet. begun to realize—certainly a far
greater working :force than we have
8o far ysed. I do met forget in saying
§0 the valuable®werk which is being
already dope. I do not fail to remem-
ber the hours and days of patient
work which some of our laymen are
giving to the synod, and to its its com~
mittees every year. I de not ignore
the ready way in which thelr experi-
ences and advices are always freely
at my ocalll I remember al the
things—remember them all with grati-
tude. But I remember also that mno
man can exhaust -the duties of his
churchmanship 'by doing .committee
work algne. There are - higher and
deeper opportunities of geryjge. The
' question that is pressing upon the laity
today—pregsing upon them more, per-
haps, than it has ever pressed before—
is this; What can men do to make the
ministry of the church g more effective
thing? What can laymen do to extend
the kingdom of our Lord and Master?
What can the percentage of men who
are in the church do for those who
are outside?

One megnificent answer has been
lately given to that question by a new
movement that has arisen in the chureh;
the laymen’s missionary movement.
Enough has been sald about it in the
papers to make much explanation
needless, but I cahnot let pass the
opportunity of pressing upon you who
repregent the laymen of this diocese
its splendid possibilities. The move-
ment stands for the recognition of the
church’'s missionary enterprise as the
work of laymen. Its aim s to bring
to bear upon the solution of mission-
ary problems the same businegs stability
and the same business thoroughness
that characterize every man's re-
lationship to ordinary life, It sets
before it the supreme posasibility of
evangelizing the world in the pres-
ent generation. It is not an .organi-
zation, but an inspiration, It is not un-
denominational, but interdenomina-
tiopal. It forms ne new soiceties, but
infuses Into already existing ones the
strepgth of a new enthugiasm. It
claims no right of interference or con-
trol, but leaves every church, through
which it works, the fuilest liberty of
action, It takes nothing from any
church, but gives everything, Bvery-
thing it has been used by God to
awaken the men of the Church to a
sehse of thelr responsibility for, mis-
sionary work, and for missionary giv-
ing. Under its influence, the Church
of England in Teronto, Ottawa and
many other places, multiplied by three
its contributions to the cause of mis-
sions; and ‘the same is true of these
other churches by which the move-
ment has been taken up. It is im-
possible to doubt that it has come .to
us from God, and we must not fail, in
this diocese, to take full advantage of
its Impetus. I must earnestly ‘hope
that the laymen of oug Church will
accept its challenge, and claim its
splendid inspiration. . Full information

for many mcre. It fs not unnatural
that it should ke so, in view of the

,rapid development of “Western Canada,

with its fast inrueh of vmigration, For
Mmuny years to come, the church will
still be struggling to keep up with this
development. But this only makes it
mdre neeiful, more vitally important,
that 2very effort should be mads.to
Fecure'a gufficient supply of cundidates
for holy orders, and it ig this abhout
which, opce mare, I want to speak.
There can be no doubt that many men
are called of Goo ta enter the ministry
who, for one regsen or ancther, fail to
follow their vccation. Mainly, T sup-
poge, the reasgn for their failure is
financial—the want of ineans to secure a
Jilleral adueation. If the experience of
England js any criterion for Canada,
we muy be quite sure that In every
diocese there are young men who would
willingly become candidates gfor hoiy
orders if only the cpportunity <were
presented to them. But whatever
mnay be ‘he reason for their failure, it
I8 quite plainly the duty of the church,
firet, to maka their calling clear, and,
secondly, to make its geceptance pos-
sible for thenm:. And it is just here
that I think we have miserably failed.
We have not acted as a ehurch, Thare
li2e been no sense of cur corporate re-
sponsibility in thie respect. Hera and
there, it is true, there has been splendid
evidence of zeal on the part of indi-
viduals, ag the resyjt of which certaln
rarishes in the digcese have eent forth
a sSteady stream of candidates; but
there has been no united action. As a
church w2 have been content to accept
the candldates who kave found their

way to us, but we have never planned,

¢ven though we may have often pray-
ed, that {heir number might he in-
creased. Thig is where we have been
wrong, and, while I would urg2 every
clergyman, yes, and avery meinber of
the chureh, to do kis ytmost to turn
the thoughis of young men towaris
holy-orders us i1he higliest and happi-
est vocation, even mere sirongly 1 in-
sigt that, as g churech, we shouyld ac-
cept and act upon our responsibility,

AIDED MISSIONS.

I am compelléd to come back
onee more to the subjeet of Alded
Missions. ' If, when I last ad-
dressed the Synmod, I felt the need
of some reform in thie direction, it has
been much more forcibly impressed up-
on me by my first year’s experience as
Diocesan. There are just three princi-
ples for which I must contend. I will
state them briefly:

(1) First, I am gure that, until a Mis-
sion is self-supporting it ought not to
have an absolutely free hand in the ap-
pointment  of its parish priest. So long
as the Mission Board contributes to

its support, the Mission Board, through'

the Bishop, should have some to say
in the eelection of its missionary, I
think that principle will commend it-
self to most of you. There are many
reasons that might be mentioned in
support of this, but it will be enough
to speak of two. By the fact that there
is no difference made between a self-
supporting parish and an aided Mis-
sion. we lose a great level in leading
8 parish to stand upon itis own feet.
Let a mission logk forward to some li-
berty of election as a privilege of self-
suppert, and, at least, action in that
direction is encouraged. But there 18
this further—and it applies in part to
self-supporting parishes—-under the
present system very serious mistakes
are often _made in the eleotion of a
clergyman. Not unfrequently - it hap-
pens that clergymeh are called under
altogether erronoeouys jmpressions &s
to their fitness for the post, and then
the very unpleasant task devolves up-
on the Bishop of refusing a license,
Nothing is miore dangerous to a par-
ish to elect a clergy man as the re-
sult of correspondence only, entered
upon in answer to advertisement.There
must be some means of getting person~-
al information, and it often happens
that the bishop is the only one through
whom that information can be got,

(2) Secondly, it does not to me at
all wise that the power of removal in
such cases should not be vested in the
Bishop.Over and over again it is found
in every diocese that thebest interests
of the Church would be gerved by a
change in the Incumbency of certain
Missions. That must be obvioug to most
of you and I will not dwell upon (it.

(3)* Thirdly, nothing ia more calcul-
ated, in my judgment, to starve and
to stunt the missionary spirit in this
diocese than the system by which the
amount contributed by an aided Mis-
slon in its own support is classed ss
a missionary offering.
peems to be absolutelv vicious and in-
defensible. Not only does it place self-
supporting parishes in a poor light by

comparsion with aided mtsslons—thati

is a small thing, perhaps thought a
distinct injustice—but it teaches pco-
ple g think that all their missionary
obligations to the dlocese have heen

met by a subscription to theifr own !

support.

These are directions in which reform
is needed. I hope that the Synod wil}
give them its attention,

is compelled to work under conditions
that “are unmecesserily”hard and dis-
couraging sinply becavee there are too
many churches in his parish. Nothing
is geined by *planting' a church at ev
ery corner. On the contrary, for peo-
ple are trained to think it a great hard
ship to have to drive even a fow miles
to service. Not unfrequently, it hap-
pens, too, that a chureh is built at the
wrong place, and a condition unfavor-
able for the future of the parish per-
petuated, Sometimes again though our
fliacese is wonderfully free from this—
the building plsns might have Dbeen
much improved, What is the remedy
for all this? In the adoption of some
rules and regulations by which every
parish shall be subject. It may seem
to some that the best judgee of these
questione are the parishioners con-
cerned. On the contrary I think that
often they are the worst judges pos-
sible, Local influences are very pow-
reful and not infrequently the sound
Judgment of the rector and of his war-
dens {s over-ruled by the insistence of
a8 few influential paople. Thege mat-
ters ought to be decided apart from
local influences. First; the need of a
new church should be clearly demon-
strated to a Committee of the Synod:
secondly, the-building plans should be
approved by that committee; and,
third, the site should be settled upon in
consyltation with the Committee. By

sentation upon the Committee no in-
justice could possibly be dere, and tha
church would often be saved from verv
serious mistakes. It will, T know, be
urged, that such legislation as this
would constifufe dn Interfeféncé with
parochial rights. "My reply tq that ques-

interference  with parochial rignts.
‘We have so many parechial rights that
we are in danger of the worst kind
of congregatioralism.

3OTHESAY COLLBGIATE SCHOOL.

At the last mesting of the Synod it
was depided to purchase that property
known as the Rathesay. Cellege . for
Boys. This was agcordingly ‘done and
the property .passed into our hands.
I had no hegitation in eommending to
you luast session the proposal te this
atep, and, after a year’s experience, I
am more than ever sure that we madg
| no mistake. I say this deliberately and
in full view of eertain trying experi-
ences through which the eehool has
passed. It is, to my mind, clearly pro-
vidential that, when that erisis came
upon, the sehool the eontrol was vest-
ed in the 8ynod. I do not in the least
. desire to minimize the gravity of what
has happened, but I am noné the less
gure that out of its very sad experi-

ence there will come etrength and se-
! curity to thg future ‘young manhood of
! the Chureh. It has awakened us to the
stern\necessity of greater care and
watchfulneéss in the matter of those
moral problems which every boy mnust
face; if it hag aroused us to ‘a fuller
reglization of the grave dangers in-
volved in what has been described as
a “conspiracy of silence” regarding the
profound mysteries that surround the
beginnings of all human life; if it has
quickened our desire to safeguard the
young lives that.are committed to our
care; {f it hag done these things, then
the school has not passed through the

fire in vain.

THE CATHEDRAL.

My first words with reference to
the Cathedral must be words of grati-
tude to those Parishes that centributes
to-the new lighting system. It is never
easy, I know, to gdd even one appeal
to the many others that must be made
in the course of every year, and I ap-
preciate very deeply, and I know that
the people of the Cathedral appreciate
very deeply, the ready respaonse to the
plea for help put forward at the last
meeting of the Synod. As the result
of it, I was able to give the Cathedral
a very satisfactory lighting system. I
am quite sure that, when next we have
the pleasure of welcoming the Synod
to the Cathedral City, you will feel
that the effort was well worth while,
! and that a very real improvement has
! been made,

THE CATHEDRAL CHAPTER.

Since the last meeting of the Synod
the statutes of the Cathedral have
been revised, and some very important
changes made in them, snme of which
will, I hope, be of interest to you. Un-
der the statutes as they were, the
Chapter consisted of the Bishop, the
Dean, two Archdeacons, four Canons,
and four Laymen nominated by the
Bishop, and elected by the Chapter.
By the amended statutes, provision is
made for three Archdeacons, instead of
only two, and six Jay mwembers, in-
stead of only four.

Both of these changes were made for
a definite puyrpose. I was arnxious in
the first place to make the office of
Archdeacon a real working foree In
the diocsse. Hitherto the Archdeacone
have bean sueh in jittle mere
rame. The dignity of office was theirs,
and that was almoht all. In oiher
words they enjoyed uvrivileges withsut
responsibility, something that is good
neither in Church nor State. One ne-
ceasary step in the direction of reforn?
wap to lesser the size of the Archdea-
conries, and so make it more possibie
for each holder of office to assume some
responeibility for the work
Chureh within his jurisdiction.  Ac-
cordingly, by the kind consent of tho
Venerable Archdeacon Forsyth, these
territorial changes weare made, so that
thers are now three A/mhdnconriea—-
viZ., the Archdeaconsty of $t. John,
comiprising the Rural Deaneries of
St.- John and Kingston;~the Archdea-
conry of Fredericton, comprising the
Rural Deaneries of Frederieton, Wood-
atock and 8t. Andrews; and the Arch-
degconry of Chatham, comprising the
Rural Deanerieg of Chatham and Sheds
fac. Under the new arrangement you

Archdea.cpn Foreyth accepted the
Archdeaconry of Chatham in Heu uf
that of St. John, retaining by special
provision of Statute his senority, and
the Rev. Dr. Raymond was appointed
to the Archdeaconry of St. John. Now,
as I have already said, my special rea-
son for wishing to reduce the respec-
tive size of the old Archdeaconries was
that the office might be made a rspre
effective working force in the diocese.
As far back as the sixth century the
Archdeacon has been described as the
Ocuins Episcopi, and, under the condi-
tions of such a missionary diocese as
this, where the Bishop’s visitations are
necessarvily seldom, it is most desirable
that the functions of the office should
ke to some extent restored. There are
many matters in connection with the
Church’s work which require immed-
late aection, but which the bishop is
quite unable to attend to, and upon
which indeed, he ought not to have
to spend his ime. I am most anxious
to devote myself as exclusively as pos-
sible to that work which only the bis-
hop can do, and, with that end in view,
it is imperative that I should he zble
to Jelegate certain other duties to the
Archdeacons. I need not attempt to de-
fine those duties now, though I might
mention one particular duty which rallg
to- the Archdeacons in certain Cana-
dian dioceses—that of inspecting ihe
fabric of the Restories in Parishes to
which they make an official visitation
and reporting such need of repairs as
they may notice to the church war-

, dens of the Parigh, conveying in this
making full provigion for loca} repre- |

way, the onus of urging improvements

GLEBE LANDS.

I must return once more to the ques-
tion of Glebe/ Lands. This matter was
brought before you in my Charge last
year, anil.dea.lt with by reference to
the Standing Committee, who, in their
turn, referrad it to a Special Commii-
tee consisting of the Bishop, the Rev.
Canon .Cowie, and the Chancelior. I
must frankly confess that the machin-
ery thus provided has not been put in-
to motion, nor do I see how that Com-
mittee can do tne work involved. Its
members are not th least busy
amongst busy men, and this year in
particular has been very full of work,
I still think that there should be a
Standing Committes on Glebe Lands,
whose specific duty it would be to have
a watchful eye upon all such property
of the Church, espscially in vaecant
Missions, so that ;10 unnscessary loss
migkt be sustained.
