‘Recognizing the fact that a rapidly
moving airship could easily - get  be-
yond the range of this gun the Ger-
man adupliorities have had designed
an armored automobile fitted with a
special gun which_can give chase to
a dirigfble and shell it on the wing.

Argentine

CONSIDERING PRICES

Representations of Great Ship-
building Concerns Gather
in London

)

LONDON, April 10.—~Representatives
of the great shipbuilding companies of
the world are gathered in London to
support their tenders for the construc-
tion.of the two modern battleships and
some smaller vessels, which the Argen-
tine government is about to - build.
These tenders- including four' from
America, are being comsidered by .a
compassion of naval experts sent here

from Argentine, composed of Admirals
Logos and Garcia and Captain Montez,
whieh will report to the government at
Buenos Avres, which in turn will
award the contract.

The Americans who are here to ap-
pear before -the commission if called
upon to give further :particulars of
their tenders are: Rear Admiral
Bowies, president of the Forr River
Shipbuilding Co.; Henry Grove, presi-
dent ‘of Cramp and Co.; Decourcey
May, “of the New York Shipbuilding
Co; and Mr. Gautlet, of the Newpont
News  Shipbuilding Co. Archibald
Johneon, vice president of the Bethle-
hem Steel-Company, is also here, his
company being indirectly interested
as a supplier of armour plate.

The new battleships will be approxi-
mately 19,000 tons, have a speed of 21
kuots, protected by 12, 10, 8 and 6
inch armour, will be propelled by tur-
bing engines, while there will be hy-
draylic turret movement. The arma-
ment will consist of five turrets, eaeh
contajning two 12-inch guns, besides a
14 6-inch, and 18, 75 and 50 M. M. quick
firing - guns. Besides the Ameriean
cempany, British, German, French and
Italian firms have made tenders.

Last evening the Deputy Chief. de-
cided to raid the place and called to
his assistance Detective Killen' Night
Detective Lucas, = Sgt. Kilpatrick yand
Officers Finley, Perry, Scott and Sem-
ple. The deputy with Sgt. Kilpatrick,
Killen and Lucas kept a watch on the
front door, while ' the other officers
gudrded the rear of the building.

Maine. With Its Sparsely
Settled Border Offers
Fine Opportunity

That there is a well organized plot
on font to smuggle Chinamen into this
country from Camadian points via
Maine in large numbers has been
brought to the attention of the De-
bartment of Labor and Commerce at
Washington and vigorous efforts are
being made 'to stop the smuggling and
if pessible capture the men twho are
behind the scheme, says an American
exchange.

Within the past five or six weeks,
three Celestials have been captured on
trains coming to this city and investi-
gation has. practically shown that thav
were smuggled into this country by
some clever men, who saw a chance to
get them by the Uniteqd States offi-
cials and tried it. Peter Miller, chief
United States immigration inspector,
who is ctationed at St. Johm, in gon-
versation with a Commercial reporter
stated that there are over 100 Celss-
tlals in St. John at the present time,
most of whom are only transient resi-
dents, and the majority of them would
come into this country in a minute if
they eould see the chance.

Besides the three men who were
captured whila trying to make their
way to the large cities of this ceua-
try, the government is aware that nu-
merous other atiempts of the same
kind have been made along the bord-
ers of this state and Chinese inspect-
ore have been detailed to closely watch
the trains and other avenues of en-
trance into Maine. A close watch is
also being made for the men who are
responsible for the smuggling of the
Chinks, and if the government agents
layh ands on them-they wili ge sev-
erely deadt with. |

According to government officials, it
Isn’t thé Chinamen so much as it is
the men who assist in smuggling them
across the line who are to blame for
the increasing number of attempts of
this kind. America would be the Mecca
for all Chinamen if they were allowed
to come to this couniry, as they know
money is easily earned here. Accord-
ingly; when any of the Chinamen are
approached, by men, who make a busi*
ness of smuggling them into this cou#v
try, with an attractive offer to get
them in, they usually bite if they can
see the price.

The man who sucecessfully smuggles
a Celestial into the United States re-
ceives dnywhere from $100 to $600 ‘or
the job, according to the desire of the
Oriental to enter this country. While
the risks are great, it can be seen that
the long price offers a bait which many
men are willing to take.

It is rare that the smuggled China-
man pays the price for his safe lard-
ing in this country, because few of
them have the money to do so. How-
ever, there are Chinese companies who
put up the necessary funds to get their
countrymen into the United States and
then after the Celestial is saf2ly cstab-
lished in busines, he repays to ihe
company as he is able, the amount it
costs to get him in, plus a high rate of
interest.

Once in one of the large cities of
this country, it is comparatively easy
for a Chinaman to live undetected, al-
though he has to keep a close look-out
for Chinese inspectors. Every China-
man who lawfully enters this coun'ry
has papers which entitl@ him to “esi-
dence in this country. If he does not
possess them he is liable to deporta-
tion.

Maine, with its sparsely settled .hor-
der, offers a fine chénce for the wenld-
be Chinese smuggler and many at-
tempts are accordingly made to bring
the Celestials in. The usual way of
bringing the mén across the e is in
carriages. When safely acro: trains
are taken to their destination. How-
ever, more elabora te schemes are
takeh to get the Orientals across
the line and the United States offi-
cials have to keep cunstantly on the
watch to prevent these attempts,

At 9 o'clock Romanoff again went
out with another young man, some 3¢
yeéars of asge, dark haired and with a
black moustache., The landlady de-
clares that she did not notice that
three arrived and only two left. On
leaving, Romanoff gave up the key of
his room, saying that he was going to
spend a few days with his friend at
Fiumicino.

The supper had not been finished,
but was eaten during the following
days by the servant. Two glasses of
wine had been poured from the bot-
tle.

Facts of the Case

“In regard to-this transaction, the
facts are that the company had fifty
thousand dollars of guaranteed bonds
which ~were hypothicated for loans
made by.bank to the company. These
loans bore the heavy intéerest charges
of six to seven percent. The company
was naturally desirous of disposing of
these bonis and thereby retiring them-
selves of the heavy interest which was
being charged by the bank. Mr. Twee-
die was in a position to tell the exe-
cutive that one of Gis legal clients in
the town of Chatham, N. B, had a
considerable sum - which he desired to
invest in safe'securities. As the result
of negotiations Mr. Tweedie effected
for the company the sale of fifty thou-
sand dollars worth of these bonds at
par and charged a commission of one
ner cent, or a total of five hundred
doltars, for the service. The transac-
tion was considered a good one by the
executive of the company, and Mr.
Tweedie’s charge for the service was
considered a very reasonable one. The
result of this sale of bonds .enabled th.e
company to at once wipe out its obli-
gation to the band and to reduce the
interest charge of the company on ithe

tent with the normal poise of the body.

“Now a woman is housed so tightly
in her corset she can't throw back her
shoulders. They are constantly cramp-
ed and drawn forward. She is abnom-
inally distorted and her waitst line is
placed in an impossible position.”

Dr. Goldthwaite aocompanied his ar-
raignment of fashion’s latest fad for
a formless figure with charts and:pie--
tures, showing the female form as it
has pleased the fashion arbiters to re-
create it, and in his pictorial display
he had reproductions of:the straight-
front, the long-hip, the hipless'and the |
lineless corset, all resigned to make |
milady sylph-like.

In discussing the revenue features of
the bill, Senator Aldrich insisted that
gs it will be amended by the senate,
the Payne bill provides sufficient funds
to meet the expenses of the govern-
ment without resorting to any but im-
port taxes. In this connection  those
articles which the federal government
purchases in large quantities in foreign

rates  of duty. This is in accordance
with.the plan recently launched in the
senate through the appointment of the
new committee on public expenditures,
to reduce the running expenses of the
government.

No maximum and - minimum pro-
visions or ' administrative features
which include additional forms of taxa-

tion, were reported in the bill today.
These sections of the measure are to
receive the joint consideration of the
finance committee and may not be re-
ported for three weeks or more. Sev-
eral of the revenue features are de-
pendent upon the action which the
committee will take in regard to these
sections. Besides the dutiable and free
lists, the only additional provision of
the Payne bill reported today was the
Philippine free trade provision.

‘While not changing the purport of
the Philippine section, the committee’s
report includes a new draft of this
provision by which its successful op-
eration will be assurred. It had heen
suggested that the provision for the
free entry of'300,000 tons of 'sugar and
300,000 pounds of tobacco will permit
the importation under these limita-
tions’of products from neighboring is-
lands through their importation in the
Philippines. This difficulty has been
obviated by making these products
duitiable when imported into the
Fhilippines. -

A CANADIAN'S VIEW

During the course of the recént by-
election in Croydon Dr. Macnamara,
Parllamentary Secretary “to. the Ad-
miralty, and one of the Canadian
members of the British House of Com-
mons, dealt in an address with the so
called German menace. He took the
view that naval construction should
rot be made a panty issue but that the
cdondition of the navy and the poliey
of the government should be of direct
interest to all Bmitons. Granting that
weakening the navy means national
suicide, Dr. Macmamars contended
that in spite of the jingo campadgn,
the policy of the British government
is' certainly not such as need create
8ny alamm. Admitting that Geérmany
is putting forward extraordinary ef-
forts to equip a great floet it is the
duty of Britain to provide that her
supremacy “at sea remains  ‘anchal-
lenged. On this understanding Dr.
Macnamara asked his hearers to fair-
ly examine the facts and from them
to decide how Britain stands. Answor-
ing his own question he said: ““Take
Dreadnoughts alone first. At the close
of the year we shall have seven tried,
tested and improved Dreadnbughts in
commission. Germany will have two
untried Dreadnoughts put Into com-
mission late in the year. By the close
of 1910 we shall have ten. Germany
will have five. Tt is said she may
heve nine. But that would mean a
-hasten}ng up of her 1908-9 four to &

ee concerning which T am skepti-
cal. By March, 1911, we shell have
twelve. Germany will 8till, I bhelieve,
have five. But she will immediataly
have four more. So at the worst the
matter then stands twelve to nine. I
admit that one, angd perhaps two, of
Ler 1909-10 ships will come in within
a month or two. So that it may }ios-
sibly stand twelve to -eleyen. -But in
July, 911, we get two more, which
gives us sixteen. By this time I 2s-
sume that all the German- 1909-10 four
will be in. So we clome 1911 sixteen to
thirteen in Dreadnoughts.

“By April, 1912, if we lay them down,
our four contingent ’ships of the 1905-
10 programme comé in. This gives us
twenty. Assuming that Germany’s
1910-11 four are then in, she will have
seventeen. My view is that they will
not be in until the autumn of I913, if
then. But assume they . are in by
April, 1912, the position is then twenty
British Dreadnoughts - to seventeen
German Dreadnoughts. Thus, during
wkat I may cail the ‘danger zone,’ she
is never ahead of us. Admit frankly
that from the. close of 1910 to Joaster,
1812, the margin o ou# purely Dread-
nought superiority may be narrow. Do
fet us look at collateral facts. Today
we have four Dreadnoughts in com-
mission. There will be g fifth by the
end of the month, By the close of the
breséent year we shall have seven of
these monsters on tho high seas.” They
will mount 64 twelve inch guns and
have a total displacement of 125,000
tons. By that time the Germansg will
have two absolutely untried ships ,the
Nassau and the Westfalen. They will
mount twenty-four 11 insh guns be-
twen them and have a total displace-
ment of 25,250 tons '

After impressing the -significance -ef
the phrase ‘“‘untried ships,” Dr. Mac-
Namara asked his audience to concen-
trate .attention: on the: margin of
Dreéadnought Ssuperiority from the close
of 1910 to Master 1912, “You may say
that margin is dangerously narrow,
the country must be aroused, there
must be alarmist meetings. in every
city and hamiet in the land. To that
I reply:. What has become of the
British navy which used to be so in-
Vulnerable before the commissioning of
the Dreadnought in 1806? 1Is it al
either on the scrap heap or at the bot-
tom of the sea? Take the forty pre-
Dreadnought battleships,each of which
will be under twenty years old in April
1912. Their combined . displacement is
585,385 tons. They mount as main ar-
mament 650 guns of 6 in. and upwards;
152 of these guns are 12 in. guns; 38
of these ships mount 12 inch guns,

“Now compare these with the twenty
pre-Dreadnought German battleships
which will be under twenty years of
age in Aprll 1912, Their aggregate die-
placement is 241,085 tons or less than
half that of our pre-Dreadnought
ships. Their total main armament is
384 guns of 5.9 4n. upwards, 40 of these
uns being 11 in. What sort of mar
gin do, you call this? But now let.me
compare armored cruisers with armor-
ed crulsers. “We have today 35 of the
finest the world has ever seen. The
‘total displacement is 416,600 tons. They
mount 470 guns—8 in.,, 7.5 in, and 9.2
in, This is rather wide in the way of
margin. Now add our forty pre-
Dreadnought — battleships and . our
thirty-five armored crulsers together.
You ‘have a total of displacement of

gether and you get 310,589 tons. Totay
up the guns and you get in our forty
battleships and thirty-five armored
cruisers, a ottal of 1,126 Suns, all of
six inch and over.

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THE LOCAL OPTION CAMPAIGN

In considering the present Tocal cam~
paign ageinst the saloon, it may be
taken -for granted that every citizen
whose opinion is of any value, is sin-
cerely Interested in every movement
which Successfully overcomes the evils
of intemperance, We may beleve
that " there are very few men who
would deliberately encourage drunken-
ness. .  The man “who would for ‘any
reason foster in others habits 6f intem-
eprance is 8o  thoroughly anti-soclal
that society must reckon with "him as
with a criminal. The ‘men engaged in
the 'liquor trade are not so foolish that
they do mot thoroughly appreclate the
fact that it is the very fact of intem-
perance that threatens to destroy their
business. The men whose opinions are
of any value, are unanimous in their
desire to foster temperate habits in
young and old.

‘But it is fmpossible to ienore the
fact of intemperance. Men may dis-
agree radically respecting the cause
and cure of the evil, but no intelligent
and observant man can deny that the
ovi] exists. Moreovér, there is a very
general recognition ‘of the fact that
the evils of intemperance are so great
that no self-resp_ecting community can
ignore the problem: Unless we are
prerared {0 allow matfers to drift to a
very undesirable and inevitable issue,
we must seriously ‘seek the cause of
intemperance and"diligently apply the
cure.

The contention of the men who are
responsfble for the local option cam-
paign is that the saloon is chiefly re-
sponsible for intemperance in the
community, and tnat the cure to be
applied is the ellmination of  the
saloon. There wiil' b8 few who  will
maintain that the removal of the
license saloon 'will altogether remove
intemperance, but the contention of the
same reformer s thit "the application
of that method will' remove the chief
catise of intemperance.: The principal
complaint .against tHe ®aloon.is not
that it is & convenient iplace in which
a man may purchasera drink, but that
it is a place in which the drinking of
intoxicants is combined with socjal in-
tercourse. The saloon very evidently
exicts because the -eon bination of in-
toxicants and soclal intercourse
greatly ircreases the .profits of. the
trade. The men in the liquor trade de-
fend the saloon for the very same rea-
son that the temperance reformers
oppose it—it is the most profitable way
of retailing intoxicants,

The problem before the men in the
four wards concerned .ig+simply this:
‘Will the removal of the saloon from
these four wards prohibit or largely
decrease social drinking in these
wards? :

Few men will fail to see that that is
& matter which ocannot be decided by
men outside the four wards concerned.
It must be very generally admitted
that every community will permit of
prohibit just those institutions and
customs that the men of the commun-
ity want or do not want. If the ma-
jority of the morally earnest men of
these four sectfons of the city do not
want: saloons or drinking dives of a
disreputable character in their midst,
they will have the opportunity of say-
ing so at the approaching election, and
after the election they will have the
responsibility for seeing that the law
is properly enforced.

It is therefore very much to be de-
sirced that the vote record. the honest
convictions and intentions of men of
bath parties. ‘MoraHy indifferent men
under ‘the temporary excitement of a
oampaign may write a very good law,
but it requires men of ‘moral earnest-
ness to make the law effective. And 4
law that is a dead letter is almost al-
ways a bad ome.

ADVERISE NEW BRUNSWICK

In any attempt to encourage immi-
grants to settle im .this province the
government should 'mot overlook the
fact' that the information respecting
opportunities for settlement should
not be the peouliar possession of a
few government officials.

The local goverfiment would do well
to adopt the plan s0 successfully ap-
plied under the present federal ad-
ministration. The people of the prov-
ince may. prove to be quite as efficient
agents for advancing the interests of
the province as those speclally em-
ployed. But it is doubtful whether a
hundred people in the province could
tell an inquiring immigrant where
there were available lands, what the
conditions of settlement were, or what
results previous settlers had obtained,

AGRICULTURAL TRAINING

The people of the province need no
argument to convince them of the dew-
sirability of offering the boys and
young men an opportunity for training
in scientific agriculture. The provinces
that have provided such training have
gained thereby a conspicuous advanta-
age. The. problem before the govern-
ment is not to convince the people og
the need, but to discover the means
for making the provision and to de-
termine the relatior which such work
shall sustain to the present educa-
tional system.

It is but natural to expect that the
most important feature of the pro-
posed programme would be a school
offering to duly qualified students
technical training in scientific farm-
ing. It would seem appropriate that
such a school should pe in close affili-
ation with the provincial university.
In such a way the work of the farmer
would be placed in its right relation
with the work of other professions.
Furthermore such a ' school could be-
gin work with less outlay than would
be possible in an independent estah-
lishment, and the work could be ex-
tended as the demand arose and as
the funds were avajlable,

Perhaps, not the least important re-
sults of such a school would be a
gradual change in the emphasis of our
educational system There is 4dlto-
gether too much ground for the charge
that the training of the ordinary hoy
and girl has been, so far as the public
schools are concerned, somewhat- in-
cidental to the work for the few who
were bright enough and fortunate
enough to be able to enter ‘upon the
special study required for entrance
into the so-called' learned profession.
The establishment in the .provincial
university of a department for  the
study of agriculture, would be a very
emphatic assertion of the fact that it
wes part of the recognized business of
the public school to prepare a boy or
girl for work of otker than that usual-
ly classified as professional.

Such a conception could not fail to
have an effect thrcughout the entire
educational/ system. The radieal
changes which find many ready and
rabid advocates are usually to be dis-
couraged. Ill-advised changes in the
subjects of study accomplish no good
resvit. The revision of the school cur-
riculum is a very difficult task and
demands tha careful thought of the in-
telligent and conscientious expert. But
the chief advantage would be derived
from the changed attitude toward the
boy and girl who expect to take up
the very ordinary and laborious tasks
of life and the work of a country
teacher cannot fail to be different if
instead of training a.few bright pupils
for professional life he honesqy en-
deavors to traln the boys and girls
that come under his tuition for the
life that most of them will enter. This
somewhat tardy recognition of .the
need for the technical training of the
farmer may be the means of greatly
increasing the efficiency of all our edu-
caiional work.

TOO MUCH IDEALISM

Exaggeration the Keynote—
Everyone Isn't Hustling
for Money

R ]

PARIS, April 12.—Guglielmo Ferrero
write8 in the Figaro his impressions
6f Ameriea, as he considers himself
entitled to do after three months of
strenlious observation, although he
disclaims the right as vyet to express
opinions. He sums up his dmpressions
in one word—‘"exaggeration.”

Européans, he has discovered, when
Bpeaking of America seem to be coma
pelled to exaggerate everything, vices
and virtues, the proportion of material
things and the intensity of moral
forces. The first example he gives of
this exaggeration is the usual descrip=
tion of New York as the scene of
frenzied hustling, ‘“whereas,” he says,
“my first surprise was to find myself
in a city where the movement, while
certainly considerable, was less than
in Paris. Except for twice daily, even
in Wall Street, there is comparative
calm.”

The sécond exaggeration iz the de-
scription of America as a land wheére
every one think onlv of getting money.
Signor Ferrero says: “I easily ascer-
talned the falséness of this opinion.
There certainly are many in America
who think only of money getting, but
this class is not unknown in Europe.
The man ‘is charfcteristic of our civill-
zation. From what I have seen I no
longer dare say it iz a vice particularly
American.”

Defining as the most evident mand-
festation of a nation’s ideal spirit, the
existence of people who instead of
working to increase their own fortunes
prefer to do charitable works, to carry
on religious propaganda or. follow
scientific or litérary pursuits. Signor
Ferrero says thdt without risking
comparison between the two conti-
nénts it is impossible to know the true
Amnterican society without being struck
by the large number of persons who
have abandoned lucrative affairs for
such ideals.

Certainly they are not in a majority
any more than they are in Europe. In
fact Bignor Ferrero questions whether
there is hot toe much idealism in Am-
erica. Another proof 6f American ideal-
ism is the gocial position of those who
represent inteliectual culture, 8o far
from- the money' Kings being the only
gréat personages, tfie intelléctuals en-
joy consideration whleh sometimes
seemed to Signor Ferrero, although a
European and a man of letters, to be
almost excessive,

In support of this he cites the wide-
spread interest taken in Dr. Eliot's
resignation as opresident of Harvard
University and in the election of his
successor, which was a veritable na-
tional affair.

The Liberals affect to regard these
threats with serenity, for they con-
sider that the naval agitation lost its
most dangerous aspect when it was
bressed into service by the Trnionist
party. This in a great measure iz a
correct diagnosis of the political situa-

universally understood that Mr, As-
quith, the(Prem;ier, and his colleaguss
will take no chance of being left be-
hind in the race for naval supremacy
and will lay down within the year the
four extra Dreadnoughts which were
the “conditional” ships of Mr. McKen-
na's programme.

BE_RESFORD HIDING HIS HAND.

Some “of the extremists in the navy
agitation, however, have gone so far
as to damage the cause they have at
heart. For instance, Carlyon Bellairs,
M. P., supported by a number of other
politicians, called upon the Premier to
institute an inquiry into “the scope
and effect of the changes  introdueed
into the navy during the last forty
years.” This is a direct challenge to
the system inaugurated by Sir John
Fisher,

For once the Imperialist Daily Mail
is found in agreement with the Liberal
Westminister Gazette, which says: “So
long as this agitation is confined to
politicians and conducted on political
grounds it will do'no harm to the navy,
but the moment it is enlarged to in-
clude the Admiralty and administra-
tors it will at once threaten mischief
to the dfscipline and efficiency of the
service.” .

THE AIRSHIP SCARE.

The - patriotic ferment has been
taken advantage of by those who hold
that Britain ‘doeg not take her proper
place in the contest for the supremacy
of the ‘air. This reply given by Mr.
‘Haldane, the Secretary of State for
‘War, in the Commons ldst week to the
question reaspecting the progress made
by the war office in .the matter of afr-
ship building - and experiments was
not considered satisfactory. It devel-
oped during the debate ‘that the
French Govérnment proposed to have
five stations for dirigible balloons, and
that in Germany six military balloons
had been built and mere were reported
building.

Street cleaning and other sanftary
work, with very occaslonal snow elean-
ing, seem to have provided more work
for committees than unemployed,

THOUSANDS IN BREAD LINE.

But, there are attempts to provide
the hungry man with one meal & day
in order to give him some measure of
physical strength to prosecute the
search for employment. Day after day
and night after night the Church Army
feeds thousands of these derelicts. The
Thames Embankment, near Charing
Cross, is the assembling place.

‘What is true of one night is true of
every other; the people and the weath-
er change, but the picture is otherwise
always the same. It was an hour before
midnight, a cold winter night, with the
snow lying on the street and a bitter
east wind blowing that had driven in-
to shelter all that had a shelter to
seek. But already a long shivering
queue of men and youths are waiting,
and every moment adds to their num-
ber.

Policemen are there in charge, but
their- services are never wanted. The
hungry crowd walits in silent, orderly
misery, and no late comer tries to filch
the place :of one who has arrived be-
fore him. The marks of pain, hunger
and sickness are stamped on nearly
all

At midnight an officer of the Church
Army arrived and gave every.man a
slip ‘of ‘paper, which was good for a
bowl of soup, with the proviso that.he
should do g certain amount of work. A
quarter of an hour’'s walk brought the
whole contingent to the Church Army

‘tents. As this lot arrived about 100 men

were departing,

Throughout theé twenty-four hours
the ténts are filled with shifts of men,
each shift remaining three hours. On
entering each man réceives’a pint and
a half of thick soup and a thick' slice
of bread. After edting this ‘they are
put to' sawing and chopping ‘and ty-
ing up the small bundles of kindling
wood that are univérsally used fn Lon-
don.

At the end of three hours each man
again receives the same quarntity of
food he had on entering, and on going
out gets g ticket entitling him to a
bed for that night in some lodging
house.

In the number of unemployed whose
lot was. followed on this particular
night were several Americans.

ROCHESTER'S LOSS
NEARLY HALF MILLION

Big Reward Offered for Arrest
of Incendiaries

Underwriters Advance lnsurance Rates
Twenly Five Per Cent—Hundreds
are Homeless.

ROCHESTER, N. Y., April 14—Re-
vised estimates of the damage caused
by yesterday's spectacular fire place
the loss at between $400,000 and $500,-
000. Three churches, an entire business
block and forty houses were destroyed,
hundreds  were made homeless and
Bcores were thrown onut of employment
by the conflagration, the most serious
since the fire of 1904 in the retail dry
goods district.

The scores of fires, some accidental
and some incendiary, with which Roch-
ester has pesn affiicted, has resulted
in an increase of 25 per cent. in fire
Insurance rates by the State Board of
Fire Underwritérs, The common coun-
cilof the'city has increased the amount
of the reward offered for the apore-
hension of incendiaries from $1,000 to
$2,500, although it has practically been
decided that yesterday’s initial fire
was not due to the torch of the fire
bug.

Throughout the night streams of
water were played on the smouldering
ruins by the firemen who were reliev-
ed at intervals by volunteer organiza-
tions. National Guardsmen and mem-
bers of the Naval Reserve patrolled
the fire swept districts with loaded ri-
fles and fixed bayonets to prevent loot-
ing. Only those who were vouched for
were permitted within the fire lines.

The heavy downpour of rain which
began early in the evening and contin-
ued most of the night, gave assurance
of lessening danger from flying em-
bers, but caused much damage to
household effects which had beep has-
tily thrown out of the house$ in the
path of the flames by the panic stricken
occupants.

Turkey's Party of Reform

CONSTANTINOPLE, Wpril 13.—The
troops of the garrison made a violent
demonstration today before the par-
Nlament building against the commét-
tee of union and progress and the gov-
errment. They demanded the dismis-
sal of the grand vizier, Hilmi Pacha,
the minister of war and the president
of the chamber. The outbreak 1ivas
caused by an order issued to the troops
to the effect that they must obey thoir
officers under all circumstances, even
if called upon to shoot down their co-
religioniets.

The mutineers a3 the first move
seized all the officers of the committee
of union and progress and held them
prisorers. Only a few of the troops
refrained from taking part in the dem-
onstration. The latter, which were
chiefly artilleryman and cavalry, are
massed at the war ministry. They
have orders to fire on anyone ap-
proaching the building and during the
course scores of persons were killed
or wounded. Deputies were escorted
to the chamber in order that they
might vote on the question of form-
ing a new cabinet and appointing a
new president, but owing to the holi-
days ‘it was impossible to form a
quorum, .

Deputy Emir Arslan was killed on |

The cabinet met at the Porte early
in the morning, and after a long con-
sultagion the ministers sent in their
regulattions to the palace. A new min-
istry is being formed this evening.
The latest rumor is that Tewfik P2sha
who was recently appointed ambarsn
dor to Great Britain, will be the new
grand vizier with Edheim Pasha min-
ister of war.

Edhim Pasha was the Turkish com-
mander in the Greek war, and as
proceedel frcm the Yildiz to Stamboul,
he was greeted with cheers from the
troops.

The Sultan’s principal secretary read
to the chamber an irade announcing
that his majesty had accepted the cab-’
inet’s resignation and that a new min-
istry was in process of formation. Mea-
sures had been taken, the irade con-
tinued, to preserve order throughout
the country. It announced that the
mutinous troops had been pardoned
and that they could return to their
barracks and the peaple to their occu-

! pation. The irade was received with

enthusiastic cheers for the Sultan.

At four o’clock Kismail Bey went to
the palace and urged the sultan to
call Kiama] Pasha to form a cabinet,
as the only means to save the situa-
tion. In the meantime additional troops
arrived at the great square.

VIENNA, April 13.—The following
telegram, timed four o’clock this af-
ternoon, has been received here from
Constantinople:

“The cabinet has been sitting since
early in the morning. The committee
of union and progress also held a long
conclave. The mutineers have made
the following demands on the govern-
ment:

Protection of the Mohammedan faith,
dissolution of the committee of union
and progress; dismissal of the grand
vizier, the misister of war, the minis-
ter of marine and the president of the
chamber and immunity from punish-
ment for the mutineers.

“They reproach their officers with
preventing them from offering up the
precribed pravers and with attempt-
ing to abolish altogether prayvers for
the Sultan.

NEW YORK, April 13.—The stock
brokerage firm of Ennis and Stoppani,
