The Sun published recently a lettcf

making compariosn between the’ cost |

of living<in Great Britain-and in Can-
ada,.considerably. 10 the disadvantage
of th;u couh;ry In-this connectlon,
however, some recently published sta-
tistics regarding the  scale 'of wages
¢n British railways, turn the scales the
other way. - Yhe employes an all Brit-
ish railways made a demand for zn
increase of wages. The matter was
amicably  arranged by an - arbitra-
tor, and his award was accepted hy
the companies and the men.
time it was feared.that there would be
a general strike, but this was happily
averted. In the locometive depart-
ment the hours of engineers and firs-
raen working 150 train miles per shift
were reduced to mnipe hours per day.
The regular wages of engineers—$15 a
week for mail and express trains and
$12.50 for freight—was net affected;
but the drivers of yard engines were
reduced ‘from §1.82 to $1.456 per day:
The wages of firemen were increased.
Under the old ‘schedule, firmen pean
at 84 cents and reached a maxin.um
of $1.20 per day in eleven years; now
the maximum s reached in eight
years. - Cleaners began at $2.43 per
week, and rise to a maximum of $4.37.
Under the new schedule the maximum
is raised to $4.86. Engineers, firemen
and cleaners are not to ‘be called. out
on duty without an interval of at least

nine consecutive hours, except in great:

emergencies.: " The  wages of freight
brakemen (called’ guards) is raised
from $7.20 per week to.$7.78. Some
slight increases were awarded the sig-
nalmen . (who. were. . paid. $53556 per
week), the station _ staffs and
the men ' in the Tfreight ware=
houses; .In Canada engineers receive,
on an average, $4 per day of ten
hours; . firemen, $3.46 per day; clean-
ers,: $1.60 per day of ten hours; and
signal or towermen $2.40 per day.
The balance n favor of Canada, in
this regard at least, 13 considerabls,
even with full allowance for the dif-
ference in the cost of living.
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LABOR AND LIBERALS

The  alliance between Liberals and
JLaborites in the "British elections 1is
proving ot so close as was predicted
by Liberal campaign rn.anagers.” And
this 1s not- surprisiag in view of the
fact that the British Labof party has
# distinct policy of its own, which a@if-
fers in many respects from either of the
older party platforms, For  one  in-
stance, the Labour party is  pretty
effectively contruiled by the Socialists,
and is committed by  fermal resolution
to * socialization of the means of pro-
duction and distribution and exchange,
to be controlled by a democratic state
in the interests .of the entire com-
munity, and the complete emancipation
of labor from the demination of capita-
lism and’ landlordism, with the eatab-
lishment of social and economic
eguality between the sexea’” This. it
will be noted, involves woman suffrage
as well as communism. Neither Liber-
als nor Conservatives are as yet pre-
pared to zo this far. The labor party
also advocates such measures as these
—An adult suffrage, -national measures
for dealing With unemployment, taxa-
tion of uncarned increment, secular
eduecation and free, meals for children,
minimum wags of thirty shillings for
Government employees, m?ulsory
early closing and abolition of “living-
in" for shop assistants, local veto in
liquor traffiz, and prohibition of publi-
cation of betting news. The soclieties
forming the psrty have about a million
mwembers; and there is little doubt but
their strength will be greatly increased
in ihe coming Parliament. For a party
whose first organization does not date
back for-ter. years to have fifty mem-
bers in ‘the present Parliament is a
gocd shoewing.

ADVERTISING A CITY

The secretary of the Citizens’ Pub-
licity Committee recently formed in
Ottawa for the purpose of making
better known .the various advantages
of that beautiful and progressive city
points out in a newspaper letter that
what is proposed there is no new and
untried pelicy, but one that has inade
many cities, as well as many private
industries, prosperous. He quotes At-
lantic City as one that has received
great profit from energetic and judi-
cious publicity. Out of a desclate sand
waste—money  push and adveriising
created a ecity of 50,000 permanent
population, and visitors that avcraggd
from 300,000 every day during the sea-
gon, who spend a total of $110,000,000
annually. Columbus, Ga., in 1901, had
a population ‘of some 17,000, and by
advertising it went to 35,000 in 1907
Qakland, Cal., has achieved still larger
results.” In 1900 it had a population
of 66,960, and in May, 1907, it had 235,-
000. Advertising did it.

The writer need not have gone 80
far afield for his instances. Here in
Canada many cities have learned
through = profitahie experience . the
value of municipal advertising., Van-
couver. owes no -little of its progress
to  organized ~boosting, Winnipeg is
spending at the - present time thou-
gands of dollars annunally in civic pub-
licity. = Many ©Ontario cities, notably
Guelph, Berlin, Fort Williand, London

it is a form of government which
free States have applied to subject
peoplés. England has often tried it
in her govarnment of others for their
own good. The United States has ap-
plied government by Generals or Com-
missioners to Cuba, Porto Rico, Pan-
ama, and the Phillipines. But this is.
the first :instance ~whére . a. - modern
democracy has proposed it for a home
territory. It is'm quick and early fruit
of American Imperialism. But it must
be  bitter to the stomach of many
Américans who still love the demo-
cratic theory as well as to those gold-
geekers who have made their home
near the Arctic circle. These men in

Alaska are Americans and just as cap-

‘able of exercisihg self-government as
those in the old States and territories,
and much more so than the aglomor-
ate of immigrants who block the Eas-
tern ports.

£ this theory of Government is now
a.pplled to. Alaska there ‘is no reason
why it should not later be ‘applied to
some of the older states. :In’ other
States there have been coal land
frauds and timber land frauds. The
Guggenhelms and Cunninghams have
defrguddd and stolen in other states
as well as there. = The costliness and
inefficiency of many state govemments
are notorious. Many municipal opera~
tions are full of jobs.” A strongly cen-
tralised government administered by 8
few men is a simple and: reasonable.
step, but it is a complete abandenment
of democracy and a step in the wrong
direction. ' When -the United States
took  the first rash plunge into Im-
perialism it was little thought that the
experiment would react so guickly on
her own political ideas. But it has.

This is one of the paralyzing effects
of Imperialism. Lincoln said that the
safety of the nation was not In its
fleets, its armies, its forts; but in the
epirit which prizes liberty as the heri-
tage of all men, in all lands, every-
where, and he warned his countrymen
that they could not destroy this spirit
without planting the seeds of despot-
ism at their own doors. The principle
of self-government of which America
has been the great exponent has been
the overshadowing political fact of the
nineteenth century. Nothing has been
able to check the onward march of
that idea. We trust that Congress will
not adopt any such plan for autocratic
government in Alaska.

OPPORTUNITIES EAST

Young men go west becnuse they
belleve they will brofit by the rapid
development of natgral resources, and
by the inévitable increase in popula-
tion. That such possibilities exist in
the west, no informed person. will
deny. There are investments in farms
and farm lots which will return a
handsome profit. There are, also, in-
vestments which will yield an instruc-
tive dividend of disappointment,

But men who think in advance of
the crowd are not now confining their
attention to:the west. . They are look=
ing for other fields to conguer. The
men who opened the west were doing
their pioneer work when "the young
men of today were unborn§ And the
pioneers of today are not following
the crowds but are turning their: at-
tention to the only partially developed
east. They discover here the, oppor-
tunity of ground-floor privileges. They
are not rushing into the west to
chanece it with every new-comer, but
they are quiétly overlooking the ad=*
vantages of the east and judiciously
making their investments.

‘We have, undoubtedly, been blind to
many of. our opportunities. A few

the Canadian Club of St, John re-
ferred to' the primitive metliods  still
used in thése provinces in the catching
and curing of fish. As @ny man may
know, we have in our fishermen 2
class of men second to none in intel-
ligence, in industry and in courage.
But we must reckon with the = fact
that these men have not been given
the opportunity to maké the largest
possible profit out of their business.
The day is mot far distant when in
that industry there will be realized a
prosperity undreamed . of now.

We need also to open our eyes - to
the faet that the man who = would
farm can find in this province acres
of land suitable for cultivation and at
a price that guarantees a profitable
investment. The profits of ‘the west-
ern farmer have been extens!vely ad-
vertised, but it would be a distinet
surprise to many of our people to dis-
cover the results that are actually be-
ing attained by progressive farmers
here at home.

The simple fact of the matter ig that
there are numbers of farms in’ the
province which do not return. a rea-
sonable profit because the men- who
own them do not work either hard
or ‘intelligently. These farms can in
many cases be obtained for a fraction
of their real value, -

For instance, on the St John river
there are numbers .of farms which
contain scores of acres of goeod soil,
but which are yielding a meagre crop
from a small area about ‘the original
buildings. These farms 4n: many  in=
stanices offer opportunity for invest-
ment which cannot be' egualled in. the
most promising part of the Weat.
| 'Young men need not now: go West.
The East offers a market, and a good
market for more than our farms caa
produce. , A small investment here
baciked up by-steady work and trained,
1ntemgence, will bring a man fair re-
tufn for his labor and guarantee Bim
a" reasonable advance on the original
outlay. The day is near at hand,when
the West will really ‘be in the East.

TELEPHONES AND THE FUBLIC

There is good meat in Alderman Me-
foldrick’s sugg'stion that the Lieu-
tenant-Governor-in Council shall take
control of telephon~ rates. But there
is a bettor way. A government is not
the best body io have jurisdietion in
matters of this kind. Politics is bound
to creep into everything a government
does directly, and politics is a very
weak guarantee of justice either to
the public or to the corparations.affec-
ted. What Néw Brunswick rieeds is an
independent commiseion, . modelled
after the Dominijon Railway Commis-
siori, to have supervision and to exer-
cige confrol over all public utility cor-
porations dcing business in the pro-
vinee. ‘Given :ueh a commission, pro-
vided of course the  membership is
disinterested and deserving of public
confidenice, a just medium between the
public and its cosporate servants would:
be provided, to the advantage and
profit of both.

In the telephomne trouble for instance.
the directors of ' the company seem
honestly convinccd of the business ne-
cessity of an increase in existing rates.
Phey profess willingness to open their
fAinancial records to any impartial body.
Telephoneé wusers, on the other hand,
quite naturally resent the proposed in-
crease and question the Company’'s
motives. Also they feel that if this in-

There is b doubt that' the majority
of the ¢ity’s Yusiness Ten ave actively
in favor of better streets; and ‘a strong
expression’ from. théj:Board of, Trade
in this regard would ‘strengthen’ the
hands of the aldermen in the work that
has to e done. In’the matter of the
harbor® bridge, the general opinion, in
which The Sun heartily cohcurs, seems’
to be that, while this work is undoubt-
edly a mecessity of the not far future,
its urgency is subordinate to the per-
manent paving requirements, and that
a start at least should be made upon
street improvement before the ‘atten-
ticn of the citizens is distracted and
perhaps the opposition of the taxpayers
aroused by the complicatfon of two ex-
pensive programmes.

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Gapt. Barlow, 8 St Jon Man, Gives “ EXpress “Graphle” Story”
of Batfles With Three Hurricanes—Says Crew of "
*"Schooner Palmer Undoubtediy Perished..

(Portland Express.)

After completing a trip which has

probably never been equalled by a ves-
gel suiling from this port on such a
short voyage, the schooner Governor
Brooks has arrived in Boston and will
discharge her cargo there even if the
4,100 tons of coal in her hold was orig-
inally consigned to Randall and Mc-
Allister Co. of this city. Captain
George F. Barlow of Portland, com-
mander of the vessel, arrived home last
night, and when seén by an ExXpress
reporter this morning he told the story
of his trip for the first time.

Since leaving Portland the Brooks
has passed through  three hurritanes,
lost one set of sails, a rudder, and has
finally been towed into Boston by the
tugs Mercury and Underwriter in a
Gisabled condition for the second time
within a month. Captain Barlow has
been following the sea 'for 38 years
and when seen this morning he said
that he had never experienced such a
trip as the one just ended and ‘that
he would never forget his first trip as
commender of the Governor Brooks.

In the parlor of his pleasant hoine
at 490 Forest avenue Captain Barlow
told the story of the trip since he
sailed from Portland., “On Nov. 24, we
sailed from Portland to Norfolk,” said
Captain Barlow, “It . was about'' ¢
c’clock in the morning when we left
port and the wind at that time was
blowing quite fresh east northeast.
When we got outside the wind backed
around and was blowing a gale at
noon. I think it was about 1 o’clock
when our foresail was carried away
and the other sails, with the exception
of the spanker sail, which was not set,
followed within a few minutes, The
wind reached a veltg:ity of 75 miles and
hour and we race through the tre-
mendous seas under bare poles for
several hours. At 10 a; m, the wind
moderated and at 11.30 we got in shoal
water and put both anchors out. The

vessel’s decks were swept by the big

seas for a time but she finally came
around and rode the gale out in fine
shape. Early the next morning,
Thanksgiving Day, we were able to get
under. way with the few remaining
sails and crept into Boston harbor. The
spanker sail, which was the -only one
left besides the . jibs, gave the vessel
encugh headway to enable us to get
into port and we were all mighty glad
when. we dropped anchor In the harbor,
as the gale through which we had
passed had been a severe one.

“wWe remained in Boston awaiting the
arrival of a new set of sails from Port-
land until the following Thursday,
when we resumed. our trip, setting sail
for Norfolk. The trip down. was an
excellent one and we made the run in
exaetly three days and four hours.

“After loading our cargo at Norfolk
we started for the return trip Dec. 10,
and for the first two days encounterad
fine weather. When off the Jersey
coast in Monday mornin., Tec. 13, the
wind increased to a zale from the
southeast, and the seas were runiing
high and continually sweeping ACress
the deck. It ‘was useless to take any
chances of running in such a«gale sn T
decided to come to anchor at the first
oportunity and finally let poth anchors
go about six miles southwest oy south
of the Fire Island lightship, remaining
at anchor there during the night. Al
night long the wind continued to blow
at the rate of 65 miles an hour and
sometime during that gale our rud-
der was lost. I knew somvthing “had
rappened during the night, but not un-
t1h we ‘started to get under way: the
next morning did I realize fhe extent
of the damage. Tuesday morning the
wind had moderated 80 We set sail and
were able to creep slowly along under
the jibs, even if the rudder was gone.
It was hard work as Wweé were forced
to drop the anchor continually to keep
the wvessel from turning, and it was
necessary to keep in towards the shore
where we could let the anchor go in
about 25 fathoms of water. 1 did nok
dare to get in too close to the-shore, as
there was danger of going-on the rocks.
A wvessel without
helpléss as a little
vessel drawing 26

baby, and with the
feet of . water Wwe
could not rig any sort of a rudder to
Keep her on her course. If we had en-
countered a-gale at that time we would
have -been in bad shape and - would
have had to depend wupon.our anchors
to hold us. Fortunately. we arrived in
Vineyard Sound, Saturday night, Dec.
18, and anchored once more. ‘The an-
cher had. hardly -gone down when the
cutter Acushnet came within hailing
distance and asked if we needed as-
sistance. I told the  captain that I
would remain there until the next
morning, so he went back to Woods
Hole for the nizght. It was blowing
quite strong from the ‘northwest, so I
had the, second. anchor put out. At
daylight the following morning the
cutter came out once hore, and we
gave him a Tine, but with'no rudder on
the vessel the cutter was unable to
tow us, the vessel Kept going around,
and at last the cutter went into Vine-
yard Haven, as she could not come
alongside owing to the rough sead.
About 3 o’clock in tle afternoon the
cutter returpmed with one of the Com-
mercial  Whart Towboat Company's
bosats and ws ‘were towed - into: Vine-
yard Haven. ] " ; :
