Oovernments of the Union of South Africa, the Uniited States of America,
-utine Republic,, the Commonwealth of Australia, Germany, the United
1 of Great Britain and iNorthern Ireland, the Irish Free State, New
and iNorway, desiring to secure the prosperity of the whaling industry
