Indigence shall be recoverable from the Newfoundland Government. :

6. The D.V.A. undertakes to provide necessary medical treatment, including
ghspltalization, for the trainees during the training period, the cost of which
be recoverable from the Newfoundland Government. The Government of
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Canada shall not be liable for injuries to Newfoundland veterans while under-
going training. In the case of the death of a trainee the D.V.A. will forward the
remains to the trainee’s home, unless otherwise instructed, and expenses incurré
will be paid by the D.V.A., recoverable from the Newfoundland Government.

7. It is understood thateall trainees will return to Newfoundland on com-
pletion of training, as set forth in Order-in-Council 7032 of November, 1945;
Any expenses incurred in enforeing the trainee’s return shall be recoverable fro®
the Newfoundland Government.

8. It is understood that Newfoundland trainees acecepted under the agree
ment will conform, where applicable, to all rules and regulations laid down P
the Department of Labour and D.V.A. for the administration of vocationd
training.

9. The Newfoundland Government understands that accommodation 1
most Canadian training centres is taxed to the limit and that there are many 0’{
the waiting list for admission. D.V.A. however, in making arrangements {0
Newfoundland candidates will give every possible consideration to their traini?
needs consistent with these limiting conditions. !

It is understood that, if your Government concurs in the arrangements out”
lined above, this letter and your reply will be regarded as constituting agreemet
between the two Governments on the subject.
