Currently describing herself as "an IT consultant on hiatus" for
brevity's sake, Gisela lias extreme problems writing bios for
unspecifled purposes. Possibly this is because who she is ofien
depends on the situation. Oisela sometimes lias probleins deciding
wliether the situation caîls for lier to be "Oisela" (tlie professional
elements) or "Gigi" (everything else).

At random relevant points in the past, she could be found studying
philosopliy and cinema at U of T, building software, designing
networks from the cabling on up, designing graphies, creating
marketing materials, sitting at sales and development meetings, and
crawling under people's desks in four-inchi heels and skirts to fix their

He developed his intellectual life after the Cuban Revolution. In 1976
hie graduated with a degree in Literature and Hispanic Language. H1e
was one of the founders 'of the "Movimiento Columna (CJEAC) de
Escritores y Artistas de Oriente" (Movement Colunin of Writers and
Artists of Orient), a movement which preceded the UNEAC in Cuba.
11e became board memaber of The Association "Hermanos Saz"
(brothers Saz) of writers and Artists, and in 1991 was also founder, in
Santiago de Cuba, an "Asociacin de Escritores y Artistas
Independientes" (Association oflIndependent Writers and Artists)
called EL GRUPO. H1e founded the literary magazines "Museo" and
"El Grupo". H1e worked as a redactor and co-editor of the literary
magazine "Heredia"', as a stage actor and as analytic consultant,
screenwriter, actor, and director of the Cuban Television, Tele
Turquino.
