in particular, the Conference of lllicd P.iinisters of Education, London,

1944; the Paris Peace Conference, 1946 ; and lately, the Conference on the

Law of the Sea in Gcncva, 1958 and 1960, as Vice-Chairman of the Delegation .

He has attended sessions of the U.N. General Lssc^bly, of the Economic and

Social Council of the UoN ., and of the Council of Europe at Strasbourg .
