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A Mow, in the United Nations a year ago you were critical of

:r. Sharp, it's been a fairly aventful year irn international
arfairs. From the Canadian standpoint, what would vou recard
the rmost outstanding event? : v ‘

vell, from our point of view, the most important event was
the United States' balance of payment crisis and the events
that followed from that. That is, if you look at it from °

the point of view of the immediate effects upon Canaca. If
you look at the world as a whole, I suppose that the riost :
important event was the India-Pakistan War because it revealed
the conflict between the Soviet Union and China in a new light.

procedures there. Do you feel there's been any improvement
in the past year? : : A

Yes, following our initiative a committee was established and
has brought in a report with a number of quite practical
things that can be done. Naturally, wetre not sztisfied. I
said at the time, you may recall, that the United lations was
drowning in a sea of words. ‘Jell, I see no sterning of the
flood. It goes on as usual. However the chances that are

being proposed, and many of which will be accepted I think,

may help to reduce the paper -- the quantity of paper -- that
is being distributed; willelininate some of the overlap in
discussion and so on. So, I think it was worth while doinz,
but we're by no means satisfied that the inited Ilations is
operating as it should.

There's been some severe strains including the India-Fakistan
Vlar and some various other things -- strains within the United
fations thenmselves. Do you think the Oryanization can overcorie
this sort of problem that tends to take these strains outside
the body? :

I don't know whether it can or not because the United Nations

is simply a reflection of the world. There khas teern a very

big change as a result of the entry of Peking as the represen-
tative of China. This has made a profound difference toth to
the United lations itself and to the debates. This carme out
particularly during the debates on the India-Pakistan Var.

You no longer had a confrontation between the principal
representative of the capitalist world, so-called -- United States,
and the principal socialist country -- tne Soviet Union. Tou
have a three-cornered situation with the United States, the
Soviet Union and China all contributing very larzely to the
debate and giving to the debate moreof an air of reality.

It seems to me that before Peking took the China seat there

was a distortion in the United liations debates. Now that
distortion has been removed. The situation is nuch nore
complex, of course, but that is the way the world is, and

I'm very much nmore satisfied that the United !lations is 2 proper
reflection of the world today than it was before Peking entered.
And this is one of the reasons why we toox the initiative that
we did: first of all, in recognizing Peking &s the Government
of Chira, and secondly in takirg such a forthrisht position on
the seating of Peking in the China seat.
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.Jle were a member of the dollar group rather than the sterling

ftow, in another sphere, these events have had great strains

on the Commonwealth, too. Do vou feel that the Commonwealth
can survive this sort of thin:;? I'm thinking of India-Pakistan,
the Rhodesia settlement, all these things that seem to te
tearing away at the membership. ' ' o

It depends on what you expect from the Cormonwealth. For a |
long time Canada has not regarded this as economic grouping.

group, so we didn't have the same sort of interests as other
menbers of the Commonwealth. So for us the economic side of
the Commonwealth was not too important. 1Ilor did we think

that there could ever be common policies in the Commonwezltn
towards the rest of the world. You may recall that it was
Canada that objected many, many rears ago to any attempt to
have a common foreign policy in the Commonwealth, and that

has now become the accepted doctrine. Our view of the
Commonwealth is that it is an excellent place to have
discussions about world problems amongst a group of countries
that are representative of the various elements in the world
today: various colours, various approaches; we have alignad
countries; we have non-aligned countries; we have black; we
have yellow; we have white-faced people. 1In other words,

the Commonwealth to us is a microcosm of the world. The
advantage of the Comnmonwealth is that the representatives

can sit down together and talk informally on the tasis of
having one common language, which is Enzlish, and having a

set of institutions that enables us to meet tocether and to
understand what the other was saying without elaborate explara-
tions. And if our Prime linister, lir. Trudeau, has his wzy
there will be much greater informality in the proceedings --
fewer set pieces, more exchange of views than we have seen
in the recent past. And Z do hope that this is the way
that the Commonwealth operates in the future, dut any idea
that the Commonwealth has cormuon policies or even cormnen
interests is really an idea of the past. The Cotmonwealth
is now representative of the world and that is its great
advantage: that we can have these info:mal meetings not in
the setting of the United liations but arnongst a group of
old friends.

There seenms to have been some progress towards détente in
Europe, between East and Vlest Cermany and so on. Do you:
see riuch hope for actual settlement of some of these protlens?

Yes, I really have been quite optimistic for scrie time and

I think this optinism is bein; justified. 'Je, in Canada,

have been working for détente over a long period of years

and our cause was, of course, gsreatly strengthened by th
accessicn to office of Uilly Zrarndt, as Chancellor of the

Federal German Republic. He, too, has been interested in
détente, and nore procsress has been made under his adninistration
than for nany years. ‘e're now on tihe verje of za settlemeant

f the Berlin question. This will be accouparnied by, I hope,
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"Well this Govermment, the Liberal Government, has never had
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a ratification of the treaties between the Soviet Union, and
Foland and Germany. In due course, I hope that the two

" Germanies will be able to work out a modus vivendi so that

both of them can enter the United Hations. Tnis would Yte

a trenendous step forward and these are matters that are

in prospect.. They're not just dreams, they are possitilities,
and very real ones that everyone is working towards. So I
think that in Europe we are moving to a situation when there
will be a good deal less tension. Indeed, I don't think

that Europe is going to be the centre of our concern in the
future. I think it's going to be the apparent conflict
between the Soviet Union and China. '

Now, you've mentioned some of the economic problems that

have come up during the year and among those, for Canad:

anyway, has been the enlargement of the European Economic
Community and British entry there. Have our fears been .
as well grounded -- our fears of this loss of trading?

great fears about this. Indeed, you may recall that unlike
the predecessor government, the Diefenbszker CGovernment, we
did not oppose British entry into the Common laarke:t. e

"had assumed that this was in the interests of Britain and

therefore we took the view that Eritain should make up her

own mind. Ve recognized there would be some resultinz problems
for us in particular industries, and in particular comrodities.
It was our view that in the long term, however, a stronger
Europe, which would follew from its unification, would provide
alternative markets at leist as big as and as important.
Indeed, if you look at tl 2 record of trade over the period
since the fomation of ths Cormon Illarket, our trade with
Europe has gone ahead by leaps and bounds so that in so far

as the unification of Europe had proceeded so far, it has
been positively beneficial to us. Ve're goirs to have some

- problems arising out of the adhesion of Eritain in particular,

but our view is that Eritzin will be rore prosperous inside
Europe than outside. For exanple, wetve had very little
increase in our trade with Britain compared with our trade
with the Common larket. %hich gives some support to this
point of view. Iloreover, we've now had a number of very

good contacts with the Cormon liarket itself, znd we have
established our point of view which is friendly, tut we have
taken the occasion to point out to the Europeans how stupid
it would be to bring about the adhesion of Britain in such

a way as to do damage to us. So various thinzs have been
done to ease the transition period so that we don't suffer
too riuch harm during the period of enlargement. So for these
reasons, we don't take a passimistic view. ‘e think that it's
better to have Europe unified than to have it divided.

The economic problems themselves have been plaguinz the world
as a whole. Do you see an:* hope of a better international
rmonetary and trading syster: energing from all this?
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A. = I don't know whether it will be better. Thzt remains to
' be seen. So nuch depends upon the future policy of the
United States. Our fear has teen that the United States was
not only faced with irmediate prcblems which required them to
‘take some undesirable and rather drastic steps to redress
their balance of payments, but we were concerned, and still
are, about the possibility that the United States nay be :
turning inward -- that a protectionist trend ray be developing.
in that country. And if it does, then we would have to
adjust ourselves to it and out of this would emerge a situation
- less desirable than what has prevailed in the post-war period.
. However, the President of the United States has said that that
"~ is not the way his adninistration intends to take
the United States, that after this crisis -- out of . ,
which they hope they will emerge with a better alignment of
currencies and the reduct.on of what thev consider
unfair barriers to United States! exports -- the United
States will then revertto its policy of promoting freer
trade on a multilateral b:ssis; and if that happens, we would
be the first to benefit because we are one of the most important
tradinz nations, and certainly the most important tradings
partner, of the United Stetes. So I can't really answer
your question yet. So much depends, as I say, upon the
direction that public opinion takes in the United States.

Q. i:ow, ruch of our thrust, or Canadian thrust, in foreign
policy latterly seems to have been tied up with trade policy,
‘even to the extent of rore or less integration of the trade
and diplomatic foreign services. Do you see this policy as
working out as well as it was hoped?

L. I think it's inevitable tiat for a country like Canada.which
. has no great nilitary power but which has some advantages
or disadvantages of location -- depending upon which way you
look at it -- but has enoimous econonic rescurces, _
that the emphasis in our foreign policy should be upon economic
I ratters. In the first plice, we can play a larger role in
econonic affairs than we :an in nmilitary affairs. Ve are
in a better position to help the underdeveloped countries
of the world economically than we are militarily. ile don't
interfere in their internal quarrels. For example, the Soviet
Union takes side in the India-Pakistan war. iie don't take
any sides. Our concern is with the humanitarian side, with
helping the people of India and Pakistar to develop. So
this is our role. It's ar econcnic role, or a huuanitarian
role very closely linked with economic questions. So it's
natural for a country like Canada to enphasize the econonic
side, and it's not particularly a selfish point of view. It
is as important in the promotion of the developrient of the
free world and the increase in the standard of living of the
poorer parts of the world as it is in the interests of prorioting
our own welfare. :

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- That brinzs up our relations wit!: the developinz countries,
~and trying to close the gap between rich and roor. Do you

see any possible new initiatives that night help that out?

“!e have, of course, taken one initiative that is worth
recalling. And that is the estatlishment of our International
Development Research Centre whick is just settinc under way
now. And lir. Pearson, our former Prime ilinister, as you

know, is the Chairman of the Z2oard; and we have David Hopper

- who has had extensive experience throughout the world as

the Executive Head of this agency. It's a rather interesting
organization because about half of the directors are nor-
Canadians. "What we have in effect established is an Inter-
national Development Research Centre which is controllec ,
almost as rnuch by foreigners as it is by Canadians themselves.
This is the organization that will be loo¥in: at the problems

of development. It won't be promoting development. It

will be studying how best to prozote developnent and giving
cuidance to international agencies and to, we hope, national
arencies such as our cwn. This I consider one of the rore
important developments that we in Canada have been premotiug,
and it may have results of very far-reaching importance.
Other than that we have bzen increasinc- our aid. iletve

nade an enormous improvencnt in our relative standing amengst
the .countries -- the donor countries -- of the world. 'etre
now about the middle and our...I think last year our aiZ

was .71 per cent whereas ¢ few years ago it was down to

less than half of one per cent. In terms of official

aid, we're one of the larsest of the donor countries. So
we're beginning to play the sort of part in these activitics
that I think we should as one of the more fortunate countries
of the world. '

Isn't there another problem developins there, thoush -- with
the developing countries goin:s fa “ther and farther into debt?
Their international exchange position doesn't seen very good.
Do you think there's a way around this?

The only way arournd it is to avoid piling rmore debt up. At
least that's one way of dealing with the question. This is
why we have been concentrating on either srants or very long-
tern loans at very low rates of interest or with no interest
at all. ilany of our loans have been fifty years, without
interest, with a ten-year period of grace tefore the capital
has to be begun to be repaid. This is one of the reasons
for that sort of arrangernient -- it's to avoid placing on the
shoulders of these developing countries furtnher debts that
they will never be able to pay. I don't know any other
answer. The needs of these countries are enormous. Iany of
the things that they need will tzke a very long time for then
to be able to repay. They need the infra-structure. I'm not
talking about new factories wihich mizht be atle to pay for
themselves, I'm talking about roads and schools and univercities
and health services -- all these thinzs tzat are necessary for
>
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dlevelopuent that we take for ;ranted because we were one of -
t.he rore fortunatc countries that got started a long time -
a0, and had a small population.

i;ow, a lot of our development assistance is concentrated

in Africa, both French- and English-speaking Africa. An

there,. too, there have been some difficulties between the
nations. How do you see the future of the African organizations
and the Canadian goal with then? :

ile have one advantage as Canadians and that is we speax the
two languages of Africa, that is, the two languazes apart.
fron their own native languages. If you'll zo over the
countries of black Africa at least you'll find that they're
either Francophone or Anglophone. So that we can worx in

both parts of black Africa, which is . a tremendous advantarge.
Vle can also in that way promote the unity of our owm country
because it gives Canadians of both English- and Trench-
speaking origins an opportunity of working abtroad in their
owvn lancuage. !lowever, there are very, very Serious protlers
in Africa itself. 7You have the ordinarv protlerms of develop-
nent, and Africa has yet to put in place the sort of infra-
structure that is necessary to economic development. And
then you have the confrontation which is to te found in
Efrica between the races, between the tlacls andthe whites,
and there you have the remnants of the old colonial régirmes --
rarticularly the Portuguese. So Africa is cistractecd from
ite developrent by these political questions. And this is

to be seen everywhere you 70 in Africa, and It's nost
.anfortunate, but there it is. And we'll have to...as

far as Canada is concerned we agree with the black Africans,

we want to see the end of the colonial rézimes in Africa.

And we want to see the black people in Africz havinz equal
political rights with the whites. 3But tiis Is not accepted

in South Africa or Rhodesia as yet, and the Portusuese still
insist on maintaining these areas in Africa &s part of Portugal.
So I can only say that Af:ica is going to be faced with that
particular problen until <where's some political settlement
found, and it is going to te a distraction from development
just as the India-Pakistan iar is a distraction fror the

nreat problems of development that ouzht to Te engaging

the interests of their people. But instead of that they're.
diverting thneir resources to the wasteful uses of war.

ilow, we've also had long association in the (Caribbean and
Latin America, tut there don't seem to have been many
startling developments during the past year. ‘hat has gone
on with Canadian policy in that area?

“iell, there has been one rather startling development, and
that is the nmovement towards establisnins a pertianent observer
in the Organization of Amarican States for Canada. This
decision was made by Canada sone two or three vyears aso, and
we have pursued it, and we have every reason to believe tha

durinz 1972 we will become a permanent observer to the
Organization of American States with a diplomatic mission
accredited to that organizatiorn. This is a big step, so
recoznized by the Latins who...some of whorn would, of
course, have preferred if we*d become full members, btut

way. Jefve also joined a nuriber of organizations associated
with the Organization of American States. Pan-American
Organization on Health is an exanple. ile have applied for
rienbership in the Inter-American Bank fcr Develeopment which
hitherto had been linited to nembers of ths GC.A.8., but we

are being accepted as a nember or the Uank. low this _
is quite a change and quite a development in relations between
Canada and the Latin American countries. 7le*ve also been
moving to increase our aid prograrme in South America. Ve
have a very big aid programme, of course, in the Caribbezn,
but we've been stepping up our prograrme in Latin America
both bilaterally and through the Inter-American Bank.

Finally, one of the larger thrusts of the last year or two
have been the moves in the Pacific, and with the Soviet
Union as far as that goes. Do you see closer...any nore
close relations developing ir that area?

Yes, I think our relations, in the Pacific of course, are
going to grow very quickly. I don*t think most Canadians
living in Eastern Canada are quite aware of how close those
relations have already become. People living west of the
Great Lakes are nuch more conscious of it because of the very
tig wheat sales that have been made to China and Japan, and
also the big investnents that the Japanese have been making
on the Yest Coast, and the big sales of metals and other
primary products to Japan. Japan has now becorie our third
tradin- partner, followin~s the United States and Britain

and very shortly it is litely to become the second. So

that our relations with Japar have developed apace anrd are
continuing to develop. Jopar is one of two countries with
which we have regular nministerial meetings -- every vear w
meet with the Japanese as ministers, three or four ninisters
frorn each country in either Canada or Japan, to discuss our
developing interests. This is a marx of how close our
relations have become the:e. ‘e were one of the first in
recent years to nove towa:'ds the recocnition of Peking as

the Governnent of China. ‘e are credited with having started
the novement going that has resulted in Peking now occupying
the China seat in the United llations. I think that's right.
I thirnk we found the formula. ‘ie found the rneans by which we
could recogznize Peking without having to pass judgement uvpon
the status of Taiwan. Our relations with Indonesia are
berinning to develop. Indonesia is protably one of the potentially




rmost important countrles of Southesast As*a. It's ot a
population about as big as Jzpan; it's got enormous resources;
so we've gradually been develop1n~ our relations in that
direction. ‘le have been doinc something more in ilalaysia.

- As far as India-Pakistan is concerned, unfortunately everything.
hkas been given a setback by the war. But it hasn't been
because we have not tried to be helpful. So our relations
in that part of the world are just bound to grow, even with
Australia and Mew Zealand wkesre our relatlonshlps used to
be rather indirectly throush the Cormonwealth. 1ilow we are
rnaking visits directly, not just while the Australians-are
on their way to iashington, but primarily to visit Canada;
anc¢ in the other direction, we're Zoinz out of our way to
visit and to exchange views w‘th the Australians and

the ilew Zealanders, which is something rather new for
Canadian-Antipodes relations. .
