Consulates throughout the United States and in Puerto Rico will present
the books at formal ceremonies to be held at the high schools,

As part of the programme, the Department of External Affairs is
sponsoring an award competition fer a trip to Canada. A total of fifteen
avards will be made to those student/teacher teams who have made the most
creative use of the book collection. Project entries - ‘11 be judred
by an indepencent committee of educators in Washin:.on.
