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The Secrctary of Statc for External Affairs, the
Honourable Allan J. MacEachen, announced today that the
Honourable Marcel Lessard, Minister of Regional Economic
Expansion, will represent Canada at the Seychelles independence
celebrations being held from June 26 to July 1. The Seychelles,
a group of some 86 islands in the Indian Ocean, will become
an independent republic within the Commonwealth, after more than
a century and a half of British colonial rule, at midnight, June 28.

The Seychelles will also participate in the activities
of la Francophonie, the General Conference held in Mauritius
in November 1975 having confirmed that the Seychelles will
become a member state of 1'Agence de Coopération culturelle et
technique upon acceding to independence.

The Secretary of State for External Affairs also
announced the appointment of Mr. R.W.. McLaren as Canada's first
non-resident High Commissioner to Seychelles. Mr. McLaren is
concurrently High Commissioner to Tanzania with residence in
Dar-es-Salaam, and is as wcll accredited as non-resident High
Commissioner to Mauritius and Ambassador to the Republic of Somalia.

The Honourable Marcel Lessard will be accompanied to
the Seychelles independence celebrations by Mr. Mclaren.
