WE HAVE BOTH OBSERVED IN THE PAST THAT CANADA-ASEAN TRADE IS

RELATIVELY MODEST AND THAT THERE IS SIGNIFICANT POTENTIAL FOR

TWO-WAY GROWTH . WE WÀNT TO DO SOMETHING ABOUT THIS POTENTIAL .

AS A RESULT OF MY GOVERNMENT'S INCREASED FOCUS ON THE

ASIA/PACIFIC REGION, CANADIAN 14INISTERS AND BUSINESSMEN ARE

INCREASINGLY FREQUENT VISITORS TO ASEAN . I AM PLEASED TO NOTE

THAT THIS TREND IS NOT ONE WAY--INDEED, WE HAVE WELCOMED THE

AND INDUSTRY AND THE MINISTER OF TRANSPORTATION AND COMMUNICATIONS

OF THE PHILIPPINES VISITED CANADA AND EXPO 86 . 1 HOPE THE

INCREASE IN THIS TWO-WAY TRAFFIC WILL CONTINUE .

YOU HAVE IDENTIFIED FOR PARTICULAR EMPHASIS, ENHANCED

COOPERATION INVOLVING INVESTMENT THROUGH JOINT VENTURES, TRANSFER

OF TECHNOLOGY, AND AN INCREASED MARKET PRESENCE IN CANADA . WITH
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THE HELP OF THE CANADIAN INTERNATIONAL DEVELOPMENT AGENCY'S

INDUSTRIAL COOPERATION PROGRAM, A NUMBER OF CANADIAN COMPANIES

HAVE ESTABLISHED AND OTHERS ARE LOOKING TO ESTABLISH OPERATIONS

IN ASEAN . WE REGARD THIS AS AN IMPORTANT ONGOING CANADIAN

CONTRIBUTION TO THE FAC'ILITATION OF INVESTMENT AND TRANSFE R

OF TECHNOLOGY .

WE INTEND TO DO MORE IN-THE AREA OF COMMERCIAL

COOPERATION AND INVESTMENT PROMOTION . IN RESPONSE TO EARLIER

ASEAN REQUESTS WE PROPOSE TO ESTABLISH A FUND SPECIFICALLY

ALLOCATED TO ASEAN TO ORGANIZE MARKETING SEMINARS AND TO FUND

INCOMING TRADE MISSIONS . WE ARE ALSO LOOKING AT WAYS OF

INCREASING AWARENESS WITHIN THE CANADIAN PRIVATE SECTOR OF

BUSINESS OPPORTUNITIES IN ASEAN COUNTRIES, FOR EXAMPLE, BY

PRODUCING PUBLICATIONS ON TRADE AND INVESTMENT OPPORTUNITIES

HERE, WE WILL WORK MORE VIGOROUSLY WITH THE PRIVATE SECTO R

TO ENCOURAGE GREATER TWO-WAY TRADE AND INVESTMENT . THE CANADA-

ASEAN FORUM IN CANADA IN SEPTE14BER WILL ALSO MAKE A SIGNIFICANT

CONTRIBUTION IN THIS AREA .

WE ARE ALSO LOOKING AT HOW WE COULD DEVELOP A

TRANSFER OF TECHNOLOGY MECHANISM . THIS COULD POSSIBLY BE IN
